SAFEGUARDS OF HEALTH.

While disease at one front of battle is
ever yielding to the advances of medical
skill, at another it is as sarely surrender-
ing {0 the progress of hygiene. To-day

he physician is ssked not only how the
sick may be healed, but how the well
may stay well. From year to year in-
vestigation lengthens the list of diseases
strictly preventible, and diphtheria and
typhoid only lir to mark the neglect
of well-understoud precantionrs.  Vacei-
nation has been so n(rikn\g_- an example
of what prophylaxis can do, that hun-
dreds of eager experimenters are endea-
voring to bring consumption and scarlet
fever into the same category as small-
pox. From maladies less serious, but
much more common, the public is fast
learning that immunity is largely a
question of taking care of one's general
health and vigor. Seeds of disease which
find a foothold in an enfeebled frame
are either repelled by a round and hearty
covstitution or harmlessly digested by
it. To maintain this happy condition
wholesome food, abundant exercise, per-
sonal nliness, temperance in all
things, and the avoidance of worry are

indispensable

There are a good many people who
know their lung tissues to' be 4{ rlicate;
or their heart action to be irregular, or
who suffer from some other constitu-
tional weakness. Among this class the
custom is gradually |spreading of con-
sulting a physician, not when acute
difficulty has arisen, but as soon as the
infirmity is detccted and periodically

thervafter.  Notseldom health is main-
tained in this way and life lengthened,
Lfor it is in their early stages of develop-
ment that many diseases, lnlk(mll) the
obscure derangements of t nervous
system, can be most successfully treat-
ed. Perhaps it is the daily glass of
spirits or the weckly supper party,
which the physician interdicts. Quite
as often it is the allurement of the stock
exchange or the card table, which he
has to prohibit.  Whatever his advic
it has incaleulably more value in pre-
venting a crisis than in dealing whf\ it
after it has come to pnss. Just as the
best services of the lawyer are not in
advocacy 0 much as in steering his
client clear of the conrts, so _the doctor
finda his worthiest skill to be in keeping
his patient free from the need of cure or
healing. In the task of maintaining
healthful conditions, general and special,
