It Provides that Ameri=
can Born Animals Ta-
ken Out of Country
Must Pay Duty to Re-
turn--Will Affect Hor-
ses and Pet Animals.

Washington, June 4.—The customs
court has giyen a decision which
promises to bring customs collectors
into even more unpopularity.

Three words in one section of the
Payne-Aldrich law have been cons
strued to mean that any Americans
Born animal, once taken out of this
ceuntry must pay duty to retusn. It
is - held that the law applies animals,
from pet poodles to draft horses.
Heretofore customs collectors have
been allowed to exercise some dis-
cretion in enforcing this provision;
hereafter they will have no alterna-
tive, and the following will be some of
its effects:

An American woman who takes her
pet poodle to KEurope will have to
pay duty on it when she returns.
Collector Loeb, at New York, has beg-
ged the treasury depunuwnt to allow
him to wink at the law, but has beefn
advised that the government will al-
low no winks,

A Niagara Falls hackman will no
longer be allowed to drive his fare
across the gorge to the Canadian side
of the waterfall unless he is prepared
to pay full duty on his horse when he
comes back. There is no provision
by which he might put up a bond
guaranteeing his return.

Many Americans who have summer
homes in Canada and usually take
their horses and dogs with them will
be confronted with a duty when they
return,

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MR. PUGSLEY AND THE VALLEY RAILWAY,

Mr. Pugsley’s organs in St. John and elsewhere
throughout the Province are making a very strenuous
attempt to have it appear that he is not respousible for
the delay in the construction of the Valley Raflway.
¥From the outset every move made by Mr, Pugsley has
beén to prevent the construction of this important work
by the Hazen Uovernment. Had Mr. Pugtley and the
other members of the Dominion cabinet earnestly de
sired that the Valley Railway should be built and operat-
ed as a part of the Imtercolonial system they would

have acted on the request of the delegation which went

to Ottawa in 1809 This they ald not de, hut waited
until & few days before prorogation, when it was im-
possible to prepare and compl legistatian |before

sending any rveply When the reply did come it Was
not a communication from the Government, but a tele-
gram from Mr, F. B. Carvell, M. P, which committed
the Government at Ottawa to nothing The whole
summer of 19509 spent in correspondence which
had no result, Mr. Hazen suggested a conference be-
tween the two governments, which might have resulted
in some definite understanding, but no ¥me was appoint
ed for a conference

When Mr. Hazen suggested that the delegation go
to Ottawa he told them also that he had an offer to
construct the road from an independent company and
that there had been corréespondence between the Gov-
erament of New Brunswick and the representatives of
the company, but that the matter was still open. This
was the condition of affairs when the House was called
together in 1910. The session was the signal for more
aetivity on the part of the CGovernment at. Ottawa,
There was a great deal said regarding the specification
of the railway as lald down by Mr. Pugsley in one of
hig letters, and afterwards embodied in the act passed
during the session of 1910, but no modifications were
then made. The session of 1910 came to an end
without any move being made by Mr:; Pugsley to secure
thé necessary legislation at Ottawa to give effect to
futercolonial operation.

Mr. Hazen, moved by a sincere desire to bring about
the construction of the railway, continued the corres-
ponderice with the gentlemen whom he had mentioned
i 1909 as willing to build the road, and negotiations

The truth
of the whole matter is that the coun-
try has been swung to its axis once
more by the notable ton}mon sense
opinions of the Supreme Court. - For
4t lemst seven years we have been

bblt with a and all
puwerml statute hanging over us, its
import and requirements undefined,

its literal and strictly legal application
threatening certain and universal
commerclal dissolution if the act it-
self were not declared unconstitution-
al.

The Supreme Court, by making the
Law possible of enforcement, has sav-
ed the Sherman Anti-Trust Act itself
from dissolution. Had the justices
concurred, that the lLaw meant to
forbid gll restraint, they would have
been ¢ompelled to declare it uncon-
stitutionl, as was intimated by the
chief justice in uo uncertain terms.
Previous to the decigions, the en-
tire budiness community was weighed
down by uncertainty as to whether or
not a very large part of the industrial
machinery must be -broken up 'and
sold at auction.* That this was no un-
warranted fright, unfortified by strong
premises, 18 demonstrated by the fact
that one of the justices Wwas stubborn-
Iy and unflinchingly fu favor of a de-
cigion which would have thrown the
Tobacco Company at once into a re-
celvership and would have remorse-
lessly dissolved the Standard Oil Com-
pany and scattered its assets into
separated lutegral parts, re-establish-
ing multitudinous competitien, as at
the beginning of things.

en with paralysis first, and after that
have melted away to destruction.
The common sense decisions of the
Supreme Court Justices have swept
aside the impending danger and have

| The re-establishment of the Tobacco
w‘.uupuux is more complicated than

| that of Standard Ofl, and must be ef-
fected in consultation with and appre-
val of the lower ecourt Many sur-
mises are belng made as to how this
can be done with the difficulties at
tending it, but there is little ‘doubt
that a satisfactory solution will be
fcund within the eight months allow
ed under the Court decree

There. is, however, no throwing open
of the doors to unjust coercion of fair
trade or selfish monopoly of markets
On the contrary, by very reason of
the construction of 1its prohibition
upon real offenders, no line will be
knowingly overstepped by corporations
in their intense desire for self-pre-
servation, but, instead, brain and ef-
fort will be used to the utmost on
the part of all interests to avoid in-
fraction; and the bigger the interest
the greater the care will be. The
very fact that what is or is not rea-
sonable, is undefined, will make all
corporaticns more studiously careful
to see that no conduct shall by any
possibility be of such doubtful charac-
ter as by any chance to come under
the ban of the Law

A section of the Chinese Penal Code
has been quoted, which punished any-
one who was guilty of “improper con
duct.” It cannot be denied that such
a law would produce excessive and un-
blemished Chinese propriety If the
course of conduct were definitely de-
scribed and defined, there might be
many things done that would approach
close to the line of offense, but NOW,
a4 wide margin will be left by the
corperations on the side of safety,
and everything will be avoided that
savors in the least degree of oppres
sive restraint or greedy
tion. It was “the ever present mani-
festation of conseclous wrong-doing”
that to the mind of the Court estab-
lished the illegality of the Tobacco
Company. The corporations will not
{only now be good. They will become
almost saintly’ for r|=ar of shadowy in-
fringement.

The plan adopted b\ the combined
wisdom of the lower court and the
Tobacce Company, to honestly come
within the Law, will hereafter form a
model to be copled by all existing, or
to be ereated, corporate bodies.
| The Sherman Act for twenty years
has been a great engine of destruc-
tion, 8o loaded to the brim that none
dared to ignite the fuse, because fir-
ing it would have burst the gun. To-
