“The latest report from Sir Ian Hamilton states that 
severe fighting continued yesterday in the Gallipoli pen­
insula, mainly in the Anzac zone, and in that to the north. 
The positions occupied were slightly varied in places but 
the general result is that the area held at Anzac has 
been nearly trebled, owing chiefly to the gallantry and 
dash of the Australian and New Zealand army corps.

“While to the north no further progress has yet 
been made, the troops have inflicted heavy losses on the 
enemy and the French battleship St. Louis is reported to 
have put out of action five out of six guns in the Asiatic 
batteries.”

Airships Bombarded Warships 
in Thames and London 
Docks German Admiralty 
Says,

London, Aug. 11.—The British warship Ramsey 
has been sunk in the North Sea by the German warship 
Weteor, it was officially announced tonight. The Meteor, 
as she was being chased by British vessels, was blown 
up by her commander, the statement adds.

The text of the statement follows:
“H. M. S. Ramsey, Lieut. S. Raby, R. N. R„ a small 

armed patrol vessel, was sunk by the German armed 
fleet auxiliary warship Meteor on the 8th of August in the 
North Sea. Four officers and thirty-nine 
saved.”

London. Aug. 11—While the Rus­
sians are fighting desperately to ex­
tricate themselves from tfhe cordon of

London, Aug. 11.—At the meeting 
held tonight to Impress upon the gov­
ernment the necessity of declaring cot­
ton contraband of war, Sir William 
Ramsay, the eminent scientist, declar 
ed cotton was the only substance re 
quired for the manufacture of muni­
tions with which the Germans could 
not supply themselves. He said no 
chemical products can take the place 
of cotton in propulsive ammunition, 
and that ammunition made from used 
cotton is not as effective as that made 
from unused cotton.

“The troops under Field Marshal 

Von Hindenberg easily repulsed strong 
advances made by the Russians during 
the last few days along the Riga-Mltun 
road. North of the Niemen there are 
no changes. An attack by strong 
Russian forces from Kovno failed. 
The number of Russians taken prison­
ers there since the 8th of August has 
been increased to -.116, and of ma­
chine guns to 16.

“The enemy still holds the bridge­
head at Wisnea. South of Lomza the 
entire Russian line is retreating. The 
strongly fortified sections of the 
Caerwon> -Broke position could not be 
held by the enemy. Our pursuing 
troops crossed the Caerw ony-Broke 
position and are advancing to the east 
thereof. The railway junction south­
east of Ostrow w as captured.

“East of Novo Georgievsk the fort­
ress of Benjaminow, which was evacu­
ated by the enemy, was occupied. 
Bombs were dropped by our airships 
on the fortresses of Novo Georgievsk 
and Brest-Litovsk.

Paris, Aug. 11.—What purports to 
be the text of a confidential memo­
randum sent to the Imperial German 
Chancellor, Dr. Von Bethmann-Holl- 
weg, on May 20 by representatives of 
German manufacturing and agricul­
tural associations, is published by the 
Temps. The memorandum, according 
to the newspaper, covers financial, 
territorial, industrial and military con­
cessions to be demanded of the En­
tente Allies as Germany’s terms for 
peace, and to Insure the development 
of a greater Germany. It is signed by 
the following men who are prominent 
in the life of the German empire.

Dr. Roesicke, of the Agrarian 
League; Vachorst Von Wente, of the 
German Peasants' League; Baron 
Von Twlcket, of the Association of 
Westphalian Peasants; Herr Rouger, 
of the Manufacturers League, and 
Prof. Eberte, of the Union of the Mid­
dle Classes of the Empire.

The memqrandum, after calling for 
peace terms which would insure the 
development of greater Germany and 
"guarantee an amelioration of the 
bases of the German Empire," says:

“A peace which has not these results 
will' render new struggles Inevitable 
at an early date, but with the chances 
much less favorable for Germany.”

Referring to Belgium, it says:
“Because it is necessary to assure 

our credit on the sea, and the future 
military and economic situation with 
respect to England; because Belgian 
territory, so economically important, 
is closely linked with our principal 
industrial territory, Belgium should 
be, from a monetary, financial and 
postal viewpoint, subject to the legis­
lation of the empire. Its railroads 
and waterways should be most closely 
linked with our communications."

Resolution of Complete Satisfaction with Statements 
of City Solicitor— Carleton Street Garage matter 
subject of warm debate at City Hall.

Commissioner McLellan: "It is a

The city commissioners in commit­
tee yesterday considered the matter of 
the difference between F. B. Williams 
and the building inspector in reference 
to the granting of a permit for the 
erection of a garage in Carleton street. 
Mr. Williams was present and claim­
ed that a building permit was being 
withheld on account of personal spite 
on the part of Commissioner McLel­
lan and Hon. J. B. M. Baxter, the city 
solicitor.

Hon. Mr. Baxter was present and 
he and Commissioner Mcl^ellan denied 
the accusation. During the discussion 
it came out that Mr. Baxter had only 
been consulted on Monday and when 
Mr. Carleton, the building inspector, 
had told him the application -for a per­
mit was not in proper form he had ad­
vised him that it be right before the 
permit was granted. The building in­
spector said the plans were not accep­
table and the proper application tor 
the permit had only been given to him 
at noon on Wednesday. He was wil­
ling to go over the plans with Mr. Wil­
liams and the matter was left with 
the understanding that the inspector 
and Mr. Williams meet this morning 
and consider the plans.

Confidence In Mr. Baxter.

Before the meeting closed the com­
missioners passed a resolution expres­
sing their complete confidence in Mr. 
Baxter and his work as city solicitor 
Each commissioner expressed his own 
reliance on the word of Mr. Baxter.

Those present at the meeting were 
Mayor Frink, Commissioners Wigmore, 
Potts, Russell and McLellan with 
Hon. J. B. M. Baxter, Mr. Williams 
and the common clerk.

When the meeting opened Mr. Bax­
ter said he understood it had been al­
leged that because he was acting for 
John Welsh in a lawsuit in a private 
capacity he was taking steps to hind­
er and prevent Mr. Williams from ob­
taining his permit.

Mayor Frink said that was the sub­
stance of the statements made at tho 
morning meeting.

"Then if that is true,” said Mr. 
Baxter, "I am not fit to be city solici­
tor and I should not be fit to hold the 
position for five minutes. But the 
statement is a malicious lie."

Mr. Williams Wrong.

"This is in my department," said 
Commissioner McLellan. “I have two 
different newspaper statements here.
I think the statements made by W. M. 
Jarvis in his published letter are abso- 
lutely correct. The remarks credited 
to Mr. Williams, the applicant, who is 
to be the proprietor of the building to 
be erected, if he is properly reported, 
are absolutely wrong. Only one state­
ment in it is correct and that is that 
1 told the builder that I would prevent 
It being put up if I could. The state­
ment that it is a case of spite on my 
part is news to me.”

Mayor Frink: "As far as the news­
papers are concerned we can leave 
them outside. Mr. Williams 
here this morning and asked the com­
mittee. as is his right, why he was 
not allowed to secure a permit to erect 
the building."

Commissioner McLellan: "Then let 
him make the statement as made this* 
morning. As far as I am personally in­
volved there will be no difficulty in 
proving that the statement is a delib­
erate falsehood.”

Mayor Frink. “Mr. Williams said 
the contractor had applied for a per­
mit and the building Inspector had de­
clined to issue It.”

lie."
Wanted a Permit.

Mr. Williams said he wanted a per­
mit for the building as the plans were 
within the requirements of the law.

Mr. Carleton, the building inspector, 
explained that the contractor had told 
him the contract called for a building 
of brick while the plans were one of 
brick and steel. He had explained that 
he could not Issue a permit till the 
plans were correct.

Mr. Baxter said when he saw the 
plans and application there was no sig­
nature and there could be no visible 
applicant. Whether Mr. Welsh was a 
trespasser or not made no difference 
to the council excepting as an unneces­
sary slur on himself and to make It 
appear that he was acting for a client 
In a private capacity while acting for 
the city and also to influence the pub. 
11c to such an extent that Mr. Wil­
liams would secure what he wished.

Commissioner Potts: “I do not 
think that is it."

Mr. Baxter: "That is his game "
In answer to a question by Mayor 

Frink the building inspector said he 
was not influenced in the matter by 
any individual.

Inspector’s Right.
Commissioner McLellan : "My name 

has been used in connection with this 
matter but if Mr. Williams had had le­
gal advice he would have known thpt 
no one could use the club on the In­
spector, for he is appointed like the 
harbor master and there is only an 
appeal when he unreasonably declines 
to grant a permit. Then there is a 
board of arbitrators to whom it can be 
referred. We had two or three cases 
in the police court. I have told Mr. 
Carleton that when a case comes be­
fore him he could go over the plans 
with me because we do not want to 
grant a permit and have any trouble 
afterward.

“Long before the plans were sub­
mitted two or three citizens told me 
there would be grave objection to the 
erection of a garage on that site, so 
close to the church. They said if a 
permit was given they would secure 
an injunction.”

Mr. Williams: "Did you not use the 
words legal machinery?"

Commissioner McLellan: "Never. If 
I referred to the law it would not be 
in those terms."

Further explanations were made 
by tho building inspector. He pointed 
out that the plans had not been pro­
perly submitted and the application 
had not been properly made. He was 
willing to meet Mr. Williams and go 
over the plans.

Grave Reflections.
Mr. Baxter then said: "There have 

been certain statements made and re­
peated this afternoon and they have 
been answered. They are ,1 think, as 
grave reflections as could be made of 
any man in a public capacity. Before 
this meeting adjourns I want Mr. Wil- 
Hams either to withdraw the state­
ments or substantiate them. If he can 
substantiate them I ought to resign 
even if you do not dismiss me from 
the position of city solicitor. If he 
cannot substantiate them I ought not 
to be placed in this position.”

Mr. Williams: "I do not withdraw 
anything I have said. Mr. Mott will 
back me up.”

Mayor Frink: "It is a very serious 
statement to make concerning a man 
occupying a position of city solicitor.”

Commissioner Potts thought Mr. 
Baxter took Mr. Williams’ words too 
seriously.

Commissioner Wigmore moved a 
vote of confidence in the city solici­
tor. He said he had found him true, 
honest and upright.

The motion was seconded by Com­
missioner Russell. Commissioner Potts 
expressed his confidence and trust in 
Mr. Baxter.

Commissioner McLellan also sup­
ported It. saying: "As far as any re­
flections on me are concerned I do not 
care but the city solicitor Is different 
and I think the vote Is necessary be 
cause I do not think It should go broad, 
cast, over the country that any citizen 
has been able to come here and make 
such statements 
personal or harsh but If any man Is 
capable of making the statement about 
holding a club to a man he Is going a 
long distance and it should be kept 
in mind for future occasions before 
anything he may say may be taken as 
truthful. I take pleasure In saying in 
the presence of the recorder that 1 
would record my confidence In him as 
against 10,000 men such as make these 
statements."

The motion of confidence 
and carried unanimously.

A Statement.

"Mr. Green, the builder, has report­
ed to me as follows: He submitted
plans July 27, 1915 to the building in­
spector, Mr. Carleton.
