The latest official advices from Paris report a violent bom-
bardment of Nieuport by the German guns, but up to the present, so
far as is known to the public, neither side has gained any definite suc-

The British officials declare that the situation Is satisfactory, and
that while the fighting is severe and continuous ground is being gained
by the Allles, and many prisoners have been taken.

German general headquarters admit that the positions held by the
Allles b port and D are being obstinately defended,
but that, in the exchange of heavy artillery fire between the British
fleet and the German gunners three warships were hit. On Sunday the
ships, according to the German report, drew far off shore.

The French steamer Admiral Canteaume has been added to the
list of those vessels blown up by mines to the waters off the French and
Belgian coast. More than a score of persons were drowned, the others
being r d by a cr | steamer.

SOUTH AFRICAN REBEL CRUSHED

Cape Town reports that the rebel Maritz and his forces have met
defeat at the hands of the Union of South Africa troops. Maritz was
wounded and has fled to German territory.

The Russian official report describes a great battle which Is in
progress along a front of more than sixty miles in Poland, extending
from Rawa to the River lljanka, in which the Russians are declared to
be winning victories.

The same report says that the resistance of the Austrians in Ga-
licia is weakening.

The people of Belgium are in dire straits, many miilions of them
facing Btarvation. The Amec‘lcmt‘h minister to Belgium says there Is
less than a two weeks' supply of food in the cities, while in the coun-
try districts the situation is even worse. The Amorl\cln Relief Com-
mittee in London has been forced to delay uUntil Wednesday its first
shipment of food to Belgium, the British Board of Trade not having
granted the necessary license in time.

London, Oct. 26, 10 p. m.—The battle of the Straits of Dover, one
of the most sanguinary of the war, is continuing with unabated fury,
but thus far without either side gaining any decided advantage.

The Germans who, at terrible cost in life, succeeded last Sunday In
crossing the Yser Canal betwen Nieuport and Dixmude have not been
able to make any further progress as the Allies, according to a report
of the General Headquarters issued this morning, are obstinately de-
fending their positions.

TOWNS WIPED OUT.

In the towns and villages with which the country is dotted and most
of which have been laid in ruins by the artiliery, most desperate fight-
ing has occurred when the cavalry and infantry came Into contact.
Both sides speak of the heavy losses they have Imposed on their adver-
saries, but say nothing of their own dead or wounded, to fill the places
of whom reinforcements are being brought forward.

The British fleet which did such execution in bombarding the Ger-
man flank as they advanced along the coast seems to have withdrawn
yesterday afternoon. The Germans say this was because their artil-
lery was beginning to reach the ships, The belief is expressed here,
however, that the fleet will be able to render untenable German occu-
pation of any part of the Belgian or French coasts. The opinion also
is exprissed here that the operations of the Allied vessels in the North
Sea off the Belgian cpast and in the vicinity of the Straits of Dover
may cause the German fieet to come out and give battle.

Ottawa, Oct. 26—By the middle of
this week it is ‘&kpected that the 16,
000 infantry called for from the vari-
ous divisional areas will be recruited
and assembled at the different local
mobilization centres all across the
Dominion. They will be much better
trained than the first contingent for
they will have more time before sail-
ing than the first force had. Besides
being well trained in infantry drill
the men will get rifie practice in gal-
leries that will be provided and even
outside at the ranges in places like
Toronto and Victoria where the wea-
ther is not unduly cold. ., There will
also be thorough training in the use
of the bayonet.

There will be no difficulty about
equipping the next contingent and the
time of its departure, supposed to be
in December, will probably depend
upon the time wher the first contin-
gent leaveg Salisbury Plains for the
front. As the Canadian troops just
arrived in, England are likely to be
given a very thorough training before
crossing the channel, the second con-
tingent is not likely to reach Salis
bury Plains till near the end of De-
cember. The time spent here, how-
ever, after recruiting, will be used
to the very best advantage and the
force will also have the benefit of a
longer and more intimate association
of the offiecrs with their men than
was possible with the first contingent.

In addition to the 30,000 men, who
will be kept in training in Canada,
for service in Europe from now till
the end of the war, and the ten thou-
sand more on guard duty and home
defence, there is a possibility of the
militia regiments in the cities being
mobilized. This has not been decid-
ed as yet, however.

Ottawa, Oct. 26.—The following let-
ter has been received by Charles Han-
bury Williams of the parliamentary

press gallery at Ottawa from his
brother, General Sir John Hanbury
Williams, formerly military secretgry
to Earl Grey, when Governor General
of Canada. Sir John is British mili-
tary attache at the general headquar-
ters of the Russian army. The letter
is dated Sept. 20th.

“On August 10th I was woke up
with a message from the foreign office
saying that if 1 cared to take the
chance of the North Sea, a boat, the
Norwegian, was leaving ' Newcastle
that night for Bergen and some Rus-
sians, among them Nicholas Radzi-
will, whom I knew in South Africa,
were going to have a try tomorrow.

“By 11.30 a. m, I was off from Lon-
don and on my way to Newcastle. We
boarded a very small steamer and
reached Bergen O. K. on Wednesday
night. Made our way to Christinia and
Stockholm. At the latter place made
a plan to get round to Russia via Fin-
land, as we again had to dodge Ger
man ships as we did in the North Sea.
Got into Lulea by means of train and
thence by means of a tug in which we
spent a sleepless night and a cockle
shell steam launch to Turno, where
we were in Finland and Russian ter-
ritory. Then I changed out of my one
suit of mufti into uniform and was
loudly cheered by the Russians.

“Thence to Petrograd, as it is now
called, where I saw a picture of Sir
Charles Hanbury Williams in our em-
bassy and there on (Name of place
omitted from letter heading) did the
whole trip in ten days, not bad con-
sidering the difficulties in the way.

Antwerp. These forts, Lord Syden*
ham says he announced at that time,
could not have withstood a concentrat-
ed attack with artillery. This state
ment led to a controversy with the
famous Belgian engineer and author
of the defense plans, General Brial-
mont, but Brialmont was able to con-
vince his government and carry out
his plans.

As to the forts at Liege and Namur,
then under construction, Lord Syden:

Ostend, Oct. 16.—(Correspondence).
—King Albert led & shattered and
broken army when he left here. The
cavalry suffered severely, having lost
heavily in men and horses. But all
arms were literally exhausted. +
Through long service in the trenches
many of the Belgian soldiers have
rheumatism. Then thelr commissiary
has been sadly lackirg and men who
were not wounded were so ill-nourish-
ed that many of them must have rest.
The faded and bedraggled uniforms of
the Belgians told the story of thelr
hardships. Two months of the hardest
fighting, fighting which was almost
constant, levied a heavy toll on the
plucky Belgians. Much of their fight-
ing was in rainy weather and many of
the soldiers had bad colds and hack-
ing coughs.

Mahy of the Belgians now actually
in the fleld had no training before the
beginning of the war.
their commissioned officers had little
training. Consequently the glory of
the little Belgian army is all thé
greater. Without conscription Bel-
gium was able to make a marvellous
defense of its fortified cities. All men
under 45 have now been ordered into
service, and the shattered forces which
left Ostend for France will doubtless
soon be reinforced by a gallant crowd.
In spite of their reverses and misfor-
tunes the Belgian soldiers are cheerful
and unanimous in their declaration
that Germany must be exterminated.
The devotion of the soldiers to King
Albert is remarkable. He is their idol
and none of them seems to have a
word of unfavorable criticism for him,
Although there is a marked difference
between the Flemish and other Bel-
gians and the Flanders people do not
speak French, all seem to be acting as
one in this war.

Many of the Belgian soldiers are
amall and they probably average far
below the English troops in weight.

8ir - Cecil Spring-Rice
hands friendly advice
from British government
to American shipping men

Washington, Oct. 26.—Sir Cecil
Spring-Rice, the British ambassagdor,
by instructions of Sir Edward Grey,
issued a warning today to American
shippers, through the State Depart-
ment, to consign all cargoes bound for
neutral countries to the neutral gov-
ernzient or a specific consignee.

Two notes addressed to Acting Sec-
retary of State Lansing, say British
cruisers will not interfere with neu-
tral commerce when shipments are
properly consigned.

With respect to mineral oils and
articles listed as conditional contra-
band the notes say Great Britain will
seize no cargoes if the papers of the
ship shcw their ultimate destination
to be neutral. Only in cases where car-
goes have been consigned “to order,”
the notes point out, has the British
government been exercising scrutiny.

British Army more temp-
erate and more clean than
most communities is epin-
ion. of experienced men.

West St. John, N. B, Oct. 26, 1914
To the Editor of The Standard:—

8ir,—In your issue of the 24th inst,
there appears a despatch dated Med!-
cine Hat, October 23rd, which informs
us that the Methodist church through
its General Superintendent, the Rev.
Dr. Chown, has sent to Sir Robert
Borden a strong protest against the
order of General Alderson authoriz-
ing a “wet canteen” for the Canadian
troops.
Why ail this horrified exclamation,
and uplifting of hands? Ome would
think that the British government
were tempting a bunch of babies to
partake of their first glass of beer,
Is Dr. Chown fully conversant with
the subject of British army canteens
I think not.
Dr. Chown questions the moral right
of General Alderson to  authorize a
canteen in the face of the practice
of the Canadian Militia Department.
I would point out that Genera: Alder-
son has no voice in the matter., The
Canadian contingent is now a unit of
the British army and as such is gov-
erned by the British army regulations
as authorized by His Most Gracious
Majesty, the King, for the guidance,
conduct and well being of the army;
and as these regulations authorize the
installation of wet canteens for each
unit and detachment of the army, it
is quite plain that Dr. Chown s
barking up the wrong tree when he
attempts to place the blame with
Genera. Alderson.
Dr. Chown points out that Russia
and France have forbidden vodka and
absinthe for the armies; and quite
right, too, seeing that these bever-
ages are nothing better than slow
poison. But Dr. Chown does not say
that intoixcants of all kinds have been
denied the armies in question.
I wonder if Dr. Chown knows what
a British army canteen is like; and
what is sold there. Does he kmow
that only ale and porter are sold, and
these of the best quality only? Whis-
ky brandy, gin, etc.,, are unknown in
the British army canteen.
Perhaps it may surprise Dr. Chown
and others to know that the wet can-
teen has its being in the army as a
preventative against drunkenness and
genera. loose conduct; and I can say
without fear of contradiction, that the
British army as a whole is more
temperate and clean living tham most
civilian communities in the British
Empire; Canada included, and the at-
tainment of this result is due in part
to the existence of the “wet canteen,”
both in barracks and camp.
What is the result of prohibition in
Canadian militla camps? Smuggling
of whisky, gin, etc. into camp; drunk-
enness and unseemly conduct on the
part of soidiers in the streets of the
nearest city, followed by debauch of
a worse kind, which often results in
overstaying leave of absence and con-
sequent punishment. In garrison
towns in England one does not meet
a drunken soldier on the streets once
in a month,
€hould the privilege of the wet can-
teen be withdrawn from the Canadian
troops in England, I dare venture to
state that within three months they
wili, as a body, bear a bad character
from a military point of view, and my
reasons for this cpinion are contained
iy the precedinz paragraph. We must
bear in mifid that British military dis-
cipline is very strict, and men may
easily become bad characters as the
result of acts, the commission of
which in civilian life would pass with-
out notice.

I think Dr. Chown, and ali persons
having the wellfare of our Canadian
boys at heart, may place all confidence
in the British military authorities;
they are used to handling troops and
can be trusted to know what is best
for them, and you can bet the wet
canteen would no be in existence in
the army if it militated against the
efficiency of the soidier, not only as
a fighter, but as a man.

In conclusion, I think that if our Ca-
nadian boys will acept the general
conduct of their comrades of the Brit-
ish army, as a guide, they will not go
far wrong, and Canadian motherhood
need have no fear of the result in
spite of Dr. Chown’s bogie, the “wet
canteen.”

/GARE. AND BUSE OF
FARM MAGHINERY

Interesting facts brought

- to light by Conservation|@ '

Commission as result of
‘W estern investigation,

———

Recent investigations by the Con-
Bervation Commission reveal some
very interesting facts regarding the
effect of care, or neglect, as the case
may be, upon the life of machinery
,on the farm. Between 90 and 95 farms
divided into three districts, were visit-
ed in each of the provinces of Mani-

In Saskatchewan, out of 94 farmers
(visited by the commission's repre-
wsentative, 76 leave ail of their imple-
|ments out ot doors. On 73 of the
farms, there were no implement sheds
,of any description. On 21 of the farms
(sheds large enough to cover a part of
|the implements were found, in most
,cases.this being only a buggy or a
idemocrat, but not o one single farm
'was the machinery all housed. Not
yone farmer was found who painted
this implements to protect them from
the weather.

In Manitoba only 14 out of 94 keep
their ' machinery under cover during
winter, while 44 claim to keep a part
of it inside. On 34 of the Manitoba
farms no provision whatever is made
for protecting implements, and only
four-¢laim to have done any painting,

in the three districts visited in Al
berta, mixed farming is carried on
extenivaely, making more barn room
available, se that implements are
more likely to be protected, but even
here, 37 out of the 92 visited leave ail
machinery out of doors,

In -one district in Ontarle where
40 farmers were visited, every man
housed his implements during winter,
although none of these men do any
painting.

In’the Ontario district visited where
the implements are housed, the aver-
agé life of the binder was found to be
between 16 and 17 years. Many bind-
ers were seen which were in good
running order after cutting 20 seasons’
Crops.

In Saskatchewan and ™Manitoba,
where 80 much of the machinery is
teft out of doors, the average life of
the binder is given by the farmers as
about 7 years, which is less than half
that of the binder protected from the
weather. ‘Many binders do not last
as long as seven years. One farmer
mear Moosomin, Sask., who, after 12
years, was retiring from the farm,
hed an auction sale. His binder
after cutting 12 orops sold for $80,
or 50 per cent. of the original cost,
snd his other machinery at propor-
tionately high prices. It had all been
well housed and the necessary palnt-
ing .and repairing had been done to
keep it in good order. On a neighbor-
¢ng farm a binder which had, cut only
three crops, but which had boen neg-
jected and had stood out of doors,

was being relegated to the
heap and a new one was being pur-
chased. 5

An implement shed costs money,
dut if its use wi.l double or treble the
Jength of time the machinery will last,

Farmers
often say that they cannot afford to
bulld.a shed. The truth is, they real-
1y can not afford to be without one.
Apart from the additional power
necegsary for operation; the depreci-
ation on unhoused machinery on the
average sized farm is so great as to

Perhaps
the most famous instance of this sort
was the case of Rohe, a utility player
with the Chicago White Sox. By accl-
dent it was necessary to draft him for
the world’s series against the Cubs,
and it was his terrific hitting which
brought the championship to Chicago.
After the end of the series the pa-
pers announced that Comiskey had de-
clared Rohe would always have a home
with the White Sox in consideration
of his great work in the series. Pos-
sibly this was mere newspaper 'talk,
but at any rate the next year Rohe was
sent to a clug in the Southern league,
and not even being good enough for
that organization was shipped far out
to some remote spot deep in the
“sticks.”

Jack Powell, once one of the best
right handed pitchers in the game,
seemed to be a man who defiled old
age.

LITTLE PEEVED
AT THE CRITICS

Lightweight - Champion Freddy
Welsh is a little bit peeved at those
critics inclined to make light of his
title because he won it on a shade in-
stead of by a wide margin.

“What's a shade for if it isn’t to de-
cide a winner?” Welsh asks.
“Baseball games are won by one
run as well as ten. A game of polo
can be won by ene-quarter of a point.
Golf matches, in which from 75 to 150
strokes are made by the contestants,
are often decided by single strokes.
Billiard matehes are won by single
points, and so are football games, af-
ter twenty-two men have struggled
like demons for an hour. And very
often the team that wins by the nar
row margin has been outplayed.

““Horse races are decided by a nose,
and running and boat races are won
by steps and inches. In every line of
sport except boxing there is a winner
and a loser in nearly every contest,
but when I outpointed Ritchie all the
way the howl goes up that I should
not have been given the champion-
ship because I only shaded him.

That the added duties incident to
the Department of Militia have greatly
increased the work devolving upon
Hon. J. D. Hazen, at Ottawa, is becom-
ing recognized by the newspapers. The
Toronto News, in its Ottawa corres-
pondence, dealing with the arrange-
ments for the second contingent, has
this to say:

“The busiest man in the government
at the present time is Hon. J. D.
Hazen, upon whose shoulders is now
devolving the burden of the-whole of
the defence of Canada, both on land
and sea. With daily meetings of the
Militia Council and the Cabinet, and
with all the details of organization to
attend to, Mr. Hazen is working from
early in the morning until nearly mid-
night daily.”

The Montreal Star's correspondent,
. writing to his paper on the same topic,
says:

“The Hon. J. D. Hazen is now the
Defence Min!ster in the fullest accep-
tion of the term. He is regularly the
Minister of Naval Affairs, upon whom
much work has developed since the
outbreak of tha war, particularly in re-
gard to the coast defences, and in ad-
dition is acting Minister of Militia,
and as such, head of the Militia Coun-
eil.

What may prove to be a serlous
international question was raised yes-
terday afternoon when a serteant and
detall of eight men from the 62nd
Regiment boarded the American tug
Becurity belonging to John:D. Rocke-
feller the of: king of the Unitéd States,
and' arrested four members of the
crew and took them to the armory
for examination on the ground that
they were subjects of the nations
with which Great Britain is now at
war. At the examination one of the
men was able to show that he was
a naturalized citizen of the United
States, though the other three were
Germans, being signed on the tug's
papers as subjects of Germany.

The guestion, which is of interest,
and which may cause some diplomatic
interchanges of considerable import-
ance between the governments © of
the United States and Canada, is
whether or not the militia authorities
have the right to board the vessel of
a neutral power and take off members
of its crews Even militia . officer
when asked about the matter confes
ed that they were not certain whether
they had. acted imn accordance with
international law, and the American
consuleis also In doubt in regard to
the matter, though he said that the
gist of decisions in similar cases seem-
ed to be that men regularly sigmed
on a ship's articles were regarded for
the time deing as taking their nation-
ality- from the ship.

Were Surprised.

The captain and officers of the tug
Security, which belongs to the Stand-
ard Oil Company, were much surpris-
ed whemn a sergeant and detail of eight
soidierg with fixed bayonets boarded
the beat and demanded that four men
be delivered up to them on the ground
that they were subjects of Germany.
And the men themselves when they
were rounded up looked rather fright-
ened and aggrieved. Guarded by the
bayonets of the soldiers of the 62nd
Regiment the prisoners were hustled
ashore and marched to the armory,
the procession causing considerable
excitement among the citizens who
happened, t be on the streets along
the lne pf march,

At the armory an examination was
immediately held, and one man had
no difficuity in showing that he was
a naturalizedg American citizen. He
was at once released and allowed to
return to his ship. The other three
being signed on the ship as Germans,
though they have been in the iStates
some time, were held and turned over
to the High Sheriff, who lodged them
jail. Not being certain whether
they had the power to board a shipofa
neutral power and take off members
of the crew, the local miiitia authori-
ties have wired the facts of the case
to the divisional headquarters at Hali-
fax and asked for instructions as to
how to act in the matter. A short
timé ago the militia officers received
instructions from Ottawa to arrest all
subjects of Germany or Austria, make
an,enquiry ang report to headquarters.
In the last féw months quite a num-
ber of Germans and Austrlams have
been arrested im Canada, but they
have generally been ailowed their
liberty on agreeing not to engage in
hostile acts and to report themselves
to the authorities at stated intervals.

They
were good men, very quief ‘and in-
offensive, and I wouid be very sorry
to lose them. Of course war is war,
and in a state of war law don’t ‘tount
for much. I don't know whether the
military authorities had a right to
come aboard my ship and take bff three
of my best men without so much as
by your leave. What got my goat
was the sending of a sergeant and
eight armed men to take away my
quiet and peaceful firemen, All that
was necessary would have been to
send ofé man here and order me to
send them ashore. If the men were
ashore making trouble, it would have
been quite proper to arrest them.
But -none of the men arrested has set
foot on the iand. The poor fellows
when I visited them afier their arrest
were evidently worrled over their
predicament.  They fear they will be
held here as prisoners of war. I hope
not. None of them would harm a flea.
They are good, peaceful men.”

“If they get monkeying with Uncle
Sam, there may be trouble.”

The captain of the tug remarked
that a number of ships controiled by
the Standard Oil Company had been
seized by the British,-but that one at
least had since been released. The
captain said he supposed the militia
authorities had learned that the men
were Germans, because he had so re-
ported them on the crew list he sub-
mitted to the port authorities.

The fact that one of his men, foreib-
1y taken off his ship by the militia
was an American citizen was passed
over by the captain, and the man him-
self has made no complaint to his
consul, though he might have grounds
for doing so. -

10 REGULNTE
STREET SUBFACE

A new by-law to prevent

gas and water turn-off
boxes being above street
level.

At the meeting of the city commis-
sioners, yesterday afternoon Commis-
sioner Potts introduced an amendment
to the by-law govérning the streets
of the city, providing that any gas
company “operating in thé& city shall
not be permittéd to place or mainain
any boxes or struetures in connection
with their system of a higher level
than that of the surface of the street
or sidewalk where they are situated
under a penalty for every day they
shall remain in such a position after
notice from the Commissioner of Pub-
iic Works. The amendment is intend-
ed to prevent the gas company from
having manholes, etc, projecting
above the streets in such a way as to
form an obstacle to traffic.

The commissioner pointed out that
the stopcock boxes protrufied above
the surface of the roads and sidewalks
and the amendment to the by-law was
for the purpose of making the streets
less dangerous.

Commissioner Wigmore pointed out
that at times the grade was given the
water and sewerage department and
the boxes comstructed to conform to
this grade, but the street surface wore
away and the tops of the boxes ap-
peared above the roadway.

The by-law was read for the first
time and will come up again at a later
meeting.
