FOR THE FIRST TIME.

For the first time in the history
of the town the election of a Coun-
cillor has been protested and the
protest upheld. At the special
meeting of the Council held on
Wednesday evening, councillor-
elect Laughlan was disqualified by
the casting vote of His Worship
the Mayor. It would be well to
note that in the carrying out of
this disqualification, the Council
showed no personal bias whatever,
the protest being upheld, not on
the fact of Mr. Laughlan being
Secretary of School Trustees, but
on the fact that he, in that capac-
ity, handled directly and indirectly
money raised by the town in taxes
for school purposes, and on that
ground could not hold the seat.

One good point about the maftet
isthat if the Council were wrong
before in allowing persons to sif at
the Board who were liable to be
disqualified, it is better to know it
now and so guard' against such a
thing in the future.

The position that His Worship
took is being commended on ajl
sides. He has shown good execu-
tive ability and business tact in his
handling of a very delicate matter
at the beginning of his term of
office; and when giving his casting
vote in favor of disqualification
gave his reasons to the Council for
his action in clear and simple di-
rect words. . His Worship said
that he felt very strongly on this
matter of protest, and so convinced
was he of his intention to see the
deliberations of this council carried
out in a business like and legal
manner, that e would rather re-
sign his seat as Mayor if he thought
there was any chance of the work
of this council heing thought ille-
gal. Regarding what had been
dotle in past councils he would not
deal with, bevond saying that if
11|e)re was any doubt about the le-
gality of their acts, thesé could be
legalised by ‘act of parliament,
Because of his desire to have the
council acting properly, he there-
fore voted for disqualification:

Mr. Laughlan, who took the de-
cision of the council very quietly,
therefore loses his seat and nnoth-er
election will be required.

Mr. Laughlan has shown good
sportsmanship in accepting his
rejection in the way he did, stating
that he was quite satisfied to accept
the ruling of the council.
