DelLesseps.

A Big Strike in the North of
France.

Pams, Feb. 14.—M. De Lesseps has ad-
dressed a circular to the stockholder of the
Panama Canal Co, informing them that
new securities will be issued to obtain capi-
tal to continue work on the canal. Stock-
holders who hold their shares will havea
right to call for one bond of the nominal
value of 500 francs, bearing interest at 3 per
cent. The value of the bond will be 410
francs. Subscriptions open March 1st and
close March 9th.
