London, Dec. 12. — In the House of 
Commons yesterday, a question elkic- 
ited the official statement that there 
had been 15,626 clauses of typhoid fever 
among the British troops in South 
Africa and that of this number 3,642 
had proved fatal.

THE COST OF WAR
Mr. William St. John Brodrick, the 

secretary of state for war, introduced 
the supplementary estimates of $80,- 
000,000 for the army. He admitted the 
government’s expectations had been 
over-sanguine, and it was now antici­
pated that the expenditure to March 
31 would 'be little short of the outlay 
the government had been incurring 
during the whole financial year. He be­
lieved the government was now asking 
for the final sum required for this ab­
normal war.

DEPRESSING CONFESSION.
| Sir William Vernon Harcourt ex­
pressed the opinion that the house 
had never heard a more depressing 
confession. Although his original 
opinion of the circumstances leading 
to the unhappy war was unaltered, he 
would not opp ose the vote. The whole 
secret of the government’s 'miscalcula­
tions, he added, was this: It was 
in no wise a warfare of governments, 
but a conflict of races.

LABOR MATTERSEVERY PROVINCE 
EXCEPTING ONE Plan To Do Away With Strikes—The Tele­

graphers’ Trouble—Federation of Labor.

The Bernard-Richards Co.,Ltd., 108Wharf and Broad Streets, Boston, Mass.Gave a Majority for the Liberal Party— 
What the Figures Disclose.

Ottawa, Dec. 11.—The parliamentary 
elections for the Dominion being at an 
end, it is possible from a scrutiny of 
the returns in the possession of the 
clerk of the crown in chancery to 
estimate the popular majority in each 
province. The official returns for every 
constituency have not yet been re­
ceived at Ottawa, as, for example, in 
Algoma, Gaspe, Burrard and Yale- 
Cariboo, where the elections were held 
only recently. In one or two instances 
also, there was no contest, the Liberal 
candidate being elected by acclama- 
tion. Furthermore, in some constitu- 
encies there was no straight party 
right, viz., Winnipeg, Lisgar, South 
Huron and South Lanark. These 
constituencies have been omitted 
from the calculation. Exclusive of the 
elections, where there was no straight 
party fight, the government would 
have throughout Canada a majority 
of the popular vote, amounting ap­
proximately to 87,000. If the ballots 
cast for Independent Liberals be in­
cluded their majority would aggregate 
60,000. By provinces the majorities
