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spondents say that the German dailies 
speak ef the Count of Paris as an amiable 
man who never expected and probably 
never wished to become king. The Vienna 
press makes a similar comment. The 
Spanish court has gone into mourning 
for eighteen days.

The Westminster Gazette excuses the con­
gress for its acts as under a passing mood 
of spiritual exaltation it has nationalised 
everything, thinking obviously to beuefat 
labor by imprisoning employers if they try 
to get their work done outside the local 
unions. The Spectator says: “The con­
gress blew off great volumes of steam, but 
their deliberations practically amounted to 
very little. This crew which has been 
assembled at Norwich this week does not 
tally the opinion of the leaders of the 
Socialist Democratic Federation, who pre­
pared the revised programme upon which 
was based the proceedings of the congress.”

Shocking Scandai Revealed in the 
Burial of the London Poor. SEAFORTH, Ont.. Sept. 8.—During a 

violent lightning storm last night lightning 
struck and fired Thos. Lapslie’s barn. All 
the season's crop, with a valuable California 
colt and four pigs, were burned. Insurance 
$700 on barn and $1,200 on contents. Two 
barns belonging to Matthew Scott, Tucker- 
smith township, with three years’ wheat 
and two years’ hay and this season’s crop, 
were also totally destroyed, insurance un­
known.

FLORENCE, Ont., Sept. 8.—This morning 
about 4 o’clock lightning struck the new 
barn belonging to F. W. Smith, lot 10, con. 
6. Zone township. The building, the 
threshed crop and his entire farming im­
plements were totally destroyed. Loss 
about $1,500; insured in the Gore Mutual 
for $700.

HAMILTON, Sept. 8.—This morning while 
the storm was at its height a barn on the 
premises of John Dalton, about a mile over 
the mountain, was struck by lightning. 
The barn, sheds and slaughter house were 
destroyed, and two buggies, ten tons of 
hay and several heads of stock and some 
harness were consumed. Loss not known. 
In Glandford township the barns on Wm. 
Gage’s property were struck and consumed.

DORCHESTER, Sept. 8.—Partlo’s flour and 
grist mill here was burned to the ground 
about 2 o’clock this morning. Cause un- 
known. Loss is $5,000. Insured in Millers' 
Mutual for $1,000.

CHATHAM, Sept. 9.—Lightning struck 
the barn of Mr. Samuel Montgomery, 
Dover township, yesterday, the fire start­
ing in the hayloft. The barn, shed, drive- 
house, stable, granary and all contents, 
together with machinery, were destroyed. 
The horses were all saved. The loss can­
not be estimated, but is partially covered 
by insurance in the London Mutual.

St Thomas, Sept. 9.—The barn and 
other outbuildings on the premises of John 
Gilbert, about a mile and a half north of 
Sbkleton street, Dunwich, and about the 
sax e distance west of the Southwold town 
line, were struck by lightning last night, 
and totally consumed, together with all the 
season’s crops, hay, etc.

CHATHAM, Sept. 9.—The barns and 
stables of Councilor Samuel Duncan, at 
Darrell, Chatham township, were burnt 
yesterday with all his season’s crop and all 
his implements. The dwelling house was 
saved.

APPIN, Ont., Sept. 9.—Early Saturday 
morning the barns of Mr. Neil McFarlane, 
about two miles from Appin, were discov­
ered to be on fire. The neighbors turned 
out in the heavy storm prevailing and pre­
vented the flames destroying the house. 
The frame kitchen was consumed. The 
two large barns and driving-shed were all 
reduced to a mass of ruins, together with 
their contents, which included the season’s 
crops. Mr. McFarlane’s loss will be heavy, 
but he holds some insurance in the Township 
Mutual. *

DELAWARE, Sept. 9.—Yesterday morn­
ing the barns and outbuildings on the farm 
ol the Misses Ireland, about a mile and a 
half from Delaware, fell a prey to the 
flames, and the contents were also burned.

Scotch Miners in a Plight.
LONDON, Sept. 9.—The Scotch miners’ 

strike seems as far as ever from its end. 
The vote of the miners to accept sixpence 
reduction remains without effect. No 
proposals had come from the owners. The 
sixpence reduction was the suggestion of 
well-meaning outsiders. The owners say 
they can no more afford the extra sixpence 
than the extra shilling. It is doubtful 
whether a still further reduction may not 
be necessary. The owners’ losses have 
been enormous; they have lost their con­
tracts and much of their other business. 
Whether they can get it back they do not 
know. Meantime many of the miners 
have gone to work at the reduction 
originally fixed by the owners, and the re­
mainder see no prospects of doing better. 
The English Miners' Federation, in obedi­
ence to whose orders they struck, has left 
them in the lurch. The sums sent have 
not been small. The miners are in great 
distress. Not all of them will get work 
again at any price, and the Trade Union 
Congress at Norwich is regretting the bar­
barity of strikes.

The British Stock Market.
LONDON, Sept. 10. —The circulation of 

botii notes and coin has expanded during 
the week, and the reserve in the bank of 
England is, in consequence, £500,000 less 
than last week, standing now at about 
£30,500,000. A pretty general relapse 
is in progress on the Stock Exchange. 
British Government stocks remain firm, 
but railways are flat, owing to the unsatis­
factory situation in Scotland, consequent 
upon the great coal strikes,

American securities have had a see-saw 
movement all the week with a heavy fall at 
close anticipation of settlement next week. 
After that is over it is probable that an­
other rise will take place. At present the 
whole list is declining. The movement is 
most pronounced in Northern Pacific, 
Milwaukee, Denver, Norfolk and Louis­
ville. Canadian securities are also failing 
in sympathy.

Foreign trade returns for August are dis­
appointing, showing a decrease in both 
imports and exports.

Harvest operations here are nearly com­
pleted. The quality of the home product 
is poor, and the price of English who at has 
sustained a heavy fall. Foreign t heats, 
including American, are also easier in 
price, both on spot and for future delivery. 
The cotton market is firmer, with American 
supply in better request at hardening rates. 
The stock shows a decrease for the week at 
57,000 bales.

A Touching Scene.
LONDON, Sept. 9.—Just before the Count 

of Paris’ death the family and the old ser­
vants of the family were ail in attendance, 
and to each one the head of the royal house 
of France feebly said a few kind words of 
farewell, after which the family knelt at 
his bedside and offered up heartfelt prayers 
for the dying. Ho rarely, however, re­
ferred to his approaching death, always 
trying to soothe the sorrow of those around 
him. Now and then a deep sigh would 
escape from the sufferer and he would mut­
ter the phrase often repeated during the 
past week, “C’est bien long,” equivalent to 
saying that he was weary of waiting for 
death and that his dread majesty was very 
slow in coming to his relief.

He frequently and earnestly enjoined his 
family to love each other tenderly, remind­
ing them that united families are always 
happy families The utterances of the 
dying man were so gentle, loving and 
touching that it was no wonder that they 
brought forth heart-breaking sobs from all 
who heard them. The death scene was 
most touching. The Comtesse de Paris 
closed lier husband’s eyes, and all the 
princes and princesses in the order of their 
rank stepped forward and kissed the hand 
of the dead man.

The body of the Comte de Paris reposes 
on the bed on which he died. The tri-color 
flag over the triumphal arch at the entrance 
of the park at Stowe House was half- 
masted shortly after the comte’s death. A 
special train will convey the remains to 
Weybridge Wednesday or Thursday.

It was at first reported that the remains 
would be interred in the mausoleum of the 
Orleans family, built by King Louis 
Philippe in the chapel attached to the 
ancient castle at Dreux, twenty miles from 
Chartres, in the department of Eure et 
Loire, France. But permission bad first to 
be obtained from the French Government, 
and it is understood that the matter was 
discussed at a meeting of the French 
Cabinet yesterday. In any case, as already 
stated, the remains will be buried at Wey- 
bridge, Surrey, and from this it is inferred 
that the French Government was unable to 
grant the necessary permission for the in­
terment to take place at Dreux.

Yesterday a telegraphic message was re­
ceived from a number of French Royalists 
who met and prayed for the then dying 
man in the old cathedral of Laval, capital 
of the Department of Mayenne, saying: 
“Present to Mgr. Le Duo d’Orleans and 
Mme. La Comtesse de Paris, our respect­
ful homage.”

The wording of this message, putting the 
name of the Duc d’Orleans, eldest son of 
the Comte de Paris first, shows, it is 
claimed, that the Royalists of France al­
ready regard the Duc d’Orleans as king of 
France. There are, however, two other 
pretenders to the throne of France—Don 
Carlos, Duke of Madrid, and Gen. de 
Bourbon, who styles himself Duc d’Anjou, 
and who claims the throne. Their preten­
sions, it may be added, are ridiculed by the 
press and public of even Royalist France.

THE NEWS IN FRANCE.
IARIS, Sept. 8.—Several of the news­

papers of this city printed special 
editions containing the announcement of 
the death of the Count of Paris, but their 
sale was confined to a few thousands. Pub- 
lie interest in the event was apparently 
slight, presumably because the death had 
been expected for several days. The in­
terest throughout the provinces, however, 
was very great. Details of the scenes at 
the deathbed were printed in extra editions 
of the provincial papers, and were read 
with avidity by every one able to get a 
copy. Expressions of sorrow and sympathy 
were heard on all sides.

The result was received by 
the Socialists with resounding cheers. 
After passing a resolution denouncing the 
action of the House of Lords in regard to 
the Employers’ Liability Bill the Congress 
adjourned with the singing of “Auld Lang 
Syne."

An Appeal Against Lynching.
LONDON, Sept. 9.—The Rev. Price Hughes 

appeals to the Methodists of the United 
States to prevent further lynchings of 
negroes. In an appeal to this end he asks 
what the bishops and ministers of churches 
north and south are doing to quicken the 
public conscience. The negroes, he con­
tends, have immense claims upon the 
church because a majority of them are 
Methodists. Mr. Hughes notes that the 
facts before the British public are greatly 
one-sided; while the pro-lynching side is 
fully discussed, the opposing question re­
ceives little or no attention.

The Queen’s Affliction.
LONDON, Sept. 9.—Queen Victoria is now 

afflicted so constantly with rheumatism 
that she has abandoned her proposed trip 
to Italy during the coming winter or 
spring, and her present plan is to take a 
course of waters at Aix les Bains or Wies- 
baden, where she will also undergo mas- 
sage.

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THROUGH MANITOBA. difficulty is experienced in getting water. 
This is being overcome by the Government, 
who have purchased some well-drilling 
machinery and propose to send out men to 
drill wells for settlers where needed. In 
most sections water can be found at a mod­
erate depth. Ever since the establishment 
of the experimental farm (and by some of 
the settlers for years before) attempts have 
been made to grow apples. As yet these 
efforts have been unsuccessful, and, in my 
opinion, always will be so. I do not think 
that apples can be generally grown—in 
fact, I do not believe they will be grown at 
all."

“I suppose the country lias its advan- 
tages ?" asked the reporter.

“Very many,” was the answer. “A man 
Can settle in Manitoba and either establish 
a business or purchase and farm land with 
far less capital than he could in Eastern 
Canada. If the men who do go there would 
be satisfied with acquiring a good home 
and plenty of food and clothing and the 
possibility of giving their children a chance 
in life, Manitoba will satisfy them. School 
and church privileges are as good there as 
here.”

“How is the population ?"
“Gradually increasing,” said Mr. Hod- 

son. "The Province may be losing a lot of 
its speculators, but none of its good men 
and women. There were a class who went 
there with the expectation of picking up 
dollars without earning them. They have 
found their mistake and those who do not 
believe in working are leaving the country, 
while the balance are being converted into 
good citizens. Conversion is no easy 
mattea.”

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Mr. Frederick W. Hodson, of this city, 
editor of the Farmers’ Advocate, has just 
returned from a six weeks' tour of the 
Northwest. The trip was taken partly 
through business, but principally to learn 
more of the country and the progress being 
made by the settlers. An ADVERTISER re­
porter called on Mr. Hodson to get his 
opinion of the west. He was greatly 
pleased witii the result of his trip, and ex­
expressed himself in part as follows:

“Immediately upon arriving I secured a 
team and camping outfit, and drove about 
400 or 500 miles through the country, tak- 
in all the principal agricultural districts 
between Winnipeg and Brandon, going to 
Brandon through the district nortii of the 
C. P. R., and returning by the road south 
of the track. Probably the best farming 
region in the Northwest is the Red River 
Valley, which includes land immediately 
surrounding Winnipeg. Among eastern 
peep e, and in fact among the people of 
Manitoba, it is generally believed that the 
land around Winnipeg is not good—first, 
because little of it 18 farmed, secondly be­
cause that which is farmed as a rule pro­
duces poor crops. The reason for the first 
condition is that the land is largely held by 
speculators, who ask a larger price than in­
tending settlers will pay, but the chief 
reason is that that portion which is 
farmed is principally in the hands 
of old Selkirk settlers and descendants, 
or is owned by Metis and breeds, all of 
whom are bad farmers, and are a detri­
ment to the country in every particular. 
Historic Kildonan is one of the finest 
parishes in the Northwest, but is so poorly 
farmed that it has received a bad name, 
which the land does not deserve. One 
reason why the land is not settled is be­
cause it is nearly all divided in long nar­
row farms, some of which will not be more 
than from four to six rods wide and from 
two to four miles long. No eastern man 
in his senses will buy a farm of sucli a 
shape.

“Proceeding east from Winnipeg north 
of the track the crops are from fair to good 
where the land is well farmed. About 
Rosser the oat crop is particularly good. 
Spring wheat is all harvested and threshed, 
and will average about fifteen bushels per 
acre, No. 1 hard. Westward from Rosser, 
through Poplar Point, on the Portage 
Plains, the crops gradually increase. 
Throughout the plains they are very good. 
Wheat will probably average 20 bushels to 
the acre and oats 1rom 40 to 60. Leaving 
Portage Plains and continuing west for 
some distance the land is not so productive. 
Crops vary according to the condition of 
the soil. At Carberry and through, 
out the Carberry Plains and north­
ward through the beautiful plains the 
crops arc excellent. Wheat is very fine 
and oats exceedingly good. We saw sev­
eral fields of the Black Tartarian variety of 
the latter near Carberry which would 
yield from 80 to perhaps 100 bushels per 
acre. Though I have traveled for the last 
fifteen years in the best agricultural sec­
tions of America I have never seen sucli 
yields cf oats as those around Carberry.

“Leaving the fertile lands, we passed 
through & sandier district, which continued 
until near Brandon. In fact, much of the 
land around Brandon has a lighter subsoil 
than that at Carberry, Portage la Prairie 
or Winnipeg. About Brandon the wheat 
crop is lighter than in some of the other 
districts, and will probably average about 
fifteen bushels per acre.

“From Brandon we went southward and 
traversed the section of the country south 
of the track, visiting Wawansea, Carman, 
Manitou, Morden and other important 
wheat sections. Judging the country from 
this year’s crops and present indications, 
Southern Manitoba is the most desirable 
section of the Province. The crops were 
universally heavier and much cleaner, and 
generally the homes of the people were 
mere inviting. At Wawansea, Thornhill 
and adjoining districts many very 
heavy fields of wheat were seen, some of 
which would average from 40 to 50 bushels 
per acre. All through Red River valley 
and as far west as Austin on the 
main line to the north of the track, Canada 
thistles are more or less plentiful. Through­
out Winnipeg district they fairly own the 
country. French weed, known sometimes 
as stink weed, is thick on the land owned 
by the half-breeds and Selkirk settlers. 
Wild oats are also very plentiful and were 
found as far west as Portage Plains. In 
Southern Manitoba weeds are less plenti­
ful. Here and there along the line of the 
Northern Pacific were to be seen a few wild 
oats. The Russian thistle, to extirminate 
which the American authorities propose 
spending several millions of dollars, lias 
made its appearance, and the Department 
of Agriculture at Winnipeg is leaving no 
stone unturned in its efforts to kill this 
plant where it exists in Manitoba."

Mr. Hodson had gone on a similar trip 
six years ago. This time he noticed a very 
marked improvement. The homes of the 
settlers, as a rule, were better, the appear­
ance of the farms and steadings more invit­
ing; altogether an air of prosperity pervades 
many of the settlements. Fine substantial 
farm houses were to be seen in every 
direction, and not a few good outbuildings. 
Without a doubt where men have settled in 
Manitoba with the determination to make 
it their home, and have not overreached 
themselves, they have done exceedingly 
well. The average wheat yield this 
year was estimated at sixteen bushels 
per acre. This, of course, includes the 
large acreage put in by men who know 
little or nothing about farming, also a 
large acreage put in by men who try to ac­
complish far too much work with insuffi- 
cent help, and an acreage put in by the 
breeds and old Selkirk settlers, who as 
they work too poorly to expect an average 
crop. Where the laud was well and intel- 
ligently farmed the probable average wheat 
yield would reach about twenty bushels. 
Some farms ranged as high as 35 bushels. 
Oats would average about 40 bushels.

“Sir Donald Smith’s farm, about seven 
miles from Winnipeg, was visited by Mr. 
Hodson, but the conclusion reached in re­
gard to the Montreal millionaire’s ‘model’ 
farm was not very favorable. Mr. Hodson 
said: ‘It is situated at Silver Heights. 
The owner, no doubt, desires to make a 
model farm, and be the means of improv­
ing agriculture in that district. Mr. 
Trail is manager. A herd of buffalo is 
kept, also a large stock of sheep and a herd 
of Hereford cattle. Naturally, the farm 
was a very good one, but its management 
and the condition of the crop, live stock 
and farm implements are a disgrace to the I 
Province.’

‘Wheat drawbacks to the territory at 
present exist? was asked.

The reply was: “I think, on the whole, 
the climate is as good as that of Ontario. 
The winter is more severe but not much 
longer, if any, than Ontario’s. There are 

few running streams, and in some sections.

THE BOOM IN CHEESE.
The latest deals in cheese in most parts 

of Ontario have been at an advance of 1 
cent in the price of September and October 
contracts. About 40,000 boxes were con­
tracted in Brookville during the latter part 
oflast week at 104 cents to 10% cents for 
August, September and October; but 
nothing can be had in the Belleville and 
Brookville districts now under 11 cents for 
balance of season, as the bulk of the factor­
ies have placed the make to the end of season. 
In tins district, makers look for 11 cents 
or over and are not inclined to sell for

From this it will be seen that the over­
whelming verdict of the young people of 
Methodism is in favor of interdenomina­
tional fellowship.

Sad Humiliation of a Chinese Poeh-Bah 
-China Flooded—Preiers Water

LONDON, Sept. 9. —The Morning Post to- 

morrow will print this dispatch from 
Shanghai; "‘Admiral Ting, commanding 
the Chinese fleet in the Gulf of Pe Chi Li 
has been degraded for cowardice and in- 
capacity, deprived of the peacock feather 
and ordered to leave the fleet and take a 
minor command ashore.
