conn* cling link between the charge 
on the cloud and the charge on the 
earth and structure protect'd. The 
chargea oti the cloud and on the 
earth are ..r opposite polarity, and 
the induced churg. <m th. earth or 
structure is quietly neutralized by 
the rnddlng system including the 
ground rod. the cable, and the points 
on the ridge. The neutralizing of the 
charge takes place in the form of au 
almost silent discharge from the 
points placed on the ridge, or on 
prominences at various parts of the 
building. It is in thus “preventing'' 
th.- sudden flash from the cloud that 
the chief efficiency of the redding 
system consists. The system helps to 
avoid destruction by fires even in 
cases where a Hash cannot tie pre­
vented. but these flashes are almost 
unlo ard of to-day wltn ttie efficient 
redding systems being installed by 
lightning rod dealers. "Kodding sys­
tems properly installed do protect."

K. Any kind of rod ding “system" 
is satisfactory if the prop, r kind of 
rod or cable is used. It all depends 
on the rod.

C. Rather say any durable rod. 
copper over three ounces per foot, 
and iron 4 4 ounces per foot is good 
enough “if properly installed." Em­
phasis cannot b*» too strongly laid on 
the “method" of installations.

K. If the ground rod or cable is 
placed in the ground a distance of 
six feet, it is considered satisfactory.

('. Ground rods must tie down to
perpetual moisture, or (when- this is 
impossible) special arrangements 
must he made to provide th<- b« at 
grounding, mon ground rods being 
Dec saury and special advice must tie 
sought as to the best method ill each 
special case.
