v The number of pupils from the Town 
Schools receiving instruction in the Man­
ual Training Department this year is 
forty-two. Those who complete the 
course, if taking the Engineer Course'm 
the College, will have the credit for this 
work, and will be saved the time and ex­
pense incident to doing it as a part of 
their College Course.

The number of pupils from the Town 
Schools receiving instruction in the Do­
mestic Science Department is sixty. In 
both cases, the time is 2\ hours per week.

The Town • of Wolfville received for 
last year, from the Nova Scotia Govern­
ment $264.99. for Manual Training, $136.- 
20 and for Domestic Science $128.79. 
This $264.99 was passed over to the 
University. Nothing whatever was paid 
from the Town’s Treasury.

As to whether the University is con­
ferring any benefit on th^Xown of Wolf­
ville in thus supplying instruction in 
Manual Training and Domestic Science, 
a statement of what it costs the Town of 
Kentville to provide instruction in these 
subjects may help to decide.

In the first place at least two rooms had 
to be pfovided and fitted up with the 
necessary apparatus.

If we could contrive to have the Bible 

restored to home use and regular family 
reading it would accomplish as much 
in the pacification of the world and the 
much desired "return to normalcy" as 
all other projected Remedies together. 
Bible influence is good influence. Men and 
women do not read the book and go out 
and commit crime, nor do they morally 
collapse under the influence of its teach­
ings. And within its pages are the whole­
some teachings of the Golden Rule, the 
Ten Commandments, and all the lessons 
of the kindness and charity and humility 
of the Christ, infallible guides that puz­
zled and blundering humanity is too much 
disposed to ignore or forget. Indeed, the 
danger to the various churches is not so 
much that members leave one church 
and join another, or that converts flock 
to one sectarian standard to the neglect 
of otheis, as it is that they elect to have 
nothing to do with any of the churches. 
Public neglect of the Bible is but an in­
dication of public indifference' to religion 
in general.

The manufacture of sugar and syrup 
from the sap of the sugar maple is an 
important farm industry in the Eastern 
Provinces of Canada, and particularly in 
Quebec. Long before the white man set­
tled the country, maple syrup was known 
to the aborigines and apart from the wild 
honey was the only intensely sweet pro­
duct at their command. The methods of 
procuring it were naturally of a very crude 
description. Modern methods have greatly 
improved the product and have lead to 
an ever increasing demand. Quebec 
Province is the centre of the industry. 
Of the 20,000.000 pounds, or thereabouts, 
produced annually in Canada, more than 
two-thirds have to be credited to Quebec. 
Ontario is officially reported to be re­
sponsible for five million pounds, and the 
Maritime Provinces for half a million 
pounds only. The other provinces of 
Cânada do not figure in the calculations. 
These facts are gathered ftpm 
pamphlet just issued by the Department 
of Agriculture at Ottawa, of which J. B. 
Spencer, Director of Publicity, is the 
author. From this well illustrated and 
technically detailed publication it is also 
learned that the production of maple 
sugar, and its equivalent in syrups, of 
late years has shown a tendancy to de­
crease. From 1851 to 1861 we are told 
the average yearly production was about 
13,500.000 pounds, from 1861 to 1871 
about 17.500.000 pounds, from 1871 to 
1881. 19,000.000 pounds and from 1881 
to 1891, 22,500.000 pounds. The latter 
was the pinnacle of annual production, 
for in the next decade the average per 
year was 21,200,00 pounds, and in later 
years the average has been little less than 
20,000,000 pounds. It is thought that jier- 
haps with the increase in price that has 
taken place recently, greater production 
may be looked for. It is estimated that 
the value of the yearly manufacture of 
sugar and syrup is $2,000,000. and that 
50,000 people are -employed in the in­
dustry at theheightof the season, which is 
of very short deration, extending ovc 
only five or six weeks at the most. String­
ent laws against the adulteration of the 
product have been passed, expecially in 
Quebec, where schools of instruction have 
been established and the Pure Maple 
Sugar and Syrup Co-operative Agri­
cultural Association has been organized.

Minard’s Liniment for Burns, Etc.
A naturalist has gathered some curious 

data with reference to the tongues of 
birds. As he points out, many persons 
suppose that woodpeckers use their 
sharp-pointed tongues as darts with which 
to trasifix their prey. It is true that the 
woodpecker, like the hummingbird, can 
dart out its tongue with extraordinary 

. rapidity and that! its mouthlÇ furnished 
with an elaborate mechanis/n lor this 
purpose, yet investigation shows that the 
object of their swift motion is only to 
cajeh they prey, not to pierce it. For 
the pui pose of holding the captured victim 
the woodpecker’s tongue is furnished 
with a sticky secretion.

Inasmuch as it possesses the power of 
imitating speech, it is not surprising to 
learn that the parrot’s tongue iesembles 
that of man mote closely than any ether 
bird’s tongue does. It is not because the 
parrot is more mtelligent than many other 
birds, but because its tongue is better 
suited for articulation than theirs, that it 
is able to amuse us with its mimicry.

In some respects the hummingbiid’s 
tongue is the most remarkable of all. 
It is double nearly from end to end, ro 
that the litt'e creature is able to grasp 
its insect ptey very much as il its mouth 
were furnished with a pair of fingers.

CLEANSING

HELP IN CHANGING TIRES
STORAGE BATTERY

Acetylene WeldingA light coating of graphite and shellac 
rubbed over the rim every time a tire is 
Changed will make the process of changing 
much easier. If time allows, remove all 
rust patches with a file or sandpaper, but 
in any case do not neglect the graphite. 
You will be well repaid

I have ' strength and power at your 
disposal; your obedient servant; I am 
your light; I lead the way in the darkness; 
your friend in need, but you are my enemy ; 
I give you your start, but you forget me; 
I am strong for my size and you need me, 
use me. abuse me and kill me.

You overload me with work and don’t 
feed me: you overfeed me and let qie re­
main idle; you raise my temperature from 
your ill-treatment until I die.

The opposite side of my constitution 
rebels; my positive sides ache until they 
break ; you cause me to conflict with, my 
negative side and ruin me; you let me go 
weeks without water until I die of thirst ; 
you borrow and you do not pay back ; you 
charge me and do not let me balance the 
account.

With you as my master, my days are 
numbered.

Yet there is lots of good in me, if you 
will try and understand me. Study my 
requirements or pay for your ignorance. 
When I am full, I refuse to take more. My 
life circuit is complete, yet you spoil its 
contact ; you let me get dirty and dusty, 
even my face cracks from your mistreat­
ment.
I AM YOUR STORAGE BATTERY.

Household washing soda, comiponly 
khown as sal soda, is the best thing to use 
to clean the radiator and other components 
of the cooling system of a motor car.

Dissolve the soda in clean water which 
is reasonably free from minerals; one tea­
cup of soda to eac^two gallons of water.

Fill the radiator with this solution, 
then start the engine and run it 15 to 20 
minutes with the spaik retarded so the 
solution becomes hot as it circulates 
through the cooling system. Then drain 
off theTsolution and flush the system 
thoroughly with clean water. It is per­
haps best to use a hose for this.

Remember this: Don’t leave the soda 
solution In the radiator longer than an 
hour. Also, be very careful not to spill 
any of the solution on a painted or varnish­
ed surface.

Here are some pointers on radiator

Keep careful watch on your distributor. 
In case of a leak in the hightension wires, 
a spark will jump and you can see it. 
But the spark may be jumping inside and 
you not know anything about it. So re­
move the cover occyionally and wipe out 
the dust. By this means trouble is 
avoided long before it can occur.

Starting and electric lighting systems 
require efficient batteries. For this reason 
the battery should receive careful atten­
tion. It should be inspected frequently 
and the plates of the cells kept covered 
with electrolyte. A little distilled water 
added at frequent intervals may obviate 
the necessity of a new battery.

If your car is equipped with the battery 
ignition system, always remember that 
the distributor points need cleaning fie-y 
quently. Carefully follow the maker’s in­
structions and you will enjoy a smooth­
running engine.

Most self-starting systems have a fuse- 
box installed at an accessible point. The 
purchaser of a new car should acquaint 
himself with this as quickly as possible. 
Very often considerable trouble can be 
eliminated by the installation of 
fuse. This is a simple matter, but if net 
known may cause a lot of trouble and 
unnecessary expense.

When the self-starting device fails to 
start the engine after reasonaule trial, the 
trouble should be located without delay. 
One cannot expect too much from a small 
battery. The self-starter is not supposed 
to crank the engine indefinitely. Bear 
this in mind and you will prolong the life 
of your battery.

Drain and refill the radiator at least 
every two or three weeks. And get into 
the habit of regularily inspecting the hose 
connections to sec that theÿ neither leak 
nor impede the free ciictilation of the 
water. When filling the radiators see that 
the screen is in place, and that the water 
used is clean.

If your radiator springs a leak it is per­
haps wisest and cheapest in the end to 
have a competent person repair it. The 
use of meal, bran and such to stop leaks 
is not recommended. Permanent repairs 
should be made as soon as possible after 
the leak is noticed. #

Car owners should remember that a new 
radiator should always be flushed out 
before it is put into service.

The simplest form of gauge for indicat­
ing the level of fluids in a tank consists of 
a cork float to which is attached a brass 
strip slotted for the guides and also for the 
twisted propeller strip. The whole is se­
cured to the filler of the tank. The action 
is: when the tank is empty the float is at 
the bottom of the guides. The indicating 
pointer is at the empty position on the 
outside of the cap, and as the float rises 
the propeller strip is rotated, causing the 
pointer to move around to the full position. 
The friction should be reduced to a min­
imum and a glass bead is fitted as a 
bottom bearing to assist in overcoming 
this.

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Hemes Wanted!and was used at first as a ladies ëchool 
under the name of Grand Pre Seminary 
At the time of this sketch it was occupied 
by a Mr. Ells. Other landlords were Mr. 
Marshall. E. D. Bishop, John Jenkins, 
and J. W. Beckwith. The building was 
burned and replaced by Mr. Beckwith with 
the present structure.

The late James S. Morse occupied the 
store on the comer where is now Young’s 
Bakery as a flour store. His residence was 
alongside, the building which was moved 
on Elm avenue and is now occupied by 
Mr. T. E. Hutchinson. Mr. Morse owned 
the land on the east of his dwelling now 
converted into stores and his garden, of 
which he was justly proud, was one of 
Wolfvfile's beauty spots. He was a 
prominent citizen. Mrs. F. H. Doull, who 
is a frequent visitor to Wolfville, i> a 
daughtei.

Joseph Weston lived in what is now the i 
Delaney building and also carried on the 
business of Merchant Tailor. Mr Weston 
was an Englishman and he was also an 
ardent gaidener.

What is nowr the Town Hall was in 
those days the “Union House”. It was 
owned by the late Grandison Eagles and 
conducted as a boarding house by a Mr. 
Clarke. This building was erected about 
1865 by Mr. Eagles, who later resided here 
for years. There was a small building oc­
cupied assa tenement where West cot t’s 
store now stands.

Wolfville in 1865 “My friend," sternly began the horae- 
faced gent, “life is uncertain. If you were 
struck by a bolt of lightning tonight 
would you be prepared?”

“What difference would it make,” 
returned J-tFuller Gloom. “Lightning 
never stops to investigate.”

land homestead. It was removed when 
Mr. Thompson built his house. The latter 
was for years an honored resident of 
Wolfville and gave splendid service as 
Mayor for a number of years.

The old Baptist parsonage was the next 
residence and stood on the site of Mr. H. 
Stairs' residence. It was at that time oc­
cupied by the late Rev. Stephen W. De- 
Blois, who for more than a quarter of a 
century was the beloved pastor of the 
Wolfville Baptist church. When the new 
parsonage (Mr. Stàirs* home; was erected 
the old building was moved back and is 

occupied by Mr. Russell, Physical 
Director at Acadia. This place was oc­
cupied for some time by Mr. Simion 
Vaughan who went to British Columbia 
many years ago and died there. _

Next was the David Thomas place now 
occupied by Capt. Beardsley. Mr. Thomas 
was a native of Canaan and erected the 
houese where he resided for a number of 
years. It was afterwards owned by the 
late Augustus A. Pineo and later by the 
late J. B. Tingley.

Nearly sixty years ago, before the Wind­
sor and Annapolis Railway was in oper­
ation, Wolfville was a busy center ot trade 
and through its institutions of learning 
was well known. Fewof the men who were 
alive at that time are with us. None of 
the business places, except Rand's Drug 
Store, are associated with the activities 
of the year 1865.

A bfier statement of the residents of 
Wolfville at that time may be of interest 
to readers of The Acadian.

Beginning at the Tannery Brook on 
the North side the first place was occupied 
by the late Enoch Neary. This place was 
aft^ wards owned by the tote James Elder- 
kifr and is now occupied by Harry G. 
Parker.

The next place was that now occupied 
by Mr. R. A. Jodrey. The old dwelling 
which stood on that site was then oc­
cupied by the tote James Elder. It was 
afterwards owned by Mr. A. C. Johnson 
who built the new house afterwards re­
modelled by the tote W. M. Black after 
he became the owner of the property.

The late J. W. Bigelow occupied the 
next place, now the home of Mr. and Mrs. 
D. G. Whidden. This was formerly the 
home of Mr. James Johnson. Mr. Johnson 
received such injuries from a vicious bull 
as to cause his death. Mr. Bigelow was in­
terested in big shipping enterprises and 
after coming to Wolfville was an en­
thusiastic orchardist.
