Later in the
meeting “Hack™ Hillinan, Basketball
Manager, criticized oertain budgets
which had beer. presented ared main-

tainecd that there was a lack of or- ;

ganization on the part of the SRC.
Further he commented “ , the
Football budget is messed up from
top to bottom - a foar day trip for
a week-end”. Somebody else com-
mented about the 1% meals per day
the team was evidently going to get.

Hillman's own budget, Basketball,
came in for wide-spread concern as
well . His retort was “I see I've
made a mistake. I should have raised
it twice as high”. .

bones was the price of hotel rooms:

Evidently there was wide discrep-
ancy between the costs that various
managers  submitted. When Don
Fonger suggested that the AAA con-
tact all the hotels and find out their
ates, the Vice-President of the AAA
replied that she didn’t feel the re-
sponsibility for this would belong o
the AAA but the individual managers.
Furthermore, the AAA had never
done this before. Doug Cuoke, vét-
eran SRC rep replied curtly to the
effect that the AAA should have to
do it and made a motion to that ef-
fect which passed with a few dis-
senting votes.

S.C.M. Hears
Report From
National Council

“The SCM is an organization
which should take action on concrete
issues, and not merely do a lot of
talking. We should feel that we
have companions ali across @anada,
wko are attempting to work ou: their
Chiristian wituess in society,” /said
Robert Cadman and George Rogers
in reports from the National Coun-
cil of the Student Christian Move-
ment of Canada. This. Council, com-
prising  approximately 45 student
delegates and  generai-secretaries
from 17 local units across Canad.,
was held at Guelph last May.

The delegates gave a brief outline
of the council, and discussed some
of the highlights. The main work
of the council was done through
drafting reports in the Commission
groups and Committees. Reports
were compiled on four Commissions,
- The Um‘versity, Evangelism, Ecu-
menical Affairs, and Politics; and on
eight Committees, - Personnel, Fin-
ance Study, Missions, “Canadian
Student”, Publicity, World Student
Christian Federation, and Relation-
ships. These reports represent the
“thinking of the National Movement,
and will form 4 basis of study during
4be coming year.

Political action and interest has
been very keen in the movement
during the year. Direct action was
taken in protesting to the govem-
ament about the shiment of arms to
China, and about discrimination
against Japanese-Canadians in Brit-
ish Columbia. The Canadian-Indian
question was also studied extensively.

‘One of the distinctive things about
the Political report was the working
out of a Doctnpal Basis for Christ-
ian social action. This is an attempt
to) shibw _clearly. the respensibility of
Christians toward their society.

‘A permanent Natienal SCM Com-
aittee on Civil Libertiec was set up
40 co-operate with the Civil Rights
Union in an effort to secute a Bill of
Rights for Cangda. The Council
felt very strongly on this matter and
pledged their full support.

tion is to reconcile the demands of
the present in order to see that they
do rot drive us too far from our her-

Dr. Trueman went on to  stress?

The proposed increase in the stu-
dents levv as passed by the SRC last
week has provoked considerable dis
cussion and I feel I should say some-
thing about the matter.

The levy was $18 a year only a
couple of years ago and was low-
ered to $14 when the increased en-
rolment at UNB with the consequent
larger income enabled this to be
done.

Since then howeyer the general
peost of living has increased tremen-
dously, as we all know too weil and
this has baen reflected in an added
cest for student activity - meals,
fares, orchestra rates, etc. The re-
sult wus that last year the SRC had
an operating deficit. This was poss-
ible last year since there was a
large surplus with whick to start the
year. That sarplus is to a large de-
gree gone and the cost of operations
wlil be even higher during the com-
ing year due to a further increased
cost for operations. The SRC had
the choice ther of raising the levy
or drastically curtailing student ac-
tivity. The decision was to raise
the levy, subject of course to the ap-
proval of the Senate, since the uni-
versity administration collécts it.

While on the subject it might be
Ldesimble to point out just what the
student ‘receives as a return on the
levy. First and probably foremost
is the matter of sports — the opport-
unity ‘to participate and free admiss-
ion as a spectator. The situation is
not so good in respect to hockey since
we operate under the handicap of
being dependent on another party’s
rink.  The levy furthermore enables
a student to geceive a Brunswickan
each week, attend the formal dances
admission free and to participate in
many other extra-curricular activit-
ies. Add these items up and most
tsudents will find that there is con-
students will find that there is con-
college life just coulan’t exist with-
out the events and activities support-
ed by the levy.

I would add that the students con-
trol the spending of their money
through their elected representatives
on the council. To exercise that
privilege tell your reps what you
feel should be done or even better
come to the SRC meetings and make
your voice heard.
