TRIBUTE TO THE MEMORY OF
IATE BISROP ROGERS

The following Sermon was preached
at St. Michael's Pro—Cathedraé Cha-
tham, N. B., by the Rev. William
Morrissey on the wvccasion the
Month's Mind service of the late Rt.
Rev. James Rogers,'D. D., Bishop of
Chatham:

‘“Whether we live, we live to the
Lord; or whether we die, we die to
the Lord., Therciore, whether we live)
or.- whether we die, we are the
Lord's.”'—Romans 14: 8.

My lLord, Reverend and Dear Breth-
ren—But a few weeks ago we were
called upon to pay our last respects
to the mortal remains of our lament-
ed venerable, former Bishop.\ Faith
and love again assumble us before the
altar on the occasion of his Month's
Mind, to unite our prayers with the
fruits of the Holy Sacrifice of the
Mass, that God may remit the slight-
est debt of sin that may keep him
from the full possession of eternal
bliss.

What a consolation <it i1s to reflect
that, although death dissolves the
ties of flesh and blood, yet it cannot

undo the bond of our charity—that al-
though our tears and eartily minis-
trations accompany our foved and de-
parted ones but to the entrance to
the tomb, yet faith ingly follows
them beyond that glooMy portal to
the other world, and importunes the
throne of God to grant them mercy
and forgiveness since that ‘‘night in
which no man worketh’’ has overtak-
en them. What a consolation in our
grief and bereavement to-day to.hear
in spirit our Blessed Lord “address
us as he once did Martha: “Thy bro-
ther shall rise again—your Bishop
shall rise again.””

A  LAYMAN'S BULOGY.

Could any seminarian receive a high-
er tribute of praise? This is the tes-
timony of churchmen as to his wokth.
It may not ke out of place here to
give you one of the numerous eulogies
I have heard passed on him by lay-
men who knew him well. Shortly al-
ter his consecration, 1 heard fol-
lowing remarks made about him, if
Mot in the exact words of the narra-
tor, at least in substance. Addressing
one of his hearers, the narrator said:
“I was a school companion, play-
mate and intimate frien of Bishop
Rogers up to the time that he com-
menced to study for the church. At
the time of his appointment as Bish-
op, his humility, piety and earn
ness were spoken of as his great vir-
tue, but I heard nothing said about
his social qualities. You have/Meard,”
said he, ‘‘of Bishop / Roger visits
when a boy to the Cathedral at all
hours to pray,

whole ni there with others—and
alone, as well—and of his having been
found rapt in prayer or slumber in
the early morning in that sacred edi-
fice after one of these vigils or
watches; and, the prediction in con-
sequence, of an Archbishop, and a
well-known venerable citizen, that he
would ‘one day wear a mitre,” Now,”
continued the speaker, ‘‘piety, earn-
estness, and theological learning, no
dopbt, are some of the positive quali-
fications that recommend ung
churchmen to preferment, but' t
make _efficient chief pastors, they
must have certain social qualities to
keep them in touch with their flock,
not only in religious and educational
matters, but also in their social,
¢ivic and industrjpl relations. Speak-
ing of social quplities, when I recall
our boyhood and youth, I must say
he was a most lovable, entertaining
and, genial comrade. Blest with ro-
bust\ health, he was courageous and
even daring.”

Then he gave an account of several
very interesting incidents of their
boyhood in which the deceased mani-
fested courage, daring and manliness,
the rescuing a boy from drowning in
a most heroic manner and under the
mos} trying cireumstances heing am-
ong%ese, showing that, while James
Rogers was devout, he was not a re-
cluse, shunning the companionship of
those round him.

Continuing, -he said: ‘‘Although
modest, gentle and forbearing, yet,
when a matter of right or self-re-
spect was in question, he was firm
and unyielding, and his defence of it

edifving deeds ifrom s childhood to
his episcopate may be a fitting tri-|
bute to his memory on this his|
Month's Mind, as it may be an ex- l
pected testimony of reverence and al—;
fection toward him, from one who
knew him well irom bhoyhood.

In the following remarks 1 shall
make others testify to his virtues ra-
ther than do so myseli. The individ-
ual testimony that I shall cite as to
his worth you may receive as the
opinion, and conviction even, of all
those who knew him intimately.

HIS FIRST CLERICAL ORDER.

Taking for a starting point in his
life history the time he received his
first clerical order, and following the
subsequent events that recall his
youth with its remarkable record of
piety and the promise it gave of fu-
ture usefulness, 1 have to relate that
having made sufficient progress in his
theological studies, he was ordained
sub-deacon at St. Mary’s Cathedral,
Halifax, by Archbishop Walsh, Aug.
26, 1850, clerical tonsure having been
conferred upon him the day before.
He passed the next seven or eight
months in the Sulpician Theological
Seminary of Montreal, completing and
revising his studfs While here, at
the usual Trinity”Ordinations, he was
ordained deac by Bishop Bourget,
of Montreal, fJune 14, 1851. In the
following month he was recalled and
ordained priest by Archbishop Walsh,
at St. Mary’s Cathedral, July 32,
1851.

To give you at this stage of his
career an idea of the young ecclesias-
tic, destined to be one day Bishop,
and of what his superiors and profes-
ors thought of him, I take the follow-

ing extract from a letter written by
the Rev. Father Baile, director of the
Seminary of St. Sulpice, at Montreal,
to Archihishop Walsh. After informing
His Grace ﬂut he (Father Baile) had

Basing, then, my pre-
diction on all that I know about Dr.
Rogers as a boy and a young man, I
should say that he will have a long,
useful and honored career as the ﬁrst
Bishop of the Diocese oi Chatham.”
The most praiseworthy deeds in the
life of the dead Bishop must beh left
to his future biographer to relate.
The present occasion admits not even
passing reference to these.

HIS HIDDEN VIRTUES.

The most beautiful traits of human
character are often hidden from the
world in the privaey and sacredness
of home_ life, and are revealed only by
accident. The home life of Bishop
Rogers was full of heroism and noble
striving for ennobling ends. To give
you an instance of one of these hid-
den<virtues of his revealed by acci-
dent, 1 have to relate that from
childhood it was a habit of his be-
fore leaving home for any time, - to
kneel at his mother's feet to ask for
her blessing on his way, and forgive-
ness, for aught of wrong he had ever
done to her knowledge. He followed
this practice as priest and Bishop.
On the occasion of one of his visits
to Halifax, the pupils of a school in
that city gave an entertainment in
his honor, an Archbishop and sever-
al other gentlemen being present. The
mother of the deceased prelate was
also there. Before the close of the
entertainment he had to hurriedly
leave to take ‘:f.m train. Afl-
ter quietly taking leave of the Arch-
bishop and a few others, he came to
his mother, knelt at her feet, as in]
boyhood—asked for and received with
reverent air and r l bow—her
blessing.

Let us see what is true Peace, and
the meamt of acquiring it. There are
many people who imagine were they
only blessed with riches, peace and
happiness would follow. They think
that such a person blessed with ri
must necessarily lead a peaceful "and
hagqpy life, since he has not & trouble
about the wants of to-morrow. Our
Divine Lord emphatically declares,
that the rich are not the possessors
of peace. Speaking of the rich he says:
‘“Woe to you that are rich, for you
have your tribulations.” Speaking ol
the poor, He says: ‘‘Blessed are the
poor for theirs is the Kingdom of
God.”

Our Divine Saviour teaches that
peéace is by no means the fruits of
riches. Others.imagine that peace and
honor are synonymous, that persons
holding high position‘ in life must
lead a peaceful and happy life. They
have no one to contradiet them. Our
Saviour never suflered and died to
free us from adversity. He tels us
that He would send us as sheep in
the midst of wolves.

Sadder still, and more to be de-
plored "are those who e dead to re-
morse. No sin howsoever great, seems
to frighten them. Like the lmn?whn
after devouring its prey, retires to
rest in the den, so the sinner, after
committing the most detestable
crimes, retires to rest unconscious of
the awful chastisement awaiting him.
Such a person cannot be the posses-
sor of that peace which he thinks he
has. To think such a thing, St. Au-
gustm('/a\s “He would be forging
peace.

We must’ livé in peace with our
neighbor. We are all children of ‘the
same Ommipotent God, and destined
for the same end. How dear it is to
Our Saviour to see us living in peace.
Have we not an example of this
from the Apostles, from the Holy
Family at  Nazareth? In the Gospel
of to-day we are told that the doors
of the Cenacle were closed, and peace
reigned supreme. This teaches us to
put a guard on the doors of our
senses, our ears, our eyes, and espe-
cially our tongue. Charity and sym-
pathy unite hearts, tales and tale-
bearers separate them.

Peace, therefore, consists not in
honors, riches, or in a sinful life,
but in.a pure conseience. There is no
peace with God for the unjust. for
the sinner. Sin is the blackest in-
gratitude to the best of benefactors.
“There is no peace for the wicked,"
says the Prophet Isaias.

The splendor of the wicked man’s
soul has passéd away, and the bright-
ness of his inpeCence is gone. Most
people desire to die in the friendship
of God. The wicked put off their re-
pentance from day to day, with the
excuse that before they die they will
repent. They have no time now to
attend to the wants of their soul, but
they have time to pave their way to
hell.”

A HURRY TO GET RICH.

There have been few recent wide-
ly-published utterances so important
as Bishop Spalding's review and cri-
ticism of the award of the Coal
Strike Commission of which he was
so distinguished q member. His esti-
mate of the results of the Commis- |
sion’s investigations and his broad
comment on its findings are marked
by a wisdom and sanity that is no
less practical because it places the
whole industrial problem. on the
basis of a higher practicality than is
considered by most students of econo-
mics. s

words,”” observes the Providence
Visitor, “‘can hardly avoid the re-
flectiop that it is because he is one
of a ‘splendid line spiritual,’ a true
prelate of the Church of God, that
his remarks betray suck robust uni-
such sympathy, such
sight. 1T is the religious lesson
the great strike that stirs him.”

L

Over-capitalization and over-pro-
duction were the two evils emphasiz-
ed by the Bishop as the great causes
of the economic evils under which
we suffer. “Some of our greatest in-
dustries,”” he said, “‘are capitalized
at four or five times their real value,
and every possible device is resorted
to in order to pay dividends on the
watered stock.”

This is the direct cause. The wider
and fundamential reason, underlying
the discontent of the laborer as well
as the avarice ol the capitalist, the
Bishop points out to be the Ameri-
can hurry to get rich, “This is a dis-
ease,”” he says—and his comment here
is the most memorable and the most
broadly applicable of his quoted in-
terview—"‘of a people who lack ideals,
who measure the value of ® religion,
by the influence of
these things on thrift and material
prosperity. In the midst of all this
rush and noise of business, of expan-
sion and success, we are rapidly
growing incapable of taking or loving
the deeper views of life. '

“Our faith in education is, at
bottom, the faith in its power
enable us to get more money.

“Our preaching, leaving aside the
things that are eternally right and
true and' indispensable, concerns it~
sell with that which is frivolous,
startling and vulgar.

“There is, I think, somewhere in
the Bible a text which says that God
is angry with the nations that are
rich. If weslook profoundly, there
is much in our social and political
lile which should make our persistent
optimism seem tittle else than an un-
willingness or an inability to see
things as they are.

“How many of us in the contem-
platica of the lives of men who have
spent all their eneggies in accumulat-
ing riches have had an eye for the
exaction of this wealth—have thought
how misspent these lives for the
most part have heen, how barren the
ideals?

“Look what this spirit has done
for us. It has defiled our rivers,
until-in our cities to-day a thirsty
man may not get a glass of cold wa-
ter that is fit to drink. It has black-
ened and poisoned the atmosphere
with smoke and noxions vapors. It has
desecrated the face of nature where
such a desecration was a blasphemy.
It has made hovels for the occupa-
tion of man where not even
could live in comfort.

‘““And all for what? That a nation,
already the most wasteful and ex-
travagant on earth, might be able for
greater extravagances.

‘““We need not so much new meas-
ures, but a new heart. In our labor
difficulties the moralization of both
employers and employes is an indis-
pensable condition in the bringi
about of a better state of things.”

PASTORAL LETTER ON 1ABOR

From His Grace Archbishop Bruchesi
of Montreal, Read on Sunday,
April 25.

TEXT OF THE LETTER.

““The many strikes which have oc-
eured of late compel us td give the
fabor question and its alarming prob-
lems our most/earnest consideration.
Our own city seems to be on the
verge of fresh labor conflicts. Em-
ployers and their men defiantly mis-
srust each other, and at any moment
the most serious incidents may)| take
place, the most deplorable degds of
violence may be perpetuatéd. We
should indeed be open to reproach did
we not give to the faithful confided
to eur pastoral solicitude the advice
which present circumstances necessi-

te .

“1:be Church is the Mother of all

Christians. The rich and the poor are
her clffldren. She loves all men._/ All
indeed may claim her protection. At

all times she has manifested a pre-
dilection for the disinherited of this
world and for those who are engaged
in manual labor. Justice demands it
as they are the weakest, and as what
they possess, howsoever insignificant
it may be, is all the more saered in
her eyes.

CONDEMNS ALL VIOLENCE.

“Qur pastoral solicitude, dearly be-
loved brethren, obliges us to condemn

most energetically tihe tumult and
violence that usually follow in the
wake of strikes. They violate the

first law of justice, private property,
individual and social liberty. Nothing
can render them lawful or palliate
their disorders and excesses. Organiz-
ers and -strikes yield to an unwhole-
some impulse and openly declare
themselves hostile to society. We be-
seech employes to react azainst the
use of means which tend only to fo-
ment, and that without the slightest
honest compensation, anger and hat-
red between two classes whose union
would secure the moral and material
prosperity of the community at large.

“They are bound in conscience to
sever all connection with leaders or
unions which would urge them to
adopt that plan. 3

“To remedy these evils and to pre-
vent them, once more do we advise
employes to accept their condition in
life with patience, to raise their éyes
to heaven, their future home, and to
their Saviour, their Brother and
Model.

“This is, however, but a part of
the remedy to solve the labor ques-
tion.

It is no longer a question
of restricting capital or the right of
workingmen to organize for their
commeon interests. The interests of
the public at large are at stake, and
the State must consider some form
of remedy.

Sixteen years ago on the Ist ol the
present month, the Right Rev. Dr.
Dowling, Bishop of Hamilton, was
consecrated. Under his judicious di-
rection, says The Herald, the Catho-
lic Church in the Diocese of Hamil-
ton has taken large strides forward,
and it is natural that he should be
generally regarded as one ol the
ablest members of the Ontario hier-
archy.

The Bishop says: I do not wish to
leave to the priests the responsibility
of allowing the secularized members of
the Orders to preach and thus expose
them to the suppression of their sti-
pends. It is to me, their chief and
Bishop, that belongs, in the first
place, all responsibility. I, their chief
and Bishop, wish to be to-day, as I
have always been, the first to brave
all damgers and, if need be, to under-
go all trials.”
A somewhat notable speech was
made by Sir Oliver Lodge, the fam-
ous English physicist, at the celebra-
tion of the anniversary of Shakes-
peare’'s birthday, at Stratiord-on-
Avon last week. He declared his be-
lief that in every way the England
of Shakespeare’'s day was infinitely
happier, brighter and better than the
England of to-day. The country then,
he says, was fairly prosperous, not
densely packed, and not drained from
it into the towns; the towns were
not too large for social intercourse,
and were free [rom smoke; the people
were not everworked, but were free
in moderation to enjoy life, free from
the restraints that greed and need
and bigotry impose upon the pursuit
of inoocent pleasures.

Take
heed lest Ireland does not blossom
and bud in a way that wil put us
to shame. I discern great hope there.
A few reforms, a little more heart,
and less slackness, and I foresee a
country where happy = human condi-
tions may ebtain, and where a genius
may soon be born.”’

A correspondent sends wus from
Odessa a report of the laying of the |
foundation stone of a new Roman
Catholic Church in that Russian
town, in the hope, as he says,
it will serve to dissipate some erron- |
eous views regarding religious toler-
ance in Russia.”” The Baron Edward
Ropp, the Roman Catholic Bishop for
the Diocese of Tiraspol, who presided
over the ceremony, we will explain,
is of an old Lithuanian noble family.
He was educated at the University of
St. Petersburg and afterward at the
Catholic Theological Seminary there.
As the report we quote indicates, he
speaks Russian, Polish, German Let-
tish, French, Italian, Turkish, ' and,
we may add, to some extent, Eng-
lish. He is, moreover, a thorough
Russian and believes unreservedly in
the destiny of Russia. He stands
high with all classes of Russian so-
ciety, and his noble birth gives him
an influence in quatters not ordinarily
regarded as favorably disposed to-
ward Roman Catholic ecclesiastics.

ranks with his brethren &f Rus-
sian Church in the eyes of .bfficial
Russia. The land given by the city
of Odessa for the new church our
correspondent describes as a very
valuable plot.

THE RENEWAL OF PROFESSION
OF THE MEMBERS OF THE
THIRD ORDER OF ST.
FRANCIS.

On Sunday, April 26th, the renewal
ol the profession of the members of
the Third Order of St. Francis took
place at the Franciscan Church, Dor-
chester street, Montreal. The oere-
mony commenced at 2.30 o'clock with
the recitation of the Office of the
Most Blessed Virgin, during which
the ‘“‘Magnificat’’ and ‘‘Ave Marie
Stella’”’ were sung. Before the ser-
mon a beautiful hymn to St. Francis

was sung. Rev. Father Christopher,
0. S. F., preached the sermon, taking
for his text: ‘“The sufferings of this
life are not worthy to be compared
with the glory to come, that shall be
revealed in us.”” (St. Paul to the
Romans. Chapter 8th, verse 18th).
“To-day the Feast of the Holy Se-
pulchre from which Our Divine Lord
had raised Himself after being within
for three days. It was a Resurrection
unto Glory before He went to unend-
ing happiness. His Sacred Body was
in a sad condition from bruises and
awful suffering. His pierced head,
His hands and feet pierced, and fixed
to the-wood of the tree. From Beth-
lehem unto the end of His Life, He
was ‘The Man of Sorrows.’ The Royal
Prophet says, ‘I am in labors from
my youth, and my sorrow is always
before Me.’ After having fulfilled the
prophecies as regards His sufferings,
He goeth to glory, and Death will no
longer have any dominion over Him.
His followers must imitate their Di-
vine Master. ‘If we be planted in the
likeness of His death, we also will be
planted unto the likeness of His Re-
surrection.’ "’

Here the preacher sketched the sui-
ferings of the Apostles as foretold by
Our Divine Saviour: “You shall la-
ment and weep; your sorrows shall
be turned into joy, and your joy no
man shall take from you.”

“‘If they have persecuted Me, they
will also persecute you.” The suffer-
ings of St. Patl including his being in
prison, in perils, stoned, hunger and
thirst, his solicitude for the different
churches, were also clearly dwelt
upon. ““Suffering,” continued the
preacher, “‘is a sure road to Divine
Happiness.” St. Paul taught the first
Christians, ‘“That through many tri-
bulations we must enter into glory.”
All the saints considered it a perfect
joy to suffer. We are pleasing God
and atoning for sin. We all have
suffer in one way or another. Some
meet with temporal losses, others
with treachery and deceit from
friends. St. Francis was so delighted
with suffering that he said: ‘‘So great
is the good that awaits me, that all
pain delights me.”

Make use of all the sufferings pre-
sented to us that we may be able to
lay up treasures in Heaven.

He exhorted his hearers to be pa-
tient in sufferings like the Holy Man
Job, and often 1o reflect in Qur
Lord’s sufferings. !
In conclu‘on, he said: ‘‘Remember,
il you sufler with Christ, you shall
share in His Glory. Your sorrow
shall be changed into joy, and Yyour
joy no man shall take from you,"

At the end of the sermon he re-
minded those who were to renew their
profession, that it was necessafy from
time to time to renew their fervor
and be stirred up to action. The

HOMESTEAD RECULATIONS

‘Any even numbered section of Do~
minion lands in Manitoba or the
Northwest Territories, excepting 8
and 26, which has not been home
steaded or reserved to provide wood
lots for settlers, or for other pus
poses, may be homesteaded upon by
any person who is the sole head of &
family,or any male over 13 years of

age, to the extent of one-quarter seo-
tion of 160 acres, more or less.

'ENTRY

Entry may be made persenaMy
the local land office for the
in which the land to be taken s
uate, or if the homesteader
he may, on application to the Minks-
ter of the Interior, Ottawa, the Gom-
missioner of Immigration, W
or the local agent for the distriet
which the land is situate, recesive aw
thority for some one to make entry
for him. A fee of §10 is charged for
a homestead entry.

HOMESTEAD DUTIES

Under the present law homestead
duties must be performed in one of
the fpllowing ways, namely:
(1) By at least six months’ »esh
dence upor amd cultivation of the
land in each year during the term
of three years, or—

(2) It the father (or the mether, i
the father is deceased) of any person
who is eligible to make a homestead
entry resides wpon a farm in the vi
cinity of the land entered for by sueh
person as a homestead, the require-
ments of the law as to residence
prior to obtaining patent may be
satisfied by such person residing with
the father or mother, or—

(3) It the settler has his permanent
residence upon farming land ewned
by himself im the vicinity of his
homestead the requirements of the
law as to residence may be satisfied
by residence upon the said land.

APPLICATION FOR
PATENT

Should be made at the end of the
three years before the Local Ageat,
Sub-Agent or the Homestead Inspect-
or. Belore making application for
patent the settler must give sim
months’ notice in writing to the
Commissioner of Dominion Lands a$
Ottawa eof his intention to do se.

INFORMATION

Newly arrived immigrants will ve-
ceive at the Immigration Office in
Winnipeg, or at the Domimion Lands
Office in Manitoba or the Northwess
Territories, information as to the
lands that are open for emtry, amd
from the officers in charge, free of
expense, advice and assistance ia we-
curing lands to suit them. Full fn-
formation respecting the  land, tim-
ber, coal and mineral laws, as well
as respecting Dominion lands in the
railway belt in British Columbia,
may be obtained upom application to
the Secretary of the Department of
the Interior, Ottawa; the Commis-
sioner of Immigration, Winni
Manitoba, or to ai‘; of the Dulz
Lands Agents in Maniteba or the
Northwest Territories.
