It remained 
for the Church whose teaching had 
made the people loyal to still further 
implant the sentiment by celebrating 
its greatest mystery in the midst of 
the general programme.

It has been reported by some of the 
papers that the sanctity of the mo­
ment was disturbed by unseemly cries 
of vendors of wares and by .thé ever­
present camera. The former—if pre­
sent at all—were only heard by those 
unable to join in the solemnity A the 
religious celebration, and cameras in 
the large space were hardly noticeable 
and certainly not obtrusive. None 
present but must ever remember the 
magnificent and impressive ceremony.

QUEBEC'S TERCENTENARY
Magnificent Display of Religious and Pat­

riotic Sentiment—Sights and Pageants 
Unequalled —CHurcH and State Unite 
in Harmonious Demonstration.

During the past two weeks the 

Press of the Dominion has been en­
deavoring to accomplish the impos­
sible. To describe the indescriliable 
is not for mortals. Words fail and 
imagination stops short in attempt­
ing a portrayal of the uniqueness, 
beauty, picturesqueness and variety 
of phases by which the people of Que­
bec and many from all parts of Can­
ada and from the associated nations 
of England, France and the l ni ted 
States, did honor to the Tercenten­
ary and to the memory of Champlain 
the good and great, who three hun­
dred years ago laid the foundation of 
the wonderful place to-day called Que­
bec, which keeps so true and con­
stant guard by the blue and tranquil 
waters of the br<xad bosomed St. 
Lawrence.

And after all this was the primary 
note of the celebration. The note 
that told of the gratitude of the peo­
ple who to-day live in freedom and 
happiness in the spot which but for 
the intrepid action of the brave 
founder would have remained un­
known to those who now possess it as 
their much-iovcd home. The passing 
of the Plains from the keeping of one 
nation into that of another, was but 
incidental. So skilfully and natural­
ly was the passing memoralized that 
no conspicuousness attached itself to 
the process. The inhabitants of the 
present day, happv in possession of 
their Faith and of the things they 
hold mosp dear, troubled themselves 
in no great measure about - the day a 
hundred and fifty years ago, when 
two brave men fell to their death 
and the destiny of Canada changed 
forever. Time, the wonderful modi­
fier, that covers wounds with the 
balm of oblivion, ‘had thrown the 
mantle of its influence across the 
commemorative scenes and pageants, 
and the French people above all oth­
ers entered heartily into the meaning 
of the festivity. To affirm that the 
French saw anything of an imperial­
istic demonstration of power in the 
programme arranged is to do them 
an injustice, and to detract in no 
small measure from the admirable 
harmony that existed. The sound, 
too, of the never absent note of that 
religion which had played and which 
still plays so large a part in the 
lives of the sons and daughters of la 
belle France and the.r descendants, 
sounded loud throughout the entire 
demonstration and no one tried to 
deaden its pealing nor stay its sound­
ing, but rather all heads bent to do 
it reverence, worshipping where they 
might and giving attention and re­
spect where the path to worship had 
not yet been lighted.

The Tercentenary is past, but its 
results shall live. It has demons­
trated to the world how two great 
nations can amalgamate in as much 
as that they live under the same 
laws, mindful each of the traditions 
of thé other, and with the courtesy 
which is the outcome of the highest 
civilization, walk hand in hand for 
the general good of their common 
home. The Tercentenary was some­
thing that in manv ways could not 
be paralleled. The davs of Greece 
and Rome may have seen pageants 
and ceremonies of greater magnificence 
but for presentations which so nearly 
equalled the reality, nowhere in the 
world are historic resources so 
plentiful, and nowhera, too, in the 
world has there been such a demons­
tration of friendliness between peo­
ples once twain but now united, as 
that exhibited during the past few

DIETETICS AND OCR CONVENT 
SCHOOLS.

(Western Watchman.)
We are told nat among some ori­

ental nations the physician is paid 
so much a year to keep thy family 
in good health rather than to cure the 
ailing; and since wei have no such 
wise precaution in America, the all- 
important duty falls in a great mea- 
sure upon the housekeeper. There 
are few advances in knowledge that 
do not bring increased responsibilities 
in their wake, and when the woman 
of the twentieth century has been 
made to realize that it is not suffi­
cient for her to understand the cost 
and nutritive value of food materials, 
their composition and digestibility, 
but that she must also know how to 
combine them in order to secure a 
properly balanced ration, she will pre­
pare herself for the great task of 
homemaker or she will shrink from it 
as she would from any other serious 
work for which she is wholly unfitted. 
Already the dim light <s flickering 
acioss her horizon, and she can no 
longer find refuge in the comfortable 
belief that she has done her duty 
when her table is furnished with at­
tractive, well-cooked food.

But one might ask, “What has this 
to do with our convent schools?” It 
has all to do with them, that is with 
boarding schools, and unless the ques­
tion is taken up and given serious 
consideration by our teaching Sister­
hoods the boarding school, with its 
many and undeniable advantages,will 
grow less and less in favor in the 
years to come. This may sound 
harsh; but it is the truth, and the 
school that has a thoroughly com­
petent dietitian in the kitchen need 
scarcely dwell upon its other strong 
points. This is not meant as a re­
flection upon the fare of all convent 
schools. Some set what would or­
dinarily be called good tables, and 
due allowance should be made for the 
fact that the tuition in many is mo­
derate and that all do more or less 
charity. However, when we consid­
er the wonderful problem of the 
growing mind and body, the differ­
ent foods that are needed at differ­
ent periods of growth, etc., the ques­
tion assumes gigantic proportions and 
is it out of place for the mother to 
ask if the one who is to look after 
the vital question of her child s nour­
ishment has been properly fitted for 
the task? Docs she know that chil­
dren require a higher per cent, of 
proteids and fats than adults; that 
young children should not be allowed 
the use of tea and cofiee; that much 
apparent stupidity, inattention, rest­
lessness and even irritability on the 
part oi the child is due to exhaustion 
caused by too long periods between 
meals and a hund eri other things of 
equal importance?

ÎN THE KITCHEN.
Tomato Omelet.—Take three eggs 

and one large tomato. Heat the yolks 
and whites of the eggs separately. 
Chop the tomato, add to the yolks 

' and add the whites just before cook­
ing. Season with salt and pepper. 
Heat a saucepan, put in a piece of 
butter and when hot pour in the ome- 

l let and cook for two or three min­
utes. Fold over, turn out on a plat­
ter, garnish with parsley and serve 
very hot.

Apple Custard.—Take four apples, 
pare, quarter, and cook as for sauce, 
leaving little juice. A few minutes 
before removing from the lire stir 
into the apples the following mix­
ture: One quarter nutmeg, grated 
one large tablespoonful butter; the 
yolk of one egg, and sugar to taste.

\ After the custard has been removed 
from the fire spread over it the white 
of the egg, which has been beaten 
stiff, with a tablespoonfui of sugar.

Orange Custard.—Ko ik one-third 
box gelatine in a third of a cup of 
cold water until soft. Pour on one- 
third cup boiling water, stir until dis­
solved, then add one cup orange juice 
and the juice of one lemon, the orange 
pulps with a little of the grated rind, 

j and a scant cup of sugar. Strain, 
I then set in a pan of cracked ice to 
chill and stiffen. As it begins to 
harden, whip to a stiff foam, add the 
whites of three eggs also whipped un­
til stiff and light, then continue the 
beating until the mass is stiff enough 
not to drip. I.ine a mould with 
split lady fingers, slices of sponge 
cake or sections rf orange as prefer- 

| red, turn in the cream and set on 
; the ice. When ready to serve (loosen 
around the edge of the mould with a 
limber-bladed knife, turn out on a 
low glass dish and pile a half pint 
whipped cream on top.

Rhubarb Shortcake. —Wash the 
\ rhubarb, but do not peel it. Cut in­
to inch pieces, put two cups of this 
with cue scant cup of sugar in a dou- 

j ble boiler and steam until the rhu­
barb is tender and the sugar dissolv­
ed. Add .the mice and chopped rind 
of one lemon. Dissolve one teaspoon­
ful of soda in a cup of sour cream. 
Mix one teaspoonful of cream-of-tar- 
tar and one-half teaspoonful of salt 
with two cups of flour. Stir the 

: cream into this, and if not stiff en- 
: ough to roll out add a little more 
flour. Toss on a well-floured board 
and pat or roll out until about one- 
half inch thick. Cut and bake like 
biscuits. When done, tear open, but­
ter them and arrange on a hot dish. 
Cover with the rhubarb and when 
serving pour the juice over them.

Homestead Regulations

Any even numbered sectioe of Do­
minion Lands in Manitoba, Saskat­
chewan and Alberta, excepting i and 
1«, not iczerved, may be homestead­
ed by any person who is the sole bead 
of a family, or any male over II 
years of age, to the extent of one- 
quarter section of ISO acres, more or 
less.

Application for entry must be made 
in person by the applicant at a Do­
minion Lac*i Agency or Sub-agency 
for the district in which the nd is 
situate. Entry by proxy may, how­
ever, be made at any Agency, on cer­
tain conditions by the father, mot’ .- 
er, son, daughter, brother or sister 
of an intending homesteader.

The homesteader is required to per­
form the homestead duties under one 
of the following plans:

(1) At least six months’ residence 
upon and cultivation of the land in 
each year for three years.

(2) A homesteader may, if he so de­
sires, perform the required résider ce 
duties by living on farming land own­
ed solely by him, not less than eighty 
(80) acres in extent, i.v the vicinity 
of his homecWd. Joint ownership 
in land will not meet this require­
ment.

(3) If the father (or mother, If »ne 
father is deceased) of a homesteader 
has permanent residence on farming 
land owned solely by him, not less 
than eighty (80) acres in extent, in 
the vicinity of the homestead, or up­
on a homestead entered for by him 
in the vicinity, such homesteader may 
perform his own residence duties by 
living with the father (or mother).

(4) The term “vicinity 1 in the two 
preceding paragraphs is defined as 
meaning not more than nine miles in 
a direct line, exclusive of the width 
of road allowances crossed in the 
measurement.

(5) A homesteader intending to 
perform his residence duties in ac­
cordance with the above while living 
with parents or on farming land own­
ed by himself must notify the Agent 
for the district of such intention.

Six months’ notice in writing must 
be given to the Commissioner ci Do­
minion Lands at Ottawa, of intention 
to apply for patent.

London, July 23rd, 1808.

An Italian Duca, in a recent book 
exclaims, "All the English I have 
ever met have been Scotch .or Irish!”

THE PRECEPTS OF THE CHI RCH
If any man has not made his East­

er duty, he ought to think seriously 
on the frightful state of his soul. 
The decree of the Lateran Council, 
which prescribed the Easter duty, 
says of him who refuses to obey its 
law, “Let him, while living, he driv­
en from the Church, and dying, let 
him be deprived of Christian burial 
If this punishment meant simply 
temporal exclusion from the society 
of the faithful, which at present it 
does not mean; or if it meant no 
more than a refusal of Christian bur­
ial, though that would be hard en­
ough for the sinner, and especially 
so for his friends; if it meant only 
what it says, it might be tolerable, 
to a sinner at least.

But really it implies more terrible 
things than, it expresses. For the 
authority which put forth that de­
cree is the same as that to which 
Christ said, “Whatsoever you shall 
bind on eaith it shall be bound in 
heaven, and whatsoever you shall 
loose on earth it shall be loosed in 
heaven.”

Another St Patrick's with a some­
what remarkable history came to out 
knowledge, when on the way to St. 
Anne de Beaupre we feHon with a 
paitv from Erie, Pennsylvania. Our 
chance acquaintances were not them­
selves members of this parish, never­
theless they ‘old its story with pride 
and zest This St. Patrick's is in 
charge of Father Cauley, who with 
his three brothers as assistants, per­
forms the duties called for by the 
parish These four priests, mem­
bers of one family, have two sisters 
in religious communities, another sis­
ter attends to the housekeeping of the 
presbytery and the father and mother 
were also members of the household. 
The father is now dead Father 

; Cauley and his brothers have made 
Rt Patrick’s and its pe.,p|c noted far 
and wide. Morally and materially, 
they have no equal in the vicinity. 
Outside districts once almost without 
the pale, are now seated on the 
threne of respectability and self-re­
spect, through the efforts of Father 

! Cauley, who for the reclamation of 
the people went amongst them some­
what in the same way as did the not­
ed English priest, Father Vaughan, 
a*l working with them, lifted them 
at first unconsciously, to the level of 
higher things. This priest is a 
social power in the city in which he 

i resides, even non-Catholics knowing 
no higher honor or pleasure than to 
“shake hands” with Father Cauley. 
This being the first instance in which 
we have come across four brothers, 1 
priests, working together, the inci-i 

i dent may be of interest to our read­
ers as it was to the writer.
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
