RECOLLECTIONS OF
GERMAN UNIVERSITIES

On Friday evening last Professor Evans
delivered the following very interesting

address hefore the Literary and Debat-

ing Society upon “Recollections of Ger-
man Universities:’

“It is becoming a common thing now
adays for students of Metill to take post-
graduate courses, and unless there be
some very powerful reason to the con
trary, it is better for the young graduate
not to oentinne his studies at his own
Alma Mater, but to go elsewhere, prefer
ably to one of the universities of older
conntries, as his mental horizon is there

by very much broadened,

“Today any person who aims at an in-

timate and broad acquaintance with al

most any bhranech of learning is obliged to
be able at least to read German, on ac
count of the enormons quantity of intel
lectual work of the highest order earried
on by our Teutonie conusins,

“The entrance requirements of a Ger
man University are pretty nearly on a
par with our B. A, examinations,  The
matviculating student is three or four
years older than our average freshman,
and has Leen through a rigorous discip-
line at school, sueh as a few, if any, of
us have ever experienced.

“The selinol-boy's hours are much long
er than heve, and his home work much
heavier,  “The resuit is that his playtime

has been reduced in the later years to al-

most nothing, and he enteys eollege older

and mueh more mature than we do. e
has not only mastered a great many sub-
jects,” pointed out Professor Kvans, “but
above all, he has learned to study, sys-
tematically, earnestly and thoroughly, in
a fashion that few of us can imitate,
“The University course is much more
like our post-gradnate than our under-

graduate régime.  The greatest "I.'l'i‘tlllll\

in choice of subjects i< allowed, most Uni-
versities insisting on one major and two
related minor subjects. It is adso ab
solutely essential that each aspirant fo
a degree carry ont some piece of original
research,  This research usually  takes
two vears or more, and involves wide
reading, in addition to the laboratory
work, if the subject be one of a practice|
nature, yet,” said the lecturer, “any one,
not an absolute idiot, can do a research
that will be aceepted.

“No attendance of lectures is ever tak-
en, and no attention is paid to it. Wheth
er a student goes (o lectures or stays
away is a matter of little importance

The German professor is to a large ex

tent a being apart.  He lectures wheve
and when and how he pleases,

“He is interested in his students only
so far as they absorb or produce work
along his partienlar line, and he does not
care whether his conrse is found interest
ing or dull, easy or insuperably diflicnlt.
Many of them lecture at 8 in the morning
in the winter and some at 7 i

summer,
while a few indulee their leetures even

as early as 6 a.m, g

Last week a conference took place be
tween President Faleoner, Dean Galbraith,
Chief  Grassett and  Inspector Cuddy.
President Falconer submitted that stu-
dents had  been unnecessarily - clubbed,
and that the police had improperly en
crovched on "Varsity property, The first
of these counts is undoubtedly true.
Chief Grassett, as a result, gave special
orders to his men to spare the club on
Hallowe'en —— until they were actually at-
tacked.  On the second count the police
were justified.  Three of their men were
injrved by stones and a bottle while they
stood on the south side of College street
awaiting the dispersion of the students
on the "Varsity grounds, 1t is not known
by whom the missles were thrown, but
the act itself justified the ensning police
invasion of University property. In the
stubsequent excitement no one knows ex-
actly what happened.

Blame, thevefore, may he lodged among,

newspapers, police and students,  The at-

titude of the press has heen censured by
citizens, police and students alike, Like-
wise both students and police recognize
that they are far from blameless,  May
the heroes in this little drama discover
the hidden treasure of common =ense, and
