DRESSING WELL.

The editor of one of the best wo­
men’s magazines recently raised the 
question, ‘ Can a woman dress on one 
hundred dollars a year?” He was 
very unfortunate in his selection of 
women to answer his question. The 
unanimous reply was, ‘‘It is abso­
lutely impossible. Only a man would 
ask such a question.” Had these wo­
men really investigated the matter, 
they would have found that accord­
ing to the wage-earning population 

«the income of the average woman 
9 would not justify the ex pondit me of 

half that amount. In fact, half the 
women of our country dress on fifty 
dollars a year. Where one woman 
spends more than one hundred dol­
lars for clothes two women spe-nd 
less than fifty. Yet the latter class 
of women are comfortably, neatly, 
and, in some cases, daintily clothed. 
One may venture the assertion that 
they get as much satisfaction out 
of clothes as their more extravagant 
sisters.

The adjusting of one’s income to, 
one’s wants and necessities is a de­
lightful occupation, and many of the 
wealthiest women find much of the 
spice of life in the practice of small 
economies. It requires neither intelli­
gence nor culture to merely .spend a 
dollar, hut to make one dollar do the 
work of three requires a master 
mind and cultured taste. If one
could but lose sight of the gaunt
spectre of necessity it would be far 
more interesting to be poor than to 
be rich. Yet it is doubtful if the 
average wife of a man on a salary of 
$1,000 a year can lose sight ,of her li-1 
nutations long enough to see the
vast opportunities she has for the
exercise of foresight, system, and
above all, the culture of her own 
will and character gained by follow­
ing her own systems and plans for 
expenditures after she has put them 
on paper.

WHILE TIME GOES ON.

The best formula for almond meal 
is as follows: Shell and blanch 
enough sweet almonds to measure 
two ounces and pound or grind to 
powder. One of the small pepper 
mills is fine for this. Then add one 
ounce of ground cuttle-fish bone, the 
kind you 'keep in the canary’s cage, 
and it is so light that an ounce 
makes a quantity. Grind an ounce 
of white soap, the kind that has a 
great deal of palm oil in it; half an 
ounce of orris root powdered, and 
quarter of a drum of oil of lavender. 
Mix the orris with the almond pow­
der, add the oil of lavender, them 
four drops of the oil of cloves. Mix 
well, then add the cuttle fishbone and 
the soup last. Keep this in a glass 
jar mid use instead of soap.

NEW STYLES FOR WOMEN

Directions for washing silk under­
wear have been asked for. The same 
precautions that ar2 used in washing 
fine woollens need to be taken with 
silk. Prepare a suds of white soap 
and fairly hot water, and add to each 
gallon of water two tablespoonsful 
of ammonia. If the ammonia 
strong use only one tablespoonful. 
Let the garments soak in the suds 
for some time, half tan hour or long­
er. Wash by rubbing with the hands 
and gently squeezing. , Never rub on 
a board, and never rub soap on the 
silk unless some spots are unusually 
obstinate. Rinse thoroughly. This 
means through two or three waters, 
the same temperature as the washing 
water. Iron when nearly dry; if the 
garments are very delicate press un­
der a thin muslin^

TO HAVE GOOD TEETH.

To make the teeth glisten, besides 
making them white# brush them eveiy 
morning with warm water, a fairly 
stiff brush and a good dentifrice. A 
good dentifrice is an absolute ne­
cessity to keep the teeth pure. Af­
ter they have been thoroughly clean­
ed go over them with a solution of 
peroxide, and the teeth will glisten 
beautifully unless they are in an un­
healthy condition. Cleanliness cannot 
bo accomplished with an old, water- 
soaked tooth brush or one which is 
used constantly. Have two brushes, 
and when one has been used for a 
couple of days wash it in carbolic 
water and lay it in the air and sun 
for two days. Carbolic water is made 
by putting two drops of carbolic 
acid in a pint of boiling water. When 
the brush becomes discolored on the 
back, throw it away, if vour teeth 
at close together use dental floss. 
In the East Indies, where fine teeth 
are the rule, the charcoal of the be­
tel nut is used as a tooth powder. It 
is smooth u.nu alkalescent.

We used to take our diversions by 
hunting rabbits in the neighboring 
woods. They were plentiful that 
winter; and it was quite an inter­
esting recreation to go out toy moon­
light and peep at them while they 
mere busy at their meal. We had 
already supplied them with this meal 
by throwing down upon the snow 
young poplars and birch trees, and 
they came to the feast in hundreds.

T remember that, one afternoon, we 
all went upon a shooting party to 
the islands of the river and we 
brought home with us over two hun­
dred rabbits on the sleighs. Rabbit’s 
skin, a dazzling white robe, is much 
more appreciated than is the flesh. 
The meat, cooked as it usually is in 
these countries, without any dress­
ing, is very poor eating indeed; but 
the skin, as prepared by the Indian 
women, makes cosy, warm blankets.

Fort Yukon is one of the best 

places for that kind of shooting, and 
Mr. Moise Mercier was one of the 
best shots I have ever seen. About 
the middle of May the ice in the river 
broke up.

It was a fine sight indeed and of a 
peculiar kind. Enormous bulks of 
ice, lifted up by the swelling of the 
water, floating down at high speed, 
ploughing and crushing the banks at 
many points, sweeping off and car­
rying down rooks, trees and even 
the edges of the land—or should they 
dash against an insurmountable ob­
stacle, bruising and climbing 
one another in huge masses while 
the tide of the river is low, to melt 
slowly in the summer on the -banks 
of the river.

Two days after the clearing o,f the 
river we said "good-bye" to Mr. 
Moise Mercier, who was to start in 
July with his cargo of furs, rto meet 
us at St. Michel.

With our two faithful boys we 
started & à canoe down the river, 
heading straight for Fort Muklukaiet 
which was in charge of Mr. Francois 
Mercier, elder brother of Mr. Moise.

A delightful trip it was all along; 
the weather was very mild, and 
everywhere upon the flats of the riv- j 
er lots of game abounded; there were 
geese, swans, and ducks, which 
provided us with rich eat­
ing. To give you, dear Rea­
der, an idea of our good luck, let 
me tell you one incident of our shoot­
ing. Early one fine morning we 
were fuddling down the river and 
far ahead of us we perceived a stony 
battore of a striking whiteness. As 
we advanced we saw that it was 
covered with white geese, asleep with 
their heads under their wings. We
stopped paddling; and stooping as
low as we could in the canoe, we 
left it to drift noiselessly in front 
of the islet. At our approach the 
geese lifted their heads—but, alas
for them, just too late. Five of the 
geese were laid down with one shot 
of my single-barreled gun.

From Fort Yukon to the delta of 
the river the country in general pre­
serves the same aspect; on the north 
side, high wooded hills and on the 
south side, flats intersected with 
channels, marshes and poplar islands. 
Very few bat tores exist to hinder the 
easy navigation. The width of the 
river is a mile on an average. In 
passing amidst the islands, we en­
countered a floating islet, which 
probably hud been cut off from a 
point by the breaking up of the ice, 
and had been carried down the 
stream. Some little spruce trees 
still stood upon it, and a quantity 
ef dry wood was sçattered upon the 
ground. We tied our canoe to the is­
let, and landing ujkto that moving 
shore, we made a fire and cooked a 
meal, while the island and our canoe 
drifted along and turned at their own

Having no flag to hoist upon the 
banks of that new world by which 
we might Lake possession of it in the 
name of our native country, we fin­
ally abandoned it to i-ts native rets 
and mice, which sooner or later must 
have paid with their lives for that 
unusual expedition to the Pacific 
Ocean.

Rome ten miles before reaching 
Fort Muklukaiet, we passed .the 
mouth of the Tananah River, one of 
the most imi»ortnnt tributaries of 
the Yukon Riv^r. There was at that 
point an Indian lodge, the first one 
we h-ad seen -since our departure from 
Fort Yukon. The nakedness of the 
two little boys who played upon the 
beach showed us plainly the pover­
ty or the immorality of those Jn-

Mr. Francois Mercier, who had 
been- informed of our coming, was 
waiting at Fort Yukon to welcome 
us. Uf a commanding presence uiul 
of a fine height, like his brother, he 
greeted us with cordiality and with 
joy. He did the honors of his hum­
ble abode with grace and with cour­
tesy. He was shortly to exchange 
this little place for the mansion at St. 
Michael. for he had lately been ap­
pointed as the chief agent of the San 
Francisco Fur Trade Co. over Alas­
ka.

‘All my hope and all my ambi­
tion," said he, is to have our Mis­
sionaries with me at St. Michael."

The house was very narrow, and it 
made me think of the» house of “the 
Philosopher Socrates, wrhich could 
hold only his intimate frityids. How­
ever. there was room enough for two 
more beds.

After a week the Riverside Indians, 
as they are called, began to arrive 
with their families. We were al­
most strangers to their - dialect, but 
owing to the kindness of the inter­
preter at the post, we managed to 
make known to them the religious 
object of our journey and to initiate 
them int-o the first elements of our 
Catholic faith.

Mercier gave orders for hoisting th 
American flag to the top of the fort, 
and firing from the -hill, -in answer 
to the reports heard from the ca­
noes, thus welcomed the 'Indians into 
port. This is the usual fashion of 
the Indian tribes announcing their 
arrival and of their expectation of a 
welcome.

After they had landed and put 
ashore their canoes, the Mountaineers 
cut willow branches, and leaving 
their guns ai-cmgside of their canoes, 
they advanced in good order to­
wards the post. Holding in their 
hands the branches, as a sign of 
peace, they sang one of their nation­
al songs; abrupt, inarticulate sounds, 
but of a thrilling, impressive nature, 
well tuned and in harmony.

The Riverside Indians, gathered on 
the hill, as usual, to welcome the 
newcomers. Advancing alone, and 
leaving his companions in the rear, 
the chief of the Mountaineers shook 
hands in silence, first with us and 
then with the Riverside chief. His 
example was immediately followed toy 
all his companions-, and then there 
ensued such a silent conflict of shak­
ing hands that it seemed endless. I 
could not help saying t6 myself that 
as the matter turned out, the only 
danger now to toe feared was that 
of the possibility of dislocated wrists 
for the Mountaineers Indian in shak­
ing hands and ^rms strikes out with 
the force of a blacksmith wielding a 
hammer.

Some hours thus passed away in 
this amiable feeling.

THE CHURCH AND FREEDOM 
Such is the title of an article which 

appeared in one of the daily papers 
touching the relations between the 
ecclesiastical and civil authorities in 
some European countries. A con­
flict has arisen in Germany and Aus­
tria arising out* of the fact that two 
or three priests have taken part 
politics. According to the report 
two of the cases occurred in the dio­
cese of Bamberg. One of these who 
had addressed a Liberal political 
meeting was disciplined by his Arch­
bishop, and the other who Vas a 
member of the Liberal party in the 
Diet was called upon to resign. The 
Archbishop, who is certainly the 
judge in these matters, maintains 
that it is incompatible for a priest 
to be a German Liberal in politics. 
Another case comes from Lorraine, 
where a priest who was preaching on 
the Kaiser’s birthday said that Ro­
man Catholics had no reason for re­
joicing upon the occasion. For this 
he was sentenced to four weeks of 
imprisonment. We do not see how 
any of these cases really touch the | 
important principles involved in the 
Church and freedom. If the work 
of the Church is to be successfully 
performed, it must be free. Another 
interpretation would imply that the 
Church stands to freedom as a mas­
ter to a servant. If freedom, in this 
view, makes for the welfare of the

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CHARITY AND FEAR OF INFEC 
TION.

The excess of one quality is too 
frequently the defect of some other. 
This is manifest in the increasing 
fear people have of infectious dis­
eases. a fear which threatens to ex­
pel Christian charity from every day 
practice.

We forget that on the 
Catholic press depends much of cur 
success. Under present conditions a 
Catholic press is an absolute neces­
sity.

Without exaggeration it is safe to 
Bay that Catholics of this country 
neither read nor encourage the Ca­
tholic publications to that extent 
which might reasonably be expected. 
They have little taste for such read­
ing. They prefer the non-Catholic 
publications, especially the light, 
foamy periodicals.

The sporting columns of our daily 
press and the frivolous magazines are 
all the rage. Our graduates from 
Catholic institutions have little 
taste for reading. They have plenty 
of money to spend on theatres and 
amusements, but to subscribe for a 
good sound Catholic journal never en­
ters their minds. This tendency 
should be combatted, as it weakens 
the moral senses of those who yield 
to it.

The graduates of our colleges and 
convents are not doing all they 
should do for Catholic literature. 
They have plenty of money for plea­
sure and recreation of all kinds, but 
not a dollar for a Catholic periodi­
cal. They devour all kinds of foamv 
and even salacious publications, but 
seldom do they see the Catholic press. 
The fact is, they lack the backbone 
of interest which might fire them 
with a noble ambition to become 
deeply interested in the great battle 
that 'the Church to-day is waging on 
a hundred battle fields. The day is 
near at hand when the rising gener­
ation Will be called upon to take 
part in a great * struggle. The battle 
is tc#be fought, not with the sword, 
but with the pen. not with noise and 
shouting, but with keen intellects 
well stored with correct data. We 
must, therefore, have the guidance of 
our best Catholic writers and think­
ers, and these are to -be found only 
in the pages of our Catholic press. 
Otherwise we must surrender our­
selves to thé whims of the anti-cle­
rical "Roman Correspondent," tha 
sociological charlatan, the decadent 
literary critic and pseudo-scienbi-fic 
cheap-jack.
