THE POLITICAL CAMPAIGN.

The regular campaign work seems to 
have unmiatakeably set in, and the vari­
ous candidates have commenced address­
ing the electors in different parts of the 
Riding. Last Monday evening a meeting 
of Reformers was called by Mr. Fisher 
ahd Mr. I lay, but efforts being put forth 
to entrap unwary Conservatives into 
their ostensibly private meeting by lead­
ing members of the Reform party, it was 
thought advisable by the Conservatives 
to hold a meeting v also, which 
the latter did in the Grand Central 
Hall the same evening. The Con­
servative meeting was eminently 
successful, and the utmost harmony pre 
vailed.

B. Rothwell,Esq., 
occupied the chair. Mr. llcsson’s ad­
dress was certainly a scathing exposition 
of the Government's suicidal trade policy, 
while Mr. D. D. Campbell handled their 
railway policy in a manner which carried 
conviction of the ruinous conduct of our 
present mal-administrators. It remains 
to be seen in what manner Mr. Fisher 
will attempt to explain away the action 
of the Government in the St. Francis 
Locks jobbery, the Neebing Hotel, the 
Kaministiquia affair, the Goderich Harbor 
jobs and the Independence of Parliament 
questions. The action of the Reform 
party Inst Monday evening here in at­
tempting to choke fair discussion of the 
political questions of the day appears 
to us somewhat incomprehensible, in 
view of their boldness in proclaiming the 
wisdom of the Government when nobody 
happens to be present to rebut their 
questionable statements. The Conserva­
tives extended a general invitation to all 
to attend their meeting, and as a matter 
of courtesy we would merely submit 
that our opponents should not have been 
quite so exclusive. Mr. Fisher and Mr. 
Ilay ought not to hide their policy, if in­
deed any they have, under a bushel, but 
rather allow the public to pass judgment 
upon their conduct in the past and 
promises for the future—the latter of 
which no doubt will be prolific enough.

A further grant of 
200,(XX) taels and 16,000 piculs of rice 
was made by the Imperial Government 
on the 22nd of March. Contributions to 
a considerable extent have been made 
by the different provincial Governments, 
and an amount of money has been sub­
scribed by individual Chinamen, which 
shows that the sufferings of their fel­
low-countrymen have deeply moved the 
whole people. It is noteworthy that by 
far the largest subscriptions come from 
Chinese residents in British colonies or 
in the foreign settlements at the various 
treaty ports. The Foreign Relief Fund 
amounts now to about $100,(XX).

The one great difficulty in the way of 
famine relief is the want of adequate 
means of transport; roads, vehicles, and 
beasts of burden being alike unequal to 
the task.

THE BERLIN CONGRESS.

Peaceful •elation* ■till Pro*rewind 
rtobebleCjrpnu ceded lo Britain 

('low of Congre** on Saturday.

Saturday's session of the Congress was 
mainlv devoted to the discussion of the 
Batoum question, which is now regarded 
as virtually settled, the Czar having, 
through Prince Gortschakoff, announced 
his intention of accepting the stipula­
tion of the powers and making the place 
a free port. The congress has agreed to 
grant autonomy to Western Roumeha, 
Epirus, Thessaly, and Crete, secured by 
the control of the powers. The occupa­
tion of Bosnia and the Herzegovina has 
been postponed until August, to allow 
of the restoration of the railways, and of 

organization of the future adminis­
tration of the provinces. In the mean­
time the private negotiations with the 
porte have commenced, with a demand 
from the latter that Austria should sign 
a convention acknowledging the Sul­
tan's supremacy over the two Provinces.

THE ISLAND OF CYPRUS CEDED TO BRITAIN.

London, July 8—Assliorton Cross, 
Secretary of the Home Department, 
made the following statement in the 
Commons this aftenoon —In view of the 
retention of Batouin by Russia, a consti­
tutional convention concluded the 4th 
of June last with the Porte agreeing to 
defend Turkey against aggression; and 
the Porte ceding Cyprus, which will be 
immediately occupied by England. Sir 
Garnet Wolseley will administer the 
affairs of the island.

THE CHINESE FAMINE.

Ferorlon* Cannibalism Developed—FIve 
Million* Starving; People Killing 
and Eating; Each Other.

From the London Times.
The famine seems now to be at its 

worst. The impoverished country consists 
in the greater part of the Provinces of 

parts of south-western Chihli, 
Shantung, and the northern dis­

tricts of Honan, comprising an 
variously estimated at 70,000 to 100,000 
square miles. The greatest distress is in 
the southern lialf of Shansi, includ- 
ingthe provincial capital, Tai Yuen, 
the population of which, unless rain 
comes at once, bids fair to become abso­
lutely extinct. In its horrible details, 
as given by all witnesses, foreign and 
native, official and missionary, it is the 
direst calamity that this or any other 
country has been visited with. The 
sturdy Chinese peasants do not calmly 
fold their hands and die like our poor 
fellow-subjects, the Madrassees. last 
year; they eat the dead, and when there 
kre none to take they kill the living 
for the same purpose. This is no Orien­
tal exaggeration, but the actual state of 
things in a district not 700 miles from 
Shanghai.

The following memorial was issued by 
Li IIo-Nien, Governor of Honan, and 
Yuan, Special High Commissioner for 
Famine Relief:—

drought with which the pro 
has been visted, for several years in suc­
cession, has resulted in a famine of an 
intensity and extent hitherto unheard 
of. As autumn advanced into winter 
the number of those in need of relief in­
creased daily, until at last they could be 
counted by millions. The lower classes 
wère the first to be affected, and they 
soon disappeared or dispersed in search 
of subsistance elsewhere, 
famine has attacked the well-to-do and 
the wealthy, who find themselves reduc­
ed to greater misery as each day goes 
by, and they, in their turn, are dying off 
or following those who have migrated 
elsewhere. In the earlier period of dis­
tress the living fed upon the bodies of 
the dead ; next the strong devoured the 
weak ; and now the general destitution 
has arrived at such a climax that men 
devour those of their own flesh and 
blood.”

BIRTHS.

NEW-ZEALAND.

As some ot the readers of the Standard 
may be Interested In this autipodan laud, wo 
■elect for publication a few Items from a lute 
number or the Auckland Weekly News, a paper 
published In the capital of New Zealand.

Distinguished Travelers—The museum 
and Institute In Princes street, Auckland, 
were lately visited by two travelers of consid­
erable celebrity, namely, Dr. O. Baccarl. Di­
rector of the National museum at Florence, 
Italy, and Signor D'Albertl, cousin of the ex­
plorer of New Guinea, who has already dis­
tinguished himself as a traveler. Baccarl Is a 
botanist and zoologist of eminence who has 
been collecting plants In the nojrth of New 
Guinea, and it Is stated that he takes with 
him to Europe more than 12,000 specimens of 
the flora and fauna of New Guinea. These 
gentlemen were attended through the Auck­
land museum by Mr. Justice Gillies and Dr. 
Hector. A party from America have also 
lately arrived, and have started on a some­
what extended tour, to include Australia, In­
dia, and Europe. Most of these voyagers are 
Journalists wno intend writing accounts of 
their trip. Among them are Mr. C. Lee, of 
Han Francisco, and Mr. R. Buoannnn, of On­
tario. Canada. They are to make a stay In 
New Zealand on their return.

Waikato Items—The substantial railway 
bridge which crosses the Waikato river at 
Newcastle, has been thrown open by .the Gov­
ernment to the public, free or charge, and Is 
found a great convenience.—Waikato coal is 
now used on the Waikato railway, and Is 
found to give general satisfaction, although 
when first introduced and tried It was pro­
nounced a complete failure.—Land In the 
Waikato district Is rapidly Increasing In 
value. A few years ago It was quite common 
to get a 50-acre lot for from £15 to £20 per lot ; 
now land Is selling at from £9 to £10 per acre. 
—The scour of the Waikato River at 
bridge at Newcastle Is considerable, and has 
lately begun to show signs of undermining 
the Iron and concrete upon which the bridge 
rests. Barge loads of stones are being thrown 
around each pier to prevent damage.—Much 
grumbling Is made against the Government 
because that body have not Issued tenders for 
the extension of the railway to this point

Death of a Chief—The Maori Chief, who 
for some years has had considerable Infltlenee 
In the Thames and Plako districts, Is dead. 
After the death of the famous William Thomp­
son, the chief who has Just died assumed one 
of his names—Taraplpl—and was recognized 
as having charge or the Klnglte party In the 
Plako. Of late years, however, Kapara has 
been quite friendly to Europeans, and has 
given no Double. Ho was a very tall, stout 
man, and apparent^- had Just reached the 
prime of life. Some weeks before his death 
he was taken III and made up his mind that 
he was going to die. By the orders of the na­
tive minister medical men were sent to attend 
him at his residence at Plako, both from 
Waikato and the Thames. When the doctors 
arrived they found the chief suffering from 
Inflammation of the brain. A messenger had 
been sent to KlngTawhloo for a new form of 
prayer and Incantations. The chiefs met In 
conclave, and decided that as It would take 
four days for the charms to work the doetc 
should be requested to return at the end 
that time and bring food and medicine with 
them, and also be prepared to stay for a week. 
The doctors wanted to administer to the pa­
tient at once, but the natives rejected this 
proposal and would not permit anything to 
Interfere with the action of the Incantations. 
The charms, however, had no effbet for good 
—the chief died.

Whetting of scythes and the sound of 

the mower are becoming audible. Hav­
ing in this locality is somewhat Inter than 
oh the lighter soils of the counties to the 
sou.th, where a great part of the crop is 
already cured and taken in. A large 
number of farmers have commenced cut­
ting within the past few «lays," and the 
balance will he into their meadows next 
week. The crop 
age, notwithstanding the marked im­
provement lately set in. Fall wheat in 
all the surrounding townships is an ex­
ceptionally heavy crop ; but the danger 
of rust is apprehended, it having ap­
peared to some extent after last week’s 
storm and subsequent heat. As yet, how­
ever, the blade appears to be the only 
part affected, and that by the red rust, 
which rarely does material harm to the 
crop. There is still reason to hope 
that the incoming wheat harvest will lie 
one of the best ever secured in this sec­
tion. Spring crops, as a whole, arc look­
ing well, and should the weather continue 
moderately favorable, they will lx* more 
than usually heavy, Flax, of which there 
is considerable grown in the surrounding 
townships, is particularly promising this 
season. Turnips and root crops general­
ly are making rapid growth. 'Liken alto­
gether, the prospects for the farmers of 
North Perth, are encouraging at pres­
ent, and a most abundant harvest may 
be reaped.
