ing Mining Men. While Directing Operations on the 700- 

Foot Level of the Le Roi He Stepped 
Into a Timberhole and Was Injured.

Big Plants Are Being Put in Which Re­
veals That Mining Is to Be Conducted 

on a Large Scale.

.This Will Be the Future Supply Point for 
the Kootenays—How the Cattle Are 
Killed and Dressed.FROM $5000 TO $50,000 PER YEAR

Mr. James D. Sword, M. E., returned 
Friday night from an extended business 
trip in the interests of his principals, the 
James Cooper Manufacturing company, 
in the Boundary Creek district." He re­
ports that business of all kinds is un­
usually good, particularly in the Green­
wood district. Greenwood, while not 
showing the phenomenal growth of Ross- 
land in 1896 and 1897, bids fair to rival 
it within the next two years. That the 
mining interest is growing there, is shown 
by the fact that two 20-drill compressor 
plants are being installed, and within the 
next four months two 40-drill plants will 
also be erected, besides the erection of 
two 500-ton (per diem) smelting plant?. 
Both of these smelters will be in opera­
tion before the end'of May, and judging 
from the reports of the mine superintend­
ents there will be sufficient ore to keep 
them running steadily. Among the mines 
that will contribute ore for the opera­
tion of these smelters are the following: 
To the Greenwood smelter: The Mother 
Lode, Morrison, B. G., and Oro Denoro 
mines: To the Grand Forks smelter:
The Knob Hill, Ironsides, Humming 
Bird, etc. The Brandon & Golden 
Crown, Winnipeg and others which could 
ship immediately were transportation af­
forded, will doubtless sell their ore» to 
whichever of these two smelters give 
them the heist rate. As Republic camp 
promises to be a heavy producer of sit 
icious ores which cannot be satisfactor­
ily treated by the free milling process, 
and as the Boundary Creek ores are near­
ly all basic in character, it will be of 
great mutual advantage to both camps if 
they were connected by a railway. The 
new camp of Chesaw, or Bolster, situat­
ed on Myer’s creek, promises to be a rival 
of Republic. Quite a number of proper­
ties are being operated in a small way 
there, the most important of which are 
the Review and Crystal. Butte mines, 
the latter having a mill running steadily. 
The whole country has been staked, for 
some time and there is a large number of 
promising looking quartz veins, many of 
which are worthy of development. Mr. 
Sword bonded a group of claims there, 
known as the JPoland-China group, for 
Montreal mpiualietefc'and on which devel­
opment win be commenced immediately. 
The group contains one of the largest out­
croppings of quartz on the reservation, 
some of which gives very high returns in 
gold, about 15 tons already mined, hav­
ing a value of §100 per ton. The rich ore 
shoot from which this has been taken 
has apparently been suns through by the 
original owners, and it is Mr. Sword’s in­
tention to find its continuation.

On the east side of Myer’s creek there 
is a large area of copper-bearing rocks, 
and here several prospects are being de­
veloped with satisfactory results, among 
them being the Copper Queen, Aztec, 
Buckbcm, etc. As this camp is only four 
miles south of the International Boun­
dary Line, and about nine miles from 
Rock creek on the survey line of the C. 
F. K., and as the topography of the 
country is favorable to railway building, 
there i«j no doubt that the C. I*. R. will 
tap this camp, if its subsequent develop­
ment turns out as it promises to at pres­
ent. Two small towns, a mile and a half 
distant from each other, are competing 
for supremacy in this district.

Judging from the increasing activity in 
townsite locating throughout the Boun­
dary district there will soon be no avail­
able ground left for mining purposes un­
less mining operators bup them up as 
building lots and operate them as mines. 
Sir William Van Home stated recently 
that It was the intention of the Canadian 
Ratifie to cover this province with a net­
work of railways, and by the time he gets 
through connecting up the towns lying 
between Columbia and Okanogan lake, 
the forests of British Columbia wi 1 be 
denuded for ties, and the iron mines of 
the east depleted for steel and rails. Let 
the good work go on.

Mr. W. W. Moyes in Town.
Mr. W. W. Moyes, of Toronto, who is 

representing the Ferrol company of To­
ronto, limited, arrived in the city on Sun­
day and will be here for a day of two.

At the time 
of the accident Mr. Wnson was in one of 
tne stopes on the 700-foot level, and was 
directing the work of putting in Some 
timbers. While walking away he stepped 
into a hole that had been made for a 
timber and fell forward on the track. He 
thinks that his knee must have struck the 
rail, for the kneecap was fractured hor­
izontally and clean across. Mr. Wilson 
was removed to the private hospital 
where his injury was given a temporary 
dressing as a preliminary to an operation 
which will be performed at 10 o’clock this 
morning by Dr. H. D. Senior, assisted by 
Dr. W. L. Coulthnrd and Dr. Duncan 
Campbell. The operation will be similar 
to that performed on the kneecap of Mr. 
W. A. Carlyle wnen he fell in front of the 
skating rink and fractured his kneecap. 
The fractured parts of the kneecap were 
fastened together with silver wire passed 
through holes bored in the bones. The 
operation on Mr. Carlyle was very success­
ful and this was shown by the fact that 
he entirely recovered the use of his nmb 
and walked with only a very slight limp.

Mr. Wilson was seen at the private hos­
pital last evening and said he was 
tomed to broken bones, and had it not 
been for the fact that Drs. Senior, Coult- 
hard and Campbell had been so successful 
in the case of Mr. Carlyle that he wouiu 
have taken a special train and gone to 
Denver to have the fracture treated 
there. This was not the first time that he 
had had experience with a fractured 
kneecap. Six years since in San Juan 
county, Cal., while en route on a visit to 
a mine he accidentally fell and broke the 
cap of his right knee; he was still slightly 
lame from the effects of this fracture.

The firm of P. Bums & Co. has just 
completed a large abattoir at Calgary* 
where in future the cattle intended for 
supplying Rossi and and other Kootenay 
points with fresh meats will be slaughter­
ed. It is expected by this means to im­
prove the quality of the beef, mutton and 
pork sent here as they can be fed up at 
the abattoirs before being killed and will 
nofc.be reduced in flesh and quality by the 
long haul in crowded railway cars to the 
points of consumption. The abbatoir 
proper and the cold storage plant in con­
nection with the feeding bams and pens 

of 15 acres and the cold 
storage plant has been arranged to hold 
4,000 carcases of dressed beef. The pro­

of slaughtering witnessed on the op­
ening day was as follows:

At an appointed signal five of the great 
beasts were driven from the corral 
through a chute until each one found 
himself isolated in a pen just large 
enough to contain him, and high enough 
to prevent him getting out. A single 
blow from a heavy hammer right in tne 
centre of the forehead causes th animal 
to fall—in most cases—dead. The swing 
doors at the side of the pen are unbolted 
and the body fails through into the large 
room, where the butchers are ready to 
receive it. Should life not be extinct the 
first step is to make it So, after which 
the nimble knife of the butcher is brought 
into operation and almost before 
realize it thè huge body is skinned, the 
head, feet and “innards” removed, and 
the carcass- is hoisted on the block where 
the process of skinning is completed, no 
every one of the many employed in the 
abattoir is assigned his own particular 
duty. Heads, hearts, hides, hoofs, livers 
and tongues—each has its own proper at­
tendant, and its particular place in the 

ninio great warehouse. There is no confusion, 
yet every step is taken so rapidly that 

cannot help but feel surprised. As 
i the dressing is completed the 

ground is cleared again and five other ear- 
cades fall in, ready for the butcher’s 
knife. On Monday alteraoon some 30 
head were disposed of in less than two 
hours. When things have settled down, 
and the men become more accustomed to 
their work, Messrs. Bums & Co. propose 
to slaughter one hundred and fifty per 
day. Every possible precaution is taken 
to ensure cleanliness and economy. Chutes 
are provided for the disposal of the offal 
and a plentiful supply of fresh water— 
raised on the premises—is always on hand 
so that as was well said by a visitor, 
.“carnage cuts no figure.”

The hog pens are constructed in ac­
cordance with the most modem ideas re­
garding comfort and sanitation. The re­
sult is to make the porker a tar less ob­
jectionable animal than he usually ap­
pears to be. There are at present in the 
pens eight hundred hogs on which a sen­
tence of death has already been passed. 
These hogs have been imported from On- 

i . tario, it being as yet impossible to secure 
H anything like the number the firm needs 

in Alberta.
Tne same remarks are equally applic­

able to the sheep market. The local pro­
duct is altogether inadequate, and Mr. 
Bums is compelled to import mutton 
from Australia to supply the needs of his 
customers.

An effort is being made to induce the 
ranchers in the Northwest Territories to 
go more largely into the raising of sheep 
and hogs, so that the importation of 
these animals from the east or the Anti­
podes can be dispensed with and better 
meats all round may be provided.

Iron Mask.—A trip inrough the exten­

sive workings of the Iron Mask mine yes­
terday was a complete revelation to the 
Miner representative, who, accompanied 
by Mr. Sam Hall, the general supenn- 
tendent, and the mine foreman, inspect­
ed the greater portions of the workings.

It as probable that few persons outside 
of the management and some of the 
shareholders realize how much develop­
ment work is being quietiy accomplished 
by Mr. Hall and his men, but the fact 
that over 5,000 feet, or nearly a mile, of 
work has been done in the Iron Mask, 
and that the shipments this year now ex­
ceed 5,000 tons of sorted ore, will give 
some idea of the progress being made.

Greenwood, B. C., Nov. 18.—[Special.] 
—Development work is in progress on tne 
Lottie F. group, three or four miles up 
Copper creek, on the main fork of the 
Kettle river. This is one of the richest 
claims in that part of the country, and 
has brought this new camp into promi­
nence. The group was bonded some time 
ago by Messrs. J. A. Cameron, W. A. 
Campbell and J. A. McGregor of this 
place at a very large figure. The mam 
shaft has been sunk to a depth of 49 feet, 
and at the bottom is in solid ore, assay­
ing six per cent copper and $3 in gold.

tire distance, thus gaining a depth of 300 
feet. The work will be carried on by 
Keith and Ketchum and their associates, 
who have taken over the bond from 
Messrs. Cameron, McGregor and Camp­
bell.

The Boundary Creek Mining & Milling 
company today shipped from the Gold- 
bug, Providence camp, Greenwood, two 
car loads of very high grade ore to the 
Trail smelter, this being the second ship­
ment from the property, and the first hy 
rail from Greenwood.

industrial thrift and activity.

The construction of the dam is itself a 
big undertaking. Owing to recent pro­
tracted rains the water has been higher 
than usual this fall, and consequently 
work .hag been somewnat hindered and 
delayed. But the dam is now more than 
half way across the river, and the worst 
of the work is over. The structure will 
be much broader and larger than gener­
ally supposed; in fact it is of immense 
proportions and is evidently there to 
stay. A steam engine has been rigged up 
on the centre of the dam, which comes up 
flush with the water, and this is kept 
busy pumping water from the excavation 
being made below. An immense amount 
of heavy timbers is being used, and these 

piled up in ail directions, making the 
place look like a lumber yard. Two or 
three temporary buildings have been 
erected for the accommodation of the 
men employed on the work.

Rockwork on the flume, which is to 
convey the water down to the power 
house, is now in progress near the dam, 
and the cut will soon be completed so 
that the timbering can be put in. At 
several places down the flume the timber­
ing has progressed to «£ considerable ex­
tent. A million feet of lumber is being 
used in this work alone. The flume will 
be the largest and longest one construct­
ed in British Columbia. The purpose is to 
make it big enough and strong enough 
to take the entire north fork of the Ket­
tle river at low water trom the dam to 
the power house. Between these two 
points, abolit a mile in distance, the old 
bed of the river will at certain seasons of 
the year be entirely abandoned and left 
dry. The water, after serving its pur­
pose at the power house; will, of course, 
re-enter the original bed of the stream. 
The construction of the dam and flume 
is a magnificent piece of engineering, 
and must in the future excite great ad­
miration.

Excavation for the power house, where 
the monster dynamos are to be installed, 
is now about complete, after having been 
in progress over six weeks. A tremen­
dous amount of earth has been removed, 
and a big hole made in the ground. The 
excavation runs clear out to the edge of 
the river, and is right on the base of the 
hill on which thé new smelter buildings 
will stand. Thé location is admirable in 
every respect. The power for the smelter 
will be conveyed by wire from the dyna­
mos, and in the same manner power will 
be distributed all over the city of Grand 
Forks, and to the pyritic smelter, to be 
situated a short distance to the north of 

■i the Granby smelter. Actual construction 
- pf the power house will begin immediate­

ly ly, and will be pushed to completion, 
f. The work on- the hill above the power

Electric Light and Tramway for Green­
wood-Gambling to Be Stopped.

Greenwood, Nov. 23.—(Special.)-—Vot­
ing took place today on the electric light 
and. tramway bylaws. Both were carried 
by practically a unanimous vote. The elec­
tric light is a ten-years’ franchise, to be 
installed in 90 days. The tramway vote 
guarantees interest at 5 per cent on $100, 
000 for 120 years. The tramivay to Phoenix 
is to be completed within one year. Both 
undertakings are to be worked by a -com­
pany of local capitalists, with Duncan Mc­
Intosh of the Winnipeg mine, and George 
Collins of the Brandon & Golden Crown 
mine at its head. A large- vote was polled; 
The money is already in haqd for the pur­
pose. Today the new order instructing 
the board of license commissioners to stop 
gambling, went into effect. Twenty-eight 
professional gamblers were summoned to 
appear. Ten were on hand and fined $50 
apiece. The others wiH be prosecuted. It 
is not the intention ti* draw the lines too 
tightly against miners, but professionals 
will not have an opportunity to carry on 
the games as formerly.
