After Many Strenuous At-
tempts the Germans Suc-
ceed in Crossing River
Nethe

POPULATION
ARE IN PANIC

Areoplanes Have Dropped
Bombs on the City and|
Have Killed Many Persons

London, Oct. 8—The Germans
succeeded in crossing the River
Nethe early on Tuesday, according
the Times' correspondent in
Antwerp.

Telegraphing under date of
Tuesday night he says that at four
o’clock this morning the Germans
succeeded in making good their
footing on the North side of ‘the
River Nethe.

Were Persistent.

Thrice during the night small
detachments had got across and
were driven back or wiped out.
Two thousand Germans were on
this side of the river, I believe, by
six this morning, and since then by
all accounts they have been com-
ing in numbers.

Eventually Antwerp will now
have to submit to a bombardment
or perhaps to a siege.

Two boats leave in the early
morning with the last of the Eng-
Jish and French Colonies and with
both of the Consul-Generals on
board.

Air Craft Do Damage.

Antwerp. Oct. 8.—The conditior;1
of panic among the populatign was
increased today by the appearance
of a German air craft which drop-
ped bombs destroying several hous
es and killing a score of people.

Inspected Antwerp Forts.

London, Oct. 8—A despatch
from Ostend says that on Monday
King Albert of Belgium made a
'bnrough inspection of the defen-
sive works of Antwerp.

He remained for twenty-four
hours in one of the principal forts.

Call to the Colors.

Amsterdam, Oct. 8.—A telegram
from Ghent says that the Military
Governor of Antwerp has issued a
proclamation calling on all able-
bodied men between the age of 18
and 30 to join the army in de-
fense of the Fatherland and to
take service with the regulas
troops as volunteers for the du-
ration of the war.

Bombardment Begins Today.

Amsterdam, Oct. 8.—The Hane-
Isbladen learns from Antwerp that
the Commander of the German
forces investing that city announc-
ed at one o’clock Wednesday after-
noon that the bombardment would
begin at three o’clock Thursday
morning unless the city surrender-
ed.

The Germans forced the cross-
ing of the River Neth by means of
their heavy artillery.

10,000 Antwerp Refugees.

London, Oct. 8.—A correspond-
ent of the Times at Rotterdam
confirm$ the report that there are
10.000 fugitives from Antwerp in
Holland.

Thinks Antwerp Safe.

London, Oct. 8.—Leonard Spray
wiring the London Daily Tele-
graph from Belgium says, there is
nothing as the position stands at
present to indicate the least possi-
bility of the Germans being able
to secure possession of Antwerp or
even to invest it successfully.

WEST WING STILL
LENGTHENS OUT

Allies Continue Attempts to
Outflank the Army Un-
der Von Kluk

Paris, Oct. 7.—The following official
communication was given out in
Paris this afternoon:

“On our left wing the battle still
continues with great violence. The
opposing fronts extend into the re-
gion between Lens, nine miles north-
east of Arras, and Labasse, 13 miles
southeast of Lille and are lengthen-
ed by masses of cavalry which are in
grips as far as the vicinity of Armen-
tieres, nine miles northwest of Lille,
and virtually on the Belgian frontier,
extending from Somme to the Meuse.

Attacks Failed

There is nothing to report in Woe-
vre district. The enemy made a new
effort to stop our progress but their
attacks again failed.

In Russia the German army was de-
feated in the battle of Augustowo,
which lasted from Sept. 25th, to Oct.
3rd. Despite the endeavor to arrest
the Russian pursuit at prepared posi-
tions along the line of the Wirballen
frontier at Lyck, the Russian troops
continued their advance, and at sev-
eral places they have penetrated into
East Prussia.

To sum up, the German offensive on
the Niemen has been brought to an
end by a complete check, accompanied
by very considerable losses.

IN 3 MONTHS

Well-Known Military Expert
Gives Russians This Time
To Get German (Capital

London, Oct. 3.—This is the twenty
second day of the battle of the Aisne.
It thus has lasted longer than any
battle in history, except that of Muk-
den, which ended the Russo-Japanes
war.

Even the most cautious English-
men now speak of a favorable end to
the terrible contest. No Sedans or
wholesale surrenders are expected,
and it will be quite satisfying if the
enemy is compelled to make a-defin-
ite retirement to the French border
line, thus closing the first stage of
the campaign.

There probably then will be a cer-
tain taking of breath before the next
move in the western campaign, while
the Russian hosts press closer upon
Breslau and Berlin.

One of the most experienced war
correspondents is inviting a party of
friends to dine with him in Berlin on
Christmas Day.

A well-known military expert,
while disclaiming the role of prophet,
anticipates the Russians will be in
Berlin in three months’ time. The
more general London view is that the
final overthrow of Germany will be
delayed until the million soldiers of
the British Empire are in the field

Both France and Germany have
vlaced their whole effective mauhocd
in the field. The strength of {he
British, and still more of the Rus-
sians, lies in their powerful nucleus
of soldiers still in reserve.

London, Oct. 1.—The correspondent
of The Daily Mail at Amiens, under
date of Sunday, in describing the
heavy fighting around Peronne,
which has been taken and retaken at
various times, says it is impossible to
hear of the dogged courage of the
French troops without a thrill of

“At eleven o'clock one ~morning,”
he says, “the French advance was
subjected to a terrible concentrated
fire and it seemed impossible for the
troops to hold their ground. The
French artillery had to abandon posi-
tion after position. At two o’clock
the shells began to fall around the
cross roads, where the staff was lo-
cated, and the General in command
was urged to quit. “No,” he said, “so
long as I stay here we cannot retreat
and we have simply got to hold on.”

Hail “E 9"

OUL-STIRRING, -indeed, the
tale that today’s war news tells
of the exploits of the British

submarine “E. 9” in its successful

raid on the German coast. Sailing
from the Harwich base, the little ship
oot safely across the North Sea and
close in to the German naval base at

Emden, where she torpedoes one of

the enemy’s torpedo-boat destroyers.

Raids into hostile waters, with the
glorious coronation of success, are
nothing new to this active member
of the submarine arm of the British
fleet, as it will be remembered that
it was this craft which, a short while
ago, sank the German cruiser Hela.

The whole Empire has for some
time been expecting some such ex-
ploit by the British submarines. None
of us doubted that an attempt would
be made to punish the Germans for
their destruction of three British
cruisers a little while back.

The action of:- the British submarine
was far more daring than that of the
German boats in the connection men-
tioned. “E. 9” had to steam for miles
across the North Sea and into waters
where the enemy might be expected
to maintain a careful patrol. They
were then in German marine “territ-
In the case of the sinking of
the British ships, however, the Ger-
man submarines had to make but a
short dash from one of their own
bases at ships which were patrolling
what were practically hostile waters.
They were near home, they had had
time to make observations and formu-
late plans, and everything favored
the success of their enterprise.
