HE WAS A DEAD SHOT

——

One Man Killed, Oneg Dying
and Eight Wgunded.

CRAZY MAN'S DEED IN BROCKVILLE

Mr. Peter Moore, Formerly of Namilton,
Dead - Lapeinte, the Murderer, Mad
a h-Loading  Suet  Gun
Which He Fired and Loaded

for More ¥ n.

* Brockville, Ont.,, March 9.—Never in
Its history of nearly a century has the
town of Brockville been so convulsed
and thrown into such ‘a terrible state
Of excitement as it was to-day at noon
by the enactment in broad daylight,
and .on one of its leading thorough-
fares, of one of the most awful trage-
dies ever occurring in the Dominion
of Canada. The total result of the
tragic affair was one man shot dead
on the spot, the Chief of Police mor-
tally wounded, another member of the
force seriously injured, an Indian bad-
ly hurt, and six othas s “er'ns m 1o
or less from wounds inilicted by a
sirgle man armed with a breech-load-
ing shotgun ; and the cause of all the
terrible  destruction and suffering is
himself lying at the point of death
from wounds inflicted by shots fired at
him in order to put a stop to his death-
dealing work -and effect his: capture.

The town clock had just struck the
noon hour, and the streets were
thronged with people on _their way
to dinner. Suddenly the sharp crack
of a gun was heard in the western end
of the town, which caused the hurry-
ing crowd to stop and ascertain the
cause. This was followed by other re-

in quick succession. Soon the
ncws spread that several persons had
Leen shot, and the excitement became
intense. The cause of all the trouble
wag a man named Lapointe, who re-
sides about six miles noith of the town
on what Is known as the Perth road.
He has usually been looked upon as of
not very sound mind, but generally
inoffensive, except when under the in-
fiuence of liquor. He was a noted fox-
hunter, and usually carried a gun in
His rambles about the country. He
was in town on _ Saturday, and had
1 een drinking some. He left his horses
at an hotel here znd must have walked
home that night. His movements dur-
ing the early part of to-day are not
known as yet, though it is supposed
he walked into t,wn. At all events,
just about moon he made his appear-
ance on Perth street, walking in the
direction of King street, the principal
business street of the town. He was
accosted by several parties on his way
in, and he then talked quite rationally
and seemed to be avite sober.

As he neared King street he sudden-
ly threw his head back and gave vent
to several loud yells such as fox-hunt-
ers often use jn calling their dogs, and
at the same time fired a couple of
shots in the air. When he had got
within about 20 yards of the corner of
King and Pertn streets he took up his
pesition alongside a high billboard on
the west side of Perth strect. Just at
this time, Chief of Police IRose haypen-
ed to come up to the opposite corner,
and Lapointe, taking deliberate alm,
fired, the charge of heavy buckshot
lodging in his chest, throat and heagd
In falling to the ground the Chlef
pushed an old man named Moore for-
weard past the corner of the building.

Lapointe fired again, and Moore fell
dead. Alonzo Serviss was almost
elcngside Moore at the t¥ne, but he
escaped the effects of the shot alto-
gether. But an old Indian named
Dickson, who was also close by, was
not so fortunate. He recelved a por-
tion of the charge in his face and head,
staggered, and fell heavily to the
ground. By this time, as might be
supposed, the wildest excitement pre-
vailed, the sharp reports of Lapointe's
gun, his occasional wild yells, the hor-
rified exclamatjons of the spectators
and the mad rush on the paxt of the
latter to escape from the dreadful car-
nage, going to make up a scene hor-
rible in the extreme. But brave men
were not wanting in the crowd, and as
soon as they had collected themselves
plans were set on foot to capture the
murderer.

The latter was aH the time standing
at the point where he had first sta-
tioned himself, and at each discharge
of his murderous weapon could be seen
calmly taking loaded cartridges from
his pocket and reloading. Constable
Tinsley, who was in the police head-
quarters, only a few rods away, came
out, and from behind the weigh scales
close by was firing at Lapointe with a
revolver. The range was too long and
his shots proved ineffective. All this
time Lapointe was firing.as fast ag he
could, and several persons were more
or less injured.

Finally, Tinsley secured possassion
of a shotgun and crossed over to a gro-
cery store kept by Mrs. Murphy, enter-
ing by a side door on King street. In
order to get at Lapointe, Tinsley step-
ped out on the sidewalk, and just as

he ralsed his arm Lapointe fired. and [~

the constable had to retreat, vovered
with blood.

In the meantime two or three parties
armed with guns and revolvers had
got to the upper windows of adjacent
buildings and fired at Lapointe, All
at once Lapointe was seen to drop his
gun and fall to the ground. One of
the shots had struck him in the ab-
domen and another in the leg. The
angry mob made a rush for the mur-
derer the moment he fell. Seizing him
they dragged him te the eentre of the
road. Cries of “ Shoot him!" * Lynch
him!” were heard above.the din. By
the efforts of some of the 'more cool-
headed, the mob were prevented from
carrying thelr threats into execution,
and Lapointe was taken to the police
station and locked up in a cell,

When qulet had been somewhat re-
stcred, the scene presented was agoniz-
ing in the extreme. The body of the
old man Moore lay on the sidewall
cold in death. In a store adjoining
Chief of Police Rose lay suffering ter-
ribly from his wounds. The old Indian
lay on the sidewalk covered with blood.
Pcliceman Tinsiey wag earried into the
fire station so covered with blood that
no person could tell how badly he was
hurt. Others who were not so seri-
ously Injured were nevertheless be-
smeared with blood, and it was diffi-
cult to estimate the extent of their
injuries.

Those injured but not so gserjously are:
Fred A. SBtagg, George W. Btagg, Sam-
uel Kilborn, Robért McCormack, Thos.
Devereaux and J, Boyd. Chief Rose
was removed to his residence as quick-
ly as possible; Constable Tinsley and
Dickgon, the Indian, were removed to
the General Hospital,and J.Boyd to BSt,
Vincent de Paul Hospital, All the city
doctors were promptly In attendance
and did everything in their power fer
the unfortunate suffersrs,

Lapointe was also removed to the
General Hospital. He Is terribly wound-
ed and cannot recover. A charge of
heavy buckshot had lodged in his sto-
mach and bowels, and up to the pre-
sent writing 16 shots have been ex-
tracted. Chief Rose 1s awfully mangl-
ed about the head and chest. He is
still allve, but no hope Is entertained
that he will survive. Constable Tins-
ley is doing as well as can be expect-
ed and will reeover, as will also the
Indian. The other victims are all suf-

fering considerably, but no danger I8
anticipated in any of these cases, Be-
sides those who .were hurt, a great
wmany had hairbreadth escajes.
Lapointe, the murderer, beongs to a
respéctable family. His father was &
wealthy man “owning nearly a thous-
and acres of lang close to Brockville
at the time of his death. He left all
his family In good circumstances. The
murderer, now lying at ‘he poiat of
death, was always of a morase, gloomy
disposition, and wouid go for days
without speaking to anyone. When he
came to town he wauld, sometimes get

tne worse of liquor, and whnefi*Tnnat
condition was dangerous and seemed
to have a sort of mania for human
life. Last summer he got on a spree
and was ‘arrested and lodged in jait
for some days. Since then it Is said
he has_entertained a grudge at the
police, which may account for hig se-
lecting the chief as his first victim.
Lapointe is about 35 years of age. He
is unmarried and lives on his farm, a
eister keeping house for him.

Peter Moore, who was shot dead,
camec here from Hamilton five or 8ix
years ago, and has been employed
most of the time with Mr. Heather a
florist. His first wife died in Hamil-,
ton, but a family of several sons and
daughters still reside there. One of
his sons holds an important and re-
sponsible position in The Hamilton
Spectator. Moore married agaln atter
coming to Brockville.

Chief Rose came here five years 2go
from Dundas, where he held the pcel-
tion of chief of police. He "is one of
the best officers in Canada, and com-
mands the highest respect and esteem
of all classes In the community.

Constable Tinsley is a son of E.
Tinsley of Hamilton.Chief Game War-
den of the Province of Ontario. He
was for a number of years on the
Mounted Police, and came to Brock-
ville last year as a guard at the asv-
lum. He joined the police force last

had proved himself a
nost omclont  officer. The gun used
by Lapointe was a breechloading, No.
12. Richards, and the cartridges con-
talned three and a quarter draochms of
powder and one and one-eighth ounces
No. 5 shot. The whole ~ffair has cast
a sad gloom over the town. and £o
deep is the feeling among nll clasues
that business hag been practically
suspended ever since it havpened.

The pact that is understood
to exist between Prime Minister Salis-
bury and Prime Minister Crispl regard-
ing common maritime action in the
Mediterranean, and the Anglo-Itallan
arrangement relative to Kassala and
the Southern Soudan, gives England
speclal interest in keeping Italy strong,
a:) interest as strong as Germany's,
who desires to keep her ally undis-
sbled, Before Signor Crispi concluded
to fesign, it appears that he telegraph-
ed to Lord Salisbury, asking for some
form ot eliective support in Abyssinia.
It is impossible to learn what actual
form of support was asked for,-but
the British Foreign Oftice certainly re-
ceived the night prior to Crispi's fall
long despatches from him. Rumor has
it that he wanted to know whether
the. British troops in Egypt could e
sent to temporarily occupy Kassaa@a
and watch the Dervishes, while the
Italian garrison at that place joined
the main force that is opposed to King
Menelek. !

The Morning Post, of all the papers,
suggests that financial aseistance
shculd be extended to Italy.

This is just the assistance that Lord
Salisbury dare not attempt to give.
He might agree to the occupation of
Kassala by British troops, and give
his assistance to the Italians, using
Zeila, a British port on the coast of
Scmaliland, as a route for a new at-
tack on the Abyssinian province of
Shoa, but to deal with the rotten Ital-
ianlﬂnam-es would be fatal to the Cab-
net.

New York, March 7.—A London gpe-
clal says: Italy’s defeat in the battle
of Adua is regarded now throughout
Eugope as an event of the first magni-
tude. It is believed that its effect
upon the volitical situation of Europe
will be of far reaching consequence.
Already the dissolution of the Tripie
Alliance is discussed in the principal
capitals as if an accomplished fact.
Some say the old league of the three |
emperors—Germany, Russia and Aus- |
tria—will take its place; others  that |
Italy and France will" become friends
again. Still others affirm that if Eng-
land fails to go to the assistance of
King Humbert in this emergency, Bri-
tish isolation soon will become more
uncomfortable than it éver has been.

The domestic eondition of Italy is
extremely serious, but probably does
not justify the fears expressed in some
quarters. that King Humbert’'s throne
is in danger. Mob violence was re-
ported to-day in Rome, Milan and Pa-
via. but, in each case the crowds soon
were under the control of the authori-
ties. There -are many wild rumors
afloat, including one of Crispl’'s assis-
sination, but the situation is nct yet
desperate.

The revolutionary agitation directed
against the monarchy is increasing.

A serious dispute has taken place be-
tween the King and the Prince of Na-
ples. The latter .is supported by the
Queen. The King has decided to carry
out.the mobilization of nearly the whole
Italian army.

Winnipeg, March 8.—(Special.)—In
conversation this evening with one of
his supporters in the Legislature, Pre-
mier Greenway said he had not yew
been invited by the Ottawa Govern-
ment to confer with them, and Mgr.
Langevin on the school question, and
did not expect to receive such an invis
tation.

Mr. Greenway further said he hop-
ed for no good from such a confer-
ence, {f it were held. The Manitoba
Government has already intimated a
willingnes sto redress any grievances
which were shown, after enquiry into
all the facts, to exist.

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PROF. WILLIAM CROOKES.

The Inventor of the Tubes Used by Prof.
Roentgen.

The récent remarkable discoveries of
Prof. Roentgen when engaged in experi-
mental work with a Crookes tube have
bhrought prominently’ before the world
the name of Willlam Otookes, a name
that was already famaus in the world
of science. There are, indeed, few, if
any, among the sclentific leaders of
the latter half of the nineteenth cen-
tury who have had a more brilliant
and varied career than the author of
the vacuum tubes which have made
possible the recent startling develop-
ments in photography.

He was born in London in 1832, and
at an early age turned his attention to
photography. After a course at the
Royal College of Chemistry under Dr.
Hoffiran, during which, at the age of
17 yvears, he gained the Ashburton
gcholarship, he became in due time sen=
jor assistant to his tutor. His rise was
rapid, and at the age of 22 he was ap-
pointed superintc ndent of the mecteor-
ologlcal department of the Radctiffe
Observatory at Oxford. In 1859 he
founded the Chemical News, and five
years later he became editor of " the
Quarterly Journal of Science.

Prof. Crookes had a natural love for
original research. In 1861, while exam-
ining the residues from a sulphofic acid
works, he discovered the new met2llic
element, thalllum. This was followed
by his election as a fellow of the Royal
Society. * It was his “delicate spectro-
scopic investigation in connection
with the newly digcovered element,
“whieh led him to the study of the
rare earths, which has proved so fruit-
ful in his hands.”

The mining world is deeply indebted
to him for drawing attention to the
value of sodium amalgam Iin the
traction of gold. At a later d
called in the aid of the altern:
electric current. This azent, acting in
concert with various mereurial salts,
and particularly with mercur
ide, 'has rendercd possible the ¢
tion of gold from highly refractor
ores.

In 1872 he was at work on his investi-_|
gations on “Repulsion Resulting From

Radiation,” to which question his at-
tention had been drawn by his observ-
ing the actions of heavy pieces of glass
which he ‘was wvuighing in a vacuum
balance, which, by the way, was his
own invention, In 1877 he invented the
otheoscope; and in the same i sei-
ence signified its indebtedness to him
by electing him a member of the Royal
Soclety. In a paper before the socie ty
he stated that he had “succecded in Ob-y
taining a vacuum S0 nearly approach-
ing perfection that the pressure in it
was only 04 millionth of an atmos-
phere.” These experiments led to very
important results; for it was found that
in such an extreme vacuim gases j
into an ultr ous L which Prof
Crookes termed a state of “radiant mat-
ter,” and, further, the extreme vacua
opened up the way for the incandes-
cent lamp.

In zddition to his exta: in
the laboratory,” Prof. Crookes hag bLeen
a voluminous contributor to the scien-
tific literature of the age.

The splendid rcsults which have at-
tended Prof. Crookes’ laborg are not to
be attributed :ly to his un®ubted
wenius for experiment and obgervation,
They are largely the result of pe:
ent hard work carried out on logi
lines and with strict attention to meth-
pd. He possesses that “infinlte capacity
tor taking pains' which is ‘ndispens-
able to genius, if its powers are to pro-
duce valuable, lasting. results.

OF THE DARK CONTINENT.

One of the chief objects of my recent
voyage to Africa was to determine with
.more precision the exact Jimits of the
habitat of the gorilla and the distribu-
tion of the chimpazee, especially that
variety known as the “kulu kamba.”
Pursuant to this purpose, I found it
necessary to make a short I&mey up
the Congo.

This river is traveled by white men
from time to time, and many accounts
are given of the v‘onde‘rs that are found
along it; but the‘adjacent country has

I have not been the least fortunate
among them.

Something more than a hundred miles
from the coast is the capital of the
Congo Free State, It is called Matadi,
and to this centre gravitate members
of all the tribes on the west side or Jhe
contiment.

a gorilla was so striking that the most
casual observer could not fail to see
it. He was not a freak of nature, but
a typical man of his tribe. His body
was long in proportion to his limbs,
his legs comparatively short, and his
arms comparatively long. He was black
as jet, and his face was glossy and
wrinkled. These wrinkles were not
caused by age, as the man was in the
prime of his life. His forehead was low
and receding, the frontal bone being
prominent in the centre and much de-
pressed at the sides. His e}es were
overhung with enormous ridges and
heavy eyebrows, above which was a
deep depression, and the low forehead
was traversed by three or four deep
lines or wrinkles almost resembiing
folds of the skin. The eye itself was
Intensely black and the sclerotic

in fact, that the whole eye appeared

The jaws were massive and the chin
receding. The angles of the jaw were
pronounced and the muzzle projected to
an unusual degree. The teeth were ex-
tremiely large and slightly discolored.e
The canines were observable whenover
the lips were opened. They slightly pro-
truded beyond the line of .the other
teeth. The middle incisors were large
and set at an angle.

The mouth was extremely large and
the lips unusualy thick. The lower
lip was so massive that it almost
drooped by reason of its own welght.
The whole visage was one of the most
depraved of brutish types and the only
thing that did not resemble the gorilla
was the mouth. The lips of the gorilla
are much less massive.

I called the attention of an English
trader to the striking resémblance of
this man to the gorilla, and the trader
i, wd me that during a residence of
more than ten yeags in the Congo
basin he han never seen a specimen so
Jow and brutish ar was this man.

In stature he was somewhat helow
the normal height of man. This was
due .yn part to his short legs, which
were so curved below the knees as to
givée him a grotesque look, Hig feet
we immeneely large and his toes
turned inward, somewhat pigeon fash-
fon. The muscles of the legs were
small, as compared with those of the
arme, His hands appeared smaller in
proportion than his feet, although they
were large. The museles of the upper
arm were strong and well defiaed,
while those of the forearm appeared to
be lese powerful. The wrists and ankles
were large, the calves of the legs smal)
and the shins decidedly convex.

The hair 6n the head was very short
and kinky. It grew low down on the
flat forehead, leaving a space of a little
more than an ineh between it and the
eyebrows, and it also covered the uppes
portion, of the cervical region, almost
to a level with the shoulders. Over the
legs and arms therg.grew a consider-
able coat of halr., /This was not 80
kinky as that on fils head, but was a
straggling - growth of thin halr, ip-
tMned to be wavy. .This is often found
on the limbs.and bodies of the natives,
and I have.s¢en others wrth quite a8
much hair or-eyen more on those parts.

About fifteen zem ago there began
to appear in different mewspapers ex-
tracts which were said to have been
copied from a paper published at Lara-
mie, Wyo., the name of which was al-
leged to be the Boomerang. The sketch-
g were unique and most amusing, but
r @ long time many of those who en-
joyed the humor of them, were very
doubtful about the existence of a paper
with such a seemingly absurd name.
However, it began to be understood
that 2 new humorist had arisen, and
that his newspaper, the ang,
as well as his humor, was genuine.
Of course it was asked who this
genius of humor of the ‘Wyoming up-
lands was, and the papers began to
circulate a rumor that his name. wAas
Bill Nye. It was not many months
before thée public knew that Bill Nye

was & nom de plume, and that this
génius of humor was baptized Edgar
Wilson Nye. He was born in Shirley,
Piscataquis County, Maine, August 26,
1850, but at the age of 2 yédrs, accord-
ing to his own story, he took his pa-
rents by the hand and led them to
the west. They went to Wisconsin, and
there, on the banks of the St. Crolx
River, young Nye was brought up on a
farm. He received an academical e-
ucation at River Falls, Wis, and in
1876 went to Wyoming Territory, where
he studied law and was admitted to the
bar. There, as he says, he practised
law in a quiet way, “although - fre-

quently warned by the autllorltles not

to do s0.”

He had plenty of leisure time on his
hands, which he used in writing a Sun-
day letter for the Cheyenne Sun, at the
rate of $1 a column. In one of his
humorous autobigographical sketches,
Mr. Nye sald that that sum, which
amounted to nearly $60 a year, 80
dwarfed his returns from his law prac-
tice, that he decided to take up news-
paper writing as a profession, and ac-
cordingly moved to Denver, where he
obtained a position on the staff of the
Denver Tribune.

He corresponded from Denver for the
Salt Lake Tribune. Later a new paper
was started in Laramie called the
Boomerang, after a favorite mule own-
ed by Nye, which he called “Boomer-
ang,” because he never knew where it
would strike. At the time Nye edited
the Boomerang it was publishcd over
a livery stable. A sign on the door in-
structed callers to “twist the tail of
the gray mule and take the elevator.”

The Boomerang was quoted all over
the country, and Nye began to get hisg
reputation as a humorist of note at
that time.

Like many humorists, Mr. Nye was
a man of almost womanly gentleness of
disposition. His amiability was never
clouded, and his good humor was as
spontaneous as it was good natured.
He never forgot a friend.

Mr. Nye was married in 1877 to Mise
T™nny Smith of Chicago. With her
and their children Nye livea happuy
for a long time on the banks of the
St. Croix, and they went with him to
New York City and made home bright
on Staten Island. Of late years, when
he was not going about the country
on lecturing tours, Nye has passed
most of his time at his country place
near Asheville, N. C.

Mr. Nye, unlike most writers of his
kind, had excellent business qualifica-
tions. He was “‘a thrifty humorist,” as
one of his friends expressed it, and his
fncome in the later years of his life
was about $30,000 per annum,

He was un-
selfish wholly; and I am heartened, re-
calling the always patient strength and
gentleness of this true man—the un-
failing hope and cheer and faith of his
child-heart—his noble and heroic life
and pure devotion to his home—its
sanctity of Jove—mother, brothers, wife,
children, friends—his deep affections,
constant dreams, plans and reallza-
tions—all in happiest action and devel~
opment. So I can not doubt but that
—somehow, somewhere—he continues
cheerily on in the unbroken exercise of
these same capacities—as marked an
endowment of his spirit nature as was
his pecullar gift of genlus intellectual.”

After Lapointe's removal to the gen-'
eral hospital « close examination of his
wounds were made and the doctors in |
attendance decided to perform an opera-
tion, and try and remove the 18 or 20
shot that had lodged in his intestines
and stomach and his bowels were taken |
out, cleaned, and unearly a handfull of |
large and small shot removed from the ‘
cavity of the stomach. Thereis at this |
writing a bave possibility of his re-
covering. The general opinion of these |
best able to judge from his actions prior |
to the committal of the awful deed is, |
that Lapoiute left home fully bent on a |
scheme of vengeance against the mem- |
bers of the Brockville police force for
their action in locking him up on an |
occasion of a debauch he had last sum- |
mer. He had been heard to openly
vow that be would get more than even
with them yet before he died.

Later developments show that the
first shot that was fired to kill was
directed at Chief Rose. Although John
Hall, of the central police station,
claims that Lapointe shot at him before
he did at either Rose or Moore, but
being cn the opposite side of the street
the shot did not touch him ; the dis-
tance being to great or the aim defec-
tive.

Constable Tinsley used quite a
variety of fire arms in endeavoring to
disable the murderer. There were a
couple of revolvers in the police station
which from long disuse or defective
construction failed to go off or carry a
shot the required distance. He then
procured a small rifle, but this wa. no
better, and Wm, Howison was dis-
patched to the Howison residence for a
heavy calibre Winchester.  For some
reason he did not get this, but secured
a double-barrelled shot gun, which was
handed over to Tinsley, who at once
siarted over to Mrs. Murphy's shop,
hoping to get in rear of where La-
pointe was standing.  Some person had
locked the front door of the shop to
prevent entrance, and the plucky con-
stable promptly decided to take chances
and holily walked around the corner of
the building, hoping to get in a shot
tist.

What Englnnd Will Pay Towards the Fast
Bteamship Service Across the At
iungie Naval Estimates.

London, March 9.—In the House of
Commons to-day, Right Hon. R. W.
Handbury, Parllamentary Secretary 10
the Treasury Department, replying fo
John Henniker Heaton, M.P. for Can-
terbury, said that the Imperial Govern=
ment had not consented to contribute
£75,000 towards a subsidy for a steam-
ship service between Canada and Eng-
iand, but have intimated to the Cana-
dian Government their readiness, under
ceriain conditions, to make some contri-
bution. They suggested to the Canadian
- Government that by calling for ten-
ders they might ascertain the probable
cost of a service, The Imperial Govern-
ment would then decide the amount
of british ald to the scheme. This
conflrms previous cablegrams stating
that the Right Hon. Joseph Chamber-
lain had promised to contribute one-
third of the total subsidy found neces-
sary.
