Tbe chairman 
expressed his pleasure at being called 
npon to preside at euch a gathering, 
a id In a brief address referred to the 
importance of the temperance reform 
and the ideals aimed at in the present 
campaign.

Mr. Campbell was introduced at
the first speaker and on rising was ate 
given a cordial reception. He express “
e 1 hie pleasure at having the oppor 
tunity to address a Wolfville audierfet 
and present bis thanks for the geoer 
oua support given him at the last 
election. He bad now come bacR to 
give an account of biv stewardship 
Every pledge then given he had re­
deemed as lar as was in his power, 
and as an independent representative 
h: had done his best to look after tin 
interests of his constituents. He re 
ierred to instances where he had felt 
it hie doty to oppose the government 
and considered that in so doing hi 
had worked in the interests ol thi 
people. Mr. Campbell referred to the 
great change in temperance sentiment 
in the Assembly during the last flvt 
years. When be entered the house 
cue question was not considered at 
worth .taking into account, while, 
during the past term, members had 
faiieit over each other in their endesv 
>ur to have their names connected 
w th the reform. Mr. Campbell'■ ad 
dress was a rosste.ly statement o\ 
his position and was well received 

Mr. Kiton,who was the next speak 
er, gave a clear-cut and forceful ad 
dress. He regretted that the govern 
oent candidates weie not able to be 
present, but presumed they lied their 
>wn arrangements and could not b* 
in two places at once, He had been 
present at one of the meetings oftkeli 
opponents, but so lar the govern­
ment candidates hod not seen their 
way clear to attend any of the meet 
mgs held by himself and Mr. Camp 
bell. He had been criticised lor aay 
ing eo little about temperance. He 
had worked all hie life to advance the 
reform and was quite willing that hi* 
record might apeak for him In tbb planking 
regard. The speaker then took up ** gJVFlt 
ihe record of the government and tion. Eton 
thowed many instances In which the 
Interests of the people were disre­
garded. The school books monopoly 
-tad cost the people great aums ol 
money, and, in many cases, hindered 
c nldien from receiving the benefit 
a Herded by our school system. The 
government was also severely censor- 
e I for Its neglect of the roads and other 
departments. He made a strong plea 
for an Independent vote for independ­
ent men who will consider the iyter 
sat of the people as of greater import 
ance than even party tie*.

Rev. H. R Grant waa the next 
speaker,and his addiees, though brief, 
was earnest and strong. He referred 
to the good work that had been done 
by Mr. Campbell as the representa­
tive of King# in the annembiy and ex­
pressed the hope that lie might be re­
turned to assist in the fight for prohi­
bition. With Mr. Campbell he trust­
ed the people would send Mr. Eaton 
to assist in the good work. Mr. Grant 
spoke of the evils of the liquor traffic 
end the ruin that is wrought thereby.

Rev. J. D. Spidell, of Kentvllle, 
whs the next speaker to address the 
meeting. Always a popular speaker 
in this vicinity, on Moud «y evening 
he was at his beet and received u fine 
hearing. He arraigned tin liquor 
truffle In strong terme, and called 
upon the people to send to Halifax 
men tried and true. His address was 
* telling one and was enthusiastically

pplauded by th# audience.
