Kings County Memorial Hospital.

Mrs. Starr, Port Williams; Mrs. 
Ward, Canning;Mrs. Woodworth, 
Berwick; and Mrs. Clarke, Lake­
ville; the Olympic Chapter, I. O. 
D. E., by Mrs. J. D. Clarke, re­
gent; the town by Mayor J. H. 
Yould and councillors. The medi­
cal profession and clergy were al - 
so in attendance.

At the conclusion of a bounti­
ful dinner, well served by the 
Kentville Red Cross, the presi­
dent of the executive committee 
of this movement,- W, H. Chase, 
of Wolfville, who presided, pro­
posed a toast to the King, after 
which he explained what had al­
ready been outlined at previous 
meetings.

Terence held at Halifax last week, 
it was definitely decided to go on 
with the scheme, and have an Old 
Home Summer in Nova Scotia in 
1924. A committee was appoint­
ed to take into consideration ways 

> and means of carrying out the 
proposition.

The report of the Committee, 
after sitting for nearly six hours, 
was presented to the Conference 
by William Duff, M. P„ of Lun­
enburg. Its reading was Inter­
rupted by frequent and prolonged 
applause. The report, which was 
adopted in fu)l, is as follows:

To the Delegates of the Old 
Home Summer Conference.

Gentlemen,—Your committee 
appointed at yesterday’s meeting 
to take into consideration ways 
and means of carrying 
proposition as outlined by Mr. H. 
C. Crowell, ànd as outlined in re­
resolution passed at this confer­
ence. begs to report as follows:

We recommend: B
1—That the celebration of the 

'Old Home Summer and Interna­
tional Exposition be held in the

ns executive committee of nine 
members. This committee to be 
trustees of any funds raised for 
preliminary work of organization 
and to be empowered to proceed 
with the permanent organization 
of the Old’Home Summer Associ- 
tion, and International Exposi­
tion. The said executive shall be 
empowered to employ secretaries 
and such organizers as may be 
deemed necessary. They are to 
carry out the following program:

Draw up letters of incorpora­
tion. . j
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given that the buildings must be 
ready for temporary occupation 
at the February session of Parlia­
ment. The Commons Chamber 
will be practically finished save 
for decorations, but the Senate 
will need to utilize the railway 
committee room, which, however, 
is bigger than its present quarters. 
Temporary desks for members 
are being made now, but the 
furniture in the present buildings 
will be utilized for the next ses­
sion, as contracts for the final 
furnishings, estimated at a half 
million, have not yet been award­
ed. While Parliament is sitting 
the unoccupied Senate tide will 
be boarded tiff and operations 
continued {here.

The New Canadian Parlia­
ment Buildings

Canada’s new Parliament build­
ings will be a credit and a lasting 
monument to the designers, but 
the construction is running into a 
lot of money. Estimated origin­
ally at about $5,000,000, the ex­
penditure so far is over $6,000,000, 
and when the noble pile is com­
pleted, the cost probably will be 
over $8,000,000. The situation is 
not blamed upon any fault in the 
estimates as first made, but rath­
er because of the unforeseen rise 
in the cost of labor and materials 
meanwhile. To the higher wages 
being paid to the workmen, $1,- 
500,000 extra is being charged up, 
while increased cost of materials 
account for another million. De­
lays on the work, for one cause or 
another, cause another half mil­
lion to be added. \

This is one of the fi 
works being carried on by the 
cost-plus method. The contract­
ors are paid 8 per cent, on four 
millions and 7 per cent, up to five 
millions. Above that there is no 
provision for them getting any­
thing. Though the buildings have 
already cost more than the max­
imum upon which the supervisory 
compensation is based, they have 
not been paid in full, but only a 
proportionate amount of the to­
tal. Whatever eventual adjust­
ment is made, it is contended that 
the increased cost of building real­
ly involves little extra work on the 
part of those directing the con­
struction.

A note in a current American 
newspaper has peculiar interest 
for all those American c tizens 
who are interested in the nation­
al game. Bowdoin College has 
comg into possession of the base­
ball bat, long in the keeping of the 
Maine Historical Society, which 
was used fifty-nine years ago in 
the first game ever played be­
tween that college and an outside 
team.

The old bat, made of spruce, on 
the very day of the game, is about 
the size of the bats still in use, 
and, if the ^college had won the 
game would doubtless have re­
mained ever since in a collegiate 
atmosphere. But the Sunrise 
team, made up of boys from the 
town of Brunswick, defeated the 
collegians, in that day of long 
scores, to the tune of 46 to 42, and 
the bat, inscribed with the names 
of all the players, went to the 
winners. Later they gave it to 
the Historical Society, which now 
presents it to the college.

But in I860 no one of the play­
ers could have foreseen a time 
when what is said to be the old­
est baseball bat in the country 
would be an object of national 
interest.

Cancer is killing ten per 
cent, of the people who die over 
forty years of age. Statistics show 
that in the two years of 1917 and 
1918 cancer killed 180,000 people 
in the United States.

The worst of the matter is that 
needy all this mortality, and the 
suffering which it implies, is need­
less. Cancer is neither contagious 
nor hereditary. It is a new de' 
velopment in each' inflicted in­
dividual, ?md nearly always gives 
ample warning of its approach. 
In a few cases, such às cancer of 
the liver, there seems to be no 
present means of combating the 
disease. In a somewhat larger 
number of instances, the onset is 
so insiduous that even a careful 
survey does not detect it until too 
late.
