\ Temperance people of Nova Scotia who have thought that sub­
stantial progress was being made in the curtailment of the use of in­
toxicants within their borders must have received a rude shock from 
the published statement that last year their Government, through 
its Board of Vendors Commission, realized profits amounting o 
over half a million of dollars from the business. The total sales 
of liquors by the Board during the year ending Sept. 30th, 1923, is 
shown to be valued at $1,386,334.35, on which the total net profit 
was $421,879.63. The expenses of the Board were $61,939.17, of 
which amount $43,611.76 went for salaries. The amount by which 
the Provincial Treasury was enriched by the operation of the Board 
of Vendors Commission was $506,688.57, as against $279,996.19 
in the preceding year.

To well thinking people the fact'that they have been made part­
ners in this discreditable business must be far from comforting. The 
ostensible use of the Board of Vendors Commission was to provide 
for the supplying of alcoholic beverages for necessary medicinal' pur­
poses, but we can scarcely imagine that such an epidemic 
has prevailed during the past year as would warrant the increased 
amount of liquor sold.

the early years of the apple tree is of 
particular importance. The ideal tree 
is probably that which has the first 
branches about 24 
ground, and the five or six b 
which form the frame of the tree 
evenly as far apart as possible, 
ularly desirable is it to remove thé next 
to the last branch at the "top, which, if 
left, will produce gi weak top b cause of 
the forked crotch formed with the top 
limb.

off by digging. Tests made at Kent­
ville show an average growth of 4.82 
inches ithe first year and 20 inches the 
second year, where newly planted trees 
had three-quarters of their growth re­
moved whereas similar trees not head­
ed back made a growth of one inch the 
first year and 2.4 inches the second year.

Strong growth branches should be 
suppressed by heading back and weak 
branches not pruned at all. If the whole 
tree is weak, a severe heading back in 
the spring will throw greater vigor into 
the remaining buds, and thus brin 
bout a more vigorous development. 
But, if there are weak branches on one 
side of a tree and strong ones on tne oth­
er, the reduction of the leaf aiea on the 
weak branches will tend further oo weak­
en these branches because of the strong­
er sap flow toward the greater foliage 
area. Obviously, therefore, a reduction 
of foliage area on the strong branches 
will lessgn this tendency and throw 
growth toward the weaker branches.

The central branch should Joe allow­
ed to maintain the lead, not however, 
for the purpose of forming a pyramidal 
tree with a central leader, but that from 
it several well-spaced scaffold limbs may 
be developed, thus forming a more de­
sirable type of tree than if scaffold 
branches are developed on side limbs 
only. After a few good scaffold branch­
es are formed on this central leader, fur­
ther tendency toward a pyramidal form 
with central leader extending high into 
the air and having many branches ra­
diating from it should be checked, the 
aim being to form a tree combining the 
desirable features of the moderate pyr­
amidal form and. eliminating the unde­
sirable open centre type of tree.

To balance the tree, the heading back 
of strong growing branches is necessary. 
This heading back tends to develop side 
branches, and attention must be given 
to the elimination of some of these, so 
that too many scaffold branches may 
not be formed. The whole aim should 
be to build up a framework that will car­
ry large crops of fruit and at the same 
time not have an over-abundance of 
large branches.

There was a tragedy in Tennyson’s 
life. When he went to the wedding of 
his brother Charles—parson and poet— 
to Louisa, the youngest daughter of 
Mr. Henry Sellwood, a solicitor of Horn- 
castle. he met as one of the bridesmaids, 
Emily, her elder sister. He had met her 
some years before, but it was when he 
saw her -perhaps the pretty brides­
maid's dress had something to do with 
it—he recognized that he loved her and 
that he must marry her—her and no 
other.

But all kinds of difficulties stood in 
the way—mainly the difficulty of the 
little money Tennyson had and the big 
family responsibilities. They were not 
engaged till five years later, and then, 
as revenue did not increase in the Ten­
nyson household, the engagement was 
partially broken. the solicitor of Hom- 
castle was possibly not the man to have 
the inner vision that would prove to a 
more clear-sighted man all the magnif- 
cent possibilities of the young poet.

This unit cost, considering the cost of materials, is moderate. It 

must be remembered that we have a three mile haul one way for suitable 
sand. It will also be noted that quite a considerable amount of cold patch­
ing work had to be done before applying the Tarvia B.

Two macadamized streets had special treatment in 1923. Tarvia 
B was applied to Elm Avenue. Central Avenue between Main and Front 
Streets was treated with a light asphalt oil. Both these streets stood 
up well under the traffic and fall rains. It is believed that this same 
treatment can be continued on other macadamized streets and practi­
cally a light dustless pavement built up.

The maintenance of 6ur town horses is a considerable item. If good 
teams for hire were available at all times during the Spring, Summer and 
Pall, the use of such teams might be cheaper than the present system. 
Under present conditions it is just a question as to whether or not it 
would be wise to dispose of one or more horses. Considering ati costs, 
including investment, maintenances, lost time, and depreciation to horses 

4aad equipment, it is estimated that the cost per horse is not less than 
$0.15 for each/working hour.

The town mow plows were repaired last Fall, one being practically 
rebuilt. In Any but extreme snow falls these plows do good work, and 

provide a cheap method of keeping the side walks clear. The cost per 
100 feet travelled, charging $1.50 per day for each snow plow in addition 
to labor and other expenses, is less than 2 cents.

Heavy rains during the late Fall coming when there was no frost 
in the ground caused several bad washouts in the streets. They were 
repaired, however, before the snow came.

During the past season the town rock crusher was rented to the 
Avon River Power Co., with an agreement that it be returned in good 
order, at the rate of $5.00 per day. This equipment has already returned 
the sum of $430.00 to the town, $200.00 of which was paid into the

During the latter part of the year the Council received permission 
from the Government to cut and dispose of timber on the Town Water­
shed. Messrs. John Eye and John A. Coldwell have made a general sur­
vey of those lands and given the Council a valuable and interesting re­
port to the effect that there are in the vicinity of 10,000 œrrJk^rf timber 
on the Town lands, much of which is good merchantable timber, both 
hard and soft wood. This is a source of revenue which will probably 
soon be taken advantage of.

Although there was no shortage of water during 1923, and in fact, 
the South reservoir was kept full and not even drawn upon, as a matter 
of precaution in the ary weathv r in August the pump on the well at the 
West side of the old reservoir was put into operation for about two weeks. 
On starting the pump the insulation oft the winding of the electric motor 
was found to be burnt off. This necessitated having the motor rewound, 
at a cost of about $85.00, an unforeseen expenditure.

The intake pond on the South Mountain had not been cleaned out 
for two years and it was thought advisable to have this done during the 
summer low water period. The pond was well cleaned of an accumulation 
of leaves, silt and sticks. The leaks in the dam to a large extent were 
stopped with cement mortar, and the screen frames, bars and netting 
renewed at a cost of $109.00, which also had not been estimated for. 
However, the Water Committee considered this amount of money well. 
spent.

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______Water delivered from the South Mountain to the consumer in Wolf-

ville now costs the town about seven cents per thousand gallon», allow­
ing for all costs. Pumping from the deep well at the reservoir, assuming 
that the pump is in operation for one month only per year, costs about 
thirty-three cents per one thousand gallons, considering all costs. If 
the pump is in operation two months per year the cost of pumping per 
one thousand gallons is about nineteen cents.

The financial standing of the water department at the end of the 
year was in good shape. The following statement is taken from the books

And 
the title tells the story in small that the 
book tells in extenso. The young folk 
of these grades go most entrancing lit­
tle journeys all over the world, starting 
not merely from their own Province, 
Nova Scotia, but often from their own 
schoolrooms or mothers’ kitchens, link­
ing their every day interests with the 
interests and affairs of the world at 
lafrge. It is profusely illustrated with 
cuts that excite interest among children 
and adiilts alike, and make the "geog­
raphy lesson” a living thing. The lan­
guage is simple without being trite, pol­
ished without being ornate, and has the 
effect of being true in detail, yet at the 
sam> time.stirs the imagination. In this 
particular the author has achieved ouite 
a triumph for simple, direct yet stimu­
lating English.

The book also contains some very 
helpful suggestions to teachers, based 
on the author’s long and successful ca­
reer as a teacher, and also from his close 
contact with young teachers all over the 
Province. J

The book is now before the Council 
of Public Instruction for consideration, 
having been heartily recommended for 
adoption by the Advisory Board at its 
February meeting. A few copies are in 
circulation, mainly for review purposes. 
It is published by the Truro News Print­
ing Company which makes it an all- 
Nova-Scotia product written by a Nova 
Scotian for Nova Scotian school child­
ren. It is printed in clear type and bound 
in strong paper covers. A few presenta­
tion copies have been issued bound in 
linen boards, bound, tooled and letter­
ed by the members of the Summer School 
of Rural Science book-binding class.

In recommending the book, the Ad­
visory Board suggested that it be divid­
ed into three sections, suitable for the 
three grades IV, V, and VI, each section 
to be published under separate binding. 
This would make the cost of the sections 
18 cents, 24 cents and 28 cents respec­
tively, thus distributing the price and 
placing the book within the reach of all.

WATER DEPARTMENT.
To those not familiar with the source of the Woifville water supply, 

reservoirs, mains, etc., a brief outline of the system may be of interest.
The town owns a well wooded tract of land on the South Mountain, 

South of the Gaspereau Valley, containing about six hundred acres. As 
a source of supply, isolated and free from contamination, and furnishing 
pure water, this area is probably unexcelled. From the pond created 
by a small masonry dam built on the stream draining that area the water 
passes through screens into a six inch pipe line. This pipe line, crossing 
the Gaspereau Valley, reaches the reservoirs built on the ridge back of 
the town, where by opening or closing valves either one or both reser­
voirs may be fed, or the water brought directly into town without enter­
ing the reservoirs. In turn, either reservoir, the newer and more souther­
ly of the two being some ten feet higher than tht older, may be arranged 
to supply the eight inch main leading down to Main street, just East of 
Mr. Sherwood’s house.

Our distribution mains consist of an c ight inch cast iron pipe on Main 
street from Mr. Sherwood’s to Highland Avenue and running up High­
land Avenue to Acadia Street. Six inch mains are bid on Main street 
from Highland Avenue to Westwood Avenue, on Acadia Street from 

^ tie hydrant at the college easterly to about 300 feet from Gaspereau 
'Avenue, and on part of Westwood and Victoria Avenues. The remainder 

of tie system is made up of four inch mains or smaller. The percentage 
of the various sizes of pipe is twenty-one per c^nt of eight inch ; fourteen 
per cent, of six inch; and sixty-five per cent, of four inch. The town 
has forty-five hydrants of various types, twenty-six of which are sup­
plied from four inch mams.

An abstract from a report recently made'by the Nova Scotia Board 
of Fire Underwriters pn conditions in Woifville is given in the Appendix. 
Their recommendations as to improvements in size of mains alone 
would mean a very large expenditure if carried out. However, with tHM 
purchase of an up-todate fire engine contracted for, it will be necessary 
to undertake very soon a program of enlargement of mains. There is on 
file in the office a copy of a letter from the Board of Fire Underwriters 
written in 1912, and recommending 
inch be bid for hydrant supply. The 
by hying four inch mains instead of six inch for hydrant suyply would 
seem to have been doubtful economy.

During the past icason some improvements have been made on the 
system and the ordinary maintenance work carried out. Three old hyd­
rants giving poor service were repbeed by modem new ones. Valves 
are being phoed on the branches between the mains and the new hy-
