Sorpiers.—The London Times’ Bombay correspon-
dent says:—*“I do not often write of the weather, but
it is at this moment the most important element in the
campaign. For twenly years no such season has
been known. The little rains fell a fortnight before
their time, and then ceased; and the land is one
hugo steambath. At Calpee the thermometer in tents
is 134 degrees; in Judgespore it is 130 degrees; and
in Lower Bengal, within reach of the sea breeze, it
is 126. In Calcutta, in a house hermetically sealed
against the admission of light, and with the punkah
going, it stands steadily at 96 degrees. Sickness is
all but universal. The small-pox is bursting out here
and there, half the European community have fe-
vers, and a moiety of the other half only escape by
an infliction which, though not unhealthy, is even
more unbearable—innumerable boils. In Allahabad,
out of 1600 Europeans, not 900 are fit for duty, and
the number of deaths from ‘apoplexy’—that is, sun-
stroke—exceeds the mortality from all other sources.”

Sacrirzcious Rosmerizs.—Private letters from
Madrid, Spain, mention the prevalence of sacrilegi-
ous robberies throughout the country. So devoid of
proper respect for holy things are these ladrones that
it seems they do not scruple of stripping the Virgin
