The Budget

Hon. R. Murray being ill, Hon. Mr.
Robinson submitted the Budget,
stating that N. B had capital and
current debt on March 31st last of

.Mr. Baxter’s View of the Debt

Taking up the publie debt and an-
alysing it item by item Hon Mr.
Baxter claimed that every dollar of
the debt under the late government
was justified. It went into the magz-
nificent permanent bridges anc other
deserving permanent services. The
former attorney-general also had no
difficulty in showing that a vast
amount of the increase of three mil-
lions of dollars in the debt under the
late government was directly attribut
able to its predecessors, and he in-
'stanced particular items.

To the claim that there was an
overexpenditure on current \lcc'ount
for "the eight years under the old
government to the amount of $703,000
with which the new government have
to bond the province, Hon. Mr. Bax-
ter answered that the amount must
be in one of two places; either it
must be part of the bonded debt or
it must be owing to some_person or
corporation outside the province.
“Now unless you can bring forth the
man or corporation you got to ad-
mit the amourt is already in the cap-
ital debt,” said Hon. Mr. Baxter. “It
is one place or the other. It is sim-
ply sheer nonsense to claim other-
wise, and you can’'t poke that sort of
stuff down a man’s throat when he
gets it plainly on paper and analyses
it.”

Dear Sir Robert:—On the 12th of
May you asked me to meet you on
the following day, which I did. After
explaining fully the conditions of the
war in the light of knowledge ac-
quired during your recent visit to
Great Britain, you stated the rea-
sons which had led you to the com-
clusion that compulsory service was
pecessary, and you explained to me
the provisions of the Military Ser-
vice BilL

You then proposed the formation
of a Coalition Government upon the |
basis that, outside of the Prime Mln-‘
ister each of the two political partles*
should have an equal representation
in the Cabinet and you emphasized
the importance of avoiding if possi-
ble an election during the war. I
told you at once that if my co-opera-
tion was desired, 1 regretted that I
had not been invited before yog had
announced a policy of - compulsory
gervice, as I decided very sreious dif-
ficulties if a conscription law was
passed by the present parliament.
You rejoined that you had thought it
preferable to invite me after the pol-
icy had been enunciated, rather than
before.

At an interview which took place
on Tuesday, the 29th of May, you
suggested to me that you thought it
necessary to hold a caucus of your
supporters, but desired to consult me
before doing so. I suggested to you
that to hold a caucus pending nego-
tiationg would not likely tend to-
wards the objects to be attained. At
the same time, I suggested that as I
wanted to consult particularly Sir
Lomer Gouin and some other friends,
I would llke to have a clear state-
ment in writing of your proposal,
which you formulated as follows:
That a coalition government should
be formed; that the Military Service
Bill should be p d, that a pled
should be given not to enforce it un-
tfl after a general election; that
Parliament should be dissolved and
the coalition government should seek
a mandate from the people. At the
conference on Friday, the 1st of June
and again on Monday, the 4th, the
possible personnel of a coalition gov-
ernment was considered. Some not
insuperable difficulties in that per-
sonnel were anticipated, and the
subject was concluded. On Wednes-
day, the 6th June, the final conference
took place at which I announced that
I did not see my way clear to join
the government on the terms propos-
ed

I asked you at the same time if
conscription was the only basis, to
which you replied in the affirmative.
At this and previous interviews I
always stated to you that whenever
conscrption was adopted, after a con-
sultation of the pepole, I would cer-
tainly urge in every possible way
obedience to the law.

On June Tth, Sir Robert Borden re-
plied as follows:

Dear Sir Wilfrid Laurier:—“I beg
to acknowledge your letter of yester-
day in which you set forth the sub-
stance of recent negotiations respect-
ing the formation of a coalition gov-
ernment. At our first interview you
had expressed the opinion that com-
pulsory service should not be enfor-
ced until it had been approved by a
referendum or a general election. It
was for this reason that I submitted
the further proposal on the 20th May,
which is described in the fourth par-
agraph of your letter.

I agree that it was the policy of
compulsory service which in your
judgment made it impossible for you
to join a coalition government. I was
convinced that compulsory service
was necessary and must be included
in the policy of the proposed coali-
tion. You, on the other hand, decid-
ed that you could not accept such a
policy and that you could not join &
government which adopted it.

Ottawa, June 11—In the Commons
this afternoon Sir Robert Borden in-
troduced and explained the military
bill. There are td be ten classes, as
follows:

1—Those who have attined the
age of 20, and were born not earlier
than 1894, are unmarried or widow
ers without children.

2—Those born 1889 to 1893, inclu-
sive. unmarried or widowers without
children

2—Those born in 1883 to 1888, un-
married or widowers without child-
ren

4—Those of 20 years born not
earlier than 1894, married or widow-
ers with a child or caildren

5—Those born in” years 1889
1893, married or widowers with
child or children.

6—Those born in 1883 to 1888, mar-
ried or widowers, who have no child-
ren

7—Those born in 1876 to 1882, un-
married or widowers without children

8—Those born in 1876 to 1882,
married or widowers with children

9—Those born in 1872 to 1875, un-
married or widowers without child
ren.
10—Those born in 1872 to 1875,
married or widowers with children

The number to be secured is 100,-
000. The bill provides for local ex
emption boards to whom application
is to be made by those claiming ex-
emption. One member of the board
is to be chosen by the county judge,
the other by the Minister of Justice.
Then there will be an appeal tribunal
composed of a judge appointed by the
provincial chief justice, and finally a
central appeal judge to be chosen
from the Supreme Court.

The Penalty

Any man who is called out and who
without reasonable excuse, fails to re
port as aforesaid or to remain on ac
tice service where placed shall be
guilty, according to the circumstances
of desertion, or of absenting himself
without leave and shall be liable to
be tried by court martial and convict-
ed and punished by imprisonment,
for a term not exceeding three years
or an summary conviction to impri-
sonment, for any term not exceeding
three years.

Under the bill there are to be three
tribunals. First of all local tribunals
composed of two persons are to sit
in each locality wherever designated
by the MAinister of justice. One of
these two men is to be chosen by the
senfor county court judge of the dis-
trict where the tribunal first sits. The
other is to be chosen by a board of
selection and this board of pelection
is to be named, not by the govern-
ment but by parliament. These lo-
cal tribunals shall hear appilcations
for exemption and the principles up-
on which they shall act are set out
in the bill. Bolled down, they require
that the tribunals shall decide whe-
ther or not the man who asks for
exemption, is best serving the nation-
al interests, at the work he is at, or
in military service.

The next tribunal is called an ap-
peal tribunal and is composed of one
judge of any court to be designated
by the chief justice of the province
where the appeal is entered. All ap-
plicants for exemption and any one
authorized by the militia depart-
ment, has free right of appeal to this
appeal tribunal.

during the past two years. My own
experieice with this noble momnarch
of the forest is not as extemsive as
tkat of some others I know as my
first big game hunt only dates back
about ten years.

In the fall of 1911 a party of three,
myself and two others, took a trip
right into the heart of the moose
country. During our trip we secur-
ed two moose, both heads baving]
over forty-five inches of a spread.
Moose were very plentiful that year
and we saw, in all, fourteen of them.
On one little plain we saw nine inside
of an hour. We came home well sat-
isfied with our trip.

The following year, 1912, we three
were hunting in the same place and
after five days’ tramping we managed
to find one cow moose, probably it
had come to that locality only a

Where last year there were places,
paths and meadows that were all trod
den down by the moose this year
there are only three or four different
tracks. The people living in that
section of the valley say the moose
just died through the winter. One
man told me he had examined a dead
moose found in the snow and could
see no sign of a wound. He came to
the conclusion there was an epidemic
of some kind that had attacked the
moose that winter and put a large
number of them out of business.

I understand that about every four
or five years there is a disease among
cur wild rabbits 1 ut I never heard of
a corresponding disease among the
larger game. Information as to this
would be greatly appreciated by
the writer who hopes that some of
the sportsmen who read this will
send in their views to Rod and Gun
for publication.

When speaking about the scarcity
o° the moose in what was once the
best big game country in Canada (the
Miramichi Valley) several people
have said that in one of the farthest

oufilying settlements you can get
moose and deer meat all the year
round. 1 believe that myself. Even
the hotels, I am told, have had deer
meat on their menus as late as July
and August. I should judge there
are about seven or eight hundred
game licenses issued at different plac
ez in the valley and about ten per
cent. of these people are satisfied with
one moose, about fifteen per cent.
get one or two deer, the rest probably
are mnot particular whether they get
apy game or not.

Now, where are the moose going
to? Are they moviang away from this
val eoyrl ORAR AR AR AR ARRRRR
valley or are they being killed off the
whole year round? Some of the hunt
ers, | am sorry to say, are not par-
ticular whether they shoot a bull or
a cow moose.

Along a stretch of wooded country
road I saw in the fall of 1913 the
heads of two cow moose, one within
half a mile of town.

This same fall I was back hunting
in the same vicinity and did not see
a fresh moose track during the trip.

Our moose in this valley are grad-
vally dying off or being buffaloed.

The sooner people in this district
wake up to the fact that our moose,
and game of ther kinds, will soon be
extinct the quicker will some relief

come to the big game that a few
years ago was so plentiful. Now )‘ou:
may roam the woods for a week|
and never see a sign of the monarch
of the forest. !

Recently a New Brunswick hunter!
was fined $50 for shooting a moose
before he had procured his license.
How many cases, I wonder, are there
like this? The hunter, (not, however,

the true lover of hunting big game in'

his natural haunts), shoots his game!
and if he can get it home afteér dark
without any one seeing h'm he for-
gets to get the license. One of my
friends told me that a short time ago
while having a talk with a lumber-
man this man téld him he could show
the carcasses of at least ten moose
from which ten to twenty-five pounds
bad been taken away and the rest
left to feed the crows and the foxes.

I, myself, think it is the duty of
every lover of true sport to inform
on such people when a case is
brought up right under one’s nose, as
i: often the case in outlying settle-
ments.

Since 1912 there has not been a
moose shot in the district where in
1911 I saw fourteen. Who Is to
blame for the extermination of these
moose? Certainly not the ten per
cent. who get their moose legally
and in a sportsmanlike manner but
the men who get their moose and
then forget to get their licenses.

The game wardens cannot be all
over the woods at the same time so
it is up to the people themselves to
preserve what few moose we have left
or in & few years they will be as
scarce as flies when the thermometer
is 40 degrees below zero.

MURDER SUSPECTED

DISEASE
INVESTIGATOR
It will be of interest to poultry
keepers throughout Canada to know
that there is now an expert who de-
votes all his time investigating the
diseases of poultry. Dr. A. B. Wick-
ware, Assistant Pathologist to the
Health of Animals Branch, has been
assigned to that work by Dr. Tor-
rance, Veterinary Director General.
Dr. Wickware {is now co-operating
with the Poultry Division, Central
Experimental Farm, where, since last
fall, he has been conducting experi-
ments along this much needed and
very important line of work. Con-
tinued attention is being given to
Black Head in turkeys and many new
investigations are being started.
These relate to chick diseases as well
as to general diseases of poultry, in-
cluding parasites of all kinds. The
annual losses that occur from poul-
try diseases and parasites are tre-
mendous, well into the millions of dol-
lars each year. Dr. Wickwire's work
will no doubt, do semething to elim-
fnate part of this, but t“» co-opera-
tion of all poultrymén who have any
disease in their flock will be appre-
ciated. Communications to the Bx-
perimental Farm re diseases of poul-
try will be wélcomed, and with Dr.
Wickware now giving all his time to
this matter, much information will be
avallable. Specimens of sick birds
should be sent when precticable and
may be expressed collect if addressed
to Laboratory, Experimen-
tal Farm.

Capt. Best is a veteran of the
South African war, and as soon as
the present war broke out offered his
services which were at once accepted.
He recently returned from the front
on a short furlough, which he em-
ployed speaking in the Maritime
Provinces on Y. M. C. A. work with
the army. He spoke in Chatham on
the 5th, here on the 7th, on the 8th
at Bathurst, and finished his five
weeks maritime tour at Campbellton
on Sunday.

In St. James' Hall, Mayor Morrissy
presided, and there was a good at-
tendance.

Mayor Morrissy made a brief but
very pleasant address, complimenting
the vigorous and successful work of
the Red Cross and Women's Insti-
tute for the soldiers. Newcastle had
done remarkably well. He also em-
phasized the supreme importamce of
baving the war vigorously prosecut-
ed.. The soldiers at the front were
defendi our homes, and it was
only because of the 400,000 Canadians
in arms that we were enabled at
home to go on about the same as
usual. He bespoke an attentive
hearing for the speaker of the even-
ing.

Capt. T. F. Best

Capt. Best said, in part:

He was glad to get back to Can-
ada from the front to bear witness to
the heroic manner in which our boy®
there are defending the honor of
their womanhood from the most bar-
baric invasion of history. The “Huns”
hate the British most bitterly, and it
they ever get into the British Is-
lands or any of the colonies the at-
rocities they will commit will make
those they have inflicted on Belgium,
Serbia and France appear a mere
bagatelle.

tain some items that should not be
published in the press, as copies of
such letters sent back in papers to
the front sometimes cause embarrass-
ment.

Good
evangelists go from camp to camp
holding meetings and tens of thou-
sands of men have taken the stand
for a better life.

A Look at the Front

Capt. Best then took his hearers on
a tour of the trenches. At Poper-
inghe, seven miles back from the
front, is the Y. M. C. A. head of-
fice, where the speaker was in
charge. The poor old town is all
smashed up.” Further along the Rue
de Lille is Ypres, of which magnifi-
cent city there is left only the part
of a wall here and there. The grand
cld Cloth Hall, the grand old Cathe-
dral are gone; just some pillars left.
The belfry tower of Ypres, with the
crucifix over the dodr looking out
over nothing but wreckage, has not
been harmed, although the town is
constantly shelled. In the centre of
Ypres, in,a cellar twenty feet deep,
well walled in and covered up, is the
'Y. M. C. A. depot, where troops call
and are rested and refreshed and
may write letters home, etc.

From the bridge outside of Ypres,
‘one sees hills all around, from which
he can be seen by the Germans. And
along the British front are 15 to 20
stationary ballrooms from which men
are watching. This is just outside
the range of rifie and machine gun
fire, and small groups there are sel-
dom molested by the enemy's guns.
Soon one is in rifle range and then
he must walk in the cover of the can-
al bank. By going carefully he gets
safely up to the bluffs, which are
tunnelled oct, a Canadian or British
battalion in each opening 25 to 30
feet underground and eomparatively
safe. These are about 400 yards from
the German trenches, and the Y. M.
C. A. is there.

If one is curious, he can go from
there by ~communication trenches
clear into the front line’ trenches,
where no one is safe for a moment.
By using a perigcope, like a mirror,
you can look over the parapet and see
the Hun parapet, exactly like our
own, earth work up part of the way
and then sand bags. If one goes
here only to have it to say Le was in
the front trenches he'd better get out
as quick as Qe can.

Sometimes these trenches are dry

diers Comforts; but the Y. M. C. A.
had also a claim.

The Y. M. C. A. were found near
the front trenches and in several
places right in the front trenches
dealing out hot coffee and refresh-
ments -right in the battle, spending
$700 a day. All soldiers have shell
shock, and a cup of coffee refreshes
and encourages them.

When the five sta-
tionary balloons signalled where to
find the enemy and the Canadian
guns found their target, the Canadian
trenches were swept with such a hail
of projectiles tl:at the artillery, short
of ammunition anyway, had to stop
firing.

But they
held the line, for they kmew what it
would mean to the women and the
whole country if the Huns were al-
lowed to break through.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST LAND REGULATICNS

THE sole head of a family, or any
male over 18 years old may _home-
stead a quarter-section of available
Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskat-
chewan or Alberta. Applicant must
appear in person at the Dominion
Lands Agency or Sub-Ageney for the
District. Entry by proxy may be
made at any Dominion Lands Agency
(but not Sub-Agency), on certain
conditions.

Duties—Six months residence upon
and cultivation of the land in each ef
three years. A homesteader may live
within nine miles of his homestead
on a farm of at least 80 acres om
certain conditions. A habitable house
is required except where residence
is performed in the vicinity.

Live stock mmay be substituted for
cultivation under certain conditions,

In certain districts a homestéader
in good standing may preempt a
quarter-section alongside his home-
stead. Price $3.00 per acre.

Duties—Six months residence in
each of three years after earning
homestead patent; also 50 acres ex-
tra cultivation. Pre-emption patemt
may be obtained as soon as homestead
patent, on certain conditions.

A settler who has exhausted his
homestead right may take a purchas-
ed homestead in certain dlltl’iitl.
Price $3.60 per acre.

BEWARE OF THE
TUSSOCK MOTH
The Government experts who have
been cleaning the trees of towns,
report many evidences of the dreaded
Tussock moth. All should inspect
and guard their trees. The female
moth being wingless, the only way
whereby this insezt can spread is by
the caterpillars crawling. Therefore
trees which have been thoroughly
cleaned or those near an infested
area may be protec‘ed by a strip of
loose cotton bound tightly around the

Dealers have been reported for
allowing privete individuals .to use
their plates while waiting for regular
licenses for these parties. This can.
not be allowed. Will you please see
that every dealer carries two numbgrs
as there is a report that a dealer will
use one plate on one car and one on
another . Dealers’ tags are to be used
on cars for demonstration purposes
only, and not for private usé or for
hire. I understand that this is being
violated continually.

IN CAMPBELLTON

The Prohibition Act has worked a
wonderful chagge in the work of the
police court. During the month ~of
May 1917 only two men were arrest-
ed for drunkenness and both of these
came off the train and did not get
their liquor here.

In the same period last year there
were twenty arrests for drunkenness
and many who were slightly under
the influence of liguor were not ap-
prehended.

Now if a man is at all suspected
of having liquor on his person he is
taken in charge and closely question-
ed. R

Some pedple who are not conversant
with the law are getting into serfous
trouble.

One young man who claimed he
bought liquor before the prohibition
act came into force, cla he gave
a friend_a flask of liquor. He was
up for violation of the act and fined
§100, and costs or four months in
jail. He paid the fine.

Anether young man came here from
Matapedia. He had liquor on his
person went to a hotel where he
drank to excess. He was arrested
under the Prohibition Act and fined
$150, and ‘costs or four months in
jail. He also paid.

The Swiss System Sk

The Swiss system of military train-
ing is one that is recommended for
adoption for this coyntry and it num-
bers among its supporters, large num-
bers of men who have given much
thought to the subject. In Switzer-
land every man capable of military
service must do a certain amount of
work in the army. The period for
infantry regiments amounts to but
two months for the first traininz and
then two or three weeks each year
in practice and rifle shooting. Each
citizen keeps in his home his mili-
tary rifle and his uniform and acces-
sories so that any time when called
he can report to the place of meet-
ing completely equipped for military
duty. He is responsible for the con-
dition of his rifle and outfit and must
see that they are kept in perfect con-
dition. R

The Swiss system is the most de-
mocratic military system in the world
for the simple reason that in Switzer-
land every man is first a citizen and
secondly a soldier, and no man, un-
less physically iIncapacitated, cam
perform the duties of a citizen unless
he has done the required military
work.
