LONZO STAPLES.

Gladstone Reaches His 84th Year-Daily 
Life and Habita.

London, Dec. 29.—When Mr. Gladstone 
entered the house of commons this after­
noon he was given a most enthusiastic 
welcome by his supporters. As he passed 
down the aisle to his seat the liberals 
sprang to their feet, and, waving their 
hats, cheered him again and again at the 
top of their voices. The prime minister 
smilingly bowed in acknowledgement of 
their vehement greeting.

As soon as Mr. Gladstone had taken his 
seat the right hon. A. J. Balfour, the 
leader of the opposition in the house 
arose and in well-chosen words offered to 
the prime minister the sincere congratu­
lations of himself and his party. Mr. Bal­
four’s little speech was received with ex­
tremely hearty and prolonged cheering.

Mr. Gladstone made a brief response 
thanking the leader of the Opposition for 
his great courtesy.

Mr. Gladstone is in excellent health on 
this his 84th birthday, and this morning 
arose al an early hour, looking strong and 
virile. The scene at his official residence 
in Downing street throughout the morning 
was one of unusual animation. The hour­
ly mails were extraordinarily heavy and 
messengers were arriving and departing 
with telegrams, messages and cards of 
congratulation. Queen Victoria, the Prince 
and Princess of Wales, and prominent 
members of both English parties have 
tendered their congratulations. A large 
number of congratulatory messages have 
been received from America, the continent 
and Australia. Many liberal societies 
have adopted resolutions of felicitation, 
copies of which have been forwarded to 
the premier. Mr. Gladstone, after break­
fast, attended personally to his letters, 
and at noon presided at a meeting of the 
cabinet. He was deeply affected by the 
warmth of the greetings of his colleagues. 
Peals were rung on the bells at Hawarden, 
near which place Mr. Gladstone has his 
residence. The members of the diplo­
matic corps called upon Mr. Gladstone 
during the day and congratulated him.

The Times this morning devotes an edi­
torial column to a. birthday article, which 
is a curious mixture of blame and praise. 
After congratulating the premier upon the 
full poeeeseion of his powers, which has 
been proved by his marvellous energy and 
courage since his last accession to office, 
The Times asks whether it is for the pub­
lic interest that a man past eighty-four 
should remain premier, and then answers 
the question by citing Gladstone’s opinion 
of twenty years ago that nobody ought to 
be premier after his 60th year. “Gladstone’s 
experience is that of Nestor,” continued 
The Times, “but Nestor did not try to 
play the part of Agamemnon or Achilles. 
The position of an independent advisor 
whose knowledge and criticism would be 
always at the nation’s service would befit 
Mr. Gladstone better.”

Boston Daily Transcript.
For over half a century, indeed, for 

nearly sixty years, rt. hon. William E. 
Gladstone, now prime minister of Eng­
land, has been a distinguished member of 
the house of commons, beginning as a 
rabid tory, or conservative, and develop­
ing gradually into the most liberal of lib­
erals, now so wide and open in his views, 
that he is ready to give over, free-handed, 
Ireland’s own affairs to Ireland, Scotland’s 
church affairs to Scotland, and grant the 
struggling agriculturists of Wales, freedom 
from those severe tithes exacted by the 
ecclesiastical body ot the established 
church. In 1839, fifty-four years ago, 
Lord Macaulay wrote an essay on Glad­
stone, of whom he then said, in review­
ing a book published at that time by 
Gladstone : “ The author of this volume is 
a young man of unblemished character^ 
and distinguished parliamentary talents, 
the rising hope of those stem and un­
bending tories. * * * It would not be at 
all strange if Mr. Gladstone were one of 
the most unpopular young men in Eng­
land. But we believe that we do more 
than justice when we say that his abili­
ties and demeanor have obtained for him 
the good will and respect of all parties.
* * * We are much pleased to see a grave 
and elaborite treatise on the important 
philosophy of government proceed from 
the pen of a young man who is rising to 
eminence in the house of commons.

It is my intention to pass over the his­
tory of this long and extraordinary life, 
and dwell upon a few of the present 
features, habits and characteristics of this 
illustrious gentleman, known so nniver* 
sally as the Grand Old Man.

He is far greater in character than in 
any of his publicly known capacities, and 
it is often painful to those living with 
him to see the way in which he is mis­
understood. He is wonderfully even at 
home, with a control over himself that is 
almost superhuman, and a sweetness of 
temper to match it. He is a voracious 
reader, and will read for hours, his favorite 
books being Homer and Dante. Mr. 
Gladstone’s constitution is of iron, and 
physicians point him out as a specimen of 
pure and healthy strength. Few old men 
have been known to rally after sn attack 
of influenza or grip, yet Mr. Gladstone, 
who caught this perilous malady two 
years ago, not only rallied, but seemed to 
benefit by the, to him, unusual event of 
having a short illness. His energy in the 
last few years is as great as it was forty 
years ago, and he gets through as much 
work as he has ever done. More simple 
habits and a simpler diet than he adheres 
to could not well be found outside of a 
Scotch crofter’s hut. For fifty years of 
his life he has been a late riser, for he has 
lived half his life in parliament, is seldom 
absent from the debates ; and as the house 
of commons, until recently, usually sat in 
busy times from noon until two or three 
o’clock the next morning, he acquired the 
habit of late hours. Like Chatham, Sir 
Walter Scott and many other eminent 
men, who either had or have a great 
amount of brain work to do, he believes 
in a good eight to ten hours’ sleep.

His diet consists of a hard boiled egg 
for breakfast and a slice of tongue, with 
tea and toast. For luncheon he has cold 
meat, milk pudding and cheese ; and 
sometimes takes a cup of tea at five o’clock. 
His dinner consists of soup, sometimes 
fish, and one other dish only. Rice pud­
ding is his favorite food, and when dining 
privately he will make the better part of 
his meal off this alone. Marcus Aurelius 
compared with him (in the way Plutarch 
is so fond of comparing men) would be 
found not unlike him on this point as 
well as on many others.

He has never been one of those careful 
men afraid of a draught or a piece of 
fresh bread. I remember some years ago 
when Gladstone was last in power, bis 
comipg into the reform club one winter 
night after the debate in the commons, 
and ordering a hot muffin and a pot of 
tea. It was an hour after midnight 
Professor Huxley, who had' remained at

the club match later than was usual for 
him, asked Gladstone if he expected to 
get any sleep that night after two cups of 
strong tea and hot bread. Mr. Gladstone 
replied that he usually took a muffin and 
tea after returning from the house, and 
found that it made him sleep all the 
better. He stood in front of the open 
fire place, conversing serenely for some 
time, as if he had just come in from a 
holiday in the country, not from an ex­
cited and stormy debate. He seemed to 
have forgotten the house of commons, or 
to have put it out of his mind. He then 
took his hat and stick and walked through 
Pall Mall, Charing Cross and parliament 
street, alone, to Downing street, the official 
residence of the prime minister.

Mr. Gladstone is one of those men who 
realize that every hard and concentrated 
worker must have relaxation and rest. 
It is a noticeable fact that the New York 
business man toils and labors more than 
the beaver or the bee, for these have 
their seasons of rest. He never rests. In 
a short time his energies are worn out, 
and at fifty-six or sixty he is an old man. 
Wise men like Mr. Gladstone know that 
more and lietter work can be accomplished 
in less time by keeping the body and 
mind fresh. He has so trained himself 
that he can at will throw off the most 
pressing affairs of state. After reading 
letters and answering correspondence in 
the morning, often dictating for or five 
letters at a time, receiving ministers, or 
sitting in council with his cabinet, he 
gives himself a recess, to walk, drive, have 
a friendly chat, listen to Some good music, 
play a game of chess, or some congenial 
amusement. He then goes to the house 
of commons. After the debate he takes a 
friend by the arm and walks home, en­
grossed in some topic of literature, or dis­
cussing some individual a thousand leagues 
removed from politics. In this he re­
sembles the celebrated Wilfred West, who 
would drop his pen at the end of a meta­
physical composition and read the first 
comic book he could lay hands on. Ward 
was very fat and very energetic, and when 
fatigued could snatch a moment’s sleep in 
any place at any time. If he chanced to 
be in a drawing-room he would say “ Par­
don me, madam,” dive into a big chair, 
sleep five minutes, wake up refreshed, 
and resume the conversation where he 
had broken it off.

Morally and physically Mr. Gladstone 
is fearless. As an example of his courage, 
some time ago at a breakfast given by 
him to a party of friends, lie was telling 
of his love for toys when a child, and 
describing in his delightfully amusing 
manner the quaintness and primitiveness 
of the toys of seventy years ago compared 
with the wonderful toys of our time. He 
described how the toys of the present 
day are wAked, and what remarkable 
things they are made to do, in so particu­
lar a way that one saw clearly that his 
reputation for being a minute observer 
was no invention. While everyone was 
laughing merrily, a loud explosion was 
heard very near. He was the only one 
at the table who did not change color. 
Every one thought for the moment that 
the explosion was in the house—Downing 
street—as there had been several serious 
dynamite outrages but » short time be­
fore. Mr. Gladstone’s calmness in the 
midst of the excitement that followed 
was very fine. Finding that some one 
had tried to blow up the admiralty, back 
of the official residence, he went over 
directly to inquire into the extent of the 
damage done. After seeing the ruin he 
returned, by this time very indignant, 
and his fine deep voice rang out as he 
denounced the dastardly attempt, invol­
ving the risk of so many innocent lives, 
and regretted that animosity against him­
self should take so insane a form. He 
quickly controlled himself, however, and 
a few moments later, while helping a lady 
on with her wrap, which he was putting 
on upside down, I heard him make some 
amusing remark about the impossibility 
of understanding a woman’s gear. His 
manner is princely and he possesses a 
courtliness that one seldom, if ever, meets 
with in these rough and ready times. His 
personal magnetism is remarkable, his 
conversational powers unexcelled, and 
his dignity and his grace of manner very 
charming. He goes to church every 
morning, rain or shine. How excellent 
an item for a biographer—a good biog­
rapher could make use of this trait to off­
set, or rather to give light to the more 
sombre dignity of his great traits and 
capabilities.

In the house of commons yon see Glad­
stone as much in his element as a fish in 
the sea, or a lion in the Asian wilderness. 
His powers have full play and freedom. 
He resembles a river bursting through 
all bounds, and he carries before him all 
his opponents like so many sticks of wood 
merely drifting on the surface of a deep 
stream, and completely in its power. This 
has been Mr. Gladstone’s past history. 
Before the opening of parliament this 
year, one feared that, owing to his great 
age, the rising end able Mr. Balfour, 
young and vigorous in mind, might prove, 
more than a match for his aged opponent. 
The very first night of the reassembling 
of parliament, these two chiefs—the old 
and the young—crossed swords, and the 
battle began. Balfour begàn the attack 
forcibly in an extended speech, and one 
sat in suspense awaiting the old man’s 
response, half-fearing that he would not 
rise to the greatness of his younger days. 
One by one he picked up Balfour’s chal­
lenges and flung them into the air like 
bubbles, smiling as he seemed to see them 
burst Once he had broken through the 
ice, and warmed to his theme, he bore on 
in a flood of eloquence that swept his 
man before him. The entire house sat in 
astonishment at the prodigious power of a 
man whom fifteen years ago, his opponents 
said, had seen his best days, and had 
grown too old ever to rise again. Since 
that time they have not only been twenty 
times undeceived, but have had conster­
nation spread in their ranks as many 
times. This victory was as great a triumph 
for Mr. Gladstone and his party as he has 
ever achieved,.although he is now eighty- 
four years of age. From the visitors’ 
gallery one gets a good view of all the 
members of the house. At one end of the 
oblong room sits the speaker, elevated 
six or seven steps above the floor, in his 
great throne of a chair. The long benches 
occupied by members run in straight lines 
the entire length of the “ house.” The 
ministers sit on the speaker’s right hand ; 
the opposition, or party out of office, on 
his left. Between the cabinet ministers 
and the leaders of the opposition is a long 
narrow table, on which lies the great 
golden mace of the empire, and over 
which the leaders of both parties debate. 
Of course on the reassembling of parlia­
ment this year not one member was ab­
sent, some arriving as early as five o’clock 
in the morning in order to secure a seat. 
The picture gallery of many distinguished 
faces, not to mention the animation of 
the gathered forces, was well worth, an 
evening’s time. y:

But most noteworthy, and standing out

like a pale sea-bjlfl against a gfay cloud» 
was the dome-like, white illustrious head 
of the Grand Old Man. No photo­
graph or portrait, not even the one 
painted by Watts when Gladstone was 
thirty-six, gives a just idea of his large 
and splendid features. Standing there in 
his dark clothes in front of the long table, 
he looked as firm as Eddystone light­
house, and his dark eagle eyes flashed 
over the assembly some of the same kind 
of startling light. Mr. Gladstone’s power 
seems to lay as much in his personal 
magnetism as in his vast command of 
dignified language, which falls its foil 
weight upon his adversary. It is not ex­
travagant to use such sitting comparisons 
as I have done, for since Newman’s and 
Tennyson’s death, there is no individual 
in England as illustrious as Mr. Glad­
stone. Indeed it is to be doubted whether 
the world contains a statesman to be com' 
pared with him, now that Bismark has 
become peevish and broken by years, 
After making a speech in the house of 
commons, Mr. Gladstone will listen with 
the utmost composure to the member 
who follows him, no matter how savage 
the attack, or elaborate the argument 
He sometimes leans over to say some­
thing to Sir William Harcourt or to Mr. 
Morley, or seems to stop listening in order 
to write. He often sinks back into the 
cushions of the treasury bench, apparent­
ly unconscious of the difficult questions 
his adversary is putting. But when that 
adversary has finished his long and bril­
liant speech, he generally finds that the 
old man has not been dozing, but has 
been most terribly awake.

I have already spoken of the deeply re­
ligious element in Mr. Gladstone’s char­
acter. Ecclesiastical matters have always 
greatly interested him. The conferring 
of ecclesiastical posts is one of the chief 
pleasures he derives from his power. The 
moral side of life has appealed to him 
more than any other from his earliest 
days, and he has never gotten over his 
conviction that the rulers of the country 
should in all their graver measures first 
be impelled by a religious purpose, and 
then by the industrial and commercial 
interests of their country. Towards the 
close of last year he made a speech at 
Liverpool of the greatest interest. He 
praised the city for its tremendous growth 
in wealth and influence; dwelt on the 
energy, the determination of its citizens, 
recalling to them his own boyhood, which 
was spent there when Liverpool was but 
a small town, and only a few sailing ships 
rode at anchor in the Mersey. Since 
those days, he said, their wealth had 
grown beyond all limit, and their enter­
prise could not be crushed or checked by 
their powerful neighbor and rival, Man­
chester ; but in their endeavor to outvie 
that important city, he begged them in 
their struggle for superiority in mercan­
tile power, not to lose sight of the highér 
attributes and larger aims of mankind, 
such as the nurturing and encouraging of 
science in all its expanding branches ; of 
art and the beauty of sound in music, 
which refine our natures and strengthen 
our manhood for the noblest efforts. But 
above all, not to lose sight in the race for 
gold, of that which is of more value than 
all things else—man^BBmatfal atfil—

On the 31st of January, last year, Lon­
don presented a remarkable street scene. 
From noon until four o’clock Downing 
street and the broad thoroughfare of Par­
liament street leading into parliament 
square, as well as the square itself, were 
crowded with thousands of people wait­
ing to catch a glimpse of the prime minis­
ter. When at last, after several hours of 
waiting Mr.Gladstone appeared, a sonorous 
murmur and then a tremendous cheer 
rang throught the streets. Mr. Gladstone 
in order to avoid the crush of parliament 
street, had gone by another route, and be­
fore the crowd knew it, he and Mrs. Glad­
stone appeared near the gates leading into 
the big courtyard in front of the houses 
of parliament. In a moment the crowd 
near the gates made such a wild rush that 
the road in front of Mr. Gladstone’s horses 
became so densely blocked as to stop them 
suddenly. In the momentary confusion, 
the foremost among the crowd were 
pushed against the shoulders and sides of 
the horses, wedging them, but the fine 
pair of tall blacks behaved as if they were 
accustomed to such scenes, and kept as 
cool and quiet as Mr. Gladstone, who set 
bank in the high open Victoria beside 
Mrs. Gladstone, occasionally taking off his 
hat to the crowds in that square that kept 
up one prolonged cheer. Before the 
mounted police had time to interfere, the 
people themselves had forced open a way 
to let the prime minister pass. It was an 
impressive sight, and many in the crowd 
seemed to realize that in all probability 
and in the natural course of human events 
this would be the last of the grand old 
man’s triumphant return to parliament, 
and there were a few present who did not 
hope to see him victorious during his 
present term of office in his all-absorbing 
desire to free Ireland from the disadvan­
tage of being robbed of the privilege of 
self-rule. Joseph Anderson.

MOJAVE SUPERSTITIONS.
Twin Children Killed and Their Mother 

Burned as a Witch.

Los Angeles, Cal., Dec 31.— A horrible 
story of the wild law and superstition of 
the Mojave Indians is told by J. F. Saun­
ders, who arrived last evening from 
Needles, a town on the Colorado river, on 
the Atlantic and Pacific railway. He had 
heard the details just before he took the 
train, and they seem to be corroborated 
by an account given in a local paper, the 
Eye, which he brought with him.

The Mojave Indian reservation is about 
half a mile from Needles, and the abori­
gines are virtually their own masters, 
having their own laws and superstitions. 
From Saunders’ account, on Tuesday last 
a triple murder was committed, under the 
plea of a tradition, by the Indians. One 
of the prettiest squaws of the tribe, named 
Loneta, was married according to the 
Savage rites about a year ago. She was a 
comely girl, only eighteen years old, and 
had picked up some education. Her bus- 
band was one of the braves and appeared 
to be very fond of her.

Sunday last she gave birth to twins, 
and, as a result, a grand pow wow was 
called, for, according to the Mojave tradi­
tion, the squaw who has twins is a witch 
and a consort of evil spirits. The penalty 
has always been death for the babies and 
mother. Loneta’s husband was so fond of 
her, however, that he made a strong plea 
for her and her babies, but it was of no 
avail. The medicine man held that the 
old custom must be observed and the two 
little ones were brought forward and 
brained with a club.

Loneta was kept for a more trying or­
deal, which she suffered without complain­
ing. Everyone of her personal belongings 
was gathered and put into her shack and 
she was ordered inside. She bid her hus­
band farewell and went in. The entrance 
was closed and straw and brush were piled 
about the frail structure and in about two 
hours, but a few embers remained to tell 
the tragic story. Officers at Needles 
learned the facts too late to interfere and 
the poor squaw, with this horrible torture 
passed to the happy hunting grounds, 
where her ill-starred offspring had pre­
ceded her. ______________

AT THE BOTTOM OF THE SEA.
No Traces of Wreckage In the Deepest 

of the Ocean’s Depth

An extraordinary circumstance that has 
been noticed with interest and that al­
ways creates surprise when first learned 
is the entire absense of loreign matter in 
the deepest part of the ocean’s floor. Of 
all the vessels lost in mid ocean ; of all 
the human beings that have been 
drowned ; of all the marine animals that 
have perished ; of all the clay, sand and 
gravel let fall by the dissolving icebergs ; 
of all the various substances drifted from 
every shore by shifting currents, no trace 
remains, but in their place water from 
one thousand to twenty-five hundred 
fathoms in depth covers the uniform de­
posit of thick, bluish, tenacious slime 
called globigerina ooze, says the Cosmo­
politan Magazine.

A "Bit of this under a powerful lens is 
declared to be a revelation of beauty not 
readily forgotten. The ooze is composed 
almost entirely of the daintiest, most deli­
cately beautiful shells imaginable. At 
depths greater than twenty-five hundred 
fathoms the bottom of the sea consists 
mainly of product arising from exposure, 
for almost incalculable periods, to the 
chemical action of the sea water, of 
pumice and other volcanic matters.

This finally results in the formation of 
red clay deposits that are considered char­
acteristic of the profoun&st depths of the 
ocean. Carbonate of lime, which in the 
form of shells of foraminifera makes up so 
large a part of the globigerina oose, is 
here almost entirely absent.

■Soda water is very nearly a universal 
solvent, and before any shell, large or 
small reaches the bottom of the tremend­
ous abysms it is chemically eaten" up, lit­
erally dissolved — a result which the 
enormous pressure of the water must ma­
terially hasten.

At one thousand fathoms the weight of 
the water pressure on all sides of an ob­
ject immersed to that depth is very nearly 
one ton to the square inch, or more than 
one hundred times that sustained at the 
sea level, and at the greatest depth the 
pressure is so increased that it would 
seem nothing could withstand it ; in fact, 
heavy metal Cylinders let down with a 
sounding apparatus are sometimes, on 
being drawn up again to the surface, found 
bent ari^ collapsed ; strongly-made glass 
which the metal inclosed are shattered 
into fragments.

BUSINESS FAILURES OF 1893.

An Increase in Number of SO Per Cent, 
aa Compared With 1808.

New York, Dec. 29.—The total number 
of businsss failures throughout the United 
States, is 15,500 for 1893, an increase of 
more than fifty per cent, over the year 
before ; while the total liabilities are $402,- 
400,000, an increase of nearly four hun­
dred per cent, over the year before. The 
total assets are $263,000,000, or sixty-five 
per cent, of the liabilities, a larger pro- 
proportion of assets to liabilities, than 
ever before reported.

The commercial death rate throughout 
the country, has jumped from 1 in 100 in 
1892, to 1£ in 100 in the past year. These 
totals do not include more than 240 
banks compelled to suspend with an ag­
gregate of about $80,000,000 liabilities, 
and assets fully twenty-five per cent, in 
excess of that sum.

The total number of failures in New 
England in 1893, was 2,139 ; total liabili­
ties, $45,465,110; assets, $23,867,874. In 
1892 there were 1,659 failures, with liabil­
ities of $16,278,733, and assets of $6,057,- 
759.

Bank clearings at cities reporting 
throughout the United States for the past 
twelve months, aggregate approximately, 
$53,420,901,000, about 12.5 per cent, less 
than in 1892. The weeek’s clearings ag­
gregate $777,984,000, twenty-six per cent, 
less than in the same week last year.

THEIR VERT HARD LOT.
Two Widows of the Bast Side Who Will 

be Dispossessed After Christmas,

PITIABLE STATE OF AFFAIRS.
The condition of things at Red Island, 

Placentia, is pitable beyond description, 
says a St. Johns, Nfld., despatch of the 
2nd inst. Typhoid fever is raging and 
people aw in a fearful state. Fever is in 
fifteen booses and ten deaths bsiYe oc­
curred. In one house the two parents 
are dead, and the children lay around on 
the floor, stricken with the same disease, 
with no one to help them.

In connection with the hard times now 
prevailing in New York city, we clip the 
following from the New York Sun :

Monday morning two widows had a 
little courtroom experience which they are 
not likely to forget. They were Mary 
Henry of 136 Allen street and Mary Regur 
of 118 East Fourth street. They had both 
been served with dispossess notices by 
their respective landlords.

This was not what made the occasion so 
memorable a one, for they had been dis­
possessed before. Mrs. Henry went 
through the process only three months 
ago. But the remarkable thing about this 
event was that the programme arranged 
by the landlord went decidedly wrong. 
Civil Justice Sleekier, before whom the 
case came up, not only gave the two wo­
men a chance to stay a little longer under 
a roof, but he “passed the hat,” as Mrs. 
Henry says, and got $20, which he divid­
ed between them. They are not to be 
dispossessed until the day after Christmas.

“What will you do with the money you 
received yesterday ?” a Sun reporter asked 
of Mrs. Henry.

“I had to pay a dollar that I owed for 
coal, and another dollar was due for 
groceries. My credit was gone at the 
grocery store, and I hadn’t had anything 
but bread to eat for four days till I got this 
money yesterday. I have $8 left now. 
No one will move your goods for less than 
$2, and I must have meney to pay one 
month’s rent in advance or I can’t get into 
a house.”

“ How much rent do you pay here?”
“Seven dollars and a halt a month for 

two rooms. You can’t get anything less 
than that fipSa front tenement.”

“But you will have only $6 left after 
moving, What will you do ?”

“Go into a rear tenement, I suppose,” 
was the reply with a grim smile. “It’s 
just to keep on going from bed to worse.

“No. When this baby was bom I had 
just 35 cents in the house. The next day 
I had to get a half a pound of tea. That 
cost 13 cents. The baby will be four 
months old the day after Christmas. 
We’ll move into a new house and cele­
brate,” she added, ironically.

The woman was keen and intelligent. 
When she was asked how she managed to 
live, she went to the mantel and got a 
handful of pawn tickets. She looked the 
crumpled pieces of paper over regretfully.

“ Ten yards of dress goods,” she read. 
“ I got $2 on that. A mirror. I paid $18 
for that when I had work. He gave $3 
for it in pawn.”

“ What is your work ? ”
“ Making buttonholes in shirts and 

ladies’ waists.”
“ How much do you get ? ”
“ Half a cent a button hole. It isn’t 

much, but I work as fast as a machine. I 
can average 300 buttonholes a day. If I 
could only get work I would be all right, 
but I haven’t had anything to do since in 
June. It is awful. Generally I am busy 
all the year except in July. My husband 
has been dead neary a year, but I had to 
do most of the work anyhow, because he 
had consumption. See my baby ? He’s 
a smart baby. I know that, even if I am 
poor,” she said, bitterly.

“ Well, what are you going to do? ”
She gave the hopeless shrug with which 

one becomes so familiar among the very 
poor.

“ Be put out, I suppose.”
“ What are you going to do Christmas ? ”
“ Get along without anything, I guess, 

the way I always do.”
“Haven’t you any hope of anything? ” 
“I hope I’ll get work next month,” she 

said.
The other widow was also at home 

when the reporter called. One child who 
has the measles was sitting on the bed 
and the other two were playing around, 
a sickly looking pair. Mrs. Regur’s rooms, 
like those of Mrs. Henry, were clean. Mrs. 
Regur herself is a German and does not 
speak English. Her husband died only 
eight weeks ago, and she has been vainly 
hunting for work ever since. She wants 
to wash dishes in a restaurant, or clothes, 
or almost anything. She, too, has a re­
prieve from moving until Christmas is 
over, though it isn’t easy to see how a 
penniless woman with sick children is to 
move even then.

THE WINTER CARE OF CATTLE.
When the farmer has provided good, 

warm, comfortable stables and sheds for 
his live stock, he is apt to think that he 
has done all that is necessary for their 
comfort, forgetting that, perhaps, in his 
anxiety to keep his animal warm, he has 
neglected to provide proper ventilation 
and has thus shut in his stable, in the 
form of impure air, a more dreaded 
enemy than Jack Frost. Mr. Smith, in 
Hoard’s Dairyman, writes the following 
on the care of cattle :

Those who have built good, warm barns 
and sheds have taken one of the most im­
portant steps in order that their cattle 
may have healthful winter quarters. Yet 
good buildings are not all ; cleanliness 
about stables and sheds, and all iother 
buildings in which animals are housed, 
is just as important to the health of the 
animals as cleanliness about the house is 
important to the health of the family. 
The ventilation of stables and cattle sheds 
should especially receive attention. Dr. 
N. S. Townshend says : “ No disease is 
spreading more alarmingly among our 
better bred and more carefully housed 
cattle than tuberculosis. No cause of this 
disease is believed to be more potent for 
mischief than keeping the stock where 
there is insufficient air space, and where 
the air must of necessity be breathed over 
and over again. Yet how rarely do we 
find a shed or stable where the whole air 
of the interior is not laden with animal 
odors, the products of respiration or of 
other secretions.” About most farm 
buildings throughout the winter, means 
of disinfection need to be used occasion­
ally. Sulphurous acid gas, obtained by 
burning brimstone upon shavings, is 
given by those of experience as probably 
the best disinfectant for all buildings that 
can he tightly closed, although chloride 
of lime will, in some cases, be more con­
venient and perhaps equally effectual. 
To prevent the spread of contagious dis­
eases, not only must disinfectants be used, 
but rigid separation and isolation are 
necessary.

Again there are hundreds of farmers 
whom it will pay to spend some leisure 
time in refitting their barns and sheds, 
nailing on loose boards as well as fasten­
ing up cracks about the stables to shut 
out the cold and make them comfortable. 
There are still others who own large 
herds of cattle which they do not expect 
to shelter, and will feed sparingly. This 
class make no pretence at winter dairying, 
and are not able to do much at it in the 
summer. It is sad to witness the suffer­
ing of the animals, and it is strange why 
some practices are continued where they 
are not only cruel to the stock, but the 
owners lose by them thousands and thous­
ands of dollars. It is hard for the western 
farmer or herdsman to realize that, al­
though the dairy cow may live through 
the winter, unprotected from the winter’s 
blast, and poorly fed, yet she cannot be 
of profit, for the shivering cow cannot 
produce a bountiful flow of milk, neither 
will the little she does give contain the 
amount of tmtterfat that it would if the 
donor was warmly kept.

The importance of having stables venti­
lated in accordance with correct princi­
ples of hygiene, is generally admitted. 
That the supply of fresh air should be 
ample is frequently insisted upon, but the 
need of the abundance of light is not so 
generally recognized. On this subject the 
London Live Stock Journal has the follow­
ing remarks :

Some stables are at mid-day in a state 
of semi-darkness —a condition, to say the 
least, anything but conducive to the well­
being of the horse. No animal enjoys the 
light, of day more than he. In his wild 
state he frequents the open plain or 
mountain side in the full light of day. 
Wild horses are never found to inhabit 
gloomy forests or dark ravines. The 
horse is a child of light, and he should be 
treated accordingly in domestication, if he 
is to be kept in perfect health and spirits, 
with his eyesight-unimpaired. The fre­
quent transition from a darkjstable into 
the full glare of day cannot fail to act 
prejudicially on his visual organs, and so 
also must almost permanent gloom and 
darkness. If we studied only his com­
fort, we would give him at all times a 
stable foil of cheerful light as well as re­
freshing air.

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A LAST WORD.

On Monday the electors will decide 
who is to be mayor of Fredericton for the 
present year, and they should have no 
trouble in arriving at a conclusion as to 
how they shall cast their ballots. On 
the one side is Mayor Beckwith, with his 
years of experience in the city council 
and chief magistrate’s chair ; with a civic 
record against which the breath of criti­
cism has not been raised in the present 
contest ; the candidate of no party, clique, 
society, or faction. Mr. Jordan, on the 
other hand, was brought into the field by 
a society which, for some reason not yet 
disclosed, is making strenuous efforts to 
secure control of the city machinery. He 
is without experience in civic affairs, and 
has no special claim for the positon that 
should outweigh all other considerations 
urged against him. The Herald cannot be 
accused in having any particular interest 
in Mr. Beckwith’s personal success. He 
is nothing to The Herald ; he is, indeed, 
and has been, entirely opposed to those 
who might be regarded as friendly to this 
paper, but in the present contest we have 
given him support, because in surveying 
the field, we concluded he is best fitted 
for the position of mayor, having regard 
to his past course, and because he came 
into the contest independently, and has 
not sought to represent this or that body, 
but the public interest, and the electorate 
as a whole. The Herald, for these 
reaqon^ and others which it has put for­
ward in the past few weeks, urges its 
friends to vote for Mr. Beckwith on Mon­
day, and assure his election, by a good 
majority.

WHERE THE BLAME LIES.

When all the facts are known, it will 
probably be found that some of our over 
enthusiastic conservative friends are to 
blame for the extinction of the Infantry 
school band. General Herbert has stated, 
that one reason why he ordered the abol- 
itien of the band was that of late it had 
been exceeding its functions, and this is 
understood to refer to the band accom­
panying Hon. Mr. Foster and his political 
friends to a tory picnic organized by Mr. 
Wilmot, M. P., at Belmont, Possibly the 
gentlemen who engaged the band, and 
thus dragged it into the political arena, 
believed the band, school, and all, were 
part and parcel of the tory machine, and 
not an organization which should have 
no place in partyism. It is very much to 
be regretted that the band is no more, 
but it is just as well to know who were 
the parties responsible for its extinction. 
If Mr. Foster, Mr. Wilmot and Mr. Temple 
wanted their praises blown through brass 
instruments without legs, they might 
have hired another band, and not placed 
the Infantry school band in a position 
which, according to General Herbert’s 
interpretation,' violated military rules, 
and resulted in disaster.

C. P. R. ENTERPRISE.

The Canadian Pacific railway company 
have entered upon a bold and rather 
novel scheme for colonizing their lands 
in the North West, and apparently feel 
that great success will attend the effort. 
Mr. Armstrong, manager of their coloniza­
tion office at Montreal, has returned from 
a missionary tour of Western Ohio, Michi­
gan, Indiana, and Illinois. With a pair 
of horses he crossed these states with 
many a detour from Chicago to Detroit 
Everywhere among the farmers and ar­
tisans, he preached a promised land. He 
told of the unrivalled pasture lands of the 
great North-West of Canada. Mr. Arm­
strong says that the people of those states 
realize that the time is past when their 
sons can find places in the cities and 
towns. He met scores of young men who 
have returned from the city to the form, 
having discovered that there is no room 
for them in town. Neither is their room 
for them in the country of the American 
west, nor the east, nor the north, nor the 
south. The tragic rush of 300,000 men and 
women to get possession of some 17,000 
farms in the Cherokee Strip was a striking 
illustration of the land-hunger seizing the 
people of the Republic. Then the col­
lapse of the silver boom, through the re­
repeal of the Sherman Bill, has brought 
disaster to irrigating farmers on the arid 
lands of Colorado. Uncle Sam is rich 
enough to give us all a farm — the refrain 
of the glad old song, is no longer true. The 
time has come, Mr. Armstrong says, for 
Canada’s claims to be heard. And heard 
they were respectfully in a hundred school 
houses and town halls of the west.

The C. P. R. railroad now offers to 
carry two delegates from every county in 
the states, through which Mr. Armstrong 
has passed, to the Canadian North-West. 
Every one of the delegates sent out from 
the Eastern States had reported favorably 
to intending emigrants. They said that 
the grass lands of the Saskatchewan and 
Peace River valleys are as rich as those of 
Kentucky, with a crop of oats thrown in. 
All this Mr. Armstrong told the school- 
house audiences, giving geographical rea­
sons wbv Canada was thus favored.

A PROHIBIT I PLEBISCITE.

The popular vote in Ontario, Monday, 
on the question of prohibiting the liquor 
traffic, resulted in an overwhelming ma­
jority for prohibition, but whether this 
will have practical effect in futhering the 
passage of a prohibition measure in the 
dominion parliament, is yet to be seen, 
Ontario is the third province to pronounce 
in this way, the question having already 
been carried in the same way in Mani­
toba and Prince Edward Island. It may 
also be noted here, that the New Bruns­
wick house of assembly, two years ago, 
unanimously passed a resolution in favor 
of prohibition. Plebiscites and local legis­
lative votes, however, will not give Cana­
da prohibition. It is to Ottawa the people 
must look for practical work in the di­
rection of prohibition.

We observe that Hon. George E. Foster 
has been interviewed on the result of the 
Ontario vote and the finance minister is 
reported to have remarked in this wise :

“ The vote on prohibition is certainly a 
remarkable one, the majority being large 
and uniform in the cities. I fhink we 
may take the actual vote as the fair rela­
tive voice of the electorate. If this be so, 
the call is a strong one. It, of course, 
does not decide the question for Ontario, 
as the matter voted on is not acknowledged 
to be within the jurisdiction of the 
province, but it may be fairly taken to 
indicate the position of Ontario on the 
larger question.” ^

“ How would a tifletifitiiry law affect 
the revenue?” “ ttojgjPVtio difference 
so far as mere reveffie is concerned,” re- 
'ied the finance minister, “ whether it be 

ed on tea, coffee and by direct tax or 
'iquors. That is the people's matter

make no mistake. Personally I have no 
doubt, and never have had any, that if 
the waste, expense and ruin entailed by 
drink were done away with, the country 
could well afford to pay three times the 
taxes in a different way.”

The question of “ revenue ” did not 
trouble Mr. Foster until he got into the 
government. When he used to lecture 
in these parts on the temperance question, 
he wanted prohibition at any sacrifice, 
but after he came under the influence of 
partyism, and secured position and salary, 
he hung his prohibition sentiments up to 
dry, and they have been there ever since. 
The question of “ revenue ” with Mr. 
Foster is a matter of $8000 a year as mem­
ber of parliament and cabinet minister. 
No politician has more openly gone back 
on his record on the temperance ques­
tion, than has Mr. Foster.

POSSIBLE EUROPEAN WARS.

THE ROARING GAME.

Matters of Interest to the Jolly Curlers— 
A Protracted Meeting.

The Fredericton Curling club is booming 
this season, and the members look to a very 
successful winter's sport. The membership 
has largely increased, and the financial 
standing of the club is good.

The Christmas and New Year’s' matches 
between the president and vice-presidents’ 
rinks, started up play, and every afternoon, 
and often in the evenings the ice is occu­
pied. .The match on Monday resulted in 
favor of the vice-presidents with the follow­
ing score, by rinks :

A usually authentic cable writer to the 
American press, says, that there is quite a 
general conviction on the other side of the 
Atlantic, that the present year must see a 
European war. He says that in looking 
over an expert diagnosis of the military 
situation for the past five or six years, it 
is curious to note the number of reasons 
they gave connected with the changing 
of weapons, completion of fortresses, and 
so on, for the belief that nobody would be 
ready to fight until 1894. Everybody 
studying Europe’s vast preparations for 
the struggle, seems to pitch upon this as 
the date when they will come naturally 
to a head. Now that we are on the 
threshold of this year of prophecy, we dis­
cover that it is also a year of abundant 
menaces and provocations on its own ac­
count. But not the wisest of the prophets 
foresaw the most characteristic and sig­
nificant feature of all which it is the mis­
sion of 1894 to develop. That is un­
doubtedly the fierce Anglophobia which 
has now taken such powerful hold on the 
French mind. Englishmen who habitu­
ally visit France at mid-winter,return now 
shaking their heads. While there has 
been no overt discourtesy, they have been 
conscious this time of an almost universal 
antipathy surrounding them as by a wall. 
They say that even in the years imme­
diately following 1871, the Germans in 
France never experienced such an ap­
parent and general hostility as the Eng­
lish now encounter. War is not made on 
grounds of this kind, the writer adds, but 
•we know well enough that national senti­
ment of this sort exerts a prodigious 
direct influence on the conduct of French 
international relations, and we know that 
practically all of France’s outstanding dis­
putes are with England. There are Egypt, 
Siam, Newfoundland, Madagascar, West 
Africa, and Morocco, to mention no more, 
any one of which contains the potential 
seeds of rupture. Before that Russian 
squadron steamed around into the Medi­
terranean, these vexed questions were at 
worst, difficult. As France feels now, 
they become dangerous.

The province of Manitoba has evident­
ly gone out of the immigration business 
for the present. Speaking to a reporter 
about the future intentions of the local 
government in regard to the subject, 
Premier Green way said the government 
would not do much this year in the way 
of advertising the country or assisting 
settlers. He thought Manitoba had been 
well advertised in desirable parts of 
Europe, and until farmers here were 
placed in a better position, principally in 
the matter of a reduction of the present 
tariff, there would be little use for further 
expenditure of money to induce settle­
ment. The true method was to make the 
farmers of Manitoba the best advertisers, 
and government members would devote 
their time and attention to improving the 
condition of the farmers at home.

Gdysboro, N. S., must be a poor soil for 
the production of political candidates. 
Thursday, the liberal convention renomi­
nated D. C. Fraser, of New Glasgow, for 
the Dominion seat—for which he will be 
opposed by J. Gordon Forbes, barrister, 
of St. John—and-John H. Sinclair, barris­
ter, of New Glasgow, and D. H. McKinnon, 
barrister, of Gnysborojhindidates for the 
provincial assembly. The conservatives 
will probably import their local candi­
dates from Halifax.

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The most important meeting of the club 
during the season is that of January, and 
on Wednesday night, when president Neill 
had taken the chair, smoothed out his.

SUNBURY MUNICIPAL COUNCIL

Proceedings of the January 
Session.

The Snnbury municipal council opened 
at the court house, Burton, Tuesday. All 
the councillors were present and subscribed 
to the roll as follows : Geo E Armstrong 
and Fred Babbitt, Burton ; Albry Grass and 
H B Mitchell, Lincoln ; W Y Hoyt and 
Ford C Taylor, Blissville ; Wesley Nason 
and Jeremiah Tracy, Gladstone ; G F Banks 
and G A Perley, Maugerville ; T P Taylor 
and C J Burpee, Sheffield ; William Egers 
and James Powers, Northfield.

Geo E Armstrong was elected warden and 
James S White was re-appointed secretary- 
treasurer at a salary of $120. David 8 
Duplisea was re-elected auditor, with $40 
salary.

The following committees were appointed 
by the warden : On secretary-treasurer’s 
accounts—Couns Pnrpee, Perley and Ford 
C Taylor. On public buildings — Couns 
T P Taylor, Banks and Power. Jail — 
Conns Babbitt, Hoyt and Tracy.

The bill of F B Haley, jailer, was passed 
and ordered to be paid. The accounts com­
mittee report shows a cash balance on hand 
of over $1,300. The motion to adopt this 
report caused a somewhat lengthy and 
spirited discussion. Councillor T P Taylor 
showed by the minutes of the last January 
session, that the amount ordered to be as­
sessed for contingencies was $915.10, and 
that the assessment warrant made up by 
the secretary-treasurer was very much in 
excess of what was ordered. The secretary 
was unable to explain the discrepancy to 
the satisfaction of Conn Taylor, and after 
some further discussion the matter dropped. 
Conns Perley and Mitchell defended the 
secretary-treasurer.

A bill was presented for $195.50 for ser­
vices rendered by C E Duffy, clerk of 
the peace. Mr Duffy was granted a hearing 
before the board. He explained that he 
had spent about eleven days and one-half 
conducting criminal proceedings before 
justices at their request, and produced 
certificates of the same, and that the coun­
cil had in the past voted $15 per day for 
like services to his predecessor. He also 
produced certificates from several justices to 
whom he had furnished legal advice in 
criminal matters. After some discussion 
the bill was referred to a committee who 
made a settlement with the clerk of the 
peace for $100, and a salary of $60 was voted 
for like services next year.

A number of bills, caused by the unusual 
amount of criminal proceedings, created 
considerable discussion. The lists of differ­
ent parish officers were passed with some 
changes from last year. Dr Camp was ap­
pointed chairman of the board of health 
and a bill of $7 connected therewith 
passed.

Conn Taylor, of Sheffield, rebuked the 
secretary-treasurer for an error whereby a 
number of parighes free from debt were 
compelled to bear an undue share of the 
parishes that are not in debt because of 
the warrants of assessment, not being 
properly proportioned. The secretary- 
treasurer was unable to explain satisfac­
torily, and a motion was made by Coun 
Mitchell to have the over-assessed amounts 
refunded to the different parishes.

An Address to Christians on a Subject of 
Importance.

Advertisements have been issued call­
ing attention to an address to be given in 
the City Hall next Tuesday evening.

It is understood that the character of 
the address is much different from ordin­
ary evangelistic matter, inasmuch as it 
addressed to Christian people. That is 
to say, the idea of the address is not for 
the purpose of converting people, but to 
tell those who profess Christianity what 
is the full and complete gospel of the 
kingdom of which the coming of the 
Loro takes an important place. The 
matter which the lecturer has to speak 
of, he says, is of utmost importance to 
Christian people, and of a character of 
which, generally speaking, church peo­
ple are very ignorant. He says, in the 
present divided condition of the church, 
we are in no wise prepared to meet the 
-Lord. It is cf the means of preparation 
for this event, and of the way of escape 
from coming judgment, in fact of the 
Lord’s present work in the universal 
chitreh^that he is sent here to speak.

All seats are free, and no collection is 
taken up.

Twenty-seven chemists from all over 
Canada have been challenged for selling 
adulterated pharmaceutical tinctures.

Waring Kennedy was elected mayor of 
Toronto, Monday, defeating R. J. Flem­
ing, the late mayor, by 4,524 votes.

Hon. Mr. Laurier was banquetted at 
Quebec Thursday night, 300 guests sitting 
down. Hou. H. G. Joly presided.

After this year, Montreal’s mayor will 
be elected by the city council, which will 
be reduced from 36 to 24 members.

The total yield of wool last year in the 
United States was 364,157,666 pounds, 
the largest American clip ever raised.

Early Kay has been elected warden of 
Westmorland, defeating Amos Ogden, and 
placing the position once more in liberal 
hands.

Burglars invaded Conrad Dnrkee’s 
private bank at Franklin Grove, III. 
Tuesday night, and got away with over 
$20,000, leaving no cine.

An eight year old preacher occupied, the 
pulpit of a Congregational church at . Har­
lem, N. Y., on Sunday last, and delivered 
what is called a wise sermon for his years.

The death sentence passed on Hill, the 
Manitoba boy murderer whoee case was 
recently referred to in The Herald, has 
been commuted to imprisonment for life.

At Chatham, Monday night, the action 
of two Salvation officers in endeavoring to 
eject two unruly toughs, resulted in a 
general melee in which several persons 
were injured. 1 '

There are in London, Ont, 1.060 women 
entitled to vote, yet only 383 exercised 
their privilege in the prohibition plebis­
cite vote on Monday, and of these 45 op­
posed prohibition.

At Millvale, Ala., the family of Daniel 
Webster was poisoned by headcheese 
which had laid in a zinc vessel. Webster 
is dead, his wife is dying, and his three 
sons are in a critical condition.

The civic estimates of New York city 
for the current year, reach the enormous 
total of over 381 million dollars, a sum 
somewhat larger than the entire expendi­
ture of the Dominion of Canada.

Daniel Moore, a lumber boss at Tren­
ton, N. J., committed suicide Thursday by 
throwing himself between two huge cog­
wheels in Wilson’s mill.

Frank Good, a prominent farmer of 
Jacksonville, Carleton county, and unde 
of Geo. A. Hughes, barrister, of this city, 
was stricken with paralysis of the brain 
Saturday morning, and his condition is 
serious.

The Boston Herald says that gll the 
patients in the small pox hospital of that 
city are Nova Scotians, and that they are 
all found to be un vaccinated. From the 
source named a small pox epidemic is 
feared.

Andrew Carnegie offers to give $50,- 
000 each working day for two months, to 
provide for the unemployed of Pittsburg, 
Pa., if the wealthy people of that city will 
contribute a like sum. The people have 
responded favorably.

The spread of diphtheria in NeWYôrk 
schools, is attributed to the use by the 
scholars, of slates and pencils in common. 
Children will pat pencils in their nwroths, 
and thus the germs of the disease are 
communicated from one to another.

The Democratic members of the ways 
and means committee, at Washington, 
have decided on a two per cent tax on 
incomes above $4000 and additional 10 
cents a pack on playing cards. The tax 
of $1.50 per thousand on cigarettes stands, 

A Rock Island freight train crashed in 
to the rear of a Union Pacific train near 
Laurence, Kansas, Tuesday, and the Union 
Pacific caboose, passenger coach, car load 
of lumber and a car load of hogs were 
burned. Five men were killed and many 
injured.

John Redmond, M. P., leader of the 
Parnellite party, at a meeting of , the 
National league, Wednesday, said that 
the government’s compromise arrange­
ment with the opposition, by which Eng­
lish measures will be passed, will enable 
them to postpone home rule to the end of 
the year 1894, or at the latest to the be­
ginning of 1895.

The wholesale dry goods business of 
Daniel & Boyd, Ltd., St. John, is to be 
wound up. A trust deed has been ex­
ecuted and A. H. Hannington is the trus­
tee. There are no preferences. The firm 
owe very little in St. John. The heaviest 
creditors are English and Montreal -firms, 
A meeting of all the creditors is called for 
January 12th at Montreal.

Hard times have forced Havard college 
to retrench. Two professors and four in­
structors have been notified that their 
services will not be required after the 
close of the current academy year. Last 
year the deficit was $25,000 in the col­
lege accounts, due to increased expenses 
and the world’s fair exhibit.

The condition of things at Red Island, 
Placentia, Newfoundland, is pitiable be­
yond description. Typhoid fever is rag­
ing and people are in a fearful state. 
Fever is in fifteen houses and ten deaths 
have occurred. In one house the two 
parents are dead, and children, lay around 
on the floor, stricken with the same 
disease, with no one to help them.

A young child named Kironac, seven­
teen months old, and residing near .St. 
John’s, Quebec, died Monday from the ef­
fects of rye whiskey. The Kirouac fam­
ily were celebrating the day, and had 
liquor on the table, and the young baby 
tried to take a glass containing some rye, 
when his little sister handed it to him, 
and he drank a small portion of the con­
tents, and died inside of three min­
utes. An inquest was held Tuesday 
morning, when a verdict “ Asphyxiated 
by whiskey ” was rendered.

An old widower named Loriot, living 
alone at Point aux Trembles, Quebec, pur­
chased some liquor on Saturday night, 
and carried it home. About five otieck 
on Sunday morning, a neighbor noticed 
smoke coming from the house and im­
mediately tried to break in the door, but 
did not succeed. He aroused some of the 
neighbors and they succeeded in entering 
the house, which was in flames. When 
the fire was extinguished, no traces could 
be found of the old man, but during the 
day, a skull, identified as that of the old 
man, was found in the fireplace. It is 
supposed that Loriot accidentally dropped 
into the fire. .

UNDERGROUND AVALANCHES.

The curious phenomenon formerly ex­
citing the wonder of people living in the 
vicinity of Thick Head and Sand moun­
tains, south of Tusseyville, Center county, 
Pa., which has not been noticed for five 
years, has made its presence known 
again. For twelve years, at irregular in­
tervals, the dwellers in that part of Cen­
tre county had been disturbed by loud 
and mysterious noises which came from 
the ground between the two mountains 
named. In the spring of 1888 these 
noises were heard daily, with increased 
volume, for a week. The noises, accord­
ing to the Chicago Herald, were some­
times like the rumble of distant thunder 
and then like the deadened crash of 
thunder heard in the air close by. On 
the seventh day of this protracted dis­
turbance beneath these two mountains a 
resident of Tusseyville was climbing 
Thick Head mountain when the rumbl­
ing began in the mountain opposite. At 
first it was deep and low, and it increased 
in violence until it became as the tumult 
of a mass of rock rolling down a mountain 
side. The person who heard the sounds 
said that they convinced him that they 
were caused by a subterranean avalanche, 
as it began at the very top of the moun­
tain, increasing in violence and speed as 
it went down, and terminating in a ter­
rible crash at the bottom.

After that day the Thick Head noises 
ceased, and were not heard again until a 
week ago, when they began just as they 
had terminated in a similar subterranean 
land or rock slide, except that this time 
the hidden avalanche occurred somewhere 
in the depth of Thick Head mountain, 
instead of in Sand mountain. In Potter 
county, Pa., between Roulette and Burt- 
ville, is a hill in which rumblings of the 
same nature are heard at irregular inter­
vals. This elevation is called Thunder 
hill,'and it rises from the south bank of 
the Allegheny river. The noises that oc­
cur in this hill sometimes make the earth 
tremble for a long distance around and 
they have been heard for a mile away. 
The theory of local savants is that a 
strong vein of natural gas underlies the 
hill, and that when the great retort is 
disturbed by some underground convul­
sion it rises in its might and tumbles 
rocks and things around in the confines 
of the hill until everything hums. Still 
no one has confidence enough ih this 
theory to hand out the money that is 
being*asked for to send a drill down into 
the alleged gas cauldron, let out its trea- 
siye and make everybody in that baili­
wick rich. ”

A HEART IN HIS LEG.
An Interesting Operation on » St. Louie 

Patient ter Wemorel Anerulam.

Dr. Marks, superintendent of the city 
hospital, has cut a heart out of a man’s 
leg. Instead of being necessary to the 
patient’s existence, as hearts usually are» 
this organ was a very dangerous possession 
and was likely to end his life at any 
moment. The heart was almost as large 
as the one usually found inside a man’s 
ribs, and beat in very much the same 
manner. It was situated upon the inside 
of the right leg, four or five inches above 
the knee, and was more tender than the 
ball of the owner’s eye.

Charles Gentry, a laborer, was the 
owner of this very remarkable organ. To 
the surgeons the phenomenon is called a 
traumatic aneurism of the femoral artery. 
This artery is the big blood feeding pipe 
that runs from the heart down through 
the body and leg, furnishing life to the 
different parts of the anatomy as it goes. 
About two months ago Gentry was struck 
upon the leg just over the artery by a 
shaft of a piece of machinery. The inner 
wall of the artery was buret, and the big 
pipe began to bulge out at this point. 
The outer wall, or coat of the artery, 
luckily stretched and held the blood, or 
Gentry would have bled to death in no 
time. The artery kept on swelling with 
every pulsation of the patient’s heart. 
From the size of a hazelnut the bulge 
grew and grew until it was larger than a 
man’s fist. How the artery managed to 
stand it without bursting was a matter for 
wonder even to the surgeons. The least 
touch given to the skin over the swelling 
caused Gentry horrible pain, and he was 
obliged to keep very still lest any sudden 
movement or contact would break it and 
by the hemorrhage bring on death. The 
aneurism could be seen to beat to all in­
tents and purposes like any other heart. 
If one brought his ear close to it he could 
hear a constantly repeated blowing or 
breathing sound coming from beneath the 
skin. This noise was caused by the 
vacant air space around the swollen artery 
where it had crowded the muscles aside.

Dr. Marks decided to operate in order 
to save Gentry’s life. The aneurism was 
perceptibly growing, and was bound to 
burst soon. The patient was laid upon 
the operating table and placed under the 
influence of chloroform. A sharp knife 
laid the tissues dside and exposed’ttte 
.femoral artery \vith its apple shaped 
bulb. The artery was then tied, or 
“ ligated,” two inches above and two 
inches below the swelling, and the big 
bulb cut open. Nearly a pint of blood 
gushed forth and then there was no heart 
left. , The slit artery was then sewed 
together with fine silk threads previously 
soaked in antiseptic solutions, and left to 
heal. The ligatures above and below were 
left to remain, however, until the artery 
ieiully healed. Then they will be untied 
and the blood allowed to go down Gentry’s 
leg as usual. In the meantime the 
patient's limb will receive bfood from the 
smaller arteries, and will in all probability 
keep from dying.

CHINA DESIRES WAR.

THEIR FLESH DROPPED OFF.

A terrible explosion occurred last Satur­
day evening at the East Chicago pump­
ing station of the Indiana natural gas 
company’s pipe line.

The pipes in this station have been 
leaking for some time, and that morning 
workmen were sent there to repair the 
leak. A little after four o’clock one of 
the workmen upset a lantern, which ex­
ploded, and immediately the leaking gas 
ignited and a terrific explosion followed.

The station, which was of iron, was 
completely demolished and the workmen 
were thrown in every direction, some of 
them being hurled forty feet from the 
building. Seven of them were seriously 
injured, their flesh being literally cooked 
and dropping from their bodies. One of 
the injured, whose hair and flesh dropped 
from his head and face, ran nearly half a 
mile, turned the gas off the main pipe 
and then dropped unconscious.

Nêarly all the windows in the town 
were broken by the force of the explosion 
and the citizens rushed to the scene to 
render assistance to the injured. The 
force of the explosion tore up the pipes 
and the report was heard about seven 
miles.

STRANGELY BIRTHMARKED.

Dr. George R. Hazelwood relates the 
story of a ten-year-old child of one of his 
patients in Birdseye, Ind., who cannot 
speak to its father, though perfectly glib 
with everyone else. The cause assigned 
may be gathered from the following :

Previous to the child’s birth a difference 
arose between the parents, and for several 
weeks the mother reftteed to speak to her 
husband. The offence, whatever it was. 
was condoned, bnt not till after the child 
was born. In due time the little boy be­
gan to talk, but when with his fether was 
invariably silent. It continued thus till 
the child was five or six years old, when 
the fether, having exhausted his powers 
of persuasion, threatened condign punish­
ment for its stubbornness. This was 
afflicted, but without eliciting a word, 
though his groans told too plainly he 
could neither cry nor speak, and that he 
vainly tried.

Time has 
proved the correctness of this theory.

SEVEN GREAT WONDERS 
COREA.

AT

A Chinese paper describes the seven 
wonders which Corea, like unto other 
Oriental countries, possesses, and which 
played a conspicuous role in antiquity. 
The Corean “ wonders ” consists, first, of 
a hot mineral spring near Kin Shantao, 
which is capable of curing sickness and 
diseases of all sorts. The second wonder 
is the two wells, one at each end of the 
peninsula, which have the peculiar char­
acteristic that when one is fall the other 
is empty. The water of the one is in­
tensely bitter, that of the other has a 
pleasant and sweet taste. The third won­
der is a cold cave from which there issues 
constantly an ice-cold wind, with such 
force that a strong man is not able to stand 
up against it. A pine forest which can­
not be eradicated constitutes the fourth 
wonder.

No matter what injury may be done to 
the roots the young trees spring up again 
like the phoenix from its ashes. The 
most remarkable, however, is the fifth 
wonder — the famous hovering stone — 
which stands or rather appears to stand, 
in front of a palace erected to its honor. 
This is a massive rectangular block, free 
on all sides. Two men standing, one on 
each end, can daaw a cord underneath the 
stone, from side to side, without encount­
ering any obstacle. The sixth wonder is 
a hot stone which has been lying from 
time immemorial on the summit of a hill, 
and evolving a glowing heat. The seventh 
Corean wonder is a sweating Buddha. 
This is guarded in a great temple, in 
whose court for thirty yards on all sides 
not a single blade of grass grows. No 
tree, no flower will flourish on the sacred 
spot, and even wild creatures are careful 
not to profane it.

Trade called attention to the similarity of 
the two assassins, Guiteau and Prender­
gast, and said : “ Guiteau killed Garfield 
to win the applanse of the stalwarts and 
to satisfy his morbid desire for notriety. 
This man committed murder expecting 
that this deed would meet with approval 
from the newspapers, which had been 
bitter in denouncing the late mayor when 
he was a candidate for the office.” Mr. 
Trade concluded by stating that Chicago 
looked for a verdict in which she did not 
ask vengeance, but simply absolute and 
independent justice.

Preston Harrison, a son of the murdered 
man, thanked Mr. Trade for bis services 
in court. Prendergast has been placedin 
murderers’ row. The date of his hanging 
will be announced shortly.

CHILD STEALING CASE.

Lilian Philpott, married, sixteen years 
old, of 3, Paignton-road, South Tottenham, 
was charged at the West London court, 
with stealing a baby, aged fifteen months, 
and its clothes. The child is the son of 
Mrs. Mabel Wallis, wife of a bookbinder, 
of 29, Franklin street, South Tottenham, 
who had sent it out in a perambulator in 
charge of a girl of ten named Lily Stevens. 
Lily stated that Philpot met her, took the 
child from the perambulator and carried 
it. She then sent her into a shop, and on 
her return the woman and the baby had 
gone. The police were communicated 
with and the next morning the child was 
found with its hair cut off. Rose Heman, 
sister to the woman in the dock, said that 
Lillian had been married three months to 
a green grocer. She seemed quite mad 
when found with the baby. As she would 
give no explanation, Heman took the 
child to the police station. The husband, 
a youth of nineteen, said that when he 
went home he found his wife in bed. She 
told him that she had been confined, and 
that the baby was a boy. He was rather 
surprised, but he believed it. She sent 
him for a feeding-bottle and some wine. 
The magistrate asked him when he dis­
abused himself of the idea that the child 
was his. “ When I saw its teeth,” he 
replied. A roar of ifughter went up at 
this naive remark, at which Philpott 
seemed much surprised. He said he 
counted at least eight teeth, and finding 
that the baby could both walk ,and talk, 
he begad to flunk something was wrong ; 
so he contmunicated with his relatives.
