Many marriages have been solemnized
at Oustle Garden, New York, siuce Mr
Simpson was placed in cuntrol of the
landing burean, but that of yesterday
was the most romantic cf all.

Catherine Avellaneda, one of the prot-
tiest li'tlle women who ever crossed the
ocean in a steerage, and said to be des-
cended from Alfonso the Wise King of
Leon and Castile in tho thirtieth century,
was the heroine. She was brought up
in luxury and refinement in the city of
Malaga 10 Southern Spain.  Her father
died some years ago, and since that time
she and her mother have been traveling
through Europe. A few weecks agn her
mother died, and Catherine found that
the property had dwindled to insignifi-
cance.

Tieatment of Convulsions.

A chijld in convulsions presents a spec-
tacle which is always terrorizing to its
parents, Some are rendered absolutely
helpless by paralyzing fear, and many
others, even if not so deeply affected,
are scarcely less helpless, for the reason
that they do not know what to do for
the little sufferer. Such attacks come
on suddenly, and without warning, aud
there is always some delay is securing
a physician ; honce, every mother should
know what to do in sueh cases until he
comes.

Aun attack of convulsions, occuring in
a previously healthy child, ia rarely
fatal ; this fact is encouraging. When
death results, the chances are that there
is sume serious disease—as of the brain
—present as & complication. The most
common cause of convulsions is indiges-
tion, induced by improper tood. Coun-
stipation, also, renders very young chil-
dren more susceptible to such attacks
There are other causes, such as frizht,
intensze anger, etc., which are capabls of
inducing convulsions, but the two first
mentioned are sc much more common,
the others need not he described.

When a fit comes on, immediately lay
the child on the bed, and undress it as
quickly as possible. If the mcther is
alone, she must do the best she can, but
there ure always convenient neighbors tu
render assistance in such emergencies.
One should be sent for a physician,
snother prepare to give the chitd a hit
mustard bath. In the absence of batl.
tub, a common washing tub will do.

The water should be as hot as can be
borne, anl, if there is not water enough,
fill the tub, so the child, when sitting in
it, will be submerged up the neck. I:
there is not enongh for that, use a dip-
per, and constantly pour the water ever
the child’s body.

While doing s0, keep a towel wrurg
out of coid water, on the Lttle one’s
head. Let it remain in the bath from
five to tea minutes, then take it out,
ank, without wiping, wrap it hurriedly
in hot blankets, and put it back upon
the bed, laying it on ite side : if oa its
back, and it vemits there is danger of
strangling.  Stuill keep the cold cloth to
the head.

In wany cases the convulsivnas stop
under the hot bath, and culd to the
head. Ii they do not. then the child
must be given an injection >f soap and
water, unleas it is known t, have diar-
rheea. And here 1t is well to say, that
in every home where there isa child,
there should be a syringe kept for just
such aun emergency

When the bowels move freely, as a
rule, the fit begins at ouce to pass off.
Whea the mother is obliged to wait fcr
water to heat, she should give the wjec
tion befure the bath, If the water iu-
jected ¢omes out noarly olear, use thy
syringe again,

After this treatmont, if the convul-
sions persist, aside from applying cold
constautly to the head, the is nuthuy
wore the mother can safely do on her
own responstbility ; she must wait for
the the deetor.  While the it is on, the
child camuot awallow, and if fl nds were
forced into its mouth, they wight stran-
gle it. This fact is emphasized, for
many people endanger children’s lives in
that way.

If the mother’'s treatment is success
ful, as soon as the convulsions have
ceased, and she is certain the chila can
swallow, she should adwminister a yener-
cus dose of castor oil, if there is veason
for her beliering that the attack, was
caused by something it Lad eaten, or was
due to constipation When in dount,
then give the oil ; it would not be likely
to do harmin any case.

After a convulsion, a long sleep is ne-
cessary to restore the child's badly
shaken nervous system ; therefore per
fect quiet must be enforced. If disturb-
ed, thero is danger of it having another
fit.—Dr Frank.
