Mr. Mapdonald was asked if he con­
sidered the western people extrava­
gant in the matter of buying autos, 
etc- In reply he stated that he con­
sidered this o piece of twaddle, and 
stated that, “the poor farmer’s wife 
has a hard enough life as it is, and 
any luxury that can be afforded is 
remarkably cheap at the price. There 
is one matter that I do consider the 
western people are extravagant in, 
and this is Sn regard to machinery. 
When a man buys a binder or drill 
out in this country, he does not trou­
ble to put it away for the winter after 
the season is over, but leaves it on 
the spot where he finished with iti, 
until he requires it in the following 
spring.

STRANGE SHOWER
FROM HEAVENS.

London, Sept. 19.—Residents of the 
borough of Camberwell, which is in the 
south eastern part of London, are per­
turbed over a remarkable phenomenon, 
the occurence of which is attested by sev­
eral eye witnesses. The story is that at 
9 o’clock this morning three bright star- 
like objects fell from the heavens, im­
pacting the street with three detona­
tions louder than pistol shots. The road 
shows traces of the impact. The paving 
stones are indented and scorched.

An eye-witness picked up a number of 
chrome-colored lumps resembling rusty 
iron an d burned his hands painfully in 
doing so. According to this story the 
largest lump was 3-4 of an inch by half 
an inch in size. But in a few hours it 
crushed into smaller particles or partly 
disappeared by radiation. A mystifying 
feature of the particles that have been 
saved is their greasy nature. They show 
greasy patches through the paper which 
they are wrapped in.

ENDORSED THE LEMIEUX ACT.
,. Winnipeg, Sept. 19.—The proceed­
ings of the Labor Congress to-day 
were marked by greater animation 
than at any time during the present 
convention. There whs a battle royal 
over the Lemieux act, the new law 
wshibh prevents men from striking be­
fore an investigation has taken place. 
R. Hungerforti, of Toronto, seemed to 
insinuate that political reasons induc­
ed the executive to adopt the govern­
ment bill without due consideration 
of the interests and wishes of organ­
ized labor. He charged Vice-Presi­
dent Simpson, also of Toronto, with 
having opposed the insertion of a 
clause preventing the employer from 
reducing wages pending an investiga­
tion. Simpson said the attack was 
cowardly, but he had to withdraw the 
expression. The railway men also 
man a strong protest against the act, 
alleging that it was specially directed 
against them. It was, however, even­
tually endorsed by 81 to 19.

SASKATCHEWAN STOCK- 
BREEDERS'

Reg'na, Sept. 18.—In the office of 
the secretary, the executive committee 
of the Saskatchewan Stock Breeders’ 
association met to discuss their policy 
and arrange the plan of work for the 
coming winter. Besides the members 
of the executive, including President 
Sinton, Vice-President Mutch and Sec­
retary Bracken, there were present P. 
M. Bredt, Hon. W. R. Motherwell, 
minister of agriculture, A. P. Ketchen, 
deputy minister of agriculture, and G. 
H. Greig, assistant live stock commis­
sioner.

Before proceeding with the regular 
work of the evening, the president 
asked Mr. Greig to explain his plan 
for conducting experiments with the" 
outdoor feeding of steers in winter. 
After explaining the condition of the 
Winnipeg market at the present time, 
viz., the increased supply of butchers’ 
stuff over the demand and the pre­
vailing low prices due to this glut -of 
the market, JVTr. Greig showed how 
the country would he financially bene­
fited if these cattle . could be fed 
through the winter without loss of 
weight, or with a gain in weight, and 
sold in the spring when prices are 1 
1-2 to 2 cents per pound higher. In 
some parts of the country men are 
feeding steers Outdoors through the 
winter at a profit, and Mr. Greig wish­
ed to encourage the winter feeding, 
especially of the medium cattle or 
butcher stuff in this country, and 
from his observations outdoor feeding 
on hay, straw and chop was the most 
profitable way, at least he felt such a 
plan worthy of thorough investiga 
tions. He would like to see several 
men in different parts oi each of the 
prairie provinces undertake this ex­
periment, with one or more carloads 
of ranch steers. He expected the best 
results would come from those parts 
protected by trees, but he felt the mat 
ter was worthy of thorough investiga­
tion in all parts.

This plan met with the approval of 
all present, and after some discussion 
during which the names of several 
men who would be interested in a test 
of this kind were secured, it was sug­
gested that a bonus be given to feed­
ers who would undertake this experi. 
ment and report in detail the result. 
Final action was not taken in the 
matter.

Horse Breeding.
President Sinton then introduced 

the subject of horse breeding, explain­
ing that for some time it had been the 
desire of the association to further en­
courage this industry if any practi­
cable way of so doing could be work­
ed out.

Mr. Motherwell said the Department 
oi Agriculture had also been consid­
ering this matter, and were prépared 
to assist the industry in any practi­
cable plan that would not interfere 
with private enterprise. After, a long 
discussion, during which many plans 
were advanced, it was the opinion of 
most of those present, that a system 
of bonusing the purchasers of import­
ed pure-bred draught stallions of a 
certain standard, as well as the bon- 
using of the first purchaser of a pure­
bred draught stallion (of home breed­
ing), of a certain standard was the 
best plan of reaching .the desired end. 
The word “purchaser” in the above 
case refers not to the dealer ,Dut to 
the man who buys the horse for his 
own stud. This principle seemed to 
meet with the unanimous approval of 
those present. The details of such a 
scheme will be worked out at a future 
meeting, when the plan will no doubt 
be recommended to the government.

ter crop would consequently have se­
rious consequences.

Rye promises a fair crop in Ger­
many and an average increase in Rus­
sia, but elsewhere prospects are only 
moderate. Wheat is expected to give 
a satisfactory yield in Austria Hun­
gary, Germany and Russia, but fears 
are expressed -as to quality and color. 
Oats promise generally to be the crop 
of the year. In Italy and throughout 
Southern Europe lack of rain is said 
to be threatening the corn crop; at 
the same time the officiàl statement of 
August 15th, placed the probable pro­
duction in Hungary above any preced­
ing crop, owing to the large increase 
in acreage. Sugar beets in general 
are extremely backward. Both in 
France and Germany the average 
weight of the root and the condition 
of the plant is much below that at the 
same time last year; the sugar output 
is likewise lower, but in Germany the 
difference is not great. In Hungary 
beets, while backward, are reported 
to be developing gradually and are ex­
pected to give a Satisfactory yield.

The unusual backwardness of the 
season leaves much winter grain still 
to be harvested in Northern France, 
Germany, Austria and Central Rus 
sia while in countries further nortn 
reaping has scarcely begun. It is too 
early for definite official announce­

EUROPEAN CROPS ARE SHORT

Washington, D. C„ Sept. 18.—The 
European crop report of the depart­
ment of agriculture for the month of 
August issued today says that a sur­
vey of European countries suggests a 
general marked decrease in the pro­
duction of wheat as compared wit t 
the exceptional crop last year, import­
ant increases being expected onlv in 
Russia (spring wheat) and France. 
The most serious losses are looked for 
from Hungary, the Balkans and Ger­
many.

The report says: In Hungary the 
effect of the poor wheat crop may be 
lessened to some extent by the substi­
tution of corn, thus leaving large 
quantities- available for shipment 
than the size of the crops would seem 
to permit; in the Dnnubinn states, 
however, deterioration of the crop is 
now reported owing to the lack of 
rain.

HUNDRED MILLION
FOR THE FARMERS.

Winnipeg, Man., Sept. 18—Esti 
mates are already being made of what 
this year’s crop will mean in cash to 
farmers.

Last years' crop from 4,614.827 acres 
was 102,622,803 bushels. It was worth 
in cash to farmers not less than 
$50.000,000. Noborty pretends that 
this year’s crop is going to be as big, 
but bushel for bushel, it is going to 
be worth at least ten cents more, and 
will realize for the farmers $50,000,000. 
Then, again, there are over 500,000 
acres more under wheat this year than 
last year, and that will help some. 
Also it may be taken for granted that 
the wheat grower of the Canadian 
Northwest is going to fare better than 
any other wheat growing country in 
the world; and taking it all in all, he 
'is going to come out as well as he 
ought. Then there is the value of the 
oat crop. Not a great deal is export­
ed as the need of oats at the present 
time is enormous. Thousands of 
horses used in construction work re 
quire vast quantities. Over 87,000,000 
bushels were harvested last year, and 
it is going to be quite as good this 
year, while the price will average 30 
cents now, and farmers should have 
some to sell. Estimating the value 
of what the farm uses and what is 
sold, the oat crop this year is worth 
$20,000,000 at least.

Barley should bring close to $10,- 
000,000; flax, $1,250,000. The farmers 
of the Canadian Northwest will have 
more than $100,000,000 coming to them 
arid that is no small sum to divide 
among about 50,000.

EMIGRANT HAS TRUNK ROBBED

There are many things in Canada oi 
which Canadians are proud. There 
ire some that are positively painful 
to honorable Canadians,and these last 
too often, refer to inhospitable indif­
ference or mean impositions upon 
the unknowing stranger.

F. J. Peck, one of the army of earn­
est workmen who' are coming from 
the old country to make homes for 
their families here, had a hard story 
to tell the Bulletin today.

Arriving from England four months 
ago lie went to work on the G. T. P. 
railway construction at Lashburn, 
Sa.sk, Two weeks ago he took the 
opportunity of coming to Edmonton 
to a job at grading on the C. N. R. 
main line. Ip a large new trunk at 
the station was all of Peck’s, belong­
ings in this country. It contained 
almost three full suits of clothing, an 
overcoat, warm woollen undercloth­
ing, some bedding and a kit of har­
ness-maker’s tools.

The trunk had to be brought from 
the station to the boarding car of the 
working gang, which is some distance 
down the railway. Peck Hired a truck 
belonging to the Kincora Transfer 
company, he says, and accompanied 
the driver himself. Instead of going 
round by Jasper the man tried, to 
drive down by the track, and pres­
ently found he could not continue fur­
ther. He told Peck they were still a 
mile away from the boarding car and 
forthwith the "trunk was dumped be­
side the railway to run some other 
chance of transfer.

This was between four and five in 
the afternoon, and Peck, evidently of 
an amiable, trusting disposition went 
off to his supper and returned early 
in the morning to see about his box.

Trunk Was Robbed.
He found the trunk broken open, 

the clothing, bedding and tools nil 
gone, and only a couple of pictures 
and useless papers left. Peck noti­
fied the police, and for the past fort­
night they have made a search for the 
stolen goods without avail. The city 
has also had some men on the case, 
but the petty thief who took the 
stranger's little all is still enjoying 
his ill gotten store.

Peck feels the loss of his saddlery 
kit keenly, as he is a finished harness 
maker by trade, and he had hoped to 
get some work in this line here. Hi­
ts supporting his family, who remain 
for the winter at their old home in 
North London. In his present em­
ployment he is paid only after some 
weeks and then the money earned for 
th-e first two or three weeks is with­
held according to custom.

The prospects do not look, very 
bright for Peck,- owning “nothing hut 
what h esiands in,” yet he is making 
an effort to take matters cheerfully.

YUKON TO SPEND LARGE 
AMOUNTS

Dawson, Sept. 18—The appropria­
tion this year for public roads and 
bridges is $140,000, and of this sum 
the committee recommended to eoun 
cil the expenditure of $68,000, leaving 
a balance in the fund.of $72,000.

The sum oi $9,000 is set 
aside for the repairs and maintenance 
of the Whitehorse overland, which 
leaves a balance as stated of $72,000. 
This, it is considered, will be requir­
ed to maintain and keep in repair the 
roads leading to the various creeks 
adjacent to Dawson.

MONEY SITUATION MORE 
CHEERFUL

New York, Sept. 17.—Outside interest 
in the stock market ha sshown fnrther 
improvement this week. A favorable re­
sult of last Tuesday’s sale of $40,800,000 
four and one-half per cent, corporate 
stock and lionds of the city of Now York 
was largely responsible for this condi­
tion, while a more cheerful feeling in re­

gard to.the money situation—time mon­
ey at any rate—seems to have modified 
resent fears of excessive stringency.

We are new on the threshold of the 
Bnnual movement of funds to the agri­
cultural sections to finance the crops, 
a fact emphasised by the firmer ten­
dency of call money. These call funds 
hare been available for shipment for 
some little time, ‘the honks refusing 
to commit them for fixed periods, well 
knowing that the demand must come as 
soon ns the crops were ready.

Call Rates Nominal.
Call money rates have been almost 

nominal for some time under these cir­
cumstances, bat are now showing a 
firmer tendency, and the withdrawals 
for slripment to the interior may be, 
nnder ordinary circumstances, depend­
ed upon to force interest rates up to 
at least the same basis as time money 
The natural effect of such an advance 
will be to cause liquidation, especially 
et securities that banks and other lend­
ers do not favor as collateral. While 
call money is in the vicinity of 3 per 
cent. lenders are not so discriminating 
in the scrutiny of collateral as when 
rates reach 6 and above. When the lat­
ter range becomes general there is usu­
ally a weeding out by lenders of the poor­
er classes of securities, which causes n 

fturn liquidation of these securities at a 
time they have a very limited market.

Caution Demanded.
The situation, therefore, is one requir­

ing caution in buying, and offers dis­
tinct encouragement to confine purchases 
to the higher grades of securities whose 
efficiency as collateral is never ques­
tioned.

Banking interests arc fully alive to 
the money outlook, and are enforcing 
conservatism in channels where such 
action is necessary. This means a con­
tinued check in business of a highly 
speculative character, and to a mea­
surable degree is a protection against 
an eventual widespread business em­
barrassment. On the other hand, the 
favorable agricultural outlook is a de­
cided influence against extreme de­
pression, and the market for the im­
mediate future is apt to be one of w’de 
and active fluctuation within compara­
tively safe limits.

News developments of the week aave 
taken altogether, been rather favorable. 
Active purchase of wheat for export 
has been a prominent feature, which 
has naturally operated against sterling 
exchange, removing the probability of 
further» gold exports for some little 
time. Crop conditions remain favor­
able, although the harvest will not, of 
course, reach the extreme figures of 
1906. There however has been a com­
pensating benefit in the much higher 
prices the farmers are receiving for 
the smaller product this year than they 
received for their bumper product of 
last year.

Capital Not Liquid.
There is however little change in a 

broad sense in financial conditions 
The stock market has undergone a read­
justment represented by something 
like $3,000,000,000, and it is only natu­
ral that a corresponding readjustment, 
pel-laps not. so spectacular, shall follow 
in mercantile and industrial circles. 
The fundamental trouble both in the 
financial and commercial markets ;e 
that cantal has been invested more -or 
less permanently—has lost its liquid 
form—and is not available either for 
stock market purposes, for the regular 
channels of trade distribution, or for 
the working capital of- the industrial 
world. Under such -circumstances the 
Tienvsity for an enforced caution % 
undertaking new ventures is at hand, 
and cannot "well be ignored in stock 
market considerations.

More Commercial Embarrassment.
The records of the mercantile agen­

cies are illuminating in this connection, 
showing for August, for instance, an 
increase in commercial embarrassments 
compared with the corresponding 
month of last year, and it is signifi­
cant * that the increases are almost 
exclusively in industrial circles, thus 
riving practical demonstration of the 
widespread scarcity of capital for legi­
timate business enterprises. The lia­
bilities for August failures, for instance 
aggregated more than $15,000,000, as com­
pared with about $9,000,000 in August, 
1906. In departments other than in­
dustrial there was a sharp decrease in 
liabilities, those of brokerage, insurance 
-tod real estate concerns, for instance, 
footing up less than those of August, 
1906, while banks and trust companies 
failing during the month of August had 
liabilities of about $2,600,000, or $5,000,- 
000 less than in August 1906.

Less Call For Luxuries,.
A rather good evidence of the con­

traction of the demand for luxuries is 
contained in the monthly report of the 
appraiser of the port of New York. 
The improts of precious stones for in­
stance, during the - middle of August 
amounted in value to $2,983,862, com­
paring with $3,382,296 in August, 1906. 
Since January 1 the number of automo­
biles imported has been 804, comparing 
with 935 during the corresponding period 
cf last year, and the value of such autos 
as officially declared at the Custom-house 
was $2,816,589, as against $3,158,143. 
There are signs that a period of contrac­
tion to a sound and sane basis of living 
4s at least beginning. *

TO BOYCOTT B. C. LUMBER.
EDMONTON WAS DISQUALIFIED

Messrs. Papineau & Nelson, two in­
dependent lumber dealers of We task! 
win waited on the Premier yesterday 
and laid before him a copy of a peti­
tion of the citizens of Wetaskiwin to 
the Council of that city, asking them 
to use native spruce lumber exclusive­
ly for sidewalks, and by that means 
boycott the British Columbia lumber 
manufacturers.

The petition further cites the action 
of tile Alberta government in prose­
cuting the lumber combine, and pays 
a high tribute to their energy and 
courage in this respect.

Attaclied to the petition is an. affi­
davit by a prominent citizen of We 
taskiwin to the effect that spruce has 
hern used in a small portion" oi the 
sklewaike of the city for ten years and 
has worn well.

DOES tHE NEW TREATY 
INFRINGE

Ottawa, Sept- 18.—A British, paper Hiqg- 
aests that the new Franco-Canadian 
commercial treaty will be an amazing 
infringement ®f the Imperial preroga­
tive. In this connection it will be re­
membered that the Finance Minister 
explained in his budget speech of last 
session that though in Canada were 
net supposed to bave diplomatie rela­
tions in a certain official sense with for­
eign countries, we have business rela- 
tiate an understanding with a foreign 
power for mutual tariff concessions, hot 
sueh an arrangement could be only of a 
temporary character, and if permanency 
is desired it would have to be a matter 
fer negotiation through the Imperial au­
thorities, and we should have to seek 
tjieii good offices. They would undoubt­
edly appoint a representative, clothed 
witu all the powers of an ambassador, 
and they wouhi in all probability asso­
ciate themselves as they have done in 
thé pest, in more than one instance, with 
some officer representing the Govern­
ment of Canada, and so the result would 
be brought about.

“Suppose,” the Minister said, “the op­
portunity presented itself for the accep- 
tanre of mnttial tariff concession with a 
foreign power, should we not be able to 
take advantage of that offer and to seize 
the opportunity just when it is ripe in­
stead of having to submit it to Parlia­
ment, institute, treaty-making arrange­
ments, and have out Minister sitting 
on the question with the British Ambas­
sador as has been done by the late Gov­
ernment?”

“What,” added the Minister, “was 
the result of all the efforts? It was 
the French treaty which we already have 
and could one imagine anything less ad­
vantageous to Canada than that French 
treaty ?”

Lemieux Act Effective.

Montreal, Sept. 18.—The board of 
conciliation in the Valleyfield cotton 
operators’ strike made a report today 
and ail the points of difference were 
amicably settled and a permanent 
board of conciliation has been appoint­
ed, consisting of an employee, a di­
rector of the company, and the may­
or of Valleyfield to adjust any fur- er 
differences.

THEY REFUSED TO TOAST THE 
KING

Winnipeg, Sept. Xff.^At the Trades 
and Labor banquet last night, Hon. 
Dr. Mclnnis, provincial secretary, 
took occasion to criticize the action 
of several delegates who refused to 
stand when the toast ef the King was. 
honored. He did not wish to criticize, 
but he felt pained when the toast of 
the King was called, to see that some 
gentlemen did not stand up. (Cries 
of “Shame.”) —

He had attended many banquets in 
the States, and it had always been his 
extreme .pleasure to rise and toast the 
presdent of the republic most hear­
tily. They would forgive him if be 
said that he thought the least their 
American friends could do in visiting 
Ccnada was to drink the health of 
the sovereign who»in hie own person­
ality. stood for the liberty which was 
the criterion of liberty the world over.

In the absence of Delegate Landers, 
the chairman proposed “Our Ameri­
can Friends.” Robert Malley, re­
sponding to the toast, remarked that 
the provincial secretary had said there 
were certain people in the gathering 
who did not rise to the toast of the 
King, and from his remarks he, the 
speaker, understood him to say that 
these men were Americans. Dr. Me 
Innis had said, too, that Canadians 
always considered it a duty as well as 
an honor when across the line to rise 
to the toast ol the president of the 
United States.

“Now, Mr. Chairman and Mr. Pro­
vincial Secretary,” the speaker con­
tinued, “Americans are too honorable 
to refuse to rise and toast the King.” 
(Loud cheers.) _

“From the standpoint of American 
citizens these men are Canadians, and 
having refused to rise to toast the 
King, are not worthy of being request­
ed to toast themselves.”

It was " learned later that the dele­
gates were not Americans, but Social­
ists from British Columbia.

NEW FOREST PARK NEAR 
EDMONTON,

Ottawa, Sept. 18—An order in coun­
cil has been passed establishing the 
Jasper Forest park of Canada as a 
forest park.

The new reservation is bounded as 
follows : By a line commencing where 
the parallel of latitude 53 degrees, 35 
minutes, north, intersects the bound­
ary between the provinces of British 
Columbia and Alberta; thçnce due- 
east alonog the said parallel direct to 
the bas> of the foothills; thence in a 
southeasterly direction from the'foot­
hills fifty two miles to -the height of 
land between the tributaries of Atha­
basca, McLeod and Pembina rivers, 
and the North Saskatchewan and 
Brazcau rivers. Thence southerly the 
line oi boundary proceeds, following 
the said height of land to a point 
wire re it intersects the boundary be­
tween the provinces of British Colum­
bia and Alberta; thence northerly 
along the boundary to the point of 
commencement.

This new national park will be lo­
cate! on the liribs of the Grand Trunk 
Pac:fic and C. N. R., and will occupy 
the same position to them as the Na­
tional park at Banff docs to the C. 
P. Ii.

ARE NEARER TO CHURCH UNION

Toronto, Ont., Sept. 18.—The joint 
committee on church union concluded 
its labor last night but will have to 
meet again next year. A resolution 
was passed to this effect:

“The practical unanimity in the de 
cisl in of the committee affords a-fair 
prospect that in due time the matters 
in hand may be submited to the vari­
ous churches under their constitution 
and usages 4o their p;ople and theii 
courts for their consideration. We âre 
persuaded that decidedly substantial 
progress has been made toward the 
end in view and that such solutions o 
difi cult problems have been found 
so far as we have prosecuted oui 
woi k, as to give us a firm conviction 
that the proposed union appears to be 
practicable.

“When we consider the difficulties 
and perplexities that must be expect 
-cd to arise in an effort to bring into 
one system so various and so long 
standing, we may well beflgratified a 
the unanimity which has been obtain­
ed. The question ol doctrine; of the 
different policies and modes of admin­
istration; of the tenure of property; 
of the benevolent funds especially 
such as aged ministers and widow 
funds; the publishing interests; the 
colege and educational works, and the 
legislation necessary to give effect to 
the union and secure all the interests 
involved, have heavily taxed our most 
experienced men and clearest thinkers 
and must cent in re to demand theii 
utmost attention till satisfactory con­
clusions shall have bem reached. 
Suça and kindred quêtions which 
have arisen demand also the earnest 
and prayerful attention of all our peo­
ple and the exercise of due patience 
till the great work in the providence 
of God shall have been completed.”

TRADE RETURNS SHOW INCREASE
Ottawa, Ont., Sept. 18.—The trade 

of Canada for the five months ending 
with August shows a substantial in­
crease over the same time last year. 
There was an increase of $30,738 89' 
in imports and of $180,484 in domes­
tic exports. The total imports for tne 
five months was $166,723,630, and tne 
domestic exports $99,870,094. The ex­
ports of mines increased about twe 
millions, agriculture six millions and 
manufactures a little over one bun 
dred thousand dollars. - x

On the other hand, exports of ani­
mals and tbeir products decreased 
nearly seven million, forest exporte 
decreased about one million and fish­
eries about $350.000.

For the -month of August the ex­
ports show a gain of $1,943,785 ovei 
August of last year and the import? 
an increase of $5,716.85.0. The reve 
nue shows nn increase of five million 
na da quarter dollars.

There are no uniform operating 
rules in reference to the classification 
and authorization of the new sched­
ules.

cial sanitary engineer, Edmonton-; 
‘Municipal Financing,” Commission- 
;r Kinnaird, Edmonton; “Evils of 
Municipalities Taking Stock in Spec­
ulative ventures,” Mayor Cousins, 
Medicine Hat ; “Principals and Sys- 
ems of the Charges or Rates for Wat- 
;r Supply,” Hon. John S. Hall, K.C. 
Calgary.

Additional resolutions were brought 
in as follows by the committee on 
resolutions, and passed :—

Tthat in the Opinion of this conven­
tion the pledging .of the credit of 
municipalities for the purpose of tak­
ing stock in or investing in enter­
prises of an industrial and special 
nature otlrer than public or munici­
pal utilities cannot be too strongly 
condemned.

That in the opinion of this conven- 
ion, section 18 of chapter 19 of the 

Alb 'rta statutes of 1907 embodies a 
most vicious principle in that it take; 
Irom municipalities the right to tax. 
license or otherwise regulate and con- 
rol corporations that )may be taxed 

or licensed by the provincial govern­
ment.

That this convention, composed of 
epresentatives of municipalities, most 

emphatically protest against this in 
terlerence with the inherent right of 
municipalities to tax, license, regulate 
and control concerns doing business 
within such municipalities and that 
the provincial government be respect­
fully urged to amend said section in 
this respect.

That the hearty thanks of this con­
vention be tendered His Worship 
Mayor Cousins and the citizens of the 
city of Medicine Hat for the splendid 
oospitality accorded the delegates at 
.this convention.

Moved by Councillor Stephenson, of 
Red Deer and Mayor Mills, of Strath- 
eona, that this convention, while re­
cognizing the importance of dealing 
scientifically with the disposal of sew­
age and realizing that when the popu­
lation of the country has grown denser 
and large populations reside along the 
banks of our rivers the reductioh ef 
ewage to the purity of drinking water 

will become a matter to be discussed, 
this convention is of the opinion that 
>n the present stage of the develop-, 
nent of this country the requirements 
>f the Provincial Health Act in this 
regard are entirely too stringent and 
'ompliauce with the same would en­
tail upon the municipalities of the 
province a large and unnecessary ex- 
oense tending to the discouragement 
>f the installation of waterworks and 
icwerage system; therefore this con­
vention is of the opinion that the Pro. 
vinoinl Health Act should he amended 
to meet the requirements of existing 
conditions and that the executive of

the union wait upon the government 
of Alberta to urge upon that body the 
necessity of staying all proceedings in 
this regard and connection under the 
net until proper enquiries have been 
made and all parties heard from.— 
Carried.

FROM EDMONTON
TO NEW ORLEANS.

Winnipeg, Man,, 8ept. 19—Robert 
Hocrschgen, of Edmonton, who is .en­
gaged in a trip from that city to the 
gulf of Mexico in a rowboat, lias ar­
rived in the city and is spending a 
few days here. The plan made by ...e 
traveler in Edmonton was1 to descend 
the Saskatchewan to Lake Winnipeg 
and to reach this city by way oi the 
lake and tile Red river.

From Saskatchewan to Mississippi.
Fom here he expected to ascend —e 

Red river to its source or as far as it 
could be followed in a rowboat. He 
thdh expected to make a portage to 
the headwaters of the Mississippi and 
to descend the “father of waters” 
from that point to the sea. After 
reaching the Gulf, it was his inten­
tion to pass through Mexico to .he 
west const and to visit Los Angeles 
and San Francisco on the way to Van­
couver and Prince Rupert. The first 
and most difficult portion of the jour­
ney has now been completed.

Details of Trip.
Mr. Hoerschgen, in company with 

George Shark, also of Edmonton, left 
that city on June 13th last, and in 
about six weeks reached Prince Al­
bert, where the two travellers spent 
ten days waiting lor the mail. They 
left Prince Albert with representatives 
of the Revillon Bros., who accompa­
nied them as far as Cumberland 
House. From that point they came on 
alone to the Pas and Cedar Lake and 
Grand Rapids.

Seven Mjlyes in Twenty Minutes.
They shot the rapids under the 

guidance of James McKay, covering 
seven miles in twenty minutes. Mr. 
McKay stated that the rowboat was 
the smallest, that in his experienced 
had ever shot these famous rapids 
On the way down Lake Winnipeg, the 
travellers followed the west shore line. 
Shark fell ill at Snake Island and 
,it was necessary that they should take 
steamer to Selkirk. Hoerschgen 
would have made the complete trip in 

‘the rowboat, if he could have found 
a man to accompany him, but no man 
was available. From Selkirk he sail­
ed the river to the city, arriving .here 
yesterday. 1

Shark Cannot Continue Trip.
As Mr. Shark is too ill to proceed 

further on the jourriéy, Mr. Hoerscch- 
gen is anxious to find some one who 
is willing to make the balance of the 
journey with him. The trip is one 
which no one would undertake foi 
pleasure, if it was to be made alon», 
but Mr. Hoerschgen believes that it 
would be a great pleasure if two men 
were to make it together. • The trav­
ellers would reach New Orleans about 
Christinas.

Hoerschgen of German Nobility.
The entire trip from Edmonton, on 

which three itionths were spent, was 
made without any mishap other than 
those which occur in such journeys 
to *11 voyagers and Mr. Hoerschgen 
looks back on it with much pleasure. 
He hopes to leave the city for the
south in about a week. Mr. Hoerch 

gen is of a titled German family. He 
lias received an excellent education 
and is at present seeing the world in 
his own way. He has made trips 
similar to the present in many of the 
countries of Europe.

Incendiary Fires in Russian Forests.

St. Petersburg, Sept. £0.—During the 
past week a number of fires have oe- 
''"'red in the timber yards belonging tc 
tjic crown, including the great works in 
ihe Busuluk forest in the Province ot 
Samaria, two works in the province of 
Mini Novgorod and the large depets in 
the provinces of Orel and Olonetzk. The 
tires are reported to have been of in­
cendiary origin due to dissatisfaction 
with the intended introduction of re­
forms ni the timber yards which, it has 
been discovered, uie managed, ft is 
stated that the facts have so disgusted 
Prince VaRsilehikoff, general director of 
land organization and agriculture, that 
he intends to resign.

Mosquitoes on Women’s Skirts.
Baltimore, Md„ Sept. 21. — William 

Hill, expert mosquito fighter of Balti­
more health department, declares that 
thousands of mosquitoes arq^brought into 
city by women’s skirts. Be said to-day, 
“If there’s anything dangerous to the 
country, lovely woman will get it with 
their skirts. The city was nearly free 
of mosquitoes when I discovered that the 
latest crop ow pests had been brought 
into town by women who chase about 
country fields for daisies and Jimson 
weeds and they got their skirts full of 
mosquitoes. One woman with skirts of 
the ordinary fulness can bring into town 
with her at least 3,000,006 mosquitoes, 
sooie alive and other in an embryonic 
state.”

Will Accept Standard Oil Securities.
Chicago, Sept. 20.—Judge Groescup 

declared today that he would- accept 
Standard Oil officials as surety on two 
bonds to be filed by thq Standard Oil 
Company of Indiana before that cor­
poration can obta-n a writ of superse­
dence preventing the government from 
collecting the fine recently imposed by 
Judge Landis, pending an appeal. 
One bond is to be for $4,000,090 and 
the other for $2,000,000.

PoisonetL-Her Husband.
Philadelphia, Pa., Sept. 20.—Be­

cause Frank Keroyski, aged 40 years, 
Refused to obey his wife’s order to 
leave her, she poisoned him with ar­
senic, according to officials ot the cor­
oner’s office. Th? widow, together 
with her sister’s husband, Joseph 
Durrock, were arrested yesterday, 
charged with the crime.

AN EARTHQUAKE AT ’FRISCO.

Hoodooed City Got Another Scare- 
Earth Trembled Violently.

San Francisco, Sept. 520.—-An earth­
quake shock that brought residents of 
this city into the streets in alarm 
and caused a general shake-up in the 
arrangements of many households 
was experienced here last night. The 
direction oi the «hock was from the 
soùtheast to the northwest, and was 
preceded i>y a rumbling noise.

There seemed to be a succession 
of shocks, terminating witfi a snap 
that caused fear and trembling among 
those here who suffered in the great 
disaster. In the mountains the shock 
was more severe, causing great trees 
to sway as if whipped by a mighty 
tempest. No serious damage is yet 
reported from the valley.

FOWLER INSANE.

One of Leaders in Vancouver Riots Men­
tally Unbalanced.

Vancouver, Sept. 20.—According to a 
despatch from Bellingham, Wash., A. 
B Fowler, secretary of the Japanese- 
Korean Exclusion league and one of the 
deputation to Vancouver which incited 
the mob to. violence and brought on the 
riot has become mentally unbalanced 
and is under police surveillance there, 
'ihe executive of the league has rprim- 
andd Fowler and recalled him. He has 
renounced their authority.

RUSSIA MAY 
NOW INTERVENU

Informs Persian Government That 
Anarchy Mutt Cease Where That 

Country Borders on Russia.

St. Petersburg, Sept. 20.—Russia has 
made immediate use of the free hand 
given her under the terms of the An- 
glo-Russian treaty. The “Rousia” to­
day printed an official note confirming 
the reports that De Hartwidge, Rus­
sian minister at Teheran, has not 
only drawn the attention of the Per­
sian government to the increase of an­
archy in the districts adjoining the 
Russian territory, but has conveyed a 
direct threat to the national assembly 
of a Russian occupation in North 
Persia. Disorders had occurred, said 
the note, affecting Russian interest 
and added that if the Persian authori­
ties were unable to put down the dis­
turbances with tbeir own resources 
it might become necessary for Russia 
to take steps in the direction of mili­
tary intervention on her own account.

Attempt to Rob Ontario Postoffice.
Delhi, Ont., Sept. .20.—Burglars 

were surprised attempting to rifle the 
postoffice last night. George Holson 
pulled a revolver and called on tho 
man on guard to stand. His reply was 
a shut which went through Holson’s 
hat. Shots were freely exchanged, 
but nobody was hurt and the burglars 
escaped. Holson’s jewelry store was 
looted last week by the same gang 
and $2,000 secured.

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A SUSPICIOUS OFFER.
On the surface it looks suspicious 

that an offer to purchase the street 
railway system should he made when 
money is so scarce. A street railway 
system was suggested and projected 
in Edmonton years before the money 
stringency began. When first propos­
ed offers of negotiation with a view 
to purchase were plenty but for some 
time the public at least have not 
learned that capitalists have been con­
cerned in the matter, even in a per­
iod when they were quite willing to 
purchase municipal debentures and 
provide money freely for all Lints ol 
industrial and commercial enterpris­
es. Now, however, when the demand 
for money is abnormally great an of­
fer to “relieve” us of the system is 
forthcoming.

There is a very general suspicion 
that the money stringency is not en­
tirely due to natural causes, but that 
it has been adroitly engineered by 
capitalists and by the banking insti­
tutions they control for tfie explicit 
purpose of enabling them to gobble 
up public franchises and secure con­
trol of pqblicly owned enterprises. 
If it could be made impossible to con­
struct or complete municipal enter­
prises the capitalist might very well 
argue that sooner than do without the 
service of those enterprises the mun­
icipalities would give l.'in franchises 
to construct and operate them. The 
scarcity of money has made it im­
possible to construct or even to com­
plete municipal enterprises ; and that 
at this psychological moment the cap­
italist comes forward to bid for such 
enterprises is pretty good proof that 
the money stringency is the gun 
which he is holding at the head 
of civic authorities in demanding 
their franchises. And for confirma 
tion of this we have the fact that 
the request for our franchise is made 
immediately after the city has tried 
unsuccessfully to sell a large block of 
debentures.

On the other hand the fact that 
an offer should now be made, or that 
a capitalist should now be willing 
to make ah offer, suggests how valu­
able the street railway franchise is 
considered by -men fho ought to know 
and who doubtless do know. That 
“Mr. Balfour” nas some closer view­
point than-London it is safe to assume 
and that ha is prepared to negotiate 
for a cash purchase of the partially 
completed system is all the proof re­
quired that the system promises to 
be an immensely profitable enterprise. 
Money is now m greater demand than 
at any time during the past decade, 
The security offered for it is unques 
tionable and the interest far beyond 
the ordinary. Capital is not avail­
able for any enterprise which does 
not offer the best of security and 
promise ricn rewards. If the street 
railway system was not regarded as 
an absolutely sound and an assured 
ly profitable concern there would be 
no offers to purchase it when the op­
portunities for investment are so 
many and the rewards of ipvestment 
so ample. t

filch the fallen sisterhood of as 
much money as possible, and with 
hardly a decent regard for law and 
justice. The prostitutes even have 
a reverence for our laws, and such 
methods as were used in this case 
only brings our traditional British 
justice into disrepute. We do not 
approve of the amended liquor lic­
ense ordinance recently passed. Un­
der the amended act there is no ap­
peal from a conviction by a non­
license holder and scope is given 
grafting officials to enter into all 
kinds of malicious persecutions and 
other dirty methods possessed by in­
formers and their superiors.

“Do the license inspectors feel 
that they cannot trust these cases 
in the hands of such men as Chief 
Rhodes and our highly respected 
town magistrate, MacDonnell ? These 
men have lived here for years, and 
have, and do now, hold responsible 
positions. Why then should the 
cases be taken out of their hands in 
so arbitrary a way? Was it not 
that justice was not wanted, and 
that convictions was the point aim­
ed at? A conviction is all very well 
if it is properly secured, but if se­
cured by contemptible methods, it 
works against law and order rather 
than in favor.”
The trouble of the Gazette is not 

that the law is not being enforced, 
but that it is being enforced and that 
where the local authorities do not en- 
forcs it the license inspectors do so, 
even at the risk of being considered 

discourteous” toward local officials 
whose laxity permits the law to be 
systematically and repeatedly violat­
ed by keepers of dens of iniquity. If 
the local authorities of Macleod had 
enforced the law ' there would have 
been no occasion for the inspector's 
interference. That ‘he inspector is 
condemned for interfering can only 
mean that the Gazette does not want 
the law enforced—possibly bemuse it 
could then condemn the Attorney Gen­
eral for not enforcing it.

CONDEMNED FOR ENFORCING 
THE LAW.

The Macleod Gazette, a newspaper 
that has never been friendly to the

“Some time ago License Inspector 
Hotchkiss came into town and cal­
ling in the aid of the R. N. W. M 
P. proceeded to make a raid on 
ChoW 8am and the houses of ill 
fame across the track, but with little 
result. In fact Mr. Hotchkiss did 
not even appear at the Chow 8am 
trial. We said then that we thought 
the action unwarranted, and Mr. 
Hotchkiss stated to a representa­
tive of the Gazette, that the matter 
had occurred without thought on 
his part, and that he had no inten­
tion' of being discourteous to the 
lqpal authorities.

"Nojjr comes the raid of the houses 
of ill j(atne again, and in our opin­
ion the ' methods rused were con­
temptible. While few towns in Al­
berta can boast of a more law-abid­
ing community than we have here 
in Macleod, the. general opinion of 
our leading citizens at the present 
time is strongly again&i the sneak­
ing, extortionate methods used to

AN EDMONTON PROJECT
Naturally enough the Calgary Her­

ald is displeased at the proposal to 
erect a cold storage warehouse in Ed­
monton, assures us that the enterprise 
could never be made to pay, that if it 
was needed we would have had it long 
ago without any assistance from . the 
city or the Government and argues 
generally that we are flying in the 
face of heaven in trying to disturb the 
foreordained condition that Calgary 
should be the be all and end all cl 
Alberta.

It may be assumed that the Herald 
peaks for the cold storage business 

and the cold storage proprietors of 
Calgary. What better proof then 
could the people of Edmonton want 
that there is profitable business for 
such warehouse here? The Herald 
and those for whom it speaks would 
have no concern in the Edmonton 
project if it had no concern for them 
The measure of their hostility toward 
the project is the measure of the cold 
storage business they ' believ3 they 
would loose through the erection of a 
warehouse in Edmonton. That their 
aversion is so strong is the proof of 
the volume of business that should be 
done in Edmonton but that is now 
being done in Calgary.

On one point the Herald appears to 
be badly in need of information. • U 
assume; that the Government bonus 
is a special favor extended to the Ed­
monton project and not given to the 
Calgary enterprises. This of course is 
erroneous. All the bonus the Edmon­
ton project can get, and all its pro­
moters have said they wanted is the 
bonus provided for such enterprises 
by the statute passed at last session 
of Parliament and which is quite as 
available for cold storage warehouses 
in Calgary as in Edmonton.

cause we had a policy of low tariff. 
Generally speaking the tariff stands 
now at About two-thirds the rate Mr. 
Foster and his: associates tried to col­
lect and couldn't. This is a matter 
of fact, not of argument, and if Mr. 
Foster deceived his audience it was 
not by specious or mistaken logic but 
by deliberate suppression or misre­
presentation of fact.

It is just because the rate - of the 
tariff was lowered that the proceeds 
from the tariff were increased. Un­
der the system of raising revenue by 
tariff the Government does not fix the 
amount of taxes the people shall pay. 
The Government fixes the rate of the 
tariff but the people determine the 
amount of taxes they will pay through 
that tariff. If they do not buy any­
thing abroad the revenue will be nil 
and the more they buy abroad the 
more the revenue will be. But people 
will not buy abroad unless they profit 
in doing so. The amount of tariff 
revenue which the people contribute 
to the Government represents there­
fore the extent to which they have 
been bettered in their purses by a 
tariff which enabled them to buy 
where the goods were cheaper. The 
low tariff gives the public the chance 
to buy goods abroad if they want to 
do so. The extent to which they seize 
the opportunity determines the amount 
of revenue they voluntarily contri­
bute to governmental expenses.

The very purpose of a high tariff is 
to prevent importation and its tend­
ency cannot be other than to decrease 
the amount of revenue derived by 
tariff on imports. The financial 
troubles of Mr. Foster and his friends 
were due* to the fact that they raised 
the tariff rat.e, debarred the consum­
er from buying abroad and hence pre­
vented him contributing to the rev­

ie from the tariff. The ultimate 
goal of this policy would be a oondi. 
tion of affairs in which there would 
be no imports and hence no revenue 
from the tariff. The farther they 
went toward that ideal the more 
nearly they accomplished this condi­
tion of affairs—and it is due to them 
to say they journeyed a considerable 
distance along the road. Where they 
would have wound up is not difficult 
to see. There must have come a time 
when other means must be,found to 
collect the revenue the tariff would 
not provide ; and the only available 
means was direct taxation.

If Mr. Foster would have condemn­
ed the Government for increasing the 
tariff, and if he even accuses them of 
increasing the tariff for the purpose of 
attacking them, what has he to say for 
himself? He and the party for which 
he stands have been openly and above 
board the advocates of a higher rate 
of tariff. They have made no bones 
about it. And if Mr. Borden is an 
authority they now stand for “A fiscal 
‘policy which will promote the pro­
duction within Canada of all useful 
articles and commodities that can 

‘be advantageously produced or man- 
‘ufactured from or by means of our 
‘natural resources” with the interests 

of the consumer tacked on as an 
after thought. Mr. Borden appeals 
to the country to put him in power 
on the promise to increase the tariff ; 
if Mr. Foster has discovered any sud­
den aversion to tariff increases it is 
his plain duty to communicate with 
his leader and to announce that lie 
will no longer be lieutenant to an 
heretic. Unless he does so he can be 
likened only to Satan reproving sin— 
sin that has not been committed save 
by himself and his friends.

PERVERTING THE FACTS
Mr. Foster has been making speech 

as in Nova Scotia, dealing as usual 
with the tariff and dealing with it in 
about his usual way. According to 
the Mail and Empire he told his 
hearers in effect that the wicked Gov 
ernment had raised the tax rate and 
thus increased the burdens laid upon 
the people by their predecessors. Eith 
er the chief Conservative organ has 
been misinformed or Mr. Foster has 
been guilty of a wilful perversion of 
the facts. If so his crime is the great­
er that no one in the Dominion knows 
better what are the facts.

The revenue derived from the tariff 
is greater now than when Mr. Foster 
engineered the fiscal policy of the 
country, but that increase has not 
been produced by an increase -in the 
rate of taxation as Mr. Ffister knows 
quits as well as any man in the Dcu, 
minion. And no man in the-Domin 
ion knows or" ought to know quite as 
well as Mr. Foster that increases of 
tariff in bygone days did not produce 
an increase of revenue. He tried it 
himself, tried it repeatedly, and an 
annual deficit was his reward—a de 
ticit which came to be one of the cer 
tainties of existence and which grew 
with each boost of the tariff rates. 

On the contrary the increase in rev

tions and in a manner absolutely 
"detrimental to the health of its op­
erators. We -believe that where it is 
a question between the money-mak­
ing devices of a large corporation 

“and the health of young girls and 
“women, business cupidity should be 

compelled to make way. The evid­
ence given before usT'and the fapts 
of experience, as cited, go to prove 
that this is a matter which cannot 
with safety bo entrusted to the par­

ities concerned, but is one which in 
the interest of the protection of the 
health and well-being of persons en­
gaged in this form of industrial pur­

suit calls for legislative interference 
“on the part of the state.”

Thanks to the enterprise of several 
Alberta municipalities in constructing 
systems of their own, and to the Pro­
vincial Govérnment in undertaking 
the construction and operation of a 
provincial system, the methods of tlie- 
Bell company are. not of such pressing 
consequence to the people of Alberta 
as they otherwise would be. The Bell 
company however has a system in Al­
berta, including both long distance 
lines and local exchanges, is extend­
ing that system from time to time, 
and unless prevented may succeed -in 
establishing local monopolies in cer­
tain districts. In the telephone busi­
ness the first system installed has 
nine points of advantage against all 
comers. The extending operations cf 
the Bell company in Alberta show 
that they are fully alive to this fact 
and are endeavoring to so entrench 
themselves that competing systems 
under municipal or government own­
ership may be starved in their in­
fancy. Alberta people are not there­
fore altogether disinterested spectat­
ors of the operations and methods of 
the Bell company.

The methods of dealing with its To­
ronto employees will contribute no­
thing to the popularity of the com­
pany in Alberta. On the contrary 
they will rally the'people of this prov- 
vince more loyally than ever to the 
“live and let live" systems of the 
municipalities and the provincial gov­
ernment. The manhood of Alberta 
has neither friendship nor fear for a 
corporation that swells its dividends 
'ey grinding the lives Out of Canadian 
women.

It is natural of course that the Cal­
gary Herald should get hot when it 
thinke—of a cold storage warehouse 
erected elsewhere than in Calgary.

NO WOMAN-KILLER WANTED.
The Royal Commission appointed to 

inquire into ths troubles between the 
Bell Telephone company and its To» 
ronto employees reveals conditions ol 
service imposed on those employees 
which must be revolting to public 
sentiment. Briefly the Commission­
ers conclude that when it became a 
choice between increasing dividends 
and sacrificing the health of its oper­
ators the Bell company did not hesitate 
to demand the sacrifice that the divi­
dends might be increased. And as this 
choice was continuously before the 
company the regular conditions im­
posed on the operators were little less 
;han a systematic destruction cl 
liealth for lae sake of gain. In the 
words of the report in the “system 
“as practised by the company the ef- 
“fort seems to have been to discover 
" ‘the breaking point’ and cause the 
‘«load given to each operator to ap­
proach as nearly to it as possible.” 
In other words the utmost amount of 
work that an operator could perform 
without killing her was all the com­
pany demanded.

The conclusions of the Commission­
ers are fairly condensed in this par­
agraph :—

"From the testinv ny given it would 
"appear that from the manner in 
“which the Bell Telephone company 
“carried on operations during the past 
“three years at the main exchange in 
“Toronto, where this conflict between 
“so-called business and health became 
“apparent, in many cases, not only 
“was the question of health a mattev 
“of small consideration, but th? man- 
“ agencent knowingly permitted the

The Alberan’s inquiry is entirely in 
order. It should be repeated until 
Mr. McCarthy proves his charge, re­
tracts it or adaii.s that, he has not 
the courage to do so. If Mr. McCar­
thy means anything at all he means 
that the ballots were not honestly 
counted in the one victory which the 
Liberals of Calgary have won in re­
cent years. He should be made to de­
fend that statement on the platform 
and before the public.

As the ballots were counted by the 
Chief Justice of the Province Mr. Mc­
Carthy’s words can be no less than a 
challenge of the honesty of the Chief 
Justice. He should be made to sub­
stantiate or retract that challenge in 
court.

Whether the remark was intended 
only as an applause-provoker in a 
party of friends or as a sample of the 
scandal Mr. McCarthy considers to oe 
political argument he should be 
made to understand that character 
cannot be maligned with impunity in 
Alberta. Mr. McCarthy has made a 
definite charge. He should be made 
to prove the charge, to retract it or to 
brand himself an irresponsible and a 
falsifier.

bLUE RIBBON OF SEA
The HiWery <tf Atiaotk Shipping Recalled By the Luiitania’s Mar- 

veIleus Record—Has Been a Titanic Struggle far Blue Ribbon 
of Sea.

The remarkable passoge across the 
Atlantic of the- gianît tarty ne Cunard- 
er Lusitania, which arrived in New 
York last week, having performed tne 
voyagé from Queenstown" to Sandy 
Hook Lightship, in five days, 54 min­
utes, calls attention to the great de­
velopment that has occurred in ocean 
traffic since the early days of the 
wooden sailing ships.

In the olden times each fresh 
achievement—each hour er knot or 
nal.for a waterfront celebration. Eigh- 
now of a waterfront celebration. Eigh­
teen and twenty days were the quick 
passages of boats of the Black Balt, 
Swallow Tail and other great packet 
lines, across the Atlantic. Then, there 
is the record of the Dreadnaugbt, 
Capt. Samuel’s great packet, which 
in 1806 tore from this port to Queens- 
porf in nine days and seventeen 
hours. It was many years before 
steamships exceeded that record.

In 1838 the Sirius and Great West­
ern, two steamships, British built and 
British manned, had cross the ocean 
successlnly. Sirius was a boat of 700 
tons, launched at Bristol, and the 
Great Western of about the same size 
was London built. They were of wood 
Then came the record of the Great 
Western in fourteen days. The east­
ern journey was made in about the 
same time,

Cunard Une ire thé Field.
The Cunard Line was organized in 

1840, appearing in the trans-Atlantic 
field with a quartette of wooden sk}e- 
wheeters, Acadia, Britannia, Colum­
bia an# Caledonia. The Yankee sai) 
packet^ beat these boats occasionally, 
but not often eaOugh to defeat the ob­
ject op the Cufiard Line in obtaining 
the best of thje passenger and freight 
traffic for its bottoms. As an instance 
of the general build of the earliest 
Cunard liners it''might be pointed out 
that .the Britannia was 207 feet long, 
about the length of an average steam 
yacÿl, 32 feet wide, 22 feet deep, with 
tonnage of 1,155, and speed of SX 
knots an hour. ,

Adding to its fleet from time to 
time' th'e "Ouifard" Company in the ear­
ly forties had a number of craft which 
steadily and without accident were 
making the trip from Liverpool to 
New York in from ten days and six 
hours to fourteen days and three 
hours. With these boats the English 
line continued on the high seas of 
prosperity undisputed until in 1850, 
the famous, but ill fated, Collins line, 
American in organization, built four 
vessels size and magnificence of which 
were relatively far greater in com­
parison to the ships of contemporary 
lines than the Lusitania is today.

There was the Arctic, 2,856 tons, At­
lantic, 2,845 tons, Baltic, 2,723 tons, 
and Pacific, 2,707 tons. They were driv­
en by side-wheel, side-lever engines of 
800 horsepower. The American liners 
at once showed their superiority to 
the Cunarders so far as speed, at 
least, was concerned. Whereas the 
British steamship® Bad averaged be­
tween ten and fiiteen days in making 
the trip from Liverpool, the Collins 
boats cut the time to nine days and 
a few odd hoars.

In the years 1854 «id ’55, the Col­
lins Une sustained losses of two of 
its crack vessels, the Arctic going 
down in collision with a French 
steamship, with hundreds of lives, and 
the Pacific, leaving Liverpool for New 
Y'ork in January, 1856, steaming to an 
unknown bourne, whence never a 
■splinter of her returned to tell the na­
ture of the tragedy.

Americans Fell Out.
From that time on Americans were 

never especially prominent in the 
fight to reduce the time across the 
ocean. The .Pacific had crossed the 
Atlantic in nine days, 20 hours and 
sixteen minutes, and the Arctic bad 
made the passage in nine days, seven­
teen hours and twelve minâtes. The 
Cunard continued building new 
steamships and in 1866 the Persia 
made a record of nine days, one hour 
and 45 minutes, whereupon people be­
gan to talk of the possibility of an 
eight-day boat. It came, ten years la­
ter, in 1866, when the Scotia brought 
the time between New York and 
Queenstown to eight days, t*o hours 
and 48 minutes.

Successive Winners.
The City of B-russels, three years 

later, crossed in seven days, 22 hours 
and three minutes, and two years la­
ter the White Star liner Baltic made 
the passage in two hours better time. 
Of course these vessels were all of the 
screw type, the paddle-wheel boats 
going out for the most part in the ear­
ly seventies. The City of Berlin, in 
1875, pulled down the record of seven 
days, fifteen hours and 48 minutes, 
and in 1676 and 1877 the Brittanic and 
Germanic, both of the White Star 
Line, held the honors m turn, the 
Germanic, seven days, eleven hours 
and 37 minutes; the Britannic, seven 
days, ten hours and 54 minutes. Then, 
in 1880, came the Arizona of the Gu- 
ion Line, the first boat with water­
tight compartments. She crossed in 
seven days, seven hours and twenty 
three minutes. The Alaska of the 
same line established a record of six 
days, eleven hours, nine minutes. All 
these -records were made on the New 
York and Queenstown route, from 
Sandy Hook Lightship to Boche’s 
Point. , . ,

This company took a firmer grip cm 
trans-Atlantic supremacy kt 1885, 
when it brought out the famous Etru­
ria, which is still plying in the regu­
lar New York service of the line. She 
lowered the > record to six days, four 
hours and 43 minutes. But she held 
the blue ribbon only two years, smoth­
er Cunarder, the fimbria, coming 
along and making the record six days, 
four hours and 42 minutes. The next 
year the Etruria regained her lost 
laurels, amid great public acclaim, 
puting the figures at six days, one 
hour and 65 minutes..

the City of Paris crossed the ocean in 
five days, nineteen hours, and eigh­
teen minutes. The Majestic in 1891 
shattered tl^e Paris’s record by juat 
one hour and ten minutes—five days, 
eighteen hours, eight minutes. The 
Teutonic did not allow her sister to 
enjoy her honors for long, breaking 
the record herself in the same year, 
five days sixteen hours, thirty-one 
minutes. In 1883, the City of Paris 
came into her own again, making the 
trans-Atlantic passage in five days, 
fifteen hoars, 56 minutes. The same 
year she beat her own record—five 
days, fourteen hours, twenty-three 
minutes.

Germany Takes the Ribbon.
In the meantime, over the Beuth- 

amptorr etrarse, which le about 3,164 
miles, whereas the Liverpool-Queens- 
town course is considerably shorter, 
2,866 mites, tb* Hamburg-American 
liner, Furst Bismarck, in 1891 made a 
record of six days, fourteen hours and 
fifteen minutes. The record holder 
before that was the North German 
Lloyd liner Lahn, with the perform­
ance of sevem days, four hours, 45 
minutes. In 1864, the pair of Ameri­
can built, American designed steam­
ships 8t. Paul and St. Louis were pie­
ced in the Southampton-Cberbourg 
service; and in 1897 the. St. Paul and 
St. Louis reduced the time to six. days 
no hours and 31 minutes, a record 
whieh stood ’ until the fleet Kaiser 
Wilhelm der Grosse of the North 
German Lloyd line later reduced the 
time to five days, seventeen hours and 
eight minutes. This vessel later 
made the time to Southampton in five 
days and twenty hours.

In 1900 the great Hamburg-Ameri- 
can flyer Deutschland appeared. The 
product of the Vulcan Iren Works at 
Stettin, carrying with her all the 
hopes of German supremacy she start­
ed from Plymouth for New York on 
her maiden voyage in July, 1900, and 
lowered the recoid to five days, four­
teen hours, 23 minutes. She made 
an average speed of 23 knots an hour 
over a course of 3,086 miles-. No mer­
chant vessel had ever before attained 
an average of more than 22 and a 
fraction knots. In September,- 1900, 
the Deutschland went from New York 
to Plymouth In five days, seven 
hours, 38 minutes, a record the North 
German Lloyd line has always dis­
puted, maintaining that the Kaiser 
Wilhelm II over a longer course, in 
June, 1904, made the journey from 
New York to Plymouth, 9,962* miles, 
in five days, eleven hours, 56 min­
utes, averaging 23.58 knots an hour.

MINTS IN INDIA
ARE SUCCESSFUL.

London, Sept. 17.—Much is-hoped' in 
Burma from the visit that the Viceroy 
of India proposes to pay to that State 
towards the end of the year. Since Bur­
ma first came under British rule it has 
been the Cinderella of Indian States, and 
it is war hoped that what he will see 
-*or himself when he visita Rangoon, 
Mandalay, and other parts of the coun­
try, .will induce Lord Minto to do all 
that lies in his power to remove, or to 
alleviate some of the more pressing, of 
the grievances from whieh Burma is un­
doubtedly suffering at the moment. 
Much has, of course, been done in the 
twenty-one years that havr elapsed since 
the formal ahnexation of Burma ta the 
British empire but progress here does 
not geem to have kept pacs with the 
strides made ia other parts pf India, 
and Europeans and educated natives 
alike feel that their distance from the 
Indian capital often leads to their in­
terests being overlooked. i ,

Will a Railway Pay- 
When Lord Carson visited Burma ia 

1901 he was urged to impress upon the 
Indian Government and the Imperial au­
thorities the necessity for connecting 
Upper Burma with the Indian railway 
system Uy earning a main trunk line 
from these provinces to Assam, and this 
scheme is likely to be brought under the 
notice of Lord Minto on this occasion. 
It seevis certain that such a line must 
be built sooner or later if the consider­
able agricultural and commercial re­
sources of Upper Burma are not to be 
strangled for all time. There can be 
no doubt that such a line would be very- 
difficult to construct from an engineer­
ing point of view and correspondingly 
expensive while the revenue that would 
accrue from it for the first few years of 
its existence would not be very large. 
These were the principal reasons given 
for declining to proceed with this work 
on the last occasion, and it seems pretty 
safe to assume that they will be em­
ployed once more.

The whole trend of Indian officialdom 
at the present time is te take a very- 
narrow and confined view of any scheme 
such as this, a view that is restricted by 
he eternal question: “Will it pay?*’ 

There is nothing of that broad-minded, 
statesmanlike view of things that sees 
only the development and increasing 
prosperity of the country and deems the 
cost worthy of the end ultimately to be 
achieved. In short there is nothing in 
the attitude of the Indian Government 
to-day of that spirit that led the late 
Mr. Cecil Rhodes to project his great 
railway line right across Africa. Rail­
ways when built by the State out of 
public funds should be constructed as 
much from the poypt of view of. stimu­
lating trade and commerce and assisting 
to develop, the country through " which 
they pass as from the volume of trade 

.that is already on the spot and from 
which the line shall draw an ample reve­
nue from the commencement-. This is 
the manner in which the Uganda Rail­
way was conceived and built and, it may 
be added, is the spirit in which many 
hundreds of miles of railway have been 
.built in India itself in the past. This 
view will probably be urged upon the 
Viceroy when he visits Burma -by those 
moat anxious to eee the construction sf 
this trunk line taken in hand: It is.very

tional circumstances, and it is only in] 
comparatively few districts that there V:
any need for artificial irrigation on a 
considerable scale. ' The mineral re­
sources of the country are only very im­
perfectly understood at the present day, 
but that these are very great is 
certain. The ruby mines of Upper Bur­
ma have long been famous, while quite 
extraordinary developments have taken 
place during the past few years in the 
petroleum industry. There are very 
Barge deposits of this oil in various parts 

!ef the country; and the most modern 
methods of obtaining and treating it are 
now being introduced Gold, silver^ cop­
per, tin and iron are all proved to exist 
while coal, though not of very good qual­
ity, has also been located. ATI these in­
dustries, however, require Government 
assistance and encouragement while <n 
their infancy, and it is a sore point 
with the people of Burma that this is 
what they do not receive.

The Southern Shan States have re­
cently been designated “the potential 
granaries of India,” and certainly their 
possibilities as wheat producing areas 
are very great. Here again, quick and 
easy railway cpmmunication with the
particularly0with^ttm £*$"£'“an*aW[SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST

lute necessity, and it is hoped that the 
visit of the Viceroy will give a stimulus
to the construction of the Southern 
Shan States Railway. This railway has 
been under discussion for several years 
past, and would in addition to tapping 
thê wheat-growing belts pass through 
forests of very valuable timber and rub­
ber plants, for which there is a very 
ready market not only in India bet 
practically all over the world. There 
is a very considerable future before the 
lumber industry in Burma when pro­
perly organized and oveloped, and here 
the great navigable waterways of the 
country will be of the greatest assistance 
as providing an easy and fairly swift 
means of transport to the sea.

The Lumber Industry.
Much has been done in the develop­

ment of this lumber industry of late 
Government can be induced to lend :ts 
years and much more is hoped to be at- 
support, and, in fairness to the Govern? 
ment it must be said that it would 
seem to be thoroughly aliv-e to the po­
tentialities of this industry. There are. 
now considerably over twenty thousand 
square miles of timber-bearing land re­
tained in the near future if the Indian 
served in Burma, which brings to the 
State the annual gross revenue of, ap­
proximately* <£600,000. The chief tim­
ber found in the forests of Burma is 
two or three varieties of teak, for which 
there is an ever growing demand, while 
many other valuable woods are also pro­
duced in abundance. The real value of 
these forests, however, will probably be 
found in the future to lie in the rubber 
that grows here in enormous quantities. 
Steps are already, being taken to intro­
duce scientific collection and cultivation 
of this rubber, and at Mergui there is a 
State rubber plantation over two thous­
and acres in extent. Here very valu­
able experiments in the cultivation of 
ubber and the best varieties of planfs 

for the various soils and localities gre 
carried out, and as a result o^ the know­
ledge that is being gained here it is 
hoped in a very few years time not only 
thoroughly to exploit the vast natural 
supplies of rubber in the country but to 
do so on approved lines, and so do away 
with the haphazard and wastefully de­
structive methods that have almost en­
tirety prevailed in the past.

There is a spirit of progress abroad 
in Burma at the present day that is de­
serving of every encouragement, but 
this, as has been previously hinted, is 
not always forthcoming, and if, as is 
greatly to be desired, Lord Minto as the 
outcome of his Visit to the country can 
only be convinced of the bright future 
that lies before it can be persuaded to 
induce the Indian Government to treat 
Burma in a more liberal and intelligent 
spirit than is the tendency to-day, a 
very great step forward will have been 
taken.

An Amendment.
After some further discussion, Mr. 

Studholrae moved, seconded by T. H. 
Wilson, that a public meeting be call­
ed, and that the council give the ques­
tion of seling further consideration.

Mr. Studholme said he was in favor 
of selling if the citizens interested 
were protected in the sale.

An elector—“When the Council call 
a meeting it is time to speak. We 
are premature.”

Dr. Smith supported the amend­
ment. He thought further considera­
tion should be given to the question.

After some further discussion, in 
which it was pointed out that the city 
owned no charter, but was simply 
laying rails on its own streets, and 
could not extend the line .outside the 
city limits, some one queried :

HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.
Any even numbered section of Do­

minion Lands in Manitoba or the 
North-West Provinces, excepting -8 
and 26, not reserved, may "lie home­
steaded by any person the sole head 
of a family, or male over 18 years of 
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec­
tion, of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry 
must be made in person by* the ap­
plicant at the office of the local Agent 
or Sub-Agent. Entry by proxy may, 
however, be made on certain condi­
tions by the father, mother, so.’., 
daughter, brother, or sister of an in­
tending homesteader.

Ah application for entry or inspec­
tion made personally at any Sub- 
agent’s office may be wired to the 
local Agent by the Subagent, at the 
expense of the applicant, and if the 
land applied for is vacant on receipt 
of the telegram such application is 
to have priority and the land will be 
held until the necessary papers to 
complete the transaction are receiv­
ed by mail.

In case of “personation” the entry 
will be summarily cancelled and the 
applicant will forfeit all priority of 
claim.

An application for inspection must 
be made in person. The applicant 
must be eligible for homestead entry, 
and only one application for inspec­
tion will be received from an indivi" 
dual until that application has been 
disposed of.

A homesteader whose entry is in 
good standing, and not liable to can­
cellation, may, subject to approval of 
Department, relinquish it in favour 
of father, mother, son, daughter, 
brother or sister, if eligible, but to 
no one else, on filing declaration of 
abandonment.

Where an entry is summarily dan- 
celled, or voluntarily abandoned, sub­
sequent to institution of coneeliation 
proceedings, the applicant for inspec­
tion will be entitled!to prior right of 
entry.

Applicants for Inspection must 
state in wliat particulars the home- 
cteader is in default, and if subse­
quently the statement is found to be 
incorrect in material particulars, the 
applicant will lose afly prior right of 
re-entry, shouiu thd land become 
vacant, or if entry has been granted 
it may be summarily cancelled.

Duties.—A settler1 Ts required to 
perform the condftidhs under one of 
the following plaris -A-

(1) At least six months’ residence 
upon and cultivation of the land ill 
each year during the term of three 
years.

(2) If the father (or mother, if the 
father is deceased) ef a homesteader 
resides upon a farm in the vicinity of 
the land entered foi- by such home­
steader the requirement as' to resi 
den ce may be satisfied by such per­
son residing with the father or 
mother.

(3) If the settler has bis permanent 
residence upon farming land owned 
by him in the vicinity of his home­
stead ,the requirement may be satis­
fied by residence upon such land.

Before making application for 
patent the settler must give six 
months’ notice in writing to he Com­
missioner of Dominion Lands at Ot­
tawa, of his Intention to do so.
SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH­

WEST MINING REGULATIONS.
Coal.—Coal mining rights may be 

teased for a period «' twenty-one 
years at an annual rental of $1 per 
acre. Not more than 2,560 acres 
•hall be leased to One individual or 
company. A royalty at the rate oi 
five cents per ton shall be collected 
on the merchantable coal mined.

Quartz.—A person eighteen years oi 
age, or over, having discovered 
mineral in Diace, may locate a claim 
1,500 x 1,500 feet.

The fee for recording a claim is $5-
At least $100 must be expended on 

the claim each year or paid to the 
mining recorder in lieu thereof. When 
$500 has been expended or paid, the 
locator may, upon having a survey 
made, and upon complying with other 
requirerrtents, purchase -ue land at 
$1 per acre.

The patent provides for the pay­
ment of a royalty ->f 2 12 per cent, on 
the sale.

Placer mining claims generally are 
100 feet square; erttry lee $6, renew­
able yearly.

An applicant may obtain two leasee 
to dredge for gold of five miles each 
for a term of twenty years, renewable 
at the discretion of the Minister ol 
the Interior.

The lessee shall have a dredge in 
operation within one season from the 
date of the lease for each five miles. 
Rental $10^per annum lor each mile 
of river leased. Royalty at the rate 
of 2 1-2 per cent, collected on the 
output after it exceeds $10,000.

This much, 
however, can be stated with authority 
that the offer will be a bona fide one 
from a strong financial concern. 

Opinion Favor» Sal».
Tliis forenoon a representative of The 

Bulletin called upon a number of the 
prominent business men of the city and 
ascertained their opinions on the pro­
posed disposal of the municipal utility. 
Tlidre was an almost unanimous opinion 
under present circumstances, for selling, 
but all were, in favor of making no sac­
rifice to sell. Edmonton has a valuable 
asset in her franchise and it should not 
lie disposed of without due consideration 
was the consensus of opinion.

The following arc a few of the opin­
ions from prominent citizens.

No N»»d to Make Haste.
Richard Secord.—"I think we should 

not be in too great haste about selling. 
Nothing in construction work can be 
done till spring and we have some 
months to consider the bargain. I think 
uder the present financial conditions, 
that it would be better to dispose of the 
franchise and the work already done. 
The city does not stand to make money 
by the line for seme years. We should 
make no haste in selling, however, as 
the franchise is a valuable asset.”

Mr. McGrath of McGrath, Hart and 
Co.—"By all means let a private corpor­
ation have it.” It will require a great

deal of money to install the railway 
and the city has already enough schemes 
to finance for some years to come.

No Objection to Private Ownerehip. 
Fred Perkins of F. Perkins and Co — 

"The financial stringency is the basis 
of the whole question. The city can’t 
complete the railway only at great sac­
rifice. Our preesnt gain in selling will 
make up for our future loss. A com­
pleted street railway will give a great 
impetus to Edmonton at the preesnt time 
I can see no objection to private owner­
ship of a street railway as excellent ser­
vices have been given in eastern cities 
such as Montreal and Toronto.”

A. C. Fraser, vice-president of the 
Board of Trade and manager of the Mer­
chants’ Bai%.—"Under the present cir­
cumstances it is the duty of the city to 
investigate the proposition very closely 
rnd if satisfactory terms can be arranged 
the franchise should be disposed of. A 
trowing city such as Edmonton is, has 
impie to look after without the con­
struction and operation of a street rail­
way, and will have ample to look after 
for some time to dome. Ordinarily I 
im very strongly in favor of.municipal 
wnership but the experience of the past 

three or four years has led me to think 
.t can he overdone.”

Danger of Maladministration.
Dr. XV hitelaw.—"Inasmuch as a street 

railway is different to other municipal 
utilities and open to more graft and 
Maladministration I think it wouldn't 
» a bad plau to sell if. we can get a 
easonable price. There should, however, 

be some provision, made to enable the 
ity to buy back at some future time if 

tile financial conditions and prosperity 
if the city made such a course advis­
able." j

Mr. Duncan of Duncan, Duncan and 
Butters.—“i am in favor of a sale but 
the city should retain control of the 
rates of tickets or get a percentage of the 
profits. Such a scheme as the street 
railway is much easier for a company to 
i iaance than the city, encumbered with 
other municipal projects. The city- 
might with profit get a copy of the agree 
ment between Toronto and the street 
railway there. This could be used as a 
basis for an agreement. It would also 
of advisible to send a man to the eastern 
■ities to study the operations of private 
street railways and the relations that 
■xist between them and the cities who 
lave given them franchises.

Mu*t Get Full Value.
J. E. Lessard of Garriepy and Lessard 

—“I am in favor of selling but we 
should carefully consider the proposi­
tion. XVe should get full value for we 
rave a good thing in - the street railway 
iranchise. It should be understood that 
re are open to sell but there should be 
lo sacrifice made to get clear of the 
plant."

Opponent of Sale.
Edward Bellamy of the Bellamy Co.— 

‘I think the people had better go slowly. 
All cities we know of that have private 
-ompanies operating their street rail­
ways are having trouble. XVe are not 
suffering for a street railway for a year 
ir two. XX’lien the financial market 
loosens up we can proceed with the con­
struction of the railway. Municipal own­
ership will not be a failure if our man­
agement is good. The trouble in the 
past few years has been with the had 
management.”

the prairie stretch between Edmonton 
and the Yellowhead vies with the 
Pass itself in altitude.

Coal in the Foothills.
The foothill country at the approach 

to the Pass is one great stretch of 
bituminous coal measures- Coal of a 
nature to satisfy those who use it for 
steam purposes exists in great quan­
tities, and the prospective railways 
entering the Pass will do so under 
the most favorable circumstances so 
iar as the source from which they de­
rive their horsepower is concerned.

It will be remembered that during 
the recent visit of Mr. D. Mann, of 
the C. N. R., he informed the Bulle­
tin of the necessity of his line extend­
ing to the coal measures of the foot­
hills near the Yellowhead. Rumor 
goes the rounds among the prospectors 
in the district adjacent to the base 
of the Rickies that the railway repre­
sented by Mr. Mann has, with that 
commendable foresight which has 
been the secret of their past success, 
secured twenty ■ thousand acres of 
these coal lands near the Pass. The 
statement of Mr. Mann during his.last 
visit to the city with regard |o the 
necessity of the western extension of 
the C. N. R. in order to tap the great 
bituminous measures, lends color *3 
the rumor, and the feeling in mos* 
circles is that the Canadian Northern 
Company have show a wisdom and 
initiative, advantageous to the coun­
try as well as to themselves, in en­
deavoring to solve in a complete man­
ner the fuel problem so far as their 
line is concerned.

Country Being Settled.
It is remarkable, Mr. Tremblay 

states, the number of settlers, pros­
pectors, timber cruisers and others 
which is to be met with on the trip 
west. Equipments of all kind are to 
be seen, from the wandering tribes 
of nomadic Indians to the more civil­
ized and comfortable camps and trap­
pings of the surveyors. The country 
is fast losing its characteristic of lone­
liness, and can be no longer termed 
an uninhabited waste.

Mr. Tremblay also stated that the

A. J. Tremblay, who lias been en­

gaged in surveying work for some 
ime past in conjunction with his un 

ole, Mr. J. Cote, of th s city, lias just 
returned from a trip to the region ad­
joining the Yellowhead Pass. He was 
at the head of a party of six men, 
who, with fifteen pack and saddle 
aorses, penetrated as far west as the 
district due south of Jasper House 
the object of the trip was some pri 
vate survey work which Mr. Tremblay 
.lad undertaken, and the journey was 
not without many charms in the way 
of a commingling of pleasure and ad­
venture.

Mr. Tremblay took with/his a cam­
era, and had many humorous experi­
ences in his attempt to take pictures 
of some of the noble red men tie en­
countered on the journey west, who 
displayed their dread of these evi­
dences of civilization by scurrying off 
into the bush when any attempt was 
made to reduce their primitive- beauty 
to a film.

The journey was beset by many dif- 
ficult-es, chief of which was the de- 
plorabl condition of the trail, as the 
result of the recent heavy rains. In 
ace of these the party, nevertheless, 

made excellent time, their return be­
ing accomplished in the remarkably 
good average of eighteen miles per 
day.

Physical Features of the Country.
To a representative of the Bulletin, 

Mr. Tremblay gave some particulars 
is to the nature of the country lying 
between this city and the Yellowhead 
Pass. Exactly what this section oi 
prairie country is like, whether it will 
afford one of those golden opportuni­
ties for the squatter and homesteader, 
is a subject which has been agitating 
the minds of a great many of the peo­
ple of the west, and especially of the 
city which looks with yearning eyes 
on the possibility of connecting with 
the shores of the Pacific to the west. 
The land of the prairie section, ac­
cording to Mr. Tremblay’s description, 
is destined to play an important part 
in the exploitation of the wealth of 
the west, but possibly not in the man­
ner expected by many. Between Ed­
monton and Pembina Crossing there 
is good agricultural land, with slight­
ly varying possibilities, but across the 
r.ver to the west the country becomes 
sandy, hilly and interspersed with 
muskeg. Plenty of fairly good .gravel 
beds exist, which will undoubtedly 
prove a great boon to the railway lines 
for ballasting purposes.

Higher Than the Pass.
There are also some elevated attain­

ing a height equal to, if not exceed­
ing, the level oi the Pass itself. This 
high country exists between the Mc­
Leod and Athabasca rivers, through 
which'the surveyed lines of both the 
G. T. P. and C. N. R. pass, parallel­
ing each other for some distance along 
the banks of the Athabasca river. It 
is a paramount advantage of the Yel­
lowhead Pass route to the Pacific over 
that of the Bow river valley route .of 
the C. P. R-, that at no point does 
the grade exceed one per cent., and

MUST NOT SACRIFICE
HEALTH OF PROVINCE.

Friday’s Daily.
“These people do not realize what 

the country loses in money value by 
he presence of typhoid fever, leaving 
rat all question of human life,” said 
Medical Health Officer Dr. Ternan to 
i Bulletin representative this morn­
ing when shown the resolution pub- 
ished today passed by the Medicine 
Hat meeting of the Union of the Al­
berta Municipalities, with reference to 
the disposal of sewage.

The resolution states that while re­
cognizing the important of scientific 
disposal of sewage, the opinion of the 
convention is that in the present stage 
>f the development of the country the 
requirements of the Provincial Health 
ict are entirely tco stringent and com­
pliance would incur a large and un­
necessary expense. The resolution also 
balls for amendment of the present 
health act and the executive are ask- 
d to wait on the Government of Al­

berta urging the stay of all proceed­
ings until proper enquiries have been 
made.

Proper Inquiries Already Made.
“The resolution from its wording 

appears as if it had been drawn up 
by a body of illiterate fanners,” Dr. 
T/rnan continued. “The government 
ras already made proper inquiries 
md have carefully’ looked into the 
entire question before introducing the 
bill at the last session."

Dr. Ternan continuing pointed out 
that the state makes provision for 
the safety of human life and the cit­
es and towns of the west should not 

be allowed to jeopardize the public 
health by the contamination of the 
rivers and streams

The Obvious Motive.
“The convention, from the tenor of 

•he resolution, was evidently consult- 
ng its own present day pocket rather 
than the welfare of the country.”

“If this country could only realize 
what it would mean to be clear of ty­
phoid fever, or enteric as it is more 
properly called, no cost would be con­
sidered too great to rid the west of 
the disease.

“The prairie west is particularly ad­
apted to the ‘seeding’ of typhoid fever 
and if it becomes permanently settled 
it' can perhaps never be rooted out. 
Years ago this country was entirely 
ree from typhoid and when the pop­

ulation was small there was very lit­
tle of the disease.

Typhoid Deters Immigration.
“The fact that typhoid exists in 

the west has a deterring effect on im­
migration and is constantly used in 
the east as an argument against the 
western provinces.

'If we can wine out this disease, as 
the new health act of Alberta will do 
much to accomplish no greater bene­
fit could be accomplished. One of the 
first means for the eradication of ty­
phoid fever is to keep the rivers and 
streams pure, and this can only be ef­
fected by scientific disposal of the 
sewage of the cities and towns.

The Case of Pittsburg.
As an illustration of the effect of 

septic tanks in lessening the disease. 
Dr. Ternan instanced the case of 
Pittsburg. A few years ago an epi­
demic prevailed in the great iron 
manufacturing city and over 5,000 cas­
es of typhoid were reported at one 
time. The next season septic tanks 
were installe dfor disposal of the city 
sewage and typhoid practically dis­
appeared.

“The good motto ‘Train up a child 
in the way it should go,' " said Dr. 
Ternan in conclusion, “is also very 
applicable to a new country. If it 
grows up with good ideas as to its 
public health its future in that re­
gard at least will be assured.”

MINISTER OF JUSTICE
SCORES MR. BORDEN.

Toronto, Sept. 20—The duel between 
Hon. A. B. Aylesworth, minister of 
justice, and Hon. R. L. Borden, Con­

servative leader, grows very keen. At 
a big picnic for Essex, held at Wind­
sor yesterday, Mr. Aylesworth replied 
to Mr. Btirdéù's speech. He said in 
part that during the last few weeks if 
never before, the leader of the opposi­
tion had, apparently with a willing 
heart, taken to mud-throwing and 
general abuse.. Speaking recently Mr. 
Borden, he said, in the course of a 
reference to the result of the general 
elections as they affected the province 
of Nova Scotia stated in effect that 
his own among other constituencies 
had been debauched and that Hon. 
W. S. Fielding knew of these things 
and participated in them beforehand.

Fielding Maligned.
“I felt indignation when I heard 

those words,” .said Mr. Aylesworth. 
“I know both Mr. Fielding and the 
people of this country and I venture 
to say that there is not an honest 
man who does not believe that Mr 
Fielding is as pure and honest a 
statesman as ever drew the breath of 
life.

“At a meeting in the town of Lind 
say I read an extract from Mr. Bord 
en’s speech and I had a word or two 
to say by way of answer. Since then 
the newspapers of this province have 
been profuse in fheir accounts of the 
wordy war between Borden and my­
self. I was waited upon not long ago 
by a representative of a Toronto news­
paper who wanted to know where I 
would meet Borden. I had no other 
answer to make than that I had met 
him before on the floor of the House 
of Commons and would meet him 
again. Mr. Borden will be welcome if 
he comes to any meeting where I hap­
pen to b? present. I shall be pleased 
to see him, but it is a vain and idle 
thing that the champion of the Con­
servative party should be issuing such 
statements throughout the country 
and challenging his opponents to meet 
him. He may think 1 am going to 
follow him ; I am here, let him come 

Turn Right Inward.
“I said before in referring to Mr. 

Borden that he had better look to his 
own case. I said what I am prepared 
to uphold anywhere and before any 
tribunal in this country that certain 
statements could be proved with re­
gard to Mr. Borden’s connection with 
corrupt practices in the lute general 
elections. I expressed my opinion 
on these statements as any lawyer 
might. I said what I repeat today 
that if these things were established 
at a trial R. L. Borden would stand 
disqualified for eight years from the 
House of Commons in Canada.”

The Discredited Leader.
At Peterboro, Mr. Borden had said 

that Aylesworth was a discredit to 
Canada. On the floor of the House 
Mr. Aylesworth had told Mr. Borden 
that he entertained very little pati- 
er.cs for any opinion that he migh 
form of him. It.might be that he 
(Mr. Aylesworth) had a little preju­
dice ' against Mr. Borden, be­
cause hé , was comparatively 
a recent convert to Conservatism. In 
any event that gentleman was wel­
come to his opinion. The speaker was 
sure they were not the opinions of 
the country. When there was talk of 
discredit lie wanted to know if Mr. 
Borden was not the man who stood 
discredited before ^hc people of Can 
ada as the Conservative leader. He 
could not find even in his own native 
province of Nova Scotia a single con­
stituency that had any confidence in 
him.

“Is he the man to say I am a dis­
credit to Canada? In my position 
return the compliment.”

As to Lefurgy-Fowler-Pope.
Mr. Boiden had said before there 

was any report of the remarks respect­
ing disqualification! that Mr. Ayles­
worth had better devote some time to 
explaining his’ connection wini the 
Gamey affair.

“Well,” he continued, “I say to Mr. 
Boiden it will take no longer to ex­
plain my connection with the Gamey 
affair than it will take him to explain 
his connection with the Lefurgy-Fow­
ler-Pope affair, and much less in fact. 
He spent an hour in the House oi 
Commons explaining it, the sum ano 
substance of his statement being that 
he knew nothing of it and I can say 
the same of the Gamey affair."

The People the Jurors.
Continuing, Mr. Aylesworth said 

Mr. Borden had demanded that he be 
not indicted upon hearsay or street 
gossip, but upon awqrn -testimony, 
and he was declaiming against his po­
litical opponents that they were cor­
rupt and refused to purify the election 
laws of the country. The people had a 
right, therefore, to know whether that 
gentleman practiced what he preached. 
Some years ago there was a case in 
the province of Quebec ifi which 
Hugh Graham, the proprietor of the 
Montreal Star, was concerned. He 
was a great admirer three years ago 
of Mr. Borden, and was a most liberal 
contributor to the Conservative elec­
tion funds. His sworn testimony was 
that out of his own pocket he had con­
tributed $30,T)00 to the organization of 
the Quebec district, not the province 
of Quebec, but the district surround­
ing the city of Quebec.

He gave not only to that district, 
however, but to the other districts 
and other province. Outside of this 
section he did not tell the amount of 
either the aid or the districts to which 
he contributed. Hugh Graham when 
before the parliamentary committee 
at Ottawa had something to say also 
of the Opposition leader. It was to 
the effect that the witness (Graham) 
had read a letter from Mr. Borden 
telling him that some of the money 
could not be paid into the hands of 
pub- ,Fd" jrvflwangxtiSqnf)-? tff 
the men -of the party who, were in 
public life, or words to that effect, 
and that it would be better to name, 
in each province, persons acceptable 
to their friends in that locality. Mr. 
Graham said money had been sent to 
all the provinces where he had given 
aid.

"Mr/ Borden,” the speaker said, 
"according to the newspaper reports, 
has condescended from the platform, 
to say that no such letter was written. 
Thus the matter stands before you. 
You are the jurors.”

THE UNEMPLOYED
FIND WORK HERE.

Winnipeg, Sept. 19.—G. A. Williamson 
the organizer for the emigration depart­
ment of the central unemployed body of 
London, on the nature of whose report 
the continuance of state aided immigra­
tion from Great Britain to Canada, may 
be said to depend, is in the city. He 
is in the west with a view to the se­
curing of specific information in refer­
ence to the present condition of the Brit­
ish people who have been sent to Can­
ada during the past two years. Mr. 
Williamson states that during last year 
the body had sent 2,000 people to Can­
ada and during the present year 6,000. 
Most of the people were sent to Ontario 
but a proportion had been sent to Mani­
toba, and there were about 100 people in 
the city now who had come out under 
the auspices of the organization.

Splendid Grants.
The art of the British parliament 

which had made provision for the work 
now in hand had specifically stated that 
it was in the nature of an experiment 
and that it would not be continued lon­
ger than the third year unless the re­
sults were of a satisfactory nature. The 
sum cf .£30,000 had been granted bv the 
parliament and ,£10,000 additional had 
been given later.

In XVinnipeg Mr. XX'illiamson had call­
ed on twenty- families who’ had come out 
under the auspices of the body and had 
been surprised that so far as their hemes 
were concerned, they were little better 
off than they had been in London. This 
was owing to the lack of small work-, 
ng men’s cottages in the city. The men 
were employed, however, and were re­
ceiving satisfactory wages. None of the 
people w-lio were seen were anxious to re­
turn to Great Britain, prefering to live 
in Canada.

He had found that the trades unions 
were generally opposed to state aided 
immigration, but that the men who 
were interested in industrial enterprises 
of any kind were in favor of it, and the 
immigration officials-of Canada had ex 
pressed their approval of the class of 
people who were being sent by the body 
to Canada. The fact that e, man was out 
of work in London was not an indication 
that he was not a good workman of ex­
cellent character, since thousands of the 
best workmen of excellent character were 
in some seasons-out of work in that city.

Speaking of the results generally of tlie 
work of the body, Mr. Williamson did 
not hesitate to say that it was a com­
plete success and there was no doubt 
that the British parliament would vote 
for its continuance, A large number of 
people would be sent out next year.

DESPONDENCY CAUSED SUICIDE.
CONFIRMATION OF SIGNING.

Bulletin Special.
Olds, Sept. 19—A startling suicide 

occurred twenty miles west of Olds 
yesterday morning at the home o: 
Thomas F. Lynch, when his brother 
Preston shot himself. The deceased 
had been despondent for some time, 
and this condition is said to have 
been aggravated by Mr. Lynch refus­
ing to furnish a saddle horse to the 
voting brother who wanted to return 
to town. When breakfast was called 
Preston remained away from the table 
and during the meal time the family 
were shocked' to hear the report of a 
shot gun and. immediate investiga^ 
tion revealed the brother’s dead bodj 
outside of the house and the weapon 
beside the remains. Word came last 
night of the sad case. Coroner LittL 
and Constable Migginson repaired to 
the scene of the tragedy early this 
morning. Lynch’s parents reside in 
the States.

Serious Chatham Fire.
Chatham, Ont., Sept. 20.—Fire broke 

out in the planing mill of W. M. Draper 
this morning laying building in ashes. 
Loss $7,000 to $10.000 insurance $2.000. 
Several other buildings took fire but 
were saved. ,

BONUS SYSTEM SATISFACTORY.
Ottawa, Ont., Sept. 20.—During th! 

recent visit to Europe of W. W. Corey, 
deputy minister of the interior, and 
W. D. Scott, Superintendent of Immi­
gration, they learned that the system 
of bonuses to booking agents is work­
ing very satisfactorily. The booking 
agents in Britain to the number oi 
over two thousand are energetically 
advocating Canada and as the bonus 
is only paid on people of outdoor em­
ployment who intend to go into farm 
or railway construction in Canada, it 
forms a strong inducement to agents 
to rush work with that class of peo­
ple as compared with those upon 
whom tirey receive no bonus. The 
steamship companies are improving 
in a very great degree, their accom­
modations for immigrants.
Europe Favors Canada for Emigration

While Mr. Scott was In Liverpool, a 
booking agent from Boston, Lincoln­
shire, was contracting for 400 pas­
sengers and paying one pound each to 
the steamship company to secure the 
passages. The movement from the 
continent is not so large as in previ­
ous years. At the present time the im­
migration effort is confined to France, 
Belgium, Germany, Denmark, Swe­
den, Norway and Finland. The laws 
of all these countries are against emi­
gration. In France it is very restric­
tive, but owing to the friendly rela­
tions between France and Canada the 
Immigration effort is permitted. In 
Belgium the feeling to Canada is fa­
vorable. In Germany and in Den­
mark the laws, while restrictive, are 
loose’y enforced, as the feeling is fa­
vorable to Canada. Norway is in very 
much the same position, while Swe­
den is adopting a restrictive policy.. 

Complications on Continent.
A modified form' of the system of 

bonusing booking agents in England 
is now being applied on the continent. 
Besides the restrictive laws, immigra­
tion work on the continent is com­
plicated by the existence of two or 
more Atlantic ship companies or con­
ferences. Ships sailing irom Britisu 
ports, through which the Scandina­
vian traffic comes, from one confer­
ence and ships sailing from Germany, 
Holland, Belgium and France form 
another conference. The only conti­
nental European countries in which 
the immigration maintains resident 
Agents is in France and Belgium. In 
the other countries dependences is 
_placed on the effort of booking agents.

While the flow qf immigratioh is 
very large and satisfactory in view of 
the great demand for railway labor in 
Canada at the present time, it is 
thought desirable to maintain a rea­
sonable measure of immigration work 
in the countries of Northern Europe 
from which people might be expected 
to come who would, by working at 
railroad construction, become enabled 
to enter upon land of their own. In

the first place meeting tire demand for 
railway labor and later the demand 
for agricultural development.

FULL HARVEST IN
THE NORTH COUNTRY.

James K. Cornwall, who came down 
from the north on Wednesday night, 
leaves this afternoon for the Pembina 
where he will embark on a canoe trip 
down the Pembina to the Athabasca, 
and thence to Athabasca Landing. He 
will be accompanied by Mr. A. C. 
Fraser, of the Merchants Bank, and 
Mr. O. M. Biggar, of the legal firm 
of (Short, Cross & Biggar.

Mr. Cornwall states that he was at 
Slave Lake on Sept. 10th, and harvest­
ing was in full swing. The season 
there is always two weeks earlier than 
Edmonton. Every acre will be har­
vested this year. There are over 5.00C 
acres of oats, wheat and barley. Re­
ports from the Peace River are good 
and the harvest ' is over. News from 
Fort Vermilion with respect to har­
vesting operations were not to hand 
when Mr. Cornwall left the north.

He .states that the work oi the Little 
Slave river under Mr. Darling is pro­
gressing favorably, in building the 
wing dams for the improvement oi 
navigation. * •

A dredge is being built at Athabasca 
Landing to clean out the river where 
‘he work of building the wing dams 
is in progress, but it is feared that 
it will not be finished in time to go 
up the Athabasca to the mouth of the 
Little Slave before low water.

Mr. Cornwall states that the road 
Irom Slave Lake to the Peace River 
Crossing, a distance of 85 miles, is 
almost impassable for traffic, and as 
a result, transportation rates are so 
nigh as to practically prohibit the 
shipment of merchandise into that 
country. The matter, he says, is seri­
ous and the people of the north are 
looking to the provincial government 
to improve this main artery of com­
merce into the northland.

THE GOVERNMENT
IS COMMENDED.

The latest issue of, the Canadian 
Mining Journal contains an article on 
the coal industry of Alberta based on 
the report of the department of public 
works of Alberta. In five years the 
output has increased 70.73 per cent., 
or from 346,649 tons in 1901, to 1,385,- 
000 tons in 1906. ‘

The report classifies the Coal raised
follows

Lignite........................... 6C2.780
Bituminous coal .. .. 546,623
Anthracite.................... 235,597
Coal used in coke pro-

duction .. .. .. .. 103,936
Coke produced.............. 69,844

The figures denoting the coke pro­
duced and coal used for this purpose 
are interesting as they imply that a 
vield of over 67 per cent, coke is ob­
tained in the bee hive ovens from the 
Alberta bituminous coals, which 
speaks well for the coals and the man­
agement of the ovens.

The article comments upon the cas­
ualties for the year, pointing out that 
for each 138,500 tons of coal, one per­
son was killed, 1.1 persons seriously 
injured and 2 persons slightly . in­
jured.

Nova Scetia holds the record in this 
respect : 250,000 tons for each fatal ac­
cident. Great Britain comes next with 
218,000 tons, then France with 200,000 
tons, United States with 165,000, and 
Germany 154,000 tons.

In Developing Stage.
The Mining Journal points out that 

Alberta’s coal mines are in the first 
stage of development and that a large 
number of mines are spread over a 
wide area rendering inspection diffii- 
cult. Hence many precautions, valu­
able in more developed mines, are 
either inoperative or positively harm­
ful at present. “Under these condi­
tions the list is not excessive,” says 
the Journal, “and the Alberta govern-

3UFFALO BATTLE
FOR THEIR FREEDOM.

Further advices irom Mr. Howard 
Douglas, superintendent of the Na­
tional park at Banff, who is at pres­
ent in Montana superintending the 
rounding up and shipment of the re­
mainder of th.e Pablo buffalo herd, 
purchased by the Canadian govern­
ment, indicate the enormous difficulty 
of the tad;. Mr. Douglas in a letter 
to F. A. Walker, M.P.P., states that 
the first squad of horsemen was ut­
terly inadequate. All of the Pablo 
rived at Pale an from England, to take 
up were recalled and as many more 
engaged as possible, and it was hoped 
to have at least fifty when the drive 
started again on Tuesday last.

The buffalo are extremely wild and 
have- been rendered nervous by the 
riders in the cattle ami horse round­
ups, who have been working on their 
range recently. The herd is also 
broken up into scattered bunches from 
this reason and also by the fact that 
the buffalo have been forced to seek 
pasture beyond the Pondera river in 
the ravin?s of the Pondera mountains, 
the plague of grasshoppers having 
■i tripped the g raps as bare as a paved 
street in many places on their favor­
ite feeding ground.

Buffalo Beat Cowboys.
Mr. Douglas .describes an attempt 

made to round up a bunch of 100 buf­
falos. About noon the riders came 
upon the bunch and commenced to 
drive them towards the corral at the 
ranch, ten miles away. It was a wild 
and exciting scene as the buffalo 
made repeated breaks for liberty, de­
fying the heroic efforts of the cowbqys 
to control them by the most dare-devil 
riding. They would drop their heads 
and the swiftest horses could not out­
strip them. Finally a little bunch of 
about twenty-five was cut out and 
headed towards the corral again. Only 
a few escaped until the wing of the 
corral was reached when they made 
another mad break, scattering like 
chaff m all directions. The tired 
horses of the cowboys could not re­
spond to the necessities of the criti­
cal moment even under the spurs and 
every buffalo escaped. This was so 
discouraging to Mr. Pablo that he de­
cided very wisely .to await the arrival 
of more men before again attempting 
to capture his buffalo. Every unsuc­
cessful attempt makes them just that 
much more difficult to handle.

It is estimated that there are at 
least 350 more buffalo on the range, 
only 66 having been secured so far. 
The majority of these are yearlings 
and two-year-olds. They were cor­
ralled on the 11th by a little party of 
seven riders, aided by good fortune. 
Not a hoof was seen during -the riding 
the following day.

Pablo’s Daughter Missing.
Mr. Pablo’s anxiety has been great­

ly increased by the mysterious disap­
pearance of his favorite daughter, who 
has not been seen since the 10th. She 
was driving that day, having been to 
Ronan, five miles from her father’s 
ranch. On her way home she visited 
her brother’s place and then sent the 
rig home from there, with a message 
t liât she would walk home later. How. 
evcTj she has never been seen since, 
and all softs of conjectures as- to her 
fate are in circulation. One of con­
siderable currency is to the effect that 
she has eloped, but a desperate effort 
will be made at once to locate her. In 
such a wild country almost anything 
might have happened to the young 
heiress, who had $100,000 vested in 
her own right. She was known to he 
subject to epileptic fits and this only 
adds to the misery of her parents.

The Brewery Sewage.

Mr. Swaboda, of the Strathcona 
Brewing ■ and Malting- Co.; appeared 
before the council with reference to 
the sewage from the brewery. He 
thought as the company had spent a 
large amount of money and were en-d 
titled to a sewer. Today Mr. Ander­
son had filed a summons- asking for 
$1,500 damages and for an injunction. 
About $85,060 hqd been spent and if 
6perations were stopped it would be a 
great loss to the city. He asked that 
the city cduncil consider the matter 
and grant a sewer.

On further discussion of the matter 
the city engineer said the sewage 
could not be run into the river above 
the power house. It would require 
about 2,000 feet to connect with the 
present system and the cost would be 
roughly about $4,000. -

Mr. Swaboda offered as a sugges­
tion that if the banka would accept a 
joint note of the company/ or their 
personal notes for the cost they would 
finance the building of the sewer to 
be repaid when the city reached a 
better financial position.

The finance committee were in­
structed to arrange if possible for the 
financing of the proposed sewer and 
the city engineer was asked to re­
port definitely on the cost.
.Wants City Stock.

Mr. Oordoroy, of Cordoroy & Ma­
honey, of the City Electric Co. of Ed­
monton and Strathcona, appeared be­
fore the board and asked if they were 
willing to sell out their stock now in 
hand to the company in view of the 
fact that there were three or four elec­
tric companies at present in the city.

■ 'The corporation of Strathcona lias 
not yet been officially approached as 
to their" attitude upon this question, 
but it is understood that,' at least 
some of. them would hesitate to do so 
especially as a local charter is now 
held by the Strathcona Radial Tram­
way company. This company, it will 
be remembered, applied to the city 
council ip the early part of the sum­
mer for a franchise, and at the same 
time Edmonton corporation hinted, 
though nothing officially was said,that 
it too weuld like the exclusive privil­
ege-of running its line to the southern 
city.

In fact tiie Edmonton city engi­
neer’s department went so far as to 
survey a proposed line running from 
Ninth street on the Edmonton side 
down through tiie valley and aeroes 
the Saskatchewan bridge entering 
Strathcona by wav of Cameron street.

It is probable that within the next 
few- weeks, if - Edmonton decides to 
dispose of its street railway, tip- 
Strathcona city council will be asked 
tq grant a franchise to tiie purchasers.

PREVENT LAWSUIT.

As at the previous 
meeting, the chair was taken by Aid. 
Hulbert, in the absence of the mayor 
at Medicine Hat.

The lateness of the session was flue 
to an informal meeting in the clerk's 
office, where the matters to come up 
were discussed and mapped out.

The first question was that of the 
sewerage for the Strathcona brewery- 
At a previous meeting, as a result of 
a threaten injunction by Mr. Ander­
son, over whose premises the brewery 
drainage runs, the manager, Mr, Swa­
boda had offered, it possible, to sup­
ply the city with the money for the 
sewer: construction on condition that 
it be repaid at a later day. In tjie 
meantime the committee ot the coun­
cil arid that gènflemen have been in 
consultation with the banks, and it 
is understood-that the necessary cash, 
about $4,000 in all, will be forthcom­
ing.

Will Build Sewer.
The following resolution was moved 

by Aid. McKenzie and unanimously 
adopted : “That a twelve inch sewer 
be constructed in Walter’s Flat to ex­
tend far enough west to afford drain­
age to the Strathcona Brewing and 
Malting Co., and that the work of 
constructiop be commenced at once, 
if the Strathcona Brewing and Malt­
ing Co. carry out their promise to loan 
the City thé necessary funds.”

Will Sell Electricity.
