Municipal Act, passed March 22nd, 

1910, are published for the information

Ol From and after the-passing of this Act 
01» the construction of houses or buildings 

of any sort shall n *t be commenced within the 
city limits without the permission of the Council, 
who shall have power to make and prescribe 
tenus. and conditions to be observed and per­
formed by the owner of the land pr the lessee in 
respect of the payment by the said owner or 
lessee of the whole or a portion of the cost of 
the laying or introduction of the water or water 
pipes, the opening or construction of sewers or 
seweragfc, or the making, opening, widening or 
improvement of the road or street along or neai\ 
to which the said house or building is to be 
constructed. . _ .

OH Whenever after the passing ot this Act 
Oct. the Council shall decide upon the open­

per foot or frontage upon the said road or street 
or o.henvkfc as the .Council shall determine, 
and to apply the money raised by and under the 
81 1 Li x or assessment to or towards the cost of 
Hu- pcniHg or construction of the said proposed 
sewer or sewerage. The said tax or assessment 
sh ill be a, .charge upon the said land or such 
portion thereof as shall be defined by the Coun­
cil, as subject thereto, and shall be recovered 
from the ow ner or lessee, as the case may.be, in 
the sqine manner as provided in and by the prin­
cipal Act in respect oft he recover) of taxes, rates 
and assessments.

The reason they struck was simply 
because the superintendent of the hos­
pital refused to grant their request 
to be called Miss So-and-So, instead 
of merely Mary Ann, or whatever 
other cognomen their parents had en­
dowed them with.

Funny?
Doesn't seem particularly so to me.
Instead, it seems to me like a very 

serious and very much worth think­
ing about sidelight on the domestic 
service problem.

I have recently been investigating 
the heartrending conditions of the 
girl who works in a shop or factory 
qr office for four or five dollars a 
week, and manages to completely sup­
port herself on that sum.

When 1 tell people some of the pa­
thetic facts I Unearthed, many of them 
say, “Yes, that is all very sad, bqt 
why don't those girls go into domestic 
service? They would get very much 
better pay there and be always sure 
of a comfortable home and plenty to 
eat.”

Well, there’s probably the most 
powerful reason why they don't, epit­
omized In that nurserymaids’ strike.

In a shop or factory or office a girl 
is Miss So-and-So. In the kitchen or 
nursery she Is merely Mary Ann.

And I don’t mean just in title, of 
course, but In standing.

The monotony and the lack of In­
dependence go far to make domestic 
service unpopular, but I don’t believe 
they keep half so many girls out of 
the work as the feeling that a domes­
tic servant Is looked down upon.

I personally .know a very fine, in­
telligent girl who has taken up do­
mestic service because she likes the 
work better than office, shop or' fac­
tory work, and because she can make 
more money at it.

And yet she is continually restless 
and unhappy, simply because she 
feels that she is looked down upon 
because of her position.

When she meets new people she 
always tries to conceal her occupa­
tion from them, and suffers agonies 

• of foolish shame when they find oat.
She is just the kind of girl most 

women want to have in their homes.
And she is just the kind of girl we 

won’t have many of, until we succeed 
in raising domestic service to the 
same level as other vocations.

And that “we" means every employ­
er of a domestic helper.

How can you help raise the level 
of this vocation?

Simply by treating the girl in your 
kitchen, in so far as her personality 
warrants it, as an equal.

Treat her as respectfully as you 
would if you were a business woman 
and she were your stenographer.

Be interested In her affairs and her 
friends, not in a patronizing but c 
friendly way.

Introduce her to your friends when 
occasion arises, and show them that 
you respect her.

Insist upon your children treating 
her respectfully.

Above all, think shame on yourself 
and give yourself a mental scourging 
If ever you find yourself, even way 
down in your heart, looking down up­
on her just because she Is a servant.

Are these things impossible?
They ought not to be.

The New Drawing 
Course for our Schools

On Tuesday evening another lec­
ture on the new Drawing Course for 
our schools was given "by Prof. Nichols 
in the Presbyterian College, to a num­
ber of our city teachers. After brief­
ly reviewing the previous lectures, he 
gave many valuable hints as to the 
work of classes following the course, 
and specially dwelt on the cultivation 
of memory drawing, dictation drawing, 
etc. He strongly urged that teachers 
should not defer teaching drawing un­
til a few weeks before an examination, 
but should make time for lessons 
regularly, every week, all the year 
round, quite regardless of examina­
tions.

He stated that the Premier, and 
Colonial Secretary had each informed 
him that arrangements had been made 
for similar drawing lectures to be 
given the outport schools, but when 
the course would begin, he could not 
gay. He hoped to meet the city 
teachers again during the winter.

Editor Evening Telegram:

Dear Sir,—T think the time is now 
opportune that we as citizens in con­
junction with the Municipal Council 
should endeavour to provide suitable 
recreation and amusement for our 
boys and girls.

In this respect to my mind our 
children are very much neglected, 
compared with the children of other 
cities, especially those of America. 
For in almost every public park there 
is a portion of the grounds set aside 
for childrens use only. In each of 
those squares a gymnasium is erected 
and fully equipped in every particular. 
The structures are simple and are in­
expensive, the size of each one are 
about 30 x 60. The uprights are of 
iron piping covered with canvas, no 
side or end coverings needed.

Here the children meet every after­
noon during the summer months and 
are instructed by a competent man in 
all the necessary exercises. The 
same applies to the one for girls with 
a lady in charge.

Here in St. John’s we have the 
Parks, Bannerman and Victoria. 
Therefore I would suggest that should 
any public subscription be collected 
to commemorate the memory of our 
beloved King Edward that a portion 
of same fund may be placed with the 
Mayor of the City for the above men­
tioned purpose for the memory of one 
so good and kind to children who 
should never be forgotten, and the 
rising generation are the ones to keep 
his memory in loving membrance.

Two Serious 
Accidents.

A couple of days ago Mr. Patrick 
O’Toole, brother of M. F. O’Toole, of 
Conception Harbor, after returning 
from Avondale put bis horse, à vici­
ous beast, in the stable and was about 
to give It a feed of oats when it let 
drive with its hind legs. One of the 
hoofs took Mr. O’Toole in the right 
leg and broke it just below the knee. 
His brother and others hearing his 
cries of pain ran to his assistance. 
Dr. Jones set thé broken boné. Mr. 
O'Toole some years ago while in Can­
ada lost his left leg below the knee 
in a train accident while railroading 
and uses an artificial limb. This ac­
cident is therefore a very serious one 
for him. He is a Ughtkeeper on the 
Labrador and Dr. Jones hopes to have 
him in condition to perform his duties 
by the time the season opens.

What came near being a fatal acci­
dent occurred at Tapper’s Cove, Tor- 
bay, yesterday afternoon. Francis 
Tapper, aged 17 years, was engaged 
in removing a boulder of about 360 
lbs. weight and tried to roll it over 
a steep declivity there. In doing so 
he slipped and went over the preci­
pice, falling 50 feet into the water. 
The stone which he dislodged fell 
over it also but dropped several feet 
away from him and partly demolish­
ed a flake. Tapper in his descent 
struck some jutting rocks and was 
terribly cut about the face and head. 
Men who saw the accident at a dfs 
tance went to his afd and found him 
unconscious in the water. Had no 
observers been about he would have 
drowned. He was taken home where 
he remained senseless for a long 
time. The young chap lost much 
blood and a doctor was called to at­
tend him. He is still in a very weak 
state.

Eulogies for Dead 
Monarch from Noted Men
Prominent American Statesmen Voice

Tlieir Conviction of Late King’s
World-Wide Influence,
Kansas City, Mo., May 11.—“The 

death of King Edward marks the end 
of a mighty influence for world 
peace," says W. J. Bryan. "His suc­
cessor. no doubt, will make a good 
ruler, and I am sure the King’s in­
fluence will be continued, in the next 
generation."
“More Than a King,” Says Depew.
Atlantic City, N.J., May 11.—Sena-, 

a tor Chauncey M. Depew talked to­
day about King Edward VII., whom 
he knew well when the late King was 
Prince of Wales. The Senator said:

“King Edward would have made a 
great American had his lot been cas: 
with this country instead of being 
born to the English Throne. More 
than a King, a great factor for ppaye 
and good will among nations has ' 
passed away. One has only to know 
by frequent visits to his country how 
great a loss is brought to his domain 
by his death, especially in view of 
the present crisis in the political side 
of Great Britain. I would compare 
his death with the tragic end of Mc­
Kinley. It explains how close he was 
to his countrymen of every class. His 
death brings a sense of personal loss 
and individual sorrow throughout his 
dominions.”

A Ruler of Great Abilities.
Stockholm, May 11.—Col. Roose­

velt issued the following statement on 
the death of King Edward:

“I am deeply grieved, and know 
that all Americans will be deeply 
grieved, at the death of. His Majesty

King Edward VII. We feel the most 
profound sympathy for the British 
people in their loss. XVe in America 
keenly appreciate good will toward 
us, which he so frequently and so 
markedly showed.

We are well aware, also, of the 
devotion felt toward him by his sub­
jects throughout the British Empire, 
while all foreign nations had learned 
to see in the King a ruler whose, 
great abilities—especially his tact, 
judgment and the unfailing kindliness 
of his nature—rendered him peculiar­
ly fit to work for international peace 
and justice.

“Let me repeat that I am sure all 
American people feel at this time the 
deepest and most sincere sympathy 
for his family and the English na­
tion.”

Euro lie’s Greatest Diplomat.
Ithica, N.Y., May 11.—President T. 

G. Scvhurman of Cornell University, 
who was born a British subject and 
educated in London, says:

“The death of King Edward is a 
great loss to the British Empire, ami 
coming at the present moment it is an 
almost irreparable loss to the United 
Kingdom.

“King Edward has been the great­
est master of diplomacy in Europe. 
Not only has he made the influence 
of the Crown felt in the foreign rela­
tions of Great Britain, but he went 
ahead of his ministers in outlining the 
policies to be pursued, and himself 
executed those policies by visits to 
and conferences with the sovereigns 
and ministers of foreign stgtes.

“As sovereign of the British Empire 
King Edward occupied one of the

greatest places on the stage of this 
world. It can truthfully be said th»> 
he filled that place with fidelity, with 
honor and with distinction, and this 
is the highest praise that can be gix n 
to any ruler or servant of nations "

Maker of International Peace.
London, May 11.—Tributes to King 

Edward's memory continue to be a 
feature of the papers.

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The Canadian A. P. C.
In the Report of the' Canadian As­

sociation for the Prevention of Tuber­
culosis, very special reference is 
made to the efforts of our own A. P. ( • 
and the appointment of a Committee 
to take up the question of enlisting the 
efficient help of the Teachers through­
out Canada in the Campaign. The 
following is an extract from the Re­
port:—

“In connection with the appoint­
ment of such a committee it may-hot 
be out of place to give a brief ac­
count of a great five days’ meeting of 
school teachers held at St. John s, 
Newfoundland, in August 1908. There 
were 500 .hundred teachers present, 
gathered from all parts of the Island. 
The Convention was suggested and 
arranged for by the Hon. John Har­
vey. the President of the Newfound­
land Association for the Prevention of 
Consumpton, and was opened by him 
in a speech which gave a vivid ac­
count of the condition of Newfound­
land in respect to this disease.

"He showed that during the past 
seven years there had been an alarm­
ing increase of consumption in the Is­
land. There were 645 deaths caused 
by it in 1901; 710 in 1902; 769 in 1903. 
The year 1904 showed a considerable 
reduction in the number of deaths 
from this cause, but the improvement 
was only temporary, as in the next 
two years, 1905 and 1906 the deaths 
were 804 and 933, respectively, follow­
ed in 1907 by another fall in the num­
ber of deaths, they being in that year 
801.

“The vital statistics of these years 
show that the rise and fall in the 
deaths from consumption were ac­
companied by similar increases and 
decreases in the same years in the 
number of deaths from cancer, in­
fluenza, typhoid, scarletina and 
mt asles.

“The imminent danger to the whole 
colony from consumption, the enor­
mous loss entailed by it upon the in­
dustry and commerce of the country 
were vividly portrayed and the teach­
ers were earnestly urged to use the 
position of influence which they oc­
cupy for the purpose of stamping out 
the disease. Mr. Harvey pointed out 
the fact that the great hope for the 
future lay in securing the right kind 
of education, and that the teachers of 
the schools and colleges of the prov­
ince constituted the army of defence 
upon which they must rely as the 
chief means, in co-operation with all 
other agencies, to clear the country 
of this dreadful pest. The teachers 
present seemed to catch the spirit of 
the President and went to work with 
a will to fit themselves to do their 
share In trying to rid the country of 
the plague.

“There were lectures on the “Cause 
and Prevention of Consumption,” ill­
ustrated by lantern slides. Addresses 
by competent medical men, and lead­
ing educationaists on various aspects 
of the question, and discussions by the 
teachers, all of which combined to im­
part a large amount of information, to 
pont out the lines of successful de­
fence and to inspire all with an earn­
est determination to fight the foe by 
the use of every available means, 
v “One cannot read the proceedings of 
this remarkable five days’ convention 
without feeling that the people of 
Newfoundland are beginning to realise 
the seriousness of the situation, and 
that they are determined to meet the 
rising danger with intelligence and 
courage.

“The success of this Convention 
raises the question whether it be pos­
sible to do something of the same 
kind i« every province in the Domin-

Our Montreal Letter.
Sorrows at the King’s Death.

(From Our Own
Montreal Is in deep mourning over 

the death of King Edward the Seventh. 
The kindly references made to the 
deceased Ruler In all the Catholic and 
Protestant Churches of the city on 
Sunday last showed how well he was 
beloved by all classes of citizens, and 
how wisely his high office as Sover­
eign was considered by his ability, 
tact, prudence and management of an 
Empire, the greatest the world has 
ever known. A great power has laid 
down his arms, and his voice is stilled 
in death. But his memory will live 
on, and future historians will speak of 
him as a great, powerful, and most 
beneficent ruler. As peace with all 
nations was his guiding star and true 
motto, he'll be justly styled: “Good 
King Edward the Peacemaker.” May 
his' successor walk faithfully in his 
footsteps, and the “King is Dead,” 
“Long Live the King.” be echoed 
truthfully throughout the Empire.

Probably never since Queen Vic­
toria’s Diamond Jubilee in 1897 have 
the buildings of Montreal been either 
so elaborately or so expensively de­
corated as they are at present as a 
mark this time not of Montreal’s joy 
but of Montreal's sorrow.

All St. James street particularly be­
tween McGill and Place d’Arms Sq., 
the black and purple festooned build­
ings are particularly numerous.

The Royal Bank, the Bank of British 
North America, as two institutions, 
one by reason of its name and the 
other by its origin, particularly at­
tached to royalty, are unusually well 
decorated, as is the London and 
Lancashire Building and that of the 
Commercial Union Assurance Com­
pany.

The grouping of the standards and 
flags at the Windsor Station Is ex­
ceedingly effective. It embraces the 
Entrances to the station and the 
vindows of the general offices—all of 
vhich reflect a high order of artistic 
skill.

At Bonaventure station the designs 
embrace the treatment of the colon- 
lade facing the square are simple and 
asteful.

At the City Hall the Council Cham­
ber as well as the whole exterior of 
the civic palace is draped in deepest 
nourning. The Mayor’s dias, as well 
as the galleries and columns of the 
Council Room, are festooned with 
•dreamers of black and purple and the 
lortrait of the late King was also 
1 raped. The Royal Arms, draped in 
black and purple and hung with the

Correspondent.)
Union Jack, are placed above the May­
or's throne.

Every store on St. Catherine street, 
from Bleury to Guy, has some mark 
of mourning exhibited, in its window. 
Among the most appropriate and ar­
tistic examples of window dressings 
are those in the windows of the big 
departmental stores, Rea’s, Murphy’s 
and Morgan's.

The smaller merchants display 
draped portraits of his late Majesty in 
their windows.

The newspaper offices, especially 
the “Star" office, are all artistically 
draped.

THE CIVIC PROCLAMATION.
The Death of the King.

In order that all citizens may have 
an opportunity of making public their 
feelings of grief on account of the 
death of our beloved King, I hereby 
proclaim Friday, the 20th inst., a day 
of general mourning, and I respect­
fully invite all citizens to observe the 
day as such.

The Mayor besides proclaiming the 
20th inst., a day of public mourning, 
issued instructions that all civic em­
ployees should bear on the left arm, 
for a period of thirty days, a narrow 
band of crepe as an indication of the 
general sorrow at the death of the 
King.

The Mayor and Aid. Tetreau have 
left for New York, whence they sail on 
board the Majestic, berths having 
been reserved for them on that steam­
er. They will arrive In London on 
the 18th, two days before the funeral.

Special ceremonial robes will be 
required" by the Mayor in taking part 
tr the funeral procession, and this 
morning His Worship cabled measure­
ments to the Court Tailors, Messrs. 
Davis & Son, Hanover Square, to pre­
pare a set of mayoral robes. They 
will be ready on his arrival in London. 
As is known, the special costume con­
sists of ermine-trimmed robe, doublet, 
knickerbockers, silken hose and 
leather shoes bearing huge silver 
buckles. He will bring his Insignia 
of office with him, representing, as he 
does, the most important city of the 
British Empire, outside of the United 
Kingdom, he will be accorded a place 
on par with the mayors of the moet 
important centres of the Motherland, 
outside of the city of London.

Eight Students Drowned.
Were Out for a Row, When one of ] 

the Boats Sprung a Leak—All got j 
into one Craft, Which, Being Over- j 
loaded, Began to Sink. I
Wilkesbarre, Pa., May 12.—Six girls 

and two boys lost their lives to-day 
while boating on what is kqown as the 
Old Paper Mill dam.

Twelve students of the Huntington 
High School got two boats at noon 
ind started for a row on the dam. 
The dam is nearly a halt mile in 
width, and when the two crafts had 
reached the centre of the body of 
water it was noticed that one of the 
boats had sprung a leak. The two 
boats were then pulled together by 
the young men of the party, and an 
effort was being made to transfer the 
girls from the leaky boat to the safer 
craft.

The last one of the party had scar­
cely set foot in the boat when it began 
to sink under the combined weight of 
the party.

The girls were helpless to save 
themselves, and the boys in the party, 
with the exception of Dodson, being 
expert swimmers, struck out for the 
shore, Which all reached in saftey. 
Minnich, in the excitement, it is pre­
sumed, thought that all the young

women had succeeded in reaching 
land. He had no sooner gained the 
bank than he noticed the girls hang­
ing to the rapidly sinking boat The 
boy dashed into the water and swam 
to the craft. Only two of the girls 
were clinging to the boat, the others 
having gone down for the last time. 
Seizing Miss Davenport, Minnich again 
started for the shore, but the exertion 
was too much for the gallant lad, and 
the two went down together when they 
were within a stone’s throw of the 
bank.

When the boat sprang a leak there 
was no excitement among the mem­
bers of the party, but as soon as the 
sound craft began to fill with water 
It appeared as though every member 
became terror-stricken. The shrieks 
of the drowning girls could be plainly 
heard on the bank of the dam, hut 
there was no one near who could 
launch another boat and go to the 
rescue. Three of those who were 
drowned would have graduated this 
summer. After grappling for lees 
than two hours all the bodies were 
recovered. Not one of the parents of 
the drowned boys and girls knew of 
the accident until all the bodies had 
been brought ashore.

After 
which the Hon. D. J. Greene deliver­
ed a most excellent address upon the 
claims of animals. He dwelt upon the 
pleasure children miss who have no 
domestic pets, and urged them to cul­
tivate the habit of feeling and acting 
towards animals with kindness and 
sympathy, declaring the results would 
be as beneficial to the children them­
selves as to the animal creation. The 
audience thoroughly appreciated his 
remarks, and applauded heartily at the 
close.

Id Westminster Halls.

Hundreds of Thousands of People Pay 
Their Last Respect to the Dead 

Monarch.
Special to Evening Telegram.

LONDON, May 18.
From 6 o’clock this morning, when 

the doors of Westminster Hall, where 
the body of Kind Edward is Lylng- 
in-Stâte, were opened to the public, 
a sombre clad silent multitude In tour 
deep formation filed past the bier. 
The police with some tact and much 
patience maintained order and kept 
the thousands moving steadily. The 
mourners entered at one end of the 
Hall, double rows passing on either 
side of the body and emerging at the 
opposite end of the building. When 
the doors were closed at 10 o’clock 
last night between 50,000 and 60,000 
persons had viewed the body, while 
perhaps half that number were still 
waiting in the adjacent streets. At 11 
o’clock a new line was formed, and 
midnight found . the waiting throng 
swollen by many thousands. These 
kept a night long vigil with a purpose 
of paying a tribute to the dead mon­
arch that would not be abandoned .de­
spite the heavy f£ll of rain, which 
made them very uncomfortable. The 
line extended for a mile or more and 
was made up of men, women and 
children and many classes. It was a 
strange cosmopolitan throng—every 
land an devery color were represent- 
iand and every color were represeut- 
The laborer in corduroys touched el­
bows with the frock coated West Enti­
er. jn to-day’s flies women appeared

to predominate. By noon the total of 
those who had paid their meed of re­
spect had passed the hundred thous­
and mark. ThroughoutUhe afternoon 
Victoria Station was the scene of a 
constant stream of foreign represen­
tatives arriving for the funeral. King 
Albert of Belgium and King Manuel of 
Portugal were met by King George 
and his son, the Duke of Cornwall. 
Other arrivals included the Duke of 
Costa, representing King Victor Em­
manuel; M. Pichon, the French Min­
ister of Foreign Affairs, representing 
President Faileries; King Ferdinand 
of Bulgaria, the Crown Prince, of 
Roumania, the Crown Prince of Ser­
vis, Prince Henry of the Netherlands. 
Prince Charles of Sweden, two Chi­
nese missions headed by Prince Teai 
Tao, brother of the Prince Regent, 
and representatives of various prin­
cipalities of Germany. Most of the 
visitors went to Westminster Hall af­
ter 10 o'clock at night when the Hall 
was closed to the public to witness 
the Lying-in-State, Queen Mary ac­
companying the guests. The German 
Imperial yacht Hohenzolern arrived 
at Sheerness this evening, but at the 
Emperor’s request no salutes were 
fired. The Emperor will land to-mor­
row morning and proceed to London. 
The official programme of Friday’s 
ceremonial, which was issued to­
night, is a lengthy document, occupy­
ing five or six columns" in the news­
papers.

Terrors of Halley’s Comet

Extraordinary Superstitious.
Even in these enlightened days the j 

>ld superstition that the end of the 
vorld would be the result of it com­
ug into contact with a comet’s tail 
•xists. It was only recently, for in- 
.tance, that the inhabitants of a small | 
lungarian village, believing that on ! 
he appearance of Halley’s comet the 
vhole globe would be smashed to at- ! 
mis, nearly went mad with frenzv j 
vhen they thought they had sighted j 
he comet one night. It turned out j 
o be a big fire in a neighbouring vil- 
age which had lit up the skies.
In China Halley’s comet is creating

n enormous sensation. The anti- [ 
oreign outbreak is partly attributed*; 
o it, for the Chinese regard the comet I 
s portending some grave national j 
risis. In Peking it is believed that ! 
he tail is the extremity of the great 
ragon which is to swoop down on 
he city and devour all the Manchu 
ulers of the empire. Placards em- 
odying this belief, and urging the 
eople to prepare to assert their 
ight to rule when the dragon should 
ave had his meal, have been pasted 

>n the walls of the city.
When, however, we get eminent 

cientists like M. Camille Flammar- 
on speculating on the possibilities of 
(anger to this world of ours while, 
s seems likely, we go through the 
ail of Halley's comet, and others 
irophesying a world fire and an up- 
ising of Mohammedans who will re­
tard the comet as a fiery message

from Allah, it is scarcely surprising 
that ignorant, superstitious people 
become frightened.

Floods and Earthquakes.
Other eminent scientists, however, 

assure us that there is no need to 
insure against comets. It was not al­
ways so, however. Even astronomers 
themselves in the old days were not 
without their fears of world trouble 
whenever a comet put in an appear­
ance. Their favorite prophecy was 
that the' world would be destroyed *by 
a second flood or a gigantic earth­
quake. But the old globe still con­
tinues its merry course of 1,000 miles 
an hour. As a matter of fact, the 
earth passed through the tail of a 
great comet in 1861.

As showing how comets got on peo­
ple’s nerves in days of long ago, it 
might be mentioned that when Hal­
ley’s comet appeared in 1456 it spread 
consternation throughout Europe. To 
its malign influences was imputed the 
rapid successes of Mohammed II., 
which threatened all Christendom.

A Fatal Belief.
Louisa of Savoy, mother of Francis 

I., was so frightened by the appear­
ance of a comet that she declared it 
to be a signal for her death. And 
curiously enough she died three days 
later under this fatal belief. Coming 
down to more recent years, one finds 
that in 1853 people all the world over 
were frightened of the comet.

The Madrid journals of that time,

for instancp, announced that the ap­
pearance of the comet had excited the 
greatest alarm in the city; that it was 
considered a symptom of Divine wrath 
and a presage of war and pestilence. 
Similar terror pervaded New York 
and Berlin, while in this country 
more than one suicide took place. One 
man made a large chest of oak in 
which to shut himself up, in order 
to be safe from the comet, while in 
Russia it was necessary to send troops 
to suppress the peasants, who, be­
lieving that the world was about to 
come to an end, began to pillage and 
plunder and commit other excesses.

The Comet Humorist.
Not quite so foolish was a clever 

Liverpool tradesman, who wrote an 
essay in the advertising columns or 
the local papers, demonstrating the 
danger of the “Milky Way” from the 
comet, and advising the public to lay- 
in a stock of his butter before the 
source was dried up. Neither did the 
American humorist let the opportu­
nity slip. One of them advertised 
that he was willing to wager 20,000 
dollars, more or less, that if the com­
et offers to strike we would dodge it; 
and twenty-five times ' that amount 
that, if the comet did strike it. it 
wouldn’t budge the earth six inches 
by actual measurement.—Tit-Bits.
