A Thrilli;g} Adventure.

A graphic account of a fatal accid-
ent which befell the Bullock Work-
man expedition in the Himalayas is
given in the following despatch sent
by Mrs. Bullock Korkman to Skardu
(Cachmere) by a _native runner, and
just received by Frederick Burling-
ham.

“On the crossing of the Bilaphe
pass, at about 18,000 feet, Mrs. Bul-
lock. Workman and an Italian porter
named Chenez, who had been with her
on four Himalay@n expeditions, left
the caravan in order that Dr. Hunter
Workman might tike a photo of them
from a pieturesyue standpoint. After
the picture was 'faken, Chenez who
was carrying the jrope and his ruck-
sack strode aheaﬂ. taking another
route to join the {éara\'an. Mrs. Bul-
lock Workman foljowed him .at about
three steps, wheniisuddenly he disap-
peared from \'ie“';'carx'ying with him
the rope, and thus preventing his own
immediate rescue.

“Mrs. Workman was left standing
appalled on the brink of a blue hole
in the ice. She called to the others
who hurried into the spot. A guide
called down into the crevasse, and a
faint reply came from Chenez far be-
low that he was still alive.

“Six men started at once after a
guide who had the remaining. rope,
and in an hour he returned. After
1% hours in the frigid crevasse, bur-
ied at eighty feet in the'glacier, the
porter was brought out on the rope
conscious, but without pulse and/ near-
ly frozen. He was carried'down to a
camp, where everything poessible was
domne to rescue him, but he never re-
covered; and died the same night from
shock.”

We publish to-day a letter from M.
F. J. Morris, K.C., its Solicitor of the
City Coucil on the Condon case, in
which he submits that the preamble
of the Council resolution does not
mean that he advised the Council that
the Council was not liable to Condon.

On the contrary, he states that
when he learnt all the facts he
advised a settlement of the case.

The case however proceeded to
judgment, and after judgment, if we
mistake not, it was stated that an ap-
peal would be made. We understand
the matter of appeal has been
abandoned.

It is clear however from the fact
that the Council proceeded with the
case to judgment, and from the words
of the preamble under reference that
the Council sought a judicial decis-
ion as to the liability in such cases.

We quote the preamble again to make
this clear: “Whereas the Council
had been advised from tiime to time
by its Solicitor in somewhat similar
cases that the city was not responsible
in such a case and this case was con-
tested by the Council in order to have
a judicial decision upon the principle
of liability in the matter.”

The Council did not accept the ad-
vice of the Solicitor to make a settle-
ment, when he advised a settlement.
But now Condon has his judgment;
the Council has a judicial decision
and Mr. Morris has made his attitude
and advice clear, and all’s well that
ends well.

Terrible Shooting
Accident.

From passengers who arrived by the
Portia to-day we learned particulars
of the terrible shooting accident that
occurred at Grand Bank, a brief ac-
count of which has already appeared
in the Telegram. The tragedy hap-
pened on Thursday last. A boy nam-
ed Butler, aged 16, went down on the
beach with a gun to go bird shooting.
Meanwhile he had been warned by
his mother to stop using the firearm.
Butler, after loading the gun, sat up-
on a rock and pointed it at a covey
of birds. He took his time in taking
sight, when suddenly Thomas Thorn-
hill, aged 14, who was running .along
the shore, stumbled. His head struck
the muzzle of the gun in falling. Im-
mediately the trigger snapped and the
charge took Thornhill full in the
face, killing him instantly. He was
almost blown to pieces. His brains,
which were completely blown out,
were found several yards distant,
whilst pieces of his head were scatter-
ed around the seashore. The sight,
our informant says, was a horrible
one. The body of the victim was
brought to the home of his parents.
Dr. McDonald, who was summoned,
held a post mortem examination and
pronounced death to be instantaneous.
In the interim the lad Butler was
taken into custody by Const. Bennett.
An enquiry into the death of the de-
ceased was conducted by Magistrate
Forsey and it was found that the boy
who carried the firearm was blame-
less, and was let go. The tragedy
nas cast a gloom over the people of
Grand Bank.

If you are
going to make pain the punishment
of misdeeds, be sure you really inflict
pain.

Never punish a child when you are
angry. That's too much like revenge.
Make him realize that the whipping
is a consequence of his misdeeds, not
yvour way of avenging yourself for the
trouble he has casued.

The word consequence reminds me
that the very best puinshments to my
mind, are thibse which fit the sin. A
mischievious little boy had a trick of
pulling his baby sister’s hair. Spank-
ing did no good. One day his mother
punishedi him by pulling his hair;
that eventually cured him.

The age at which discipline should
begin is a vital question. I know a
mother who thinks it is very strange
that she cannot control her child de-
spite repeated punishments.’ She for-
gets that up to the time he was two
vears old she made no attempt at dis-
cipline, and that,” duirng that time.
his naturally strong will gained tre-
mendous headway.

to an appreciable extent, and the
strain on the eyes will not be s0
great.

The best finish for the kitchen floor
3 usually decided by the condition of
the floor. Where it is old and seam-
ed, cover it with rag carpet with a
good sized piece of oilcloth under the
stove and in front of the sink. If it
is a good smooth floor, put linoleum on
it. An oiled or painted floor is not ad-
visable unless there are servants to
scrub it every day.

Sweetbreads spoil very quickly.
Thy should be removed from the
paper as soon as they come from the
market, plunged into cold water and
allowed to stand for an hour, then
drained and put into boiling water,
into which you have put lemon juice
and salt. Allow them to cook very
slowly twenty minutes; drain again
and plunge into cold water, then they
will keep firm and white. Sweet-
bread should_always be treated in this
way for subsequent .cooking.

There was a veritable feast, last
Thursday evening for lovers of church
music (that is, church music of the
higher class), at St. Paul's church,
when the choir under the able di-
rection of Mr. H. C. Bastow, organist
and choirmaster of the church, gave
a most excellent proformance of
Maunder's beautiful Thanksgiving
(Cantata, “Song of thanksgiving.”

The work is in five parts: No. !
the invitation to praise the giver of
all good: No. 2, the adoration; No. 3,
God’s promise; No. 4, the fulfilment
of the promise; No. 5, the Thanks-
giving. One feels that one more note
in the Cantata would mar the whole
effect, and were one note omitted, the
whole would be ruined; so well has
the composer caught the spirit of the
text.

When a work of this kind falls into
the hands of a musician like Mr. Bas-
tow, there can be but one result, and
fortunate enough to be present, in
that result is voiced by all who were
words such as “fine,’ “great,” “beauti-
ful,” the general opinion being, thoat
nothing in the way of church music
has been heard in Macon for years
that can mecasure up to the perfor-
mance, last Thursday evening.

The sum up: To give such a rend-
ition of a work of this nature with
nothing but amateurs, speaks volumes
for the choirmaster, not only as to his
ability, but also his courage and
perseverance.

The soloists were Miss Philo Pendie-
ton, soprano; Mrs. H. C. Herringten,
alto; Mr. O. E. Nicholls, tenor; Mr. H.
