May Read in the Dark by
the Use of Luminous Ink.

Berlin, ‘Feb.« 21.—Newspapers that
can be read in the dark are the latest
promise. Luminous paint has’existed
for a long time, and match holders,
clock faces-and: similar things that
get lost in the dark have been coated
with it: "'But the ooﬁmouml was ex-
pensive’ enough .to . prohibit its gen-
eral hse. Now the German chemist,
aecording to accounts in some of the
tachnical papers, has produced a
luminous compound cheap enough to
use for printing ink which will make
il}e type of a wewspaper visible in the
dark.

It is clainred the compound will re-
main luminous for ten years, but, as
it has -been invented only a few
months, it must be rather a scientific
estimate. Anyhow, if it lasts 24 hours
that Wwill be longer than most of the
newspapers are read.

Thé practical point claimed for the
new invention is that it will do away
with the need for gas and electricity
in looking over the news of the day;
and thus n‘dnce the high cost of liv-
ing

At the same time that the luminous
ink has Dbeen announced there has
been a Frenich patent issued to an-
other chmist for a bleachable ink that
will enable old newspapers to be re-
pulped. for news print paper. . This,
it is pointed out, will greatly enhance
the market value of old papers and

reduce the cost of paper news-
papers and magazines.

Howcver, with  th»
ice going off the shore, better results
are expected. The total catch is 1,974
quintals and for Iast week, 56.”
