RELEASED AND COVGRATL'L ATED
BY MAGISTRATE.

* A unique .case .was heard in the
Magistrate's Court to-day. The prin-
tipals in the case were two young
men, James Watson and John Booth,
aged 22 and 25 years respectively, of
Peterhead, Scotland.

They quit the job of herring packing,
travelled over seventy:. miles through
the interjor of the country and came
to St. John’s by rail from Millertown
Junction. On Sunday they arrived and

th¢ Armoury, telling of the agreement
under which they had forfeited £5
sterling to enlist. The accepting of
them was delayed pending negoti-
otions,  Meanwhile they were medical-
ly examined and passed as fit, and
they began' drilling, their attestation
being delayed with a view to a friend-
ly arrangement as to the agreement.
Meanwhile, on- March 8th a warrant
was taken out before a northern J.P.
and' the police here asked to arrest
them under it. This was unknown to
those conducting _the megotigtions.

PORTUGAL TRUE TO HER ALLIES
LONDON, To-day.

Speaking on behalf of Asquith, who
was absent on account-of illpess, Sir
Edward Grey, Secretary of Foreigr |
Affairs, explained in the Commons |
yesterday the entry of Portugal into
the war. - He confirmed the statement
that the British Government urged,
Portugal to requisition German shlp»
and said Portugal promised ‘eventually
to indemnify the owners. .He argued
the right in an emergency to.reguisi-
tion the properiy of all individuals
and convert it to public use was a,
right, inherent in every foreign state
and could not be challenged by any
foreign power. Portugal ‘was not a
neutral state in the narrowest sense
of the term. At the outbreak of the
war Portugal promised that under no
circumstances, would she disregard
her ancient alliance with Britain and
she had remained faithful to the ob-
ligations of that alliance. The action
of Portugal, continued Sir Fdward,
would " injure no third party, because
dhe had promised’ compensation, but
Germany,saw fit to precipitate evenis
and declare war, thus altering the
whole position in regard to payment
of compensation.
