Two thousand prisoners have be2n
taken by the French between the
Velse and the Aisne .in the past two
days.

Damascus.

This ancient c¢ity which according
to late news despatches hag been tap-
tured by the British under  General
Allenby, is the capital of the Turkish
Vilayet of Syria. It is one of .the
olgpst cities in the world, the first
mention of it being in connection with
the patriarch Abraham, Genesis xv:2.
Its*conquest by David, King of Israel,
is referred to in 2 Samuel viii:6. and
the Scriptures further contain numer-
ous references to this famous city
which in 806 and again in 732 WB.C.
was taken by the Assyrians, subse-
quently passing successively into the
hands of the Persians, the. Macedoni-
ans and the Romans, becoming part
of that Empire in 105, A.D. After his
conversion, which occurred when on
his way to Damascus, (Acts ix), 3t.
Paul preached Christ to the people of
the city and from, his preaching,
Christianity spread -tapidly in and
around the city: In 635 the Arabs ob-
tained possession of Damascus, which
was made the first capital of the Cali~

phate, Bagdad afterwards succeeding
.it. In 1148 the Crusaders, - under
Louis VII. of France and Conrad TIIIL
of Germany, unsuccessfully besieged
it. In 1401 it was sackd by Tamerlane
, the Mongol. Its history from the time
i of its conquest by Selim I., Sultan of
the Osmanli Turks in 1516, is. un-
eventful, until 1840 when there occur-
red a massacre of Jews, followed in
July 1860 by a fearful slaughter of
Christians by the Moslem inhabitants.
{ Damascus is famous for its confection-
( ery, metal chasing, silk and cotton
fabrics, gold and silver work, saddlery,
etc. Damsons, or damescene plums,
derive their name from this city, also,
damask, ‘a rich silk stuff originally
made there. The population of Da-
mascus is variously estimated at from
150,000 to 225,000 people.

ADVANCES IN NORTHERN RUSSIA.
ARCHANGEL, Sept. 30.

(By the- AP, )—British, French, Am-
erican and Russian troops to-day oc-
cupied villages on both banks of the
Dvina River, to a point 3126' miles
north of Kotlas in the government of
Vologda. They have advanced 76
miles in the past two weeks and are
now about 375 miles southeast of
Archangel. The river is blocked fur-
ther south by both mines and barges
which have been sunk in the channel.
Up the Vaga River, however, progress
is unobstructed, and the Allied forces
are occupying the important town of
Shenkursk. The aurora bdorealis is
already flaming in the northern sky.
In their advance up the Dvina the
land forces have met with virtually
no resistance since September 21,
when the Americans were subjected
to heavy machine gun fire for five
hours at Seltsko.

GERMANS IN RETREAT.
* LONDON, Oct. 2.

The Germans are in retreat over a
wide front north and scuth of La
Bassee Canal, with the British follow-
ing them, according to Field Marshal
Haig’s report from headquarters to-
night. The Germans have lost fur-
ther ground to the British in the out-
skirts of Cambrai and northwest of
Mirty, but northeast of St. Quentin the
British under a violent counter attack
have been forced from the village of
Sequehart, according to Field Marshal
Haig's communication issued to-night.

OCCUPATION OF DAMASCUS.

LONDON, Oct. 2.
The official statement of the occupa-
tion of Damascus says: Palestine
troops of an Australian mounted divis-
ion entered Damascus Monday night.
At 6 a.m. the city was occupied by the
British and by a portion of the Arah
army of King Hussein. Over 7,000
prisoners were taken. After its sur-
render with the exception of neces«
sary guards all the Allled troops
were withdrawn from the city for the
time being.

FORGING AHEAD,

AT BRITISH HEADQUARTERS,
’Evemng, Oct. 2, via Reuter’s Ottawa
'Agency, Canadlan Press Despatch
‘from Reuter’s Ltd.—Reuter’s corres-
‘pondent cables, although the fighting
blazed up this morning with great in-
tensity, later the infantry fighting de-
creased. Along the Cambrai-St. Quen-
,tin front we are busily engaged in
moppirig up and consolidating our
'gains. The Canadian attack. yester-
'day, anticipated the heaviest enemy
assault which engaged two fresh
storm troops divisions, hence there oc-
'curred furious fighting in which the
iCanadiens gradually gained the mas-
{tery. The enemy is unquestionably
i beginning to feel the heavy losses sus-
{ tained in war materials. He has for
' some time now employed liquid air as
a substitute for high explosives. In
the attack along the Canal bank, north
west and southwest of Vendhueil, our
troops relieved a party of Americans
who had ‘been surrounded the day be-
fore and had put up a magrificent re-
sistance, though heavily outnumbered
and the ground in front of them was
strewn with dead Germans. We sat-
isfactorily progressed eastward in
! various part of the new battlefront. In
forcing the Beaurevoir-Weancourt
line yesterday, the English thirty-
second division bore .a conspicuous
part, finally breaking through the last
outpost of the Siegfried line, which
enabled the attack. to swing north-
wards athwart the Germans, massed
below Cambrai. The statement that
the Germans fired Cambral appears to
be unconfirmed. It is now believed
that the fire was caused by the burn-
ing of ammunition dumps.
