The Downward Pressure
Public sentiment is at work to 

lower prices, and it is getting some 
results. When public sentiment at­
tains unanimity it is a powerful 
force.

Of late months, many a speculator 
has felt the lash applied by public 
sentiment reflected on the markets. 
Here and there throughout the coun­
try the profiteer has suffered punish­
ment, and suffered in the way he 
feels most keenly.

Recent experiences, which Henry 
F\>rd has dramatized, shows that a 
downward pressure may be exerted 
by a public attitude of economical 
buying. That the public should think 
and act economically is, therefore, 
most desirable in the interests of a 
lower cost of living. And the best of 
it is that the public is doing that very 
thing. Extravagance has gone bar­
gain-hunting.

Only those who have swallowed the 
theory that all high prices are due to 
profiteering look for a sudden, per­
manent drop in prices. The reason 
why prices generally will not drop 
suddenly Is that the main cause of 
high prices is not profiteering, but 
high growing, manufacturing or 
transportation costs. A general low­
ering of all these must take some 
time. N - 1

Sudden shifts in industry are not 
altogether healthy signs. Temporary 
relief comes high at the price of per­
manent trouble. What the good citi­
zen expects is to take what help he 
can find as he goes along and wait 
with all the patience he can muster 
for the good old times again.—Mon­
treal Daily Star.

Rivetless Ship
Proves Success.

Satisfactory Performance of 300-Ten 
Vessel.

British engineers interested in the 
building of rivetless ships have 
been very much encouraged by the 
satisfactory performances of the 
500 ton ship "Fullager” in her sea­
going trials. There is not a rivet In 
this vesssel from bow to stem; ev­
erything is electrically welded.

The design was arranged so as to 
get the best results from electric 
welding with the least expenditure of 
time, labor and materials. Where 
the plates were joined end on, they 
were welded with a strap behind and 
where the plates were lapped a weld 

put on both sides. In some cas- 
a water-tight joint was not requir- 

material were sav­

ed by a system of "broken welding.” 
Short lengths were welded with un­
welded spaces between,^giving a suf­
ficiently good joint for all purposes, 
except keeping out water. British 
pioneering work in electric welding 
is expected to receive a great impetus 
from the successful demonstration on 
the “Fullagar,” and future methods 
of ship construction are bound to be 
radically affected.

It may be added that this vessel is 
propelled by a new type of British oil 
engine from which great things are 
confidently hoped.

Considering that New­
foundland’s G.K. has such a su- 
perabounding knowledge of the 
catch and cure of codfish we 
would scarcely suggest that he 
knows as much about conditions 
on the West Coast as a sculpin 
knows about Hebrew, yet ' he 
claims that he is in possession 
of first chop facts. As to these 
what about the Burnt Islands 
correspondence ? What also 
about the public meeting at 
Rose Blanche and the subse­
quent communications from the 
Magistrate of Channel to the 
Acting Premier? What about 
other messages of protest from 
all over the West Coast con­
demning the Fish Regulations ? 
Let the good man of the Advo­
cate answer these questions 
and not beg them.

So far as the exporters on the 

West Coast agree to the neces­
sity of the Fish Regulations, we 
challenge the Advocate to name 
one man from Stone’s Cove, 
Fortune Bay, to Cape Ray, Bur- 
geo and LaPoile who has ex­
pressed an opinion in their fa­
vor. Don’t hedge now Brother 
Mews, come out and tell us the 
real facts. You are so certain

of your position that it will not 
undermine it, if you will but 
break away from that studied 
reticence, so characteristic of 
you, and scatter your informa­
tion broadcast. Writings, cal­
culated to soothe the feelings of 
Northern fishermen, do not go 
down on the West Coast, whi­
ther a visit from your august 
self as editor of the Advocate 
and Chairman of the Food Con­
trol (Sugar) Board would not 
be made the subject of an ova­
tion, unless it was literally.

BIG FLEET HAY SOON BE HERE.

The général stagnation prevalent a- ! 
long the water front la becoming more 
serious as the days of October pass. ; 
Very little fish is coming in and the 
opinion ia expressed that the greater 
part of this seasons catch will Be sold 
and shipped from the Outports, that 
Is if the truck system operating in 
some places does not become general. 
It is said that at certain points north, 
the cull ia easier than at St. John’s 
but this is offset by withholding cash 
payments tor 3 months. From the 
master of a schooner now taking sup­
plies, in port, we learn that most of 
the schooners to the northward are 
loaded with fish and ready to sail at 
the next favorable wind when we may 
expect a fleet of some 360 schooners . 
along. The fishermen are not satis- ; 
fied with the present prices and when 
they arrive they will demand $10 per 
qtl. for average fish. Regarding the 
cull we were informed by a schooner 
master that on visiting a fish buying 
premises North, on the way here, a 
schooner was discharging Labrador 
Shore fish and, ae it was coming 
out of the hold it was being packed , 
in casks ready for shipment to market, j 
very little being thrown ont though it 
appeared to be of poor quality. Who-1, 
ther the fish was culled before going , 
aboard the schooner or not our in­
formant did net know.
