The present session of the Legisla-
jure has, without doubt, seen more’
memorable happenings than any other
since the introduction of ‘Responsible
government, and yesterday’'s accur-
rence was by mo means the least of
these. There have been interruptions
grom the crowd, and startling ex-
posures but the scene which took
place when the unemployed deputa-
tion visited the House late yesterday
evening rivals any of these in sensa-
tionalism.

The House met at 3.15 p.m.

Sir John first al-
luded to the case of two men who had
walked from Whitbourne ‘to look for
work leaving their tamilies destitute.
This ecase was publlshed in yester-
day’s Telegram. Sir. John asked if
anything could be done fqr;these men.

At the Prime Minister’s Teéquest de-
bate on the Motion was allowed to
stand over for a few minutes at this
juncture, so that the Estimates could'
be tabled.

Assassination of
~Henry IV. of France.

The cares.of Henry IV. of France
were aggravated by a presentiment of
his own approaching fate. Unaquaint-
ed with fear on the battlefield, he yet
dreaded the knife of the assassin.
Dark rumours of conspiracies were
floating about, and he communicated

be murdered on the occasion of the
first great public solemnity—and such
ag occasion was approaéhlng. On
May 13, 1610, his' consort—Mary de
Medici—had been crowned with great
pomp at St. -Denis by Cardinal de
Joyeuse, and on the 14th, while the
King was passing in his carriage from
the Rue St. Honore into the Rue de la
Ferronerie, its progress was arrested
by two carts; at this moment a man
jumped .on to the wheel and stabbed
the King with a knife between the
ribs. Henry threw out his arms, ex-
claiming “I am wounded!” and the
assassin seized the opportunity to re-
peat. the blow more fatally, by stab-
bing him to the heart. The murderer
was seized by the King's suite, and
turned out to be one Francois Ravail-
lac, who had been a novitiate in the
Convent of the Feuillants at Paris,
and had afterwards heen a schoolmas-
ter in bis native town of Angm_xleme'
‘In his examination he assigned as his
motives for the deed, the King's hav-
neglected to convert the Huguenots,
and his design of making war upon
the Pope. In this view his crime was
the result of fanaticism, iytlamed by
the discourses and sermons which he
heard; but the Spanish Court, Mary de
Medici, and Concini, gained so much
by. the act, that there were not want-
ing some who suspected them to be
privy to it, together with the Duke of
Epernon, who was in the coach with
Henry at the time, and to whom the
town of Angouleme belonged. Nay,
it was even said that Ravillae, during
the last dreadful tortures of his exe-
cution, denounced their names, but
the papers containing his dispositions
were suppressed. These _charges,
however, rest on no certain founda-
tion.

O0’Connell, the Cele-
brated Irish Leader.

On Saturday, May 15, 1846, Daniel
O’Connell, died, an event that is re-
called by the disturbances now going
on in Ireland against the Government.
Born on Augast 6, 1775, in County
Kerry, the son of a small landed pro-
prietor; he delighted to style himself
the Irish “agitator” or “liberator.”
When an Act of -Parliament had ad-
mitted Roman Catholics to the bar-
rister’s profession, he became a stu-
dent at Lincola’s Inn, and as a bar-
rister, from 1798, he earned a ‘large
income. Elequently and earnestly ad-
vocating the emancipation of Roman
Catholics, he called the Dublin Cor-
poration “beggarly,” ‘and being there-
fore challenged by Alderman D'Es-
terre, O’Connell killed him in a duel,
but was prevented by the police from
fighting another against Sir Robert
Peel, baronet, then Chief Secretary
for Ireland, and afterwards Prime
Minister.  O’Connell obtained a seat
in the House of Commons, sitting suc-
cessively for the County of Clare, the
counties of Waterford and Kerry,
twice for Dublin, and at other times

Last week I went back into the dis-

sEB e

‘tant past, and showed, from the old.

.Church Registers, how and by whom
the bhodies of our forefathers in Trin-
‘tty were looked after by the Medical
“Doctors. I now go back over the
*same ground, and pay a debt of grat-
‘ftude to the Divinity Doctors, who for
many years, looked after the souls of
aIl the residents of Trinity and else-
Wwhere in the Bay. I do so by re-
: Ninding our people of whom those
.Lctors were and by refreshing our
: wemories with their doings, as given
bl the old Church Registers. Rev.
‘Benjamin Lindsay was the Priest in
‘éharge of Trinity in 253, and all the
‘Baptisms, marriages and burials from
lthat date till 1760 were performed by
‘him. His first baptism was on Sep-
tember 7th, 1753, and the child was a
:daughter of Mr. Benjamin and Ann
»'I"avernor. named Patience. Later he
‘Baptized another for the same per-
sons, named Sarah; and a little later a
:daughter for Andrew Tavernor and
His wife, named Elizabeth. Thus,
Tavernor is the oldest name in Trin-
ity, found in the Church Registers of
that time; and the Christian names
‘of Benjamin and Andrew, have been
retained till the present day in the
Pavernor families. The last child
baptized by Rev. B. Lindsay was
James, son of John and Jean Tibbs,
‘Nov. 1st, 1760, Then follows a va-
vancy of four years. During those
vears fifty-seven baptisms, seventeen
‘marriages, and seventy-six burials
are recorded—some by authorized lay-
Wen, and somé by visiting clergy-
yen.

“Baptized, a son of James and Mary
“Ivymy.” “October 10th, 1764. = Mar-

“of Samuel and Mary Carter.” On
October 13th, ‘1776, Rev. James Bal-
four was himself ~married to Mrs.
Ann Emray, widow of moses Emray.
Their first child was baptized on
April 2nd, 1771, and named James.
During the sixteen years of Mr. Bal-
four’s Incumbency, his entries show
a deep interest in the spiritual work
of the extensive misslon,'with head-
quarters at Trinity.

In 1780 Rev. John Clinch, Surgeon,
was appointed to Trinity. As a sur-
geon he was known as “Doctor,” and
that part of the Harbor in which are
the waterside premises" ‘of - Lockyer,
and Morris, (and where Doctor Clinch
lived) is still known as “the Doctor’s
Cove.” On June 17th, 1784, Rev. John
Clinch was married to Hannah Hart,
of English Harbor. Their first child
was born on January 1st, 1786, and
when baptized was named Edward
Jenner, after the physician who in-
troduced vaccination for smallpox,
and which was uséd in Trinity for
the first time in Newfoundland.
During Mr. Clinch’s .thirty-nine years
in Trinity, there are records of Bap-
tisms, Marriages and Burials perform-
ed by him from Bonavista on the
North, to Bay de Verde on the South.
He died in Trinity in 1819, aged 72,
and his body was buried under the
Altar of the first St. Paul's—the first
Church built in Trinity. The tomb-
stone over his grave rests on a brick

y wall, and it is all in excelient condi-

tion, as in 1919 the stone was sent to

Rev. William Bullock succeeded
Rev. Aubrey Spencer as Priest in
charge of this extensive mission. His
first entries are: “Sept. 8th, 1822.
Married, James Hobbs and Patienqe
of New Bonaventure:” On
8th, 1828, Mr. Bullock was married to
Mary Blizabeth Clinch , by Rev.
Burt, of Harbor Grace. He minister-

‘| ed faithfully to the spiritual needs of

the people of Trinity.Bay, and is re-
membered to-day as the writer of the
hymn: “We Love the Place, 0 God,”
ete., which was sung.for the first time
from manuscript at the opening of
old St. Paul’'s Church, and 1is found
to-day in well nigh every collection of
hymns for public worship. Mr. Bul-
lock was one of the strongest charac-
ters of those who ministered to the
spiritual needs of the people in Trin-
ity, and other parts of Trinity Bay.

After Rev. W. Bullock left Trinity,
Rev. Thomas Boone, Rev. John H.
Martine, and Rev. David Martin, to-
gether with Rev. H. J. Fitzgerald,
M.A., looked after the spiritual inter-
ests of the mission till 1846, Then
came Rev. Todd Thomes Jones till
1848. He was. succeeded by Rev.
Bertram Jones and Rev. Thomas
Wood till 18583 and them Rev. Ben-
jamin Smith and Rev. W. G. Crouch
were appointed. Rev. Joseph W.
Baggs, who taught school ‘here m
1851, was, I think, a perpetual deaeqi‘.
He rendered assistance to the Priest
in charge of the Parish, such as his
office as a deacon authorized him to
do. He died here, .and is'buried in
the old church-yard.. May God be
good to them all.

Thomas Oates, who lived in Green
Bay Cove, below English Harbor, died
some fifteen years ago. He was the
last Englishman in Trinity Bight
who came to this country as a “young-
ster.”

Married, Thomas
Northover and Martha Bannister, both
of Ship ‘Cove. Witnesses: William
Butler, James Butlér.” }

Thomas Northover was a genius.
Some one complimented him upon his
being such a “handy-man,” and Thom-
as said: “Yes, Sir, I makes wheel-
barrows, and go-carts, and spinning-
wheels; in short I makes everything
that makes a naise.” He also made
a harp, the only one ever made or
seen in this:district. It never made
much “naise,” as he never could af-
ford to Wuy strings for it. It is still
in evidenge, and it has-a place in the
memory of nearly every person in
Trinity Bight, of sixty years ago.
Thomas also had the first striking
clock in the district, and people came
to his home from far and near to
hear it strike.

THOMAS SLANEY.

The very many friends of Thomas
Slaney will regret to hear of his death
at Camden, N.J., a few weeks ago.
Mr. Slaney had reached the advanced
age of eighty years, but was yet hale
and hearty when he met with a sad
and untimely death through being
partly smothered with escaping gas
as he slept in his room at the hotel.
He was removed to Cooper Hospital,
where the treatment of leading spe-
cialists failed to combat the attack of
the poisoning gas, and without re-
gaining consciousness he died there
after four days.

In public matters in his
natrive distriet he took a leading
part, and was always a four-square
Liberal and a fearless and bold
preacher of righteousness in politics
and principles. In church matters,
too, he took an active interest, and
his dear old Chapel’s Cove had none
more loyal son than Tom Slaney when
he emigrated two years ago to live
abroad with his daughter, Mrs. James
Aide. The deceased was thrice mar-
ried. By his first wife, Miss Con-
stance Fardy, he leaves two daugh-
tetrs—Mrs. Patrick Dwyer, Holyrood,
and Mrs. John Day, Notre Dame Bay.
By his second wife, Miss Kate Curran,
one daughter, Mrs. James Aide, 215 Mt.
Vernon Street, Camden, with whom
he lived at the time of his death. And
by his third wife, Miss Mary Flynn,
Colliers, C.B., none. His remains now
rest in Mt. Vernon Cemetery beside
those of his two daughters, who pre-
deceased him, ‘and may his soul rest
in peace.

At the appointed
time the poor condemmed wretches
died by the hand of the public execu-
tioner—victims, no doubt, in part, of
their own fraudulent acts, resorted
fo for the purpose of eking out a mis-
erable subsistence—but, mtich mdfe,
sacrifices offered upon the' altars of
ignorance and superstition.

there wefé'six large closets filled with
finé watches and clocks, many of them
several centuries old and still in ex-
cellent ‘' working condition, some
richly-bejewelled and of considerable
historical “imterest.

Therewiere geveral closets filled with
vases, bowls, dishes, baptismal fonts,
holy water contafners and the like,
all carved of the finest crystal and
smoky topaz. There was silver and
gold plate and an enormous variety
of most valuable curios.

But most important of all was the
section called the “private jewellery
of the imperial house.” This depart-
ment included the imperial crown, the
crown -of the empress, the other re-
galia and a collection of diamonds,

that was the most astonishing hoard
of its kind in the world, next, or
rather equal, to that of the Romanoffs.
