Litvinoff recalls that as far 
back as 1884, the Institute of Inter­
national Law proposed the adoption 
of six miles as limit range of shore 
batteries for the protection of coasts, 
but now he points out that gun range 
is fully twelve miles.

The following notice has been pro­
mulgated by the Secretary of State: 
To ships and shipping throughout

the world:—
In a decision handed down the 

thirtieth of April passing on the Fed­
eral Prohibition Act the Supreme 
Court of the United States declared 
that it is against the law for either 
foreign or domestic vessels to carry 
liquors of any kind whatsoever for 
beverage uses into the United States 
or its territorial waters. The Treas­
ury Department is now preparing re­
gulations to put this decision in 
force. These will soon be promul­
gated. They will go Into effect on 
the Jenth of June, 1928. Shipping of 
all nations, foreign! as well as Ameri­
can, will be subject to these regula­
tions without further notice on and 
after the date specified.

The .democratic principle is recog­
nised in the administration, upon 
which the views of the fishermen and 
fish curers and exporters arfc brought 
to bear in a well organised manner. 
L'p to 1900 the fisheries were ad­
ministered by the Ministry of the In­
terior, but in that year a fisheries 
bureau was appointed, and a board 
of three directors, changed in 1906 
to one director, called the Director 
of fisheries. All administrative 
quel ons affecting flshery interests 
are submitted to the Director of 
Fisheries for his consideration. He 
receives" the " statistical " information 
regarding fisheries from all parts of 
Norway and they are worked up in 
his department. All information een-

With the exception of Newfound­
land, there is no country in which 
the sea fisheries take so prominent a 
place as in Norway, where a large 

^.proportion of the population live on 
the islands and along the coasts and 
participate in the harvest of the sea. 
It is, moreover, to be noted that until 
comparatively recent times the fish­
eries were pnoeecuted for the most 
part with Inferior boats and apparat­
us, and were' confined to the fjords 
and coastal waters. And further, the 
curing and preparation • of • the • fish 
for the markets was imperfect and 
the export trade restricted. AB this 
has been changed, very largely by the 
active measures taken by the Gov­
ernment through the fishery depart­
ment for the development of the fish­
eries. Since the year 1890 the value 
af the fisheries increased from 27, 
120,000 kroner to 96,590,000 kroner 
In 1918, or from about £1,623,000 to 
£6,866,000. The value of the produce 
of the coast fisheries was raised 
from 22,210,000 to 63,320,000 kroner; 
that of the deep-sea fishery from 79,- 
000 kroner to 3,640,000 kroner, and 
that of the whale and seal fisheries 
from 2,920,000 to 37,390,000 kroner. 
The value of the exports of fishery 
products increased in the same period 
from 131,109,000 to 392,610,000 kron­
er. that of the edible fishes from 
25.4 to 33.3 per cent, of the total, 
while the export of the characteris­
tic “sardine" or tinned sprat product 
rose from 352 tone, of a value of 
317,000 kroner, to 30,994 tons valued 
at 25,690,000 kroner, or £1,427,200. 
During the war the exports were, of 
course, very much greater. In 1915, 
the export of tinned fish amoulted to 
51.773 tons, of a value of about £2,-

This brings under the supervision 

of Kella an area measuring no less 
than 1,760 by 1,400 miles, in which are 
76 cemeteries. These are scattered 
about the whole of the Near Bast, 
from Taganrog and Nqvorossisk, in 
Southern Russia, to the islands of 
Lemnos and Syra, in the Aegean Sea.

There are British cemeteries at 
Constantinople; at Batqum, Tills, and 
Baku, in the Caucasus, where two 
British divisions were stationed in 
1919-1920; and all through Asia Minor, 
right down to the Persian frontier, 
exist little burial places of which of­
ficial record has been kept, where 
lie men who died as prisoners of war 
in Turkish hands.

As soon as peace is made with Tur­
key parties with motor lorries will

| the bodies and bring them all in to
