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Tiro Veterinary College.
The Globe of Tuesday had an article 

on the Ontario Veterinary College, 
in which several objections are made 
to the proposed transfer of that In­
stitution from Toronto to Guelph.
Of course we expected that our con­
temporary would make an appeal in 
favour of Toronto, but we looked for 
more cogent reasons for its reten­
tion there than it advances. One 
would suppose from the way it con. 
nects Dr. Smith’s name, with the 
College that it was his—created and 
sustained by him. This is quite amis- 
take. The College was originated 
by the Ontario Agricultural Associa­
tion, and the Legislature vested in 
that body the pofetfW granting dip. 
lomas. D/. QmMhlbss .engaged by 
the ArthciatioBM the ablest and 
ijaost suitable Professor*, the Associa­
tion pays him a certain salary, and 
besides pays him so much rent for 
the use of his building. The total 
cost of the Oollege is about $050 a 
year in salaries, rent, Ac. For rent 
alone the Association pays |15V a 
year. The interest on the cost Of 
the new building proposed to be 
erected in Guelph will not amount 
to a much larger sum, and when we 
take into account the fact that the 
Association has now at its credit in 
the Bank $11,000, and will soon re­
ceive from the Government the 
yearly grant of $10,000 more, we 
think it is quite justified in expend- 
ing $4000 for the erection of a Col­
lege m this town. We do not think 
that the expense of conducting the 
College here will be any more than 
it lias been in Toronto, but even if it 
is, the advantages to the regular 
Veterinary students, and to the 
pupils at the School of Agriculture, 
will more than make up for what 
little additional outlay may be nec­
essary.

The Globe,too,must have forgotten 
that the Commission appointed by 
the Government last year (ot which 
the Hon. G<o. Brown was a member) 
to frame rules for the management 
of the Provincial Farm, reported in 
favour of incorporating the Veteri­
nary College with the School of Ag. 
riculture. In section 40 of that 
port we find the following

“ That it is of tho highest importance 
the. ail tho pupils shoah! receive from 
ono thoroughly competent Veterinary Sur­
geon, or more, .such * practical instruc­
tion for tho treatment of tlio ordimuy 
diseases and injuries to tho domestic 
anima’s of the Farm, as may enable 
them to apply tho proper remedies—at 
least until a Veterinary can he called in ; 
that h might be advantageous were the j 
Veterinary College at Toronto.'.ineurpor* | 
atod as a department of the School of |
Agvicu'turo—or at least that the funds j 
ot' b.th institutions might be united to j 
s c no a thoroughly efficient staff avail­
able for both,"

The Council of the Association 
have simply carried out this recom- 
mendotion, which they felt would he 
essential to the well-being of both 
Institutions.

Our contemporary argues that stu­
dents have a better opportunity of 
acquiring a knowledge of the Veter­
inary Art in Toronto than they will 
have in Guelph. It never fell into a 
greater mistake. Why, it is well- 
known by our leading Agriculturists 
that the piofessional experience in 
that city is almost entirely confined 
to horses, and that students when 
they go out to practice in the coun­
try fail in their knowledge and treat­
ment of the diseases of the other do­
mestic animals. The want of such 
subjects has been a great drawback 
to students, which the removal of; 
the College to Guelph will do away 
with, for at the Farm and from the 
surrounding section there will be no 
lack 'of subjects in all the depart­
ments, and the students will profit 
in proportion t° the variety of the 
cases brought, under tlieir notice. It 
is very evident, therefore, that a 
course of study at the College in .
Guelph will be ot greater advantage Where ho intends carrying on the above• l................° . ... . linn in all lt.s lirunnlien. ami Imnna hv st.rir-t.

Items Irom Ottawa.
June 24.

It is rumored that several changes will 
take place in the present anangement of 
seats in the Cabinet, and that it has not 
been finally decided whether Mr. Smith 
will be transferred to the Department of 
Justice or not. The feeling here seems 
to bo strongly in favor of this change. 
The Ministers, however, are silent in the

Mr. Alexander MoEwen, the well- 
known London, England, financier, ar­
rived here to-day.

It has transpired that tho vote of the 
Carleton County Council, reflecting on 
Attorney-General Mowat in reference to 
the control of the advertising of matters 
affecting criminal justice, was the result 
of misrepresentation of the County At­
torney, the Council not being aware that 
the law placed this advertising in the 
hands of the Attorney-General. It seems 
that the Uounty Attorney has a chattel 
mortgage on the Daily News, an obscure 
paper with no circulation, and has for 
years collected the accounts for adver­
tising, himself retaining 25 per cent, for 
his share, and crediting the balance to 
the debtors.

Riel in Monibeal.—The Witness says 
it is reported that Louis Riel is in Mon­
treal. He is said to have been observed 
sitting in the gallery of a house in the 
Tanneries, occupied by a well known 
notary, on Tuesday, in the company of 
several leadiug French Canadians.

Shoo Fly !—A- hundred or moro re­
medies have been given to keep flies 
from annoying horses, but the light ono 
has not been found yet, unless itochard, 
a French veterinary surgeon, has hit it. 
His method consists of painting the in­
side of the ears, or any other part es­
pecially troubled, with a few drops of 
empj reumatic oil of juniper. It is said 
that the odour-of this substance is un- 
endurablo to flies, and that they will 
keep at a distance from the parts so an- 
nointed. If this treatment should ac­
complish the alleged result, it may per­
haps bo equally applicable in repelling 
mosquitoes from the face aud hands of 
tourists and sportsmen, when passing 
through woods or meadows.

Gone Astiuy.—Christiana Ann Mac­
kenzie,, daughter of Mr. Johu Mackenzie, 
farmer, township of Kinloss, left her 
home on Monday in a state of insanity. 
Over a hundred of the neighbors turned 
out in search of her. She was found on 
Wednesday about noon, in the bush four 
or live miles from her home, concealed 
under a log, in a very low condition, by 
hcr brolaer D. Mackenzie,. on his way- 
from Kincardine to assist in finding ter.

Toronto, and will better qualify him 
to go «out as a practitioner, with a 
practical knowledge of the diseases 
of all ifnimnls, and of the best meth- 
ods of treatment.

We have in a previous article re­
ferred to the benefit which the stu­
dents at the School of Agriculture 
will receive by attending the Veterin­
ary lectures. The Globe thinks that 
a well constructed infirmary for the 
horses on the Farm, and a course of 
lectures on veterinary practice,would 
be quite sufficient f«r the pupils 
there. So for, good. But then other 
animals besides horses are liable to 
disease. Many of them—especially 
thorough bred stock—are as valuable 
as horses ; and the more the pupils 
can lear.. of these diseases and their 
treatment, it will be all the better 
for them and for the Province when 
they go into practical farming for 
themselves.

We are sure that the farming com­
munity throughout the Province will 
heartily endorse the action of the 
Agricultural Association in removing 
the College to Guelph, even though 
the Glole and all Toronto at its back 
tihould protest against it. A rival 
College may be started in that city, 
but it is not at all likely that the 
Legislature would give it the power 
of granting diplomas to the injury of 
the Provincial College, which is 
worked in connection with the Agri 
cultural Association and is supported 
by the public money.
