Government Will Continue
to Accept Volunteer Re-
cruits for the Next Four
Weeks; Should Apply for
History Sheets

As a result of the visit to Calgary of
Major G. U. Stiff and Brig.-General

Provincial Military Registrar Carson made
the following statement:

“It has been decided to keep the re-
crujting offices open in the province for
three or four weeks longer. In fact they
will remain open until the expiration of
the 25-day period following the issue of
the proclamation. At the expiration of
that period all volunteer recruiting will
cease. AN men subject to draft, even
those examined end classified as A class
oley sign up under the volunteer system.
It allows them-a cértain amount ot choice
in service.

Favors thé Velunteer

It has been further decided to pay re-
turn railway fare and sussistence to all
registered men subject to draft, who re-
port for service, and do not claim exemp-
tion. All those claiming exemption will
appear before the tribunal at their own
expense.

All men born since January 1, 1883, un-
married or widowers without children,
must report for service or apply for ex-
emption. In any casé they will apply to
the postmaster for “a report for service”
form or an “exemption sheet.” . If they
have been examined by the medical board
they will file their medical history sheets,
accompanied by one of the above men-
tioned forms completed, with the post-
master. Later they Wwill be notified by
the” registrar where to report and if not
claiming exemption will receive trans-
portation and subsistence.

Medical History Sheets

The medical examining board will start
today and issue a copy of the medical
history sheet to every man examined.
Those who have been examined and have
not received their history sheets should
apply at the medical department for
them.

When the time comes for the recruit to
report to a bpard or tribunal he will be
instructed by the registrar at which
board to appear. In this way, by an even
distribution of men for a hearing or ex-
amination, there will be no congestion at
any one place.

BRITAIN [5 BENT
DN REPRISALS FOR
GERNAN AIR RAIDS

There Is Method in Madness
of Enemy; Reasons for the
Attacks on English Cities

e

'DEMAND REPRISALS

British Life and Industries
Greatly Confused by the
Frequent German Raids

London, Oct. 4—The possibilities and
importance of-air warfare have been
brought home to the British military
and civilians by the campaign of the
past ten days, as only experience could
bring them home. The result is that
virtually the whole press and public
opinion are mow' demanding that the
policy of passive defense for England
and the watchword ‘“composure,’” which
the government heretofore has urged
upon the people, be dropped and that
a strong air offensive against Germany
be waged immediately.

Even papers like the Manchester
Guardian, which have taken the line
that air raids accomplished little be-
cause they succeeded in killing only an
infinitesimal small number, have
changed their policy.

What the German air raids have ac-
complished in a purely military way is
known to the whole world, and to none
better than the Germans. By the em-
ployment of some fifty machines and
at the most two hundred men, including
aviators and mechanics, the enemy has
forced England to detach several hune
dred valuable machines and several
thousand men, including skilled gune
ners, for home defense, and also a large
number of machinists, searchlights with
operating scaifs and other experts. The
men and material devoted to this ‘of-
fensive is small compared with the men
and material the attacks compel Eng-
land to maintain for the defense.

But it i§ also the fact, which the Lon-
don papers describe, that the normal
life of the largest capital in the world
and of important cities has been dis-
turbed for ten days and the industries
and working capacity of the people of
London ‘have been seriously handi-
capped.

What Londoners are.asking is, why
they should undergo this experience
and the Germans be permitted to go
free, it is‘ that a few British
aviaf &’?ﬁnachlnel “¢ould not com-
pel - the . Gepmang to employ a large
forc, for" v"tion th-.its  cities, and
why should mdt the German popula-
tion be threatened and harassged.

Hence the general demand for a
counter-offensive of retaliation or re-
prisal in -order to pay the German 'n
his own coin. The voicing of the sen. -
ment, of which the Archbishop of Can-
terbury has been one of the conspwu-
ous spokesmen, that because the Ger-
mans kill British women and children
i{s no reason why the British should
kill - German women and children,
seems now to be little heeded and has
almost been stilled.

The Engilish argue that they did not
begin this form of wanfare and that
they did not wish to engage in it, but
that they cannot be expected to submit
to it without taking measures which
will eripple the German air aoctivity.

Premiier Lloyd George's remarks that
the Germans would be paid with com-
pound interest seems to have popular
endorsement.

BRITISH CRUISER
TORPEDOED OFF
THE IRISH COAST

The Shlp Reached Harbor,
But Sank; Well Known
in America

London, Oct. 4—The British cruiser
Drake has been torpedoed and sunk, ac-
cording to an admiralty announcement to-
night.

The Drake was torpedoed Tuesday
morning off the north coast of Ireland.
She reached a harbor but then sank in
shallow water.

Oneg officer and 18 men were killed by
the explosion. The remainder of the
shin’s company were saved.

The Drake was a vessel of 14,100 tons.
She was bujit at Pembroke in 1901, and
had a speed of 23 knots, Her comple-
ment was 900 men. A sister ship of the
Drake, the Good Hope, was sunk in the
battle off Coronel, Chile, in 1914, with a
loss of 887 men. The Drake was well
known in eastern Amerijcan waters,- hav-
ing several times visited the United States
and Canadian ports. She was the flagship
of the fifth cruiser squadron which at-
tended the Hudson-Fulton celebration in
New York in 1809.

He held back distribution until
this morning; he numbered the tickets
and indexed the names of purchasers; he
obtained the' ald of the states attorney
and the chief of pelice, and promised full
publicity in the advertising columns of
the newspapers wherever he found that a
purchaser had transferred his ticket to a
broker.

erance. My object in writing is to
show that one of his statements is
utterly at variance with Christ's teach-
ing as understood by the apostles and
other immediate followers. Dr. Mat-
thews denounced Socialism and com-
munism as “damnable systems.” What
about the commune instituted by the
disciples as recorded in-the Acts of
the Apostles? It was started under
the guidance of the apostles and rati-
fied by a miracle in sthe deaths of
Ananias and Sapphira. It was the
natural and inevitable outcome of
Chmrist’s teachings,
mind may see. True, it did mot last
and the organized churches in the past
seem, therefore, to have regarded the
record as a warning for them to steer
clear of social problems, so they con-
fined their attention to constructing
systems of theology, letting systems of
humanity severely alone.

But. the record is there, not as a
warning, but as an ideal which the
churches should have kept in view, and
a8 a goal toward which sthey should
have persistently pressed.

People are indignant at present with
the profiteers, as if profiteers were
something new, whereas it has been
going on for over a century, creating
a, thousandfold more suffering than the
war. Tt has kept millions on millions
in slavery, poventy and jignorance gen-
eration after generation. And the
churches have closed their eyes. I
heard an employer scolding his man-
ager for employing old men. He said:
“Do you think this a philanthropic es-
tablishment?” Ewvidently he regarded
such an idea as absurd. But this em-
ployer was a [Presbyterian elder, and
if he had ever listened to the true gos-
pel of Christ, he would hHave known
that every business should be a philan-
thropic establishment.

THE WEST IS AROUSED

Toronto, Oct. 4.—Under the auspices of
the Political Educational league, Mrs.

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ALTA.'S VOCATIONAL

 TRAINING DECLARED
THE BEST IN GANADA

American Expert Is Looking
Over Methods of Training
Returned Soldiers for
Future Occupations

The Alberta government is not only
abreast of the rest of Canada, but leads
in some respects, in the work of re-

educating and training the returned sol-
diers, according to the finding of Douglas
A. MeclIntyre, after a careful servey of
this work throuughout Canada. Mr. Mc-
Intyre, who is principal of the Institute
for the Care of Cripples in New York
City, has been selected by the United
States government, on account of his long
experience *in dealing with people who
have been crinpled in industrial life, to
introduce a policy and plans for the train-
ing of partly disabled soldiers.

They evidently wish to start the move-
ment at an early date in order to have
their plans matured and adequate provi-
sion made to care for their wounded men
whom they expect back in the United
States during the coming spring and
summer.

Mr. McIntyre came to study the system
being instituted here, and conferred with
the officials' of the Military Hospitals
commission ‘at Ottawa, Montreal, Toronto
and other Ontario points, before coming
to the western provinces.

The Vocational Branch

He was very much interested indeed in
all aspects of the service of‘the Military
Hospitals commission and the relationship
of the commission to other departments
of the federal government. His special
interest, however, was in the vocational
branch.

In this respect Mr. MclIntyre found
especial interest in studying this phase of
the work in Manitoba and Alberta. It
appears that in the two provinces this
branch of the service has been developed
to a greater, extent than in any of the
other provinces. Apart form the general
development of the work in Alberta, two
things appealed most especially to him.
They were. First, the poliey of the voca-
tional branch to, as far as possible, fit
the men into shape for an occupation
where the risks of unemployment or the
lack of permanency in the line of business
were reduced to a minimum. Second, the
careful steps that have been taken to as-
certain, through the industrial and com-
mercial survey made by the Institute of
Technology'and Art to ascertain the lines
of work for which the men might safely
be frained with an assurance of employ-
ment after they had finished their courses.

Besides the information obtained, Mr.
McIntyre asked to have special reports
and a full outline of the system and pro-
cedure forwarded to him after his return
to New York. Dr. Miller has the neces-
sary information prepared and is for-
warding it to New York.

He
explained the figurés which he pre-
sented, and which had been taken from
civic records, alsc the monies used by
the city and the methods of obtaining
either by taxation or in loans. The
work of the committee receently ap-
pointed to investigate ways and mean$
of steering the city’s financial ship was
also brought up by the speaker. At the
conclusion of the address many ques-
tions were asked on the subject, and
the women obtained much information.

An invitation was extended the as-
sociation to be the guests of St. Mark’s
Guild Thursday next, when Mr. R. B.

SOME CONCESSIONS
BY RAILWAYS TO
LIVESTOCK MEN

Concessions Made to Ship-
ment of Feeders to Places
With Abundant Feed

Ottawa, Oct. 4—Hon, Martin Bur-
rell, minister of agriculture, in an of-
ficial statement issued tonight, out-
lined ‘a co-operative plan which has
been -reached between the department
of agriculture and the railways to pre-
vent the depletion of Canadian breed-
ing and feeding stock, insure the feed-
ing of livestock in Canada, and result
in the return of feeding and breeding
stock to the farms. .

The plan includes the undertaking
of * “ a redistribution - policy which
would provide for the movement of
stock from areas where feed is light,
to areas where feed is heavy;” in
other words, from western to eastern
Canada.

Free Freight Policy

A free frei‘r\ght policy has been adopt-
ed in conne¢tion with the transport
of breeding cattle apd breeding sheep.
The - railways will rebate twenty-five
per cent of their charges, and the gov~
ernment will pay the remaining
seventy-five per cent. The govern-
ment *also rees to pay a rebate - of
fifty per celit on carload shipments of
feeding cattle, sent from Winnipeg to
country points in the eastern pro-
vinces. ‘Carloads of 'breeding sheep
will also be sent west free of charge,
and other concessions in regard to

Have Brought the Science
'Almost to Perfection,
Lord Northeliffe Tells
Canadian Club

Oct. 4.—Addressing the
Canadian club at a luncheon here,
Lord Northcliffe emphasized the ser-
liousness of the submarine menace to
the shipping of the entente allies, and
stated that while nothing was lacking
in the war preparations being made by
the IUnited States, he was not quite
sure that they properly‘\'isualized the
immense amount of tonnage necessary
to transport their arm};es and supplies
overseas. He declared that no specific
invention had been discovered to com-
bat the submarine and expressed the
opinion that the real solution to the
problem lay in the ability of the ship-
yards of the allied nations.being abie
to replace sufficient of the lost ton-
nage to take care of the essential
transatlantic shipping. The TUnited
States would make mistakes ‘the same
as Britain had, but one she would not
make was to stick- to the veoluntary
system for two years. That was as
great a mistake as trying to smash
German concrete defenses with shrap-
nel shells,

Lord Northecliffe declared that the
destruction of shipping by submarines
was '‘very serious.” While it was
true that last week the number of
British ships sunk was smaller than in
previpus weeks, the French losses
were the greatest.

T have been called an alarmist,” he
said, “and perhaps what I tell you
sounds like the talk of an alarmist, but
let me remind you that the Germans
have leng since pinned their hope of
winning the war on the submarine,
and they have not altered the idea of
winning the war by that means.
Work of Canadians

“There are one or two things I feel
bound to say regarding the Canadian
army overseas, particularly with re-
gard to my visit to General Haig and
General Currie. The Canadian soldiers
brought map-making and surveying to
perfection in the army -in France-

“It is true that the Canadians have
won a name for themselves for their
gkill in this regard. The accuracy of
the flying topographers of the air in
mapping out the German defenses ‘18
responsible in a large measure for the
success of the raids which the British
troops are constantly making.
“Thousands of lives were lost early
in the war because of ineffective work
in the air. And, by the way, it is
mostly the British who make the air
raids. The Germans seldom do it. I
am told it was the wonderful ability
of the Canadians in map-making and
aerial photography that has made the
British advances so buccessful. The
points have been mapped out one aft-
ernoon and raids made next morning,
The result is that everyone Kknows
where he is going-

“I can assure you that the Can-
adlans are greatly appreciated by the
great Scotsman in command of our
army. I have met many generals of
the allied armies, and I may say that

{ General Haig is the only one I know

structed a great war machine that is
hammering  the life out of the Ger-
mans.”

J. M. Carson, the military registrar
for Alberta, has received numerous in-
. quiries and last night issued a state-
‘ment outlining as far as possible the
Mr. Carson’s

iprocedure under the act,
statement follows:

“The proclamation calling out the
firet draft will be issued on Saturday,
Oc¢tober 13. In this proclamation com-
plete instructions will be given desig-
nating the men who have to report.
Instructing them to apply to a post-
master and receive forms. One of the
forms is for the man who does not
claim exemption and the other for
those who claim exemption. When the
form -is filled out it d& filed with the
postmaster, who issues a receipt. This
receipt will be used by the registered
man in case he should be asked to
produce a certificate as to his stand-
ing in regard to the act. In the mean-
time the postmaster will file all the
signed applications he receives with
the D.O.C. of this military district. The
D.0.C. turns them over to the registrar
who completes his lists.

“At the end of 25 days firom the issue
of the proclamation all registered men
will be notified by the registrar where
to report.for duty, medical examina-
tion if not already examined, or in
the case of tHose claiming exemption
where to appear before a tribunal and
medical board.”

Mr. Carson does not anticipate any
trouble in the enforcement of the act,
as the procedure throughout the Do-
minion is systemized on a uniform
basis, and every man in thé province
will know whether he is liable and
if 0, exactly what he has to do.
