The vessel filled soon after the ship’s 

company left her in the boqts, which, 
it is pointed out by the shipwrecked 
men, were lowered by the passengers in 
the absence of the crew, and in this con­
nection they praise the work of ■ Capt. 
F. W. Amesbury, the well-knowu mem­
ber of the B. C. Stevedoring and Con­
tracting company of this city, who took 
charge of the work of lowering the boats. 
Bhe went down bow first, and when 
the steamer Majestic passed the scene 
of the wreck yesterday she was lying 
stern upwards in eleven fathoms of 
water right in the channel for steamers 
sailing between Port Tçwnsend and 
Seattle. A portion of the stern is visible 
above water at low tide.

There seems to be a great divergence 
.f opinion as to whether she first struck 
on the Wliidby island or the Marrow­
stone side. Everyone aboard was so 
confused that they knew very little for 
certain. Some claim she hit between 
Basil point and Port Casey, on Whid- 
liy island, and then was gotten off and 

and drifted together across to the 
Port Flagler side, where she ran ashore 
again. And there are some who say 
a floating pile punctured the vessel. 
Whatever it was the passengers all 
know the shock was a very heavy one.

The most probable story, however, is 
that she ran onto the large rock just 
above the old wharf at Port Flagler and 
stove a hole in her hull on the star­
board side forward; that she then drift­
ed off, having gone ashore on an incom­
ing tide and began to fill immediately.

The steamer Majestic on her arrival 
here on Sunday afternoon brought a 
number of the passengers, all except 
three coming to this city. Included 
among the passengers who were on the 
vessc-i were R. H. Alexander, of the 
Hastings Mills at Vancouver; H. Spenc­
er, of the Burnett Mills; Alex. McDer­
mott, and Capt. F. W. Amesbury, of 
tli B.C. Stevedoring and Contracting 
company, of Victoria; R. H. Brown, of 
Vancouver, who had two horses drown­
ed in the wreck; M. Randolph, H. Switz­
er. W. Ingram, H. Libak and L. B.

Life of Little Felix Blair Crushed 
Out by A RollingThe passengers one ana all make grave 

charges regarding the conduct of Capt. 
Soderman and officers and crew of the 
lost steamer. Stories are also told of 
drunkenness on the part of at least two 
■of the crew, one of the engineers hav­
ing been seen during the last few 
minutes of the steamer trying to drag a 
passenger down “to have a nuzzet^” 
and one'of the firemen was clinging to 
the rail with a bottle of whiskey in 
the hand while the passengers and crew 
were clambering into the boats. The 
statement of one of the passengers that 
it was a good thing there had been pas­
sengers on board or tbe crew might have 
been drowned tells the whole story, brief­
ly yet fully.

The mgnt was a calm one and there 
was a fog on the water which not only 
resulted in the loss of the North Pacific, 
but the shipwrecked passengers of that 
vessel were amazed after landing to 
the steamer Mainlander running oil the 
same route with the wrecked vessel, 
standing up on the shore at the other 
side of the point. The North Pacific 
Struck heavily, breaking down some of 
the berths and throwing two firemen 
from their bunks. Many, in fact the 
majority, of the passengers were asleep, 
and had the shock not been a heavy one 
they might have gone down in the 
steamer still sleeping, for no steward 
or other member of the crew made any 
attempt to, warn them.

Some of the passengers remained in 
their bunks after the shock, not know­
ing that the steamer was liable to 
founder. Some did not stir until they 
saw others running about the deck with 
life preservers on. Outside one of the 
rooms one fellow was trying to get his 
feet through the arm strings of the belt, 
«nd when the occupant of the room 
started to laugh at him, he shouted 
that it was no laughing matter, and 
then the occupant of the room got busy

When he came on 
deck, being a capable navigator, he at 
once took in the situation and with 
some volunteers to aid, he commenced 
to get out the four boats carried by 
the steamer. It w-as found that the 
tarpaulin covers, instead of being lashed 
as usual, were nailed down, and had to 
be cut away with axes, and this and 
other things, caused much delay in the 
work of getting out the boats. Had 
the weather been bad the wreck would 
have involuved the loss of several Ivies 
as a result of the conditions, but for­
tune favored the shipwrecked ones in 
this respect, for the sea was calm and 
still.

When the passengers were working to 
get out the boats Capt. Amesbury got 
a boy to remain pulling the whistle 
string to keep the whistle going as a 
danger signal, and the whistle had been 
going for some time when Capt. Soder­
man arrived and stopped the boy, but 
the passengers soon got the whistle 
going again, and after leaving the steam­
er they heard the whistle of a coming 
tng.

The political campaign in British Co­
lumbia has not yet begun. The average 
citizen of this province declines to be 
bothered with politics during the months 
of July and August. Nor do we blame 
him. He has plenty of other things to 
attend to. It may have been observed 
by some authority, if it has not it should 
have been, that political development has 
been greatest in countries which possess 
an inclement season of the year, 
wintry night and the big black stove 
dull red in places from the fire within— 
these are the great political educators. 
As a rule political excitement reaches a 
higher pitch in winter than in summer, 
and the interest of the people in- their 
political parties wanes as the sun in­
creases iu power. In Victoria we have 
no inclement weather and a great deal 
of politics, which is distributed fairly 
evenly over the twelve months of the 

But even in Victoria, July ana 
August are months of an unpromising 
character for political excitement. This 
is a merciful dispensation with an elec­
tion impending for four months before 
it comes off. Sixteen weeks of cam­
paigning is a thought calculated to 
blanch the cheeks of the most seasoned 
veteran.
paigning are long enough. But although 
the pulses of British Columbia are not 
yet stirring to the martial music of poli­
tical battle, a good deal of marching and 
countermarching is taking place and of 
prophets as to the issue of the campaign 
there is no lack. We notice that the 
Times feels very confident ae to the re­
sult of the fight. This is not surpris­
ing. It is a characteristic of the Liberal 
press to spend about fourteen weeks be­
fore an election claiming victory, and 
about fourteen weeks after it explaining 
defeat.

One of Mr. Chamtieriain’s remarks in 
forwarding his Impetial, programme 
overstated the casé' tir the adoption of 
his particular proposals.

I feel we 
must unite now or the Empire’s epitaph 
will soon be written.” As a general 
proposition that is true, and it is pos­
sibly that Mr. Chamberlain said it only 
as expressing a general proposition. The 
disintegration of tfcé Empire is a cer­
tainty if the development of a closer 
union is not proceeded with. There can 
be no standing still. The ties must 
either become more binding or become 
less binding. Yet such words in the 
mouth of Mr. Chamberlain will be in­
terpreted in terms of the proposals made 
by Mr, Chamberlain. It is one thing 
to saj that steps must be taken to con­
solidate the Empire; it is entirely a dif­
ferent thing to say that its continuance 
is dependent upon the immediate adop­
tion of a particular policy. Any parti­
cular policy proposed must be the ex­
pression of a unity and a desire for clos­
er union already existing. But that de­
sire for closer union cannot be balked 
-of its proper, fitting and hatural expres­
sion iu the long run, -provided it is dom­
inant in the Empire, simply because a 
number of people may not at once ap­
preciate the necessity and advantage of 
certain specific ideas. If we were to 
put the continued existence of the Em­
pire to the test of Great Britain’s com­
prehension and acceptance of Mr. Cham­
berlain’s policy at the next general elec­
tion there, we should have no hopes at 
all. If Mr. Chamberlain is inclined to 
do so, he is taking ground as arrogant 
as it is dangerous. The Empire is not 
made up of bricks to be built into an 
edifice according to a plan, but of mil­
lions of human beings, converging upon 
a common destiny through the inter­
weaving of individual ideas, sentiments, 
loyalties, prejudices, desires, hopes and 
fears, in the unseen processes of organic 
grortth.

The new strike is on the tributaries 
of the Alsek river, about 20 miles from 
Champagne’s Landing, and 30 miles 
above and north of the Mush Creek 
strike.

The excitement here is running high. 
Over 30 licenses have been taken out, 
and the men are leaving for the diggings 
in bunches. Horses are at a premium.
The Indians across the river swam their 
horses across the stream last night, and 
many are starting out with their outfits. » 
Dawson Charlie seems to have struck it 
aji right, and is very enthusiastic. In­
dian Jim, a friend of Dawson Charlie’s, 
received a message last night from Daw­
son Charlie, instructing him to get-4a 
license and start out immediately for the 
new gold field and stake.

Jack McMillan and Frank Weisdepp, 
two White Horse men, received their 
tip from an Indian who was in Dawson 
Charlie’s party about the same time that 
he was outfitting for his first trip in, 
about two weeks ago. This Indian was 
dissatisfied with the treatment Charlie 
accorded him and betrayed the secret to 
the two white men, who started out at 
the time Dawson Charlie did, led by 
the Indian, and arrived at the discovery 
about a day ahead of Charlie, having 
taken a shorter trail.

soon as we can, the machinery on the 
ground, as complete and up-to-date a 
placer mining outfit as money can buy.
I know just what we want, and no ex­
pense will be spared to secure the proper 
apparatus. I had two men working 12 
days; with shovels and rude appliances 
they took out eight ounces of gold, for 
which I got $17.50 per ounce. We went 
down nine feet and had to stop on ac­
count of water. How much deeper the 
pay-dirt went I had no means of know­
ing, but it was good enough for me if it 
did not go any deeper. We intend to 
use hydraulic pumps to raise the sand 
from the bedrock, using traction engines 
for power and the latest improved 
gold-saving appliances. There is some­
thing of importance that seems to he 
overloooked to a great extent by all 
those who are interested, and that is 
more presence considerable in the ores 
of the district. “Do you see that plat­
inum in the bottom?” showing a bottle 
half full of flakes of gold and black 
particles of what is evidently platinum. 
“Well, that was panned out of arsenical 
iron ore after it was crushed. Frank 
Carlson showed me a piece of ore the 
size of a man’s hand that could be bent 
and turned into various shapes, being 
held together with the wire gold, taken 
from his claim near the Gold Park 
group. I saw a piece of ore as large as 
a man’s head, with gold literally stick­
ing on it all over. I tested the Marqua 
and Gilbert lead for 1,800 feet anu 
secured gold in every pan.
