At the outset President Sherman, of
the miners, brought up the question
of opening the convention to the. pub~
lic, and personally’ was. in favor of

this.

In a rather sharp reply -President
Lindsey said the operators were pres-
ent as guests of the miners and de-
cared it was immaterial to them and
up to the miners. Owing to the view
he took of the matter, Vice-President
Lewis spoke against opening for the
public, and a motion was passed ex-
cluding all but operators and mem-
pers of the district board of miners.
The room was then cldured, The
press was also excluded. >

In the morning the miners sent a
telegram to the minister of laber,
daiming that. when the miners want-
ed peace the operators gave battle,
and are therefore responsible for the
situation. 3

The Conference

The statement so far as the con-
ference is concerned, which adjourned
tonight at about 11 o'clock till 10 in
the morning, is that the general con-
ditions are still subject to the con-
ference.  Both sides are talking, but
nothing definite has yet been arrived
at. The operators when pressed for
a statement said they had nothing
further to communicate except that
they received ‘another = proposition
from the miners, and that the general
indications were that the men will
return to work pending the sitting of!
the conciliation board.

Calgary Anxious

Calgary, April . 23.—Calgary whoie-
gsalers and manufacturers, when inter-
viewed regarding the coal situation,
report it as most serious. One prom-
inent firm stated that if the railway
coal supply gave out and a tle-up re-
sulted there would be a famine from
Edmonton to Macleod and Lethbridge.
They were sure the grocery supply on
the  Calgary & Edmonton branch could
not last more than five days. The
whoiesale houses here have large
stocks, but much of it is perishable.
P. Burns & Co. are shipping cattle to

Vancouver as ‘fast as possible, antici- |

pating a tie-up. This is done at great
expense and results in great loss to
Calgary in feed 'and supplies. A two
weeks’' tic-up on the railroad would
put many firms out of business, it was
reported. Most manufacturing plants
have not more than a week’s supply
of codl on hand, and then must close,
throwing hundreds out of employment.
The city is well supplied for its water
works and lighting piants.

.Wealthy Montrealer Who Had Chosen
to Live in Squalor

Montreal, April 24.—Neil Brodie, for
many years well known in financial
centres is this city, and who had the
record of being the dirtiest man in
the country, -died today . in absolute
squalor,- though worth upwards of a
quarter of a million dollars, -Brodie
came to Canads from Scotland in or-
der to escape taxation.

He was &
large owner of stocks and bonds in
the C. P.:R., and owned numerous
cheap properties throughout the poor-
est district, on account of which he
was -time and again arrested and
fined for not complying with the:

Brantford Merchant Wrecked His
Building and Injured Some "~
People

-

Brantford, Ont, April 24 —~The
store recently built by J. B. Holt on
Dalhousie street, was partially wreck-
ed, by an explosion of natural gas.
The store was a two-storey  brick
structure. The ground floor was
occapled by Mr., Holt for a hard-
ware store, and the upper floor by
D. Braid, a commercial travéler. In
the rear of the building R. Spedding
had .a job printing office,

Discovering that natural gas was
escaping from the  basement, Mr,
Holt went downstairs to investigate
and struck a match as he reached the
foot of the stairs. This action was
followed by a terrific explosion,
which was heard for blocks. The
entire front of the lower store was
demolished. Three sides of the
building were bulged. The plaster
was torn from the walls, doors ripped
from their hinges and counters and
stock scattered in great confusion all
over the premises.

Mr. Braid, who was assorting goods,
was hurled through a window  and
landed uninjured on the sidewalk. An
Indian woman named Annie Green,
who was passing, was cut by glass,
her hair was singed and her arms
broken, David Jacobs,- another Ine
dian, had hig hair burned.

10 STUDY VOLCANOES
OF THE ALEUTIMS

Scientists Will Leave Seattle
Next Week on Northern
VExpedition

T. A. Jagger, jr., professor of -geol-
ogy in the Massachusetts Institute of
Technology, is in Seattle en route to
Alaska, where he and a party of scien-
tists will make a study of sesmic and
volcanic conditions’ in the Aleutian
jslands. The present trip is the first
to be made by the laboratory recent-
ly endowed and created in the Mass-
achusetts school for  this line . of
work. The studies will have as an un-
derlying purpose the discovery of a
satisfactory solution of  engineering
work in a country affected by seismic
disturbances.

Among those in the party are: Prof.
H. V. Gummers, head of the depart-
mernit of mathematics at Drexel insti-
tute, Philadelphia, whose work in the
party will consist of astronomical ob-
servances; Prof. A. S. Eagle, of the
University of California; the mineralo-
gist of the party.: Dr. BE. C. Van Dyke
of San Francisco, who goes a& physi~
cian, and others of note who will make
the number six or seven in the party,

The expedition will leave on May 1,
and after reaching Unalaska, will go
on an auxilizry schooner to Attu. Fif-
ty-nine volcanoes have been reported
in the Aleutian group, and most of the
work of the party will be done in that
vicinity. Prof Jagger hopes that some
day the government will install in-its
weather bureau seismometric and vol-
canometric.apparatus, ~which should
prove a protection fo life and prop-
erty. .

SENTENCE ON MURDERER .
Seaman Burke Must Serve Twenty-
Five Years in Prison

Mayor Maclireith Loses Case Against

VENEDIL NEASURES NEGESSA

Recommendations of the Commissian
Should Be Embodied in Regulations
for Both Sides of Boundary

“That the fishing industry of the
Fraser River district cannot’be main~
tained under existing conditions, and
will be destroyed unless radical meas-
ures for its conservation are adopted
and made applicabie to waters on both
sides of the international line.” This
is one of the most important state-
ments made by Fisheries Commiss
sioner Babcock in his:report for  the
year 1908,
among - .members  of ' the - provincial
legislature yesterday afternoon. {
Y the adoption of  the
‘recommendations, contained in- the re-
ports of: the Dominion fisheries com-
mission, asserting that if these were
smbodied "in regulations applicable te
both our own and American waters,
the decline that is at present so
noticeable in the size of the runs of
salmon to the Fraser River will be
arrested and eventually resuit in their
increase.” i

The fisheries commissioner’s Teport,
which is addressed to Attorney-Gen-
er?,I Fulton, reads in part as follows:

‘During the'year I again made a
thorough 1inspection of the fishing
grounds of the Fraser River district, on
both sides of the international line;
and of the spawning grounds of the
Fraser River and its prineipal tribu-
taries, for the. purpose of informing
myself of the existing conditions of
the fishery industry, so that I might
intelligently- report on the efliciency of
the fishery regulations, the- number of
salmon which reached the spawning
beds, ‘and the results obtained at the
hatcheries. :

“In connection with these - duties,
and as a part thereof, I devoted, with
your consent, a considerable part of
the year to investigating the salmon
and other fisheries of the province, as
a member of the British' Columbia
fisherfes commission,
under the direction of the minister of
marine and fisheries of the Dominion
government. You are acquaintedwith
the fact that this commission was
appointed by the Dominion gowvern-

{ment during the« summer of 1905 to

inquire into and report. upon all the
fisheries of the province,-and also to
discuss, with a sinttlar board apveint-
ed by Governor Mead of the state of
Washington, measures necessary to
preserve- the salmon fisheries of Brit-
ish Columbia and the state of Wash-
ington.

" Work of Commission

“During . the year . the . Canadian
commission held many public as well
as executive meetings. - Hyidence was
taken publicly, in all the leading fish-
ing centres of the province, of fisher-
men, canners and others, and a careful
examination was made of the salmon
fishing grounds, and the methods used
for the capture of salmon in both the
province and the state of Washing-
ton. Though .my ‘work for the past
five years has made me well acquaint-
ed with the various features of the
salmon fisheries, the public sittings of
the commission again enabled me to
confer with those most vitally con~
nected with the salmon fishing indus-
try from every section of the prov-
ince, and ‘to discuss with the Wash-
ington commissiochers measures .look-
ing to the perpetuation of the salmon
which pass  through parts :of Puget
'Sound to the spawning beds of the
Fraser River. :

“The work of the commission is not
yet econcluded, and will not be until
next year; but that part of it which
relates to the salmon fisheries, and its
conferences and agreements with the
Washington commission, is summar-
ized in two interim reports which have
been made to .the commissioner, and
which; because of their interest to our
fishing folk, are made a part of the
appendix to this report, together with
excerpts from the testimony publicly
given - before the .commission. It t
recommendations. of - the commission
shail. be embodied in regulations ap-
plicable to both our own and Ameri-
can waters, I believe the decline that
is at present so noticeable iR the size
of the runs of salmon to the Fraser
River will be arrested, and eventually
result in. their increase. 2

A Small Catch

“The catch of sockeye salmon in the
Fraser River district this year was
one of the smallest in the history of
the developed industry.

The decline in the catch in each of
the past six years is so pronounced as
to clearly indicate that there is some
continuous action at ~work which
threatens the destruction of. the in-
dustry.

The fact that the average life of
the sockeye salmon is only four years,
and the further fact that the run in
the Fraser river district in.a -given
year depends primarily upon the fish
hatched from the eggs deposited with-
in the Fraser watershed during the
fourth preceding year, is now gener-
ally acknowledged by those acquaint-
ed with the industry as 'to Trequire
no argument here to support the
statement. If it be true thAt the run
this year was the product of the sal-
mon which spawned on the Fraser
watershed in 1902, it becomes a mat-
ter of interest, in considering  this
year's run, to ascertain what were
the conditions on. the 'spawning
grounds that year; what numbers of
breeding fish reached and deposited
their eggs there, and what was the
result of the hatchery operations that
season,

In 1902, in the performance of my
duties, I made a thorough ‘inspection
of the spawning 'beds. In my re-
port of that year to the government
I sald: “During the [entire- spawn-
ing season of 1902 I devoted as much
time to the examination of the ex-

ser ‘and Thompson rivers as the lim-
ited season would permit. At all
the points visited in 1901 spawning
fish were seen in' great numbers,
while during the past season but few
were seen, and at some places none
at all. If the size of the run of fish
in the Fraser for a given' year is de-
pendent upon the abundance of fish
upon the spawning grounds ' during
the spawning period four years pre-
vious, as the canners and fishermen
claim, and as the records manifestly
demonstrate, and as I believe, the run
in 1905 will be large and the run in
1906 small. * * * * My jmpres-

8ion, -formed . fromn observing the
abundance of ‘fish upon the spawning
grounds of the Fraser river in 1901,
have been materiglly : inodified .in my
observations during  the' past season;
and I am now strongly led to conclude
that the seasons and regulations . for
the catching of sockeye, that proved
so effective in allowing them to reach
the spawning. grounds in 1901, were
altogether inadequate to produce the
same ‘results in 1902. Anyone who
witnessed the great number of ' fish
on the spawning grounds of the Fra-
ser and Thompson rivers in 1901, and
their scarcity in 1902, cannot help
being impressed with this conclusion.”

Alarming Decline

The run this year confirms the con-
clusions which I :sought to convey to
the government in 1902. In view of
the fact that the eatch of 1903 was
62 per .cent less than that of the
previous ' fourth year, 1899; that the
catech of 1904 was: 65 per cent less
than that of 1900; that that of 1906
was 22 per cent less than in 1901;
that the catch of this yeaf is 26 per
cent less than that of 1902, no other
conclusion can be reached than that
the great fishing:industry of the Fra-
ser river district is declining . at an
alarming  rate, !’ cannot be long
maintained undgr existing conditions.
The methods employed to capture the
Tun are more effective now than here-
tofore,. a greater effort is made to
catch the fish, the capacity for hand-
ling those taken has been increased,
the demand is greater than eight
vears ago, and the prices paid for the
fish this year higher than ever before.
Under such -conditions - the failure to
catch an equal or a larger number of
fish causes me to conciude that it is
due to their scarcity; that is, if the
fish were as abundant  as formerly
they would now, be caught in greater,
instead of lesser numbers. Unlike
many other salmon rivers in which
the run has declined, the spawning
beds of the Fraser and its tributaries
have not been destroyed by the diver-
sion of water for irrigation purposes,
nor the polluting of its waters by the
refuse from various . manufactories.
There .are not eanals that -divert its
waters and interfere with the sea-
ward migration of the young salmon.
Fewer adult and immature salmon
are destroyed on the headwaters. of
the Fraser today than at any previous
time, because there are fewer Indians
now, and those remaining depend
more upon agriculture than upon fish
for food.
Excessive Fishing

For five years—including six
spawning seasons—I . have carefully

he | studied the conditions on the Fraser,

and I can find no other explanation
for' the pronounced decline in its fish-
ery. than excessive fishing. Apparently
90 per cent of the salmon captured
annually in the Fraser river district
are taken in the salt, water ap-
proaches to that river .and in its low-
er channels. . The balance are taken
on ‘the upper fishing limits 'of  the
river channel during the twenty-four
to thirty-six hours immediately ‘fol-
lowing the weekly closed period of 36
hours. - If, during -the time  fishing
iz permitted, any considerable' num-
ber of salmon successfully passed
through the trap and net-fished wa*
ters outside the channels of the river,
and the nets used just inside the
‘channels, nets in the upper reaches
of 'the river would take fish during
the same time, but-the fact is  that
they ‘do not, save in the hours men-
tioned.  Nets would not be used dur-
.ing the sockeye season of the poor
vears in the upper reaches of the
Fraser if there were not weekly clos-
ed period, because their use would be
profitless. Under present conditions
their use there is very profitable, be-
cause they catch the fish which are
permitted to pass through the waters
below during the 36 hour weekly
closed period; which fact, if the fish
were permiited to reach the spawn-
ing- grounds, would result in  the
hatcheries being filled to their capa-
eities, and furnish _sufficient spawn
to stoek the natural beds. There is
no - question but that a sufficient
number of sockeye are permitted to
pass through the waters of the Sound,
the gulf and the lower channels of
the river, and which reach the wup-
per channels, during-the weekly closed
period of 36 hours, to insure the pro-
duction of future runs, provided they
were unmolested in the upper fishing
lNmits for 24 to 36 hours longey. The
cateh of sockeye in the upper chan-
nels represents the greater. proportion

tensive spawning grounds of the Fra<7of their number which the fishermen

below are compelled to let pass under
the - mistaken belief that they will
reach and stock the hatcheries and
the spawning' grounds. During the
sockeye season there is little or no
fishing conducted -in the upper chan-
nel of the Y¥raser during - the last
three open days of each week, be-
cause there are no- fish there during
those days. During the 24 to 36
hours immediately following the week-
1y closed season - between two and
three hundred boats at the head of the
fishing limits undo the greater part
of the good accomplished in compel-

ling the.two or three thousand boats,

‘and.all, the nets and traps below, to

jcease fishing for 86 hours, because

‘the fishing grounds are 30 extensive

{that the fish cannot cover the -

tance during the closed period. Such
a condition did not exist when the

*l fishing was mainly carried on in the

river proper. It came about with
‘the intreduction of traps in. American
iwaters, which compelled a great ma-
jority of our. fishermen to  extend
thelr operations to all the discolored
waters of the Gulf of Georgia.

4 Americans Responsible
. The regulations governing the cap-
ture ‘of fish from ‘the Fraser river
in the province were sufficient to pre-

to the time when the Americans began
to avail themselves of the movements
of the Fraser Tunning salmon through
their waters. Had the Americans not
engaged . in the industry there prob-
ably would@ not have been a décline in
the run.  When they entered the field
in 1894 the catch was gradually on the
increase until 1897, when it was more
than doubled. As there were no regu-
latlons_ot a protective nature in effect
in their waters (none were enacted
until® 1905), the drain on the run be-
came too great, for in order to meet
the  demands of our markets our fish-
ermen were compelled to adopt more
effective measures for catching fish
and enlarge the fishing area. Nets
were made longer and Jdeeper. ' The
fishing which had formerly been con-
ducted in the river was extended far-
ther ‘and farther out into the Gulf of
Georgia, until ail the waters in which
gill-nets could be successfully used
were covered,’ and ‘traps were placed
in the salt waters “of Judn 'de Fuca
Strait. Without closed seasons in
American waters, and with onlv slight
and. unimportant changes made in our
own vregulations, it is not surprising
that under the changed conditions the
runs began to decrease in size, and
| that the spawning beds were inade-
quately seeded. The fact that the
number and’ capacity of the hatcheries
were being'ingreased appears to:have
satisfied some people that they would
counteract .the diminishing numbers
which reached the spawning grounds.
If so, they can no longer. expect them
to do so, for the reason that hatcheries
are valueless unless filled with eggs;
and eggs cannot be obtained if.g suffi-
cient number of fish are preévented
from reaching them. The hatcheries
of the Fraser have not so far sarved
the purpose for which they were con-
structed, and they never will until such
regulations are enacted as will permit
a sufficlent number of spawn-fish to
reach the 'spawning grounds, and
thereby enable the hatcheries to secure
sufficient eggs to stock them. Shorten
the length of the fishing area, and the
benefits expected from  the weekly
closed season, and the establishment
and operation of the hatcheries will
manifest themseives.

Commissioner’s Conclusions

“For the sake of brevitv and be-
cause I am convinced that there is no
necessity for more arguyment in sup-
port of my deductions, permit me to
submit the following summary of the
conclusiens which 1 have reached
after five years’ study of the fisheries
of the Fraser river district:

“1. The run of sockeye salmon to
the Fraser River district is decreasing,
as is particularly demonstrated by (a)
the decreasing catch, notwithstanding
the increased  efficiency of fishing
methods and. apparatus, and the in-
creased demand for fish; ~ (b) the fail-
ure -té secure eggs for the hatcheries;
(c) the conclusions announced in the
reports ' of  government agents who
have studied the conditions on both
the fishing and spawning grounds;
(d) and by the testimony of the ma-
jority of fishermen, canners and ob-
serving persons living' on the head-

aters of the Fraser River and its

ributaries. -’ i g e

“2. The decrease in the run of sock-
eye salmon to the Fraser River district
is due to excessive fishing, which is
demonstrated by (a) the failure of fish
to reach the spawning grounds; (b)
by the failure to catch them  in the
upper reaches of the fishing limits of
the river proper, except during the 24
to 36 hours immediately following the
weekly ciosed period; (e¢) the opinion
of the great majority of the fishermen
and canners on both sides of the inter-
national line; and (d) by the con-
clusions of the government agents who
have made a detailed study of the
industry.

Seton Lake Hatchery

“The season’s operations .at the
Seton Lake hatchery were only mod-
erately successful, though the number
of sockeye which entered the weirs at
the outiet of the lake greatly exceeded
the number efther in 1903 or 1904.
Owing to excessive and unusual rains
d¢he weirs which impounded the fish
were destroyed, and the fish escaped
before they were spawned. Retaining
weirs were placed in Lake Creek, at
the outlet of Seton Lake, early in July.
The first sockeye entered them on July
25, and they continued to arrive until
August 17, when the run ceased. Ap-
proximately 3000 reached the lake in
July, and 12,000 in Awgust. A few
hundred - sockeye, spring - and cohoe
salmon came in October. There were
no humpbacks  this year. The fish
this year were larger and stronger and
in uch better condition than last
season.  As the number which entered
the. weirs at the hatchery was larger,
and arrived earlier than expected, we
decided not -to hold them between the
weirs at the outlet of Seton Lake, but
aliowed them to pass into it and held
them there by constructing a weir.at
the head of the lake, at the mouth of
Portage-Creek, the large stream which
eonnects Seton and "Anderson lakes.
When that weir fas in Dplace we
counted the fish -as they passed into
Seton Lake as accurately as it was
possible to make such a count, and
they numbered 15,000, approximately.
Seton Lake is 18 miles long and an
average of one mile in width. It is a
significant fact that it took the sock-

miles of almost currentless water.
Last year it took thase liberated. 103
hours to. make the distance. On Sep-
tember 6 the weirs at the mouth of
Portage Creek were destroyed by a
cloudburst. As soon as the weir was
destroyed and the impounded fish
began to pass up Portage Creek en
route to Anderson Lake, the Indians
along the banks began to net, spear
and gaff them. An examination of

a day or two after the flood disciosed
that they contained fully 5000 sockeye
which had not spawned. No estimate
was made of the number of similarly
destroyed sockeye by the Indians at
the head of Anderson Lake. During
the day previous to the washing out of
the weirs, and for & day or two after-
wards, we succeeded in collecting
1,250,000 sockeye eggs. Had we been
able to retain the fish which were lib-

 Arrangements to Partial Coke Supply
From the East

Grand Forks, April 22.—The strike of
coal miners at the Crow’s Nest coal
mines is not likely to seriously affect
the working of the 'Granby company
although it may stop operations at the
other two Boundary smelters, as both
the Greenwood and Boundary Falls
plants have been obtaining their coke
‘from the Crow’s Nest mines, while the
Granby company, although getting the
pbulk of their coke from the same dis-
trict, has also taken time by the fore-
lock and has made arrangements with
the eastern coke markets-in the east-
ern states, so that should the Crow’s
Nest mines remain idle, even for
months, the Granby smelter would at
least be able to operate three or. four
furnaces by receiving shipments of
coke from the East. This announce-
ment although not official is sufficient
to do away with any fear that the
Granby plant will be idle.

Donald McKay, the man accused of
the murder of John William Tyrrell on
Thursday night last, appeared in the
police court Wednesday for his prelim=
inary hearing amd will come up again
this’' morning, when Mrs. Cowgill, the
woman In the case and one ofthe
principal witnesses heard yesterday,
will. be recalled to give evidence in re-
buttal to some of that given by other
witnesses. - Séveral witnesses ~were
heard yesterday morning, while in the
afternoon a couple of seamen Wwere
called, after which the case was en-
larged until today.

After Mrs. Cowgill has beeri heard
today Harold Robertson, who is acting
for the crown will formally ask that
the prisoner be sént up for trial at the
assizes, ‘which open here en May 14.
McKay wag without counsel yesterday
and appeared to take matters coolly.

There were evidences of a
struggle. The deceased had a piece -of
stick in his hand and was clothed only
in- his underwear, zs though he had
just got out of bed. There was blood
on, the floor and walls of all parts of
the house.

Dr. Hermann Robertson gave medical
testimony as to the cause of Tyrrell's
death.

Mrs. Mary Cowgill gave -much the
same testimony as at the coroner’s in-
quest, .although her story yesterday
varied in some minor particulars. She
told of the row between McKay and
Tyrrell. The former had hit the latter,
knocking him down, and had also hit
him- after he had fallen. On breaking
into the room McKdy had first at-
tacked her, asking her if he had not
forbidden her to come there. A hand-
kerchief, with the
corner, which had been found in a
basin of bloody water in the room with
the corpse, she, identified as one she
had given McKay waen he was in jail
for breaking into the Tyrrell ' home
some time ago. McKay- had given it
to her to wipe the blood from her face,
the result of his blows. ~She denied

Kay the 'day after the murder, but ad-
mitted having ‘taken $5 from ‘him.
This she said was intended for the
purchase of a pair of boots. She had
not gone up the Gorge with McKay on
Friday - because she was: afraid he
might try te do away with her also.

PROVINCIAL RIGHTS

The Senate has formally. placed it-
gelf on record in defence of provin-
cial rights. Our previous reference to

. the matter was made on the strength

of a brief telegram, and it is gratify-
ing to know.that the deductions made
from it are bornme out by the detailed
reports of the .debate. Perhaps. the
principal speech in the debate was by
Senator Ross, formerly premier of On-
tario; at least his was the speech prin-
cipally reported in the press on both
sides of politics. Senator Ross is in
close touch with all questions arising
between the provinces and the federal
authority, at least as far as the prin-
ciples involved are concerned. He dealt
chiefly with the incorporation of rail-
way companies. He drew attention to
the fact that as long ago as 1883 the
Ontario legislature . had taken. the
ground that the. provinclal authori-
ties only had the right.to incorporate
railway companies to construct lines
wholly within the boundaries of a
province, and that any attempt on the
part of Parliament to take jurisdiction
over such companies, by a mere recit-
al of the fact that the proposed rail4
way was for the general. benefit of
Canada was a usurpation of power
that ought not to be permitted.
There is another phase - of this

. question which does not appear to

have been discussed, namely the right
of the Dominion government to give
any railway company power to occupy
ungranted crown lands within any of
the provinces, in which the tenure of
such crown lands is in the provincial
government. In a section quoted in
the Colonist in regard to the assump-
tion of lands for military purposes, it
is to be noted that the only purpose
specified for which the Dominion may
‘take over provincial crown lands is
where it is required for the defence
of the country. On the princtiple that
expressio uniys est exclusio alterius,
it seems as if this limited the power
of Parliament in this regard.  This
.view of the case was presented to Mr.
Blair, when he was Minister of Rail-
ways, and he said that it rafsed a new
and in his opiniop an exceedingly im-
portant ques “.The general opinion
‘held at Ot ;“and “among rallway
promoters is that if the Dominion par-
“Hament charters a railway company, it
can enter upon the ecrown lands of any
province and .take what it needs for a
right of way and pay nothing for it
We are not suggesting that railway
companies ought to be ‘compelled to
pay for such rights of way. At the
present time, we are all too anxious
to see railways ceonstructed to put any
difficulties of this kind in the way.
But it would be just as well to have
the rights of the- provinces in ' the
premises defined.

MR. FLUMERFELT'S OFFER

Encouraged by the success attending
his former offer of prizes for essays
on certain features of the  develop-
ment of British Columbia, Mr. A. C.
Flumerfelt' has determined to offer
seven prizes of $50 each for papers
upon the subjects mentioned in his
letter, which appears on this page. It
will be observed that in this offer Mr.
Flumerfelt has defined - the subject
matter of the expected essays more

. closely than in the former instance;

and that each subject will call for spe-
cific . treatment from a practical point
of view. Excepting the last mentioned
of the subjects, there is nqt much room
in the discussion of either of them for
mere theorizing, and rightly viewed,
there ought not to be much in connec-
tion with that.

Mr. Flumerfelt is doing very excel-
lent work in interesting people in the
consideration of the important ques-
_tions relating to the province ~upon
which he Invites essays. There is no
doubt as to the correctness of ° his
view that now is the time to lay the
foundations of British Columbia’s’pros-
perity upon a broad and sure founda-
tion. To do this we need a great deal
of information about our province—in-
formation which no one man possesses
and yet with which all men ought to
be a certain extent familiar. The
paper to which the prize was awarded
in the former competition was an ex-
ceedingly useful compilation of facts,
and was also very judicious in the
manner in which the varigus matters
treated therein were presented. Its
wide circulation will produce a great
deal of good. The replles to the
present very liberal offer will undoubt-
edly be of great value.

THE IMPERIAL CONFERENCE

A very happy name has been se-
lected for the quadrennial gathering of
British premiers. It is to be called
“The Imperial Conference.” It is to be
a conference, because it is to have no
legislative or executive functions, but
to be simply an advisory and consul-
tative body; it is to be imperial, be-
cause it will not hereafter be confined
to the consideration of matters affect-
ing the colonies, but with those things,
which are common to all parts of the
Empire. It seems to follow as a mat-
ter of course that the colonial pre-
miers will ‘hereafter be styled Imperial
premiers.

There- was some
comment at the time of the coronation
of His Majesty because he did not as-
sume the title of Emperor of “all the
British Dominions beyond the seas.”
but he preferred the honorable title
of king, around which cluster memor-
fes and a prestige, which could by no
possibility attach to a new title. Un-

Wwe are greatiy mistikcn. the term
British Empirc nowhure :ppéars in of-
ficial documents, and it this is the case
‘we have in the ads:ption ‘of the title
“Imperial Conference’” mnot only ap-
propriate name for ‘@ .great organiza-
tion, but the assumption by for the
first time of the Iméx'eﬁil title for the
Empire. This doés not make the Em-
pire greater than ‘it:has been, but it is
a proclamation to oﬁlq world that it
has assumed the: solidarity which at-

4 taches to the idea of -an Empire.

A valuable deciéion, which has been
reached by the Conference, is as to the
establishment of a permanent branch
|of the' Colonial " Office, which by the
way might well hereafter be called the
office of Imperial Relations, or some
term to signify that the colonial stat-
us of the- selfsgoverning colonies is at
an end, although there is so much deep
historical significance about the name
“colonies,” that one would not alto-
gether like to see it dropped. This
new department, which is to collate in-
formation for the use of the Confer-
ences, and to provide a means whereby
the Imperial premiers: may . keep in
close touch with each other, is along
the lines advocated by Sir Frederick

ollock. 2 3
‘There 'will be some-people, who will
be disappointed that the Conference
has not resolved itself into a Coun-
cil, but we feel very sure that 'the
step taken is sufficient for the pres-
ent. We draw attention to the fact
that the consolidation of the Empire
is following the course, which British
institutions have ever followed. It

‘“Broadens slowly down
From precedent to precedent.”””

It is.by-this process that all is
best and most permanent in our Im-
perial fabric has been accomplished.
There dre countless illustrations of the
error of endeavoring-¢e. manufacture
national constitutions.” The best de-
vised schemes fail to meet the chang-
ing conditions to which 'they have to
be applied. The strength of the Brit-
ish Constitution consists in its elas-
ticity. It changes. with the_ years; it
is able to embrace every possible
change of conditions. This also is the
strength of the Imperial tie. No staftes-
man ever devised it; no legislative
body ever enacted it. The centuries
have produced it. It is the evolution
of the good sense and the self-gov-
erning instincts-of the British people.

MR. SHERMAN’S STATEMENT

Mr. Sherman, District President. of
the United Mine Workers, has made
public a statement of the miners’ case
in regard to the condition of things'in
the coal mines in Alberta and South-
east Kootenay. He says- that the
proximate cause of the trouble was
that notices had been posted in the
mines declaring that wages would, be
reduced from 10 to 20 per cent; -and,
while he is not clear upon the point,
we gather from what he says that in
consequence of this the miners applied
for the ‘appointment of .a conciliation
board, but that the mine owners raised
certain technical objections to such a
proceeding. He says that the mine
owners took the position that notice
given to their representatives at Cal-
gary was not a notice to the com-
panies in accordance with the act.
This is strictly correct, and it will
occur to most peopie that it is an ob-
jection, which might very properly
have been waived by the companies.
We do not know that it has hot been,
but we venture to suggest that rather
poor judgment has been shown by the
mine owners if they have. in any
degree/ whatever relied upon techni-
calities, unless it was absolutely, neces-
sary to do S0 :to nvrevent Injustice
being done. ' If the mihe owners ex-
pect to be supported by public opinion
they must not needlessly rely upon
technical objections. The issues at
stake are too important. In making
these observations -we wish it to. be
understood that we are speaking of
the general principle only, and got as
expressive of any opinion as t6 the
action of the mine owners in this par-
ticular case, concerning which we have
only the ex parte statement of Mr.
Sherman.

Mr. Sherman denies that the miners
insisted upon /‘a “closed shop.” ' He
says that they did insist upon a fort-
nightly pay day, and an eight-hour
day from bank to bank in Aiberta,
which is the law in British Columbia.
They also ask for an increase in wages
of 10 per cent. There are some other
features of the proposed agreement to
which the miners objected, but they
do not appear to be of such g charac-
ter that a reasonable compromise
might not have been readily reached
respecting them.

We think this summary does full
justice to the views expressed by Mr.
Sherman, although it ought to be
added that he protests against the
opinion, which he._says is abroad, that
the average wage of the miners Is
$1500 a year.» He says it is very much
less. He also thinks that, as the
country is exceptionally prosperous,
the miners ought to enjoy some share
of the prosperity, a' proposition with
which we will all agree,” although” we
may not' see our wav clear to 'adopt
Mr. Sherman’s yiews as to whether
thdy have or have not a proper share:
of it now. .This i{s a matter of fact
upon which we wouid like to have
more evidence before forming an
opinion.

THE PROPOSED REMEDY.

We .do not like the suggestion that
the unrestricted importation of Chi-
nese ought to be permitted in order to
relieve the recurring difficulties in the
coal mines. We are not yet prepared
to admit that our system of civiliza-
tion has broken down, and that we
must send out a Macedonian ery to the
people of the Orient to come over and
help us in our sore distress. There
are remedies that are worse than the
disease, and this seems to be one of
them. In nine case out of ten, where
trouble occurs in concerns employing
a large number of workmen, the fault
lies with one or two individuals. Per-
haps an unreasonable employer, de-
termined to have his own way in some
matter that is not very material, cre-
ates a bad feeling on the part of his
employ}ees, and they are ready to re-
sort to indefensible steps to get even
with him. Perhaps some unscrupul-
ous agitator, determined to advance
his own ambitions at any cost, is able
to stir up those who look to him for
leadership. The great majority of the
shareholders in mining companies, and
the great majority of the working
miners are reasonable men, who would
never have any difficulty with each
other if it were not for such causes as
those above set out. But the manager
has his own ideas as to how things
should be run, when perhaps in point
fact his experience does not justify

him in having any fixed opinions at

v
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all. He may be tactless. He may not
know men. In consequence he. finds
himself in trouble. At once he calls
out for Chinese labor. He ‘wants that
because he can do with that pretty
much as he likes. -On the ,other hand
some self-constituted labor leader, who
is able to live without working by con=-
vincing men, just as competent in
every respect as he is, that they need
his watchful care, thinks that it is ad-
visable in his interest to foment trou-
ble. If he cannot bring on a fight
occasionally, he fears that he will have
to take off his coat and work like oth-
er men. Hence there comes a strike,
and it is a fact that in the great ma-
Jority of ocases strikes result to the
disadvantage of the strikers.

~It is to meet just such cases that
what is known as the Lemieux Act
was passed, and if it Is carried into
effect with vigor and impartiality,
great good ought to result from it.
‘There is perhaps some truth in what!
is alleged as to the inefficiency of- the
act in_some respects; but the principle
is a good one and even as it stands,
the statutory provisions can be made
productive of great benefit. Before we
talk about importing coolies inte Can-
ada, let us see how this aet will work.
Lét us see if something cannot be
done through the instrumentality of
discussion and econciliation. Let us
try if it is not possible on the one hand
to curb the indiscretion of some em-
ployers and on the other to check the
recklessness of some agitators. We
do not despair of the¢’ successful work-
ing out of our industrial problems,
simply because some square pegs have
got into round holes, or because the
agitator has not been legislated out of
existence. When the time comes that
we must stretch out our hands across
the sea and call upon China to help
us solve our industrial difficulties, we
will take a step backward that cannot
easily be retraced.” The Colonist rec-
ognizes that in taking "this’ stand it
will mot be endorsed by very many
people of wealth and influence, and
that a very large part of the Canadian
press will hold a contrary view. ' We
tell the workingmen very plainly that
it may prove impossible for the gov<a|
ernment of Canada to resist the press+
ure that is being brought upon it from
many sources to repeal the law im-
posing the $500 head tax. That tax
was imposed in the interest of labor
in British Columbla. It was stoutly
opposed by a very influential section
of the press of both political parties
in the East. Great corporations, em=-
ploying, thousands of,laborers, are aut-
“SPO! in their demand for the reduc-
tion"0f" the tax to a sum which will
permit Chinese to come to the ‘cot_xgtry.
They say that the workingmen have
taken an,unfair advantage of the ex-
‘elusion of Chinese.” They say that the
progress of the country is being re-
tarded for the lack of cheap labor.
They claim that the only way to pre-
vent the whole country from suffering
from a shortage of fuel, and to enable
the: farmers to cultivate the soil and
harvest the crops is to admit Chinese
freely. The workingmen ought to-be
very . careful how they play into the
hands of those who take this position.
The Colonist is a firm believer in the
policy of Oriental exclusion, for rea-
sons which it has already given, and
therefore will not repeat today; but ‘it
is bound to say that these principles
do not appear to have that hold upon
the minds of  the majority of Can-
adians which they ought to have. - ‘We
belieye that it would be a calamity
to have this western part of the Do-
minion overrun with Chinamen. The
great majority of Canadiang do not
think there is the least fear gt such a
thing hdp_pening. It is not much use
preaching social and industrial eeon-
omy to a man, who sees his family
suffering for ‘lack of fuel, or to the
operator who sees. his works closed
down for the lack of it, or to the op-
erative, who finds his wages cut off
because there is no coal to enable the
engineer in the factory to get up
steam; or to the farmer who sees his
grain piled up in elevators because ‘the
railroads cannot haul it.  Compared
with the united influence of these and

other people, affected by.such inci-

dents as that are now taking place at
the coal mines, the influence of the
labor organizations and of ‘such news-
papers as take the same ground as the
Colonist on the subject of Oriental
labor is comparatively small. Those
of us who oppose Chinese immigra-
tion may find ourselves swept away by
a movement, which will be irresistible,
although in the end its effects will be
calamitous. Therefore we urge the
miners, we urge all workingmen to be

Conciliation Act be given a fair trial.

If it 18 not'as effective as it ought to| .

be, let it -amended. 'But' above all
things do not give the friends of Ori-
éntal lmmigration reason to say that
coolie labor is essential to the welfare
of the country. Doubtless the min-
ers in the present emergency . have
right on their side to some extent. If
they have, public opinion will secure
Justice for them., They will only alien-
ate that opinion by persisting in a
course, which will produce untold in-
Jury to- thousamds of people. They
will strengthen their case by resum-
ing work and trusting to the working
of the law to secure them recognition
ot’their Just demands.

AN EXAMPLE FOR US

An Ottawa despatch to a St. John
paper says that the question of es-
tablishing uninterrupted communica-
tion between Prince Edward’s Island
and the raainland by means of a tun-
nel has been a fruitful topic of dis-
cussion, during the present™Nession of
parliament, notwithstanding the fact
that the estimates of the cost of the
work run all the way from $9,000,000
to $45,000,000. The matter of cost
does not appear to affect in any way
the agitation for the work, which,
when completed, would be seven and
a half miles long and one hundred and
fifty feet below the surface of the
gea. Yet when a few months ago the
Colonist urged that the question of
all-rajl connection with the Mainland
from Vancouver Island should , be
taken up in parliament, we were told
by a contemporary that the cost was
prohibitive.. The value of the connec-
tion with this Island would be  im-
mensely greater to the whole Domin-
ion than that .of the proposed connec-
tion with ‘Prince Edward’s Island,. al-
though it must be conceded. that to
the people now. living'on Prince Ed-
ward’s Island ' the._proposed tunnel
would be of greater immediate utility
than theé-proposed’ all-rail connection

would be to the people now resident{

onT]Yancouver Island.

€ course taken by the people of
the  little Eastern province,” which, if
it could'be taken up bodily, could be
hidden in the unexplored recesses of
Vancouver Island, might be emulated
bs_r the representatives and people -of
Victorla with very good results. What
our Eastern friends are advocating is
primarily for their own benefit, and
almost exclusively so. What we ad-
vocate would he of immense advan-
tage to the whole Dominion. If ‘the
tunnel is construeted, there is no like-
lihood that .the population of the
Eastern  island will, very materially
increase; if the:all-rail connection, for
which we.have been working, i3 es-
tablished, the ;population of Vancou-
ver Island will-increase at phenom-
enal speed.

Mr. Marpole’s. denial, it is assumed,
refers to an interview with the pro-
vincial secretary, .Dr.- Young,: which
was published in -Sunday’s editign” of
the Colonist. The :particular section
fo which he takes exception is = that
which is appended: “Chief among
these circumstances was the fact
‘plainly set forth in an explanatory
communication from Mr. Marpole that
awing to the unprecedented conges-
tion of traffic caused: by the abmnor-
mally gevere winter. which is only now
just beginning to. loosen its grip up
the country, ghe ' Canadian Pacific
railway cannot possibly handle more
than & bare fifty per cent of the or-
ders to be filled by the lumbermen.
Those in the know say that Mr. Mar-
pole ‘is over-optimistic even in these
low figures, and that forty per cent is
more likely to be the extreme limit of
the railroad’s capacity.”

Last evening Dr. Young was seen
and stated that the situation had been
so represented to the executive coun-
cil by members of the lumbermen’s as-
sociations who recently waited upon
the government. He distinctly. re-
membered E. J. Palmer and Mr. Pat-
erson, two of the most prominent of
the party, affirming that they had the
assurance of Mr. Marpole that, figur-
ing on the computation of the year’s
output of lumber, the Canadian Paci-
fic railway ‘would be unable to supply
more than fifty per cent of the' cars
which would be required. This was
one of the reasons which had been
advanced in support of the contention
that the proposed increase in the roy-
alties on timber should be withdrawn.
But Messrs. Palmer and Paterson had
gone further. They had said that they
thought Mr. Marpole over-optimistic
and that the railway would find it 'dif-
ficult to provide more than forty per
cent of theé cars which Wwould be re-
quired by the Tumbermen for the
shipment of their produce.

Thig Dr: Young said, was what had
actually occurred. It was not to be
supposed that the shortage® of .‘cars
was the only reason which had induced
the government to alter its policy with
respect to the royalties on ‘timber.' The
influences which had brought about
that had been outlined in the authori-
tative statement made by Acting Pre-
mier Tatlow, a week or so ago, at one
of the regular sittings of the provin-
cial legislature.

What was
desired by the. boards of trade was
that there should be no unnecessary
cessation of work pending that time.

Situation Complicated

The situation was a most compli-
cated one.

|HISTORIC INTEREST

Some of the Memories Which Clus-
ter Around the Scene

It was here that Juan de- Fuca some
two centuriés or 'so ago, salled,” and
here he invented his fairy tale about
a great strait extending across to the
Atlantic, that is, if he ever was in this

| part of the world at all. When he got

back from his prolonged voyage, he
told his story to the merchants : of
Genoa, and offered, for reasonable
consideration, to take a party of them
through the gBreat passageway; but
the offer. was not accepted. Many
people . belléved his_story. Vancouver
named the Strait after him, because it
tallied .in a.general way with the de-
seription he had given, of/it, and when
Captain Meares came. across the Pa-
cific and explored a part o6f this coast,
he sailed from Nootka . one fine sum-
mer day, and when he redched a point
in the. Strait, about abreast of where
we, stdod ' lopking put. oyer the water,
‘he' saw g mist lying:low-upon it, as
we saw it yesterday.' ‘There was . no
Jand in - sight, except - the - Olym-
pics on the south and the
islands of the archipelago on the north,
and he felt sure-that he had discover-
ed Juan de Fuecals passage to the At-
lantic. -His ship was not in very good
condition, ‘so. he put back to  Nootka,
and before he could-pursue his investi-
gations any -further, the Spaniards
came along, and took him .and all he
had into their possession, and he was
too much pleased 'when they allowed
him to 'go” home, to -trouble himself
about learning where- the beautiful
passage led to. However this did not
keep him from writing a book about
his voyages, which was praper enough,
nor did’ it prevent him from evelving
a very interesting  theory about. this
mysterious waterway. He was absolu-
tely sure: for ‘two: reasons ‘that the
Strait extended 'through to the Atlan-
tic. . These reasons were the existence
of ice in: the form of small floating
bergs along what is now Alaska.
These he said could never have, been
formed in the almost tropical regions
in which Nootka is situated. But his
most conclusive reason was the presw
ehce of whales in these waters. Where
else could they have come from, he
asked, ‘but from the Atlantic? That
they could have found "their way
around through the Arctic ocean was
not supposable. It was utterly  un-
reasonablé to:think that‘ they could
have come’ by way of Cape Horn or
around the Cape of Good Hope. There-
fore, he argued, there must be a direct
passage through the American conti-
nent to the North Atlantic,- and through
this the whales come. When he pub-
lished his theory it was treated with
a great deal of serious consideration.
Pamphlets were written against it, but
the captain had been here, and knew
that he saw ‘the ice, and the whales,

ORGANIZED STRIKE N PROGRESS

Message to Hon. Mr. Lemieux—

Calgary, Alta, April 22.—A  state-
ment was made yesterday by aprom-
inent coal mine manager charging the
present trouble to the {trickery and
double dealing of the leading officials
of the miners~ union. Sherman is
charged with cruelly decelving the
miners, the majority of whom do not
understand - the . situation. He is
charged also with bringing about the
present strike by telling ' the miners
on one side of the Crew’s Nest pass
that the men on the other side were
already out which was uptrue, and
next day going to the opposite side of

Fernie, B, C., April 22.—Mine: oper-

| ators at a - meeting today - drafted a

statement .of their position and. tele-
graphed it to Hon. Mr, Lemieux cali~
ing. upon :him  to explain the state-
ment he is reported to have made. to
the effect that no actual strike existed
in the mines, and asking him to re-
tract the same, Theg declare that an
organized sfrike as deflant and posi-
tive as any ever. inauguratéd is now
in ‘progress in defiance of the law.

Mr. Cushing, minister of  public
works, is here endeavoring to :effect
a -conciliation between the miners and
operators and will remain until the
conference is over. i

The Western Coal Operators’ asso-
ciation met today and took up sevs
eral matters which have been dealt
with by the press and which have left
misleading impressions upon the pub-
lic mind. The first was that the so-
called notice of reduction in wages, al-
leged to have been published in de-
flance -of the Industrial Disputes act,
was nothing more than a notice made
necessary by the act and without the
posting of which, the assistanceé of the
act’/ could not be applied for. The
tenth of May. mentioned was the ex-
piring date of the 30 days required by
the statute. The notice jtself did not
call’ for a 20 ‘per cent réduction in
wages. It was throughout an effort
to arrive at a uniform: scale of c¢on-
tract mining rules gnd days wages
which would put all the mines in this
competitive district upon an _equal
footing: ' The notice sent to the min-
ister of labor was a copy of thé posted
notice. It is true that four men were
earning from $5 to -$11 per day, that
some decreases in contraet mining
rates were asked but in 'the greater
majority of cases no-variations-at-all
from "the existing scales were even
suggested.

jection. The amendment, @ declaring
the bill a public measure, would only
result in removing the benefit which
it was proposed to bring about as far
as Victoria was concerned.

The amendment was defeated.

The report was. adoptéed and the
bill passed its third reading.

The house then adjourned until 8.30
o'clock in the evening.

Night Sitting

Neil McKay presented the report of
the committee on printing. It was
received.

It was moved that the “Aect 0
Amend the Land Act” shouid be read
a third time.

Mr. Oliver submitted an amend-
ment as follows:

“That the order for the third read-
ing of the bill be discharged, and the
bill be referred to a select commit-
tee of five members of this house,
with instructions te enquire into the
terms and conditions upon which the
lands referred ‘to in the bill (Point
Grey and Hastings townsite) were
sold, with power to call for persons,
papers, documents, telegrams, and to
take evidence under oath, and to re-
port their findings and the evidence
to the house.

Mr. MePhillips thought that the
resolution was out of order. He said
that the only motion in drder was
that the bill should be recommitted.

Mr. Oliver was of the opinion that
the member for the islands was a
little premature. He read his mo-
tion and pressed the point that it
should be placed before the house.

Mr. McPhillips insisted on his con-
tention that the resolution was dis~
tinctly out of order on the ground
that the honorable member was pro-
posing a substantive resolution in a
“left-handed” way. He was . of the
opinion that the resolution should be
properly laid before the legislature.

Mr. Oliver took the opposite stand.
He remarked that the member for the
islands had returned to the house ‘af-
ter an absence in a pugnacious mood,.
If he had followed the proceedings it
would have been apparent that he
did not propose an amendment.

“Therefore it is wrong,” retorted
Mr. McPhillips.

° Mr. Oliver, turning to the speaker—
“That is a question for yon to de-
cide.

Mr. McPhillips drgued that the hon-
orable member should take the cour-
ageous course and move “A vote of
want of confidence in the govern-
ment.” G

“My friend knows that' it is not
good tactics to do just what your
opponents would like,” returned Mr.
Oliver. (Laughter.)

Mr. McPhillips added that Mr. Oli-

ver's motion did not affect the prin-
ciple of the bill. It was intended, he
presumed, to bring ' about  the ap-
pointment of a “roving” commission
of inquiry for the purpose, no doubt,
of ascertaining whether there were
any adventurers, “male ' or female,”
anywhere around.
' Speaker Eberts said that the mo-
tion did not require two days’ no-
tice. As the resolutioh was relevant
to the bill he ruled that it was in or-
der.

Mr. Oliver referred first to the cir-
¢éumstances which had led him, to
move for the appointment of a com-
mittee to investigate. The - portion
of the measure to which he took ex-
ception was introduced at midnight
on Monday. Under section 32 of the
Land act it was provided that thetre
should be a reservation of 1-4 of all
government land divided into town
lots. On 'the oeccasion of the recent
sale of Point Grey it was stated that
a minister of the crown had given
the ‘auctioneer power to state that
this 1-4 interest would be waived in
this instance. If that was the case
the minister had gone outside his
power, had contravened the law  of
the land. He had asked for infor-
mation as to the instructions given
the auctioneers, but had been unable
to elicit anything. The fact waas
the members were asked to pass leg-
islation, with only two hours and a
half notice, giving away .land valued
at something like half a million dol-
lars. A peculiarity of the ‘proposal
was that the legislature was only re-
quired to waive the right of the
province to its reversionary interest
to the lands sold at Point Grey and
Hastings townsite. Why, he asked,
was this not extended to lands 'sold
elsewhere? He thought that there
was no intelligent man who could
conscientiously say that more infor-
mation was required before the bill
was passed.

There was considerable property—
684 acres—sold in 1904 in the Hast*
ings townsite to which the crown pro-
posed walving all claim to one-quar-
ter interest. Not one reason had
been advanced why such a course
should be pursued.

The minister of the ¢rown had act-
ed in defiance of the statutes in mak-
ing the promise that the rights of
the crown should -be foregone: If,
however, it could be proved that such
an agreement had beem made then,
without a doubt the house was in
honor hound to pass the legislation
proposed. That, he contended, would
have first' to be proved to a select
committee.

it was for the purpose of ascertain-
Sng the facts that he had submitted
the motion. It was his desire that
pll the information possible should be

obtained before the Land act, as
amended, should carry.

Hon, Mr. Fulton thought the hon-
orable member for Delta had dis-
played another instance of his "abil-
ity  for discovering “mares’ nests.”
The principle -enunciated in section 32
was that British Columbia as repre-
sented by the government, should not
give up its share in the increased
value of public lands as a result of
the establishment of townsites. He
thought that this was a wise meas-
ure. He did not think: that this
was intended t\) apply to cades where
the government decided to sub-divide
its own property and put it up at
auction. The provision was allowed
to remain on -the statutes. It was
an oversight that it had been per-
mitted to remain unaltered. There
had been a great many sales where
the purchasers understood that they
were obtaining the complete right to
the property. Crown grants had been
issued without containing any reser-
vation. This had been the case in
connection with the Hastings town-
gite lots sold in 1904, It had been
the practice up to the 1st of May,
1906, to issue grants without the re-
servation of one-quarter interests. At
that date he had drawn attention to
the provisions of the statues and he
had refused to sign any more such
grants. Since then over 57 grants
had been issued with the reservation
and accepted by the purchasers. “In
the amendment which had been intro-
duced he had intended that it should
cover the whole of the sale of public
lands in the section in the vicinity of
Vancouver and not confine it to Has-
ting’s townsite and Point Grey. That
had been an oversight which would
be rectified at the next session of the
legislature. He went into ‘the point
made by Mr. Oliver that the govern-
ment would lose a large sum of money
as a result of the course pursued. The
property, he affirmed, had been sub-
divided and authority had been given
the auctioneer by letter signed by the
deputy commissioner of lands and
works that where blocks were thus cut
up the government would not require
the reservation of one-quartér of the
property.  As a result the land had
brought a larger price and mere had
been disposed of. He asserted that
the general public' knew just as much
about the sale of land at Point Grey
as the mover of the resolution or him-
self. There would be no good result
from the appointment of a select com-
mittee because no further information
would be elicited, !

Mr. Henderson criticised the attor-
ney general for taking an action which
he said, was in: direct deflance of the
law. Under such circumstances there
would be no need of a land act. Under
the circumstances he held that it was
incumbent on the government to prove
to the public that everything which
had been done had been intended in
the best interests of the country. In
his opinion, the matter should be
thoroughly investigated.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite regretted to
note the tone which the attorney gen-
eral had adopted towards the member
for Delta. It was possible that it
might be found that the résolution
was more than a “mares-nest,” He
drew attention to the method in which
the amendment referred to had been
introduced. It had heen submitted by
a supporter of the government and not
by a responsible minister of the crown.
The resolution was to give the people
an opportunity to learn the facts of
the case. The truth was that
the government had “potlatched” to
certain individuals a portion *of the
public lands of the province. .The auc-
tioneers, also, were paid an unuspally
large salary, no less than $30,080 for
five days employment. He was of the
impression that this extraordinarily
large amount had been voted to cover
up other transactions which it was
desired to keep in the back-ground.

He said that the language of the
statutes providing for a quarter inter-
est of land was most expli¢it and that
there was no excuse for the adminis-
tration contravening the law. The lat~
ter were for the purpose of protecting
the people but it was found that the
government had broken, flagrantly the
law of the land.

Mr. Macdonald said that it had been
stated that the greater part of the ex-
penditure of $23,000 had been taken up
with the advertising of the land sold.
He had an advertisement in his hand
and found that it had been thrown
away as far as the general public was
concerned, At the last moment the
auctioneer was given instructions to
sell the entire block of land instead
of three-quarters of it as providéd by
the statute. Thus it became evident
that the auction was a *“hole in the
corner” arrangement. Only those
privileged were in possession of - the
information which was publicly an-
notinced as the last moment. It was
stated that the real estate agents of
Vancouver were a unit in supporting
the government candidates in the re-
cent campaign. Naturally they would
be so. The interests of those people
and government were evidently iden-~
tical. He asserted that the action of
the government was one of the most
stupendous bribes which had ever been
offered an eleetorate. The statistics
were perfectly clear on the point of
the reservation of one quarter inter-
ests to the ecrown.

warrants, in a most reckless way. His

Be~
sides statements of an explicit char-
acter had been made at previous to
the commencement of the bidding at
the time of the sale. In addition the
letter which -had been forwarded’ by
the deputy commissioner of lands and
works had been read. The informa-
tions - hai been spread broadcast and
was as well known to Liberals as to
Conservatives.
