price of wheaf was at least double what it ia 
now. In 1857 one (bushel brought as much 
money as two bushels bring in 1887. Surely 
this fact has 
times of which farmers are ri6w complaining. 
And remember that before 1887 wheat had 
toeehed even higher figures. In the fall of 
1866 it went np to $2.25 in leading markets in 
Ontario. Sebastapol waa taken in September 
of that year, the Crjmean war came to on end 
soon afterwards, and wheat took » consider­
able drop. However, in June, * 1857, nearly 
two years afterwards, it waa still bringing RL80 
to $L85, which is more than double the present 
quotations here. Buffalo figure», which were 
from 8L80 to 8L874 thirty years ago, ora now 
down to from 82a to,8Gc.

In the face of these figures, which are all 
taken from The Globe, it ia the merest folly 
to pretend that reciprocity with the State» 
could help us now—on wheat at all events. 
Men, who profess to be sensible awn, and 
who claim to know something about grain 
prices, as they are and aa they have been, 
ought to be ashamed to talk such “rot.” Small 
wonder that our farmers regret the good times 
of years ago, when wheat was double its pres­
ent pries. Now, lpt Mr. Wimon and Mr. 
Fuller, also The Globe and The Mail consider 
themselves challenged to show, from present 
prices on this side the border, compared with 
prices in Buffalo, Detroit and Chicago, wherein 
the Ontario former would gain one-quarter of 
scent on the price at wheat,had he the Amer­
ican market open to him to-day.
