The Secretary-Treasurer’s. Report.

Gearge W, Dower read his report as secre-
tary-treasurer, in which he said:

In accordance with the report of the Ways
and MeansCommittee of last session an as-
sessment of 8 cents per capita was levied on
the membership of all bodies represented at
the last congress and all others who signified
their willingness to affiliate, the same being

congress, the receipts being $479.67 and dis-

bursements $477.76, leaving-a balance of 81.91,

which, together with the balance of $52.26 on
d. at last audit, leaves the amount of
17 in my hands.

Forty-seven organizations were represent-
ed at the Montreal session, and of those
four failed to pay either assessments and five

id the first assessment only. Eighteen

ies not represented at the last session paid

r capita, only one of which failed to pay

he second instalment. The total number of
organizations, therefore, contributing to the

! income of the Congress was sixty-one, in my

opinion a gratifying increase in one year.

In connection wigh the publishing of our
annual report, I recommend that hereafter
the de! statement of receipts and ex-
penditure be not printed therein, but that a
recapitulation be inserted instead. I make
this suggestion for the reason that our pro-
oeedings- -go-into the- handsof those ‘who
have no right to be informed in regard to our
membership, or from what “source we draw
our revenue. The statement could be printed
in sheet form and forwarded to those who
are entitled to it.

Executive Committee’s Beport.

Thereport of the Executive Committee re-
viewed the progress of the cause of organ-
ised labor at length, especially with refer-
ence to l‘mahl‘.mn. Among other things the
report 2 X .

The only general meeting.of your commit-
tee during the year was held in Ottawa Feb,
15. The committee waited on the Ministers
of Justice, Marine, Inland Revenue, Customs
and laid before them various matters pertain-
ing to their respective departments affecting
the interests of the wage-earners of the Do-
minion. It was decided to instruct Mr,
Carey to remain in Ottawa and represent the
interests of the congress during the session,
The following is Mr. Carey’s report:;

Early in the session a meeting of your exe-
cutive was held at the Capital, and immedi-
ately after I placed myself in communication
with members of parliament, and solicited
their support for measures that had or were
likely to be introduced during that session in
the interests of labor. I am glad to say such
support was, in most instances, cheerfully
promised. veral bills were introduced
during the session by private members, and
which, had they me law, would have
been very beneficial to the working classes.
In every instance I sought to secure copies of
these - as soon after their introduction
as possible, and when successful I
at once forwarded copies to the secretaries of
the several labor organizations throughout
the counfry.. When I' could not get these
copies I forwarded the titles of measures in-
troduced, so as to give an idea of the
character of the bills pendinﬁ. When send-
ing such bills or titles of bills I invariably
requested that vhey be laid before the organi-
zations for consideration and .if approved of
to.pass resolutions and forward them to the
respective members of parliament for. the
constituencies in which the bodies were
located. ‘I was not. disappointed, for in a
short time aftér these resolutions began to
pour in all from all parts of the country
praying for the passage into law of those
measures. I am pleased in being able to
state that these resolutions had a beneficial
effect upon some at least of the members of
the House, as apparently up to that fime
gome of them were not aware of the existence
even of a labor organization in the constitu-
encies they l'e‘?reseuwd.

Hon. Sir John Thompson, Minister of
Justice, introduced (according to promise of
the previous session) an amendment to the
Criminal Law Amendment Act, with the
object of providing better legal protection
for the members of labor organizations, and
which amendment was in the words follow-

5, No prosecution shall be maintainable
against any member of a trade combination
for conspiracy to do any act or cause any act
to be done, or to neglect, or refuse, or omit
to do any act, or to cause or procure the ne-
glect, refusal or ofnission to do any act, un-
less such act, or smuch meglect, refusal or
omission, as the case may be, is an offence
punishable by law.” i

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WILL THE VERDICT STAND?

A Motion to Quash the Finding of. the
Jury at the Dowling Inquest.

The first step towards quashing the ver-
dict arrived at at the coroner’s inquest over
the body of Patrick Dowling,who was killed by
a C.P.R. train at Brock-awenue, and which
found Superintendent Thoas Tait guilty of
manslaughter, was taken yesterday morning
at Osgoode Hail, when E. F. B. Johnston,
Q.C., counsel for Mr, Tait, obtained from
Mr. Justice Falconbridge an order of
certiorari to remove into the Common Pleas
Division of the High Court, the conviction,
evidence and all proceedings connected with
the matter, It is alleged that after the jury
had arrived at a verdict censuring the rail-
way companies for the accident, but not
censuring any individual rson, that Cor-
oner Lynd was called into the room and the
verdict submitted to him. The coroner,
after reading the verdict, left the room to
which he shortly returned and informed the
jury that this verdict would not do; that a
pame or names would have to be inserted,
and that a verdict of manslaughter must be
‘brought against some specified person. He
then left the jury to further consider the
matter. Some time after he was called into
the jury room to help them put their decision
in proper form. The result was that a ver-
dict was drawn up and signed bg all the
jurors, exceg: one, finding that the train
which killed Dowling was run faster than
allowed by daw, and that Superintend-
ent Tait was guilty of manslaughter. Vari-
ous other irregularities are alleged. Mr.

The Water Pipes in the Bay,

Editor World: The Jarge number of cases
of typhoid fever should stir up the City
Council to investigate the state of the water
system. So many contradictory statements
have been made for some years back that the
thinking public have lost confidence in the
accounts furnished to the public. I need
only recall the description given of Mr,
Venables having gone down to repair leaks
in the 4ft. pipe at Hanlan’s Point with India
rubber in 10 or 11 feet of water without a
diving dress. Lately we have news of the
supposed discovery of a spring in the pump-
ing" well, All sorts of yarns have
been told with reference to the 4ft.
and Oft. pipes, but they must be
taken with a grain of salt. We would like
to know why the 4-foot pipe from Hanlan’s
Point t6 the Junction, with the 6-foot pipe,
has not been tested. A sum of money for
that purpose was voted by the city,

There is a feeling on the part of some
people, who are well qualified to know, that
for years the pipe through the cit has been
in a leaky condition. The pile leak is declared
to be all right, and there is no doubt that the
dredging for the steel pipe is causing dis-
turbed and bad water to enter vhe 4-foot

ipe, the working of a sand pump in the cut
lending its assistance, In the name of common
sense let the 4-foot pipe e tested. This can
be done with very little trouble or expense,
by closing the 6-foot pipe which runs into
tge lake with a bulkhead, which could easily
be removed if it was found the 4-foot pipe
was being emptied. If this needed test is
made we feel almost certain that the com-
bined pumping power at the engine house
willnot call for any removal of the bulk-
head from the 6-foot pipe. This experiment
was once ftried with a resultr which
was  never disclosed to the public.

Why the Bee Keepers Will Show at To-
routo,

Editor World: Having some time ago
noticed in " your city papers that the honey
show at the Toronto Industrial would be a
very floe one and far exceeding any previous
display on account of the large honey crop,
permit me to make a correction in justice to
the directorsof the Toronto Industrial Exhibi-
tion and honey producers at large. Upon
comparing the prize list with- any previous
one it will be seen that this Year for the first
time in all but one entry the produce of
honey on a small scale has an equal chance
with the one producing on a large scale, the
quantity required for comipefing in display
being limited. Previously the bee keeper
having only a cropof 1000 pounds knew he
could do nothing alongside of the bee keeper
having a 10,000 pauad c¢rop, and he-therefore
wisely decided to stay at home,

Owing to the wisdom of the change this
year will bring out more exhibitors than pre-
viously, not because the honey crop isa good
one, for it is not. In Ontario it will only be
half a crop, in the United States still less; at
the Detroit exposition, which 1 visited last
week, and which by the way is decidedly in-
ferior to the Toronfo last year,there were few
exhibitors, and 5000 pounds would probably
more than cover the quantity shown. Again
let. me say in justice to the enterprise of the
directors of the T. I., heekeepers are coming
to Toronto solely on account of the excel-
lence of the Erize list, for not only is the crop
a poor one but the demand for honey very
keen owing to the failure of the fruit crop
throughout the world, honey taking the
place of fruit.
