TUB DEATH OP BOBEBT LOWE.

An Erudite Master of Claeele Lore Who
Became Chancellor of the Exchequer.
London, July 28.—The Right Hon. 

Robert Lowe, Viscount Sherbrooke, is dead. 
He was born in 1811 at Bingham, Worcester­
shire. He went to Australia and was 
elected to the Parliament of New South 
Wales. In I860 he returned to England, 
and four years later was appointed vice- 
president of the Board of Trade, and vice- 
ireeident of the Education Board in 1859. 
le entered the British Parliament as mem­

ber for Kidderminter, then represented 
Caine and finally the University of London. 
In 1868 he became ' pliaucellor of the Ex­
chequer. He resigned the Chancellorship 
in 1863 and took charge of the Home Office. 
In 1874 he went out of office with his party, 
and in 1880, when the Liberals returned to 
office, he was raised to the peerage.

The most unpopular act of his was an 
attempt to put a halfpenny tax on every 
box of matches sold, enipl^sizing it by his 
little Latin joke, ox luce lucellmu, “Out of 
light a little profit.” There was next day 
a procession of the match factory bauds 
from the East End of London, who made a 
demonstration iu Trafalgar-square, and the 
proposition was withdrawn. On that occa­
sion his old enemies the “dregs” triumphed, 
aud Mr. Lowe yielded, dismayed at the 
democracy.

RIVERS OF MOLTEN BOCK.

Th. Terrible Volcanic Eruptions on Great 
Sangir Island.

Amsterdam, July 28.—Letters from 
Cebbea give details of the recent eruption 
of the volcano Gunona on Great Sangir Is­
land. The eruption commenced at 6 p.m. 
on a day early in June and was unheralded 
by the slightest warning. Immense vol­
umes of fiamo and smoke and masses of 
stones suddenly burst from the volcano. 
The stones fell all over the island, killing 
hundreds of natives, who wore busy in the 
field putting in the rice crops. Streams of 
lava flowed with frightful rapidity down 
the slopes of the burning mountain, upon 
which there were situated numerous farms 
and villages, which were overwhelmed by 
these rivers of molten rock. It is estimated 
that over 1000 persons perished on the 
slopes of the mountain.

The island is now threatened with fam 
ine, all the crops having been destroyed 
Cocoa trees are still standing, but their 
loaves and fruit have been destroyed aud 
their stems left bare.

KILLED THE WHOLE FAMILY.

An Awful Butchery by Robners Reported 
from Warsaw, Russia.

Warsaw, Russia, July 29.—A Jewish 
innkeeper living near Warsaw and his wife 
and five daughters have been killed by a 
band of robbers, who entered the 
house during the night in search of plun­
der. First they smashed in the head of 
one of the daughters with an ax and then 
killed the parents with Chives and axes. 
Afterwards they murdered the three 
youngest daughters by dashing out their 
brains against a wall.

Finally the eldest daughter was dragged 
from a hiding place, and after beiim forced 
to confess where the family savins were 
concealed was stabbed repeatedly in differ­
ent parts of tho body.

Strange to say, this daughter is still 
alive and able to tell the awful tale.
