Ottawa, Feb. 20.—The budget debate 
has been dragging its weary length along 
all the afternoon and evening, but interest 
in it is over, and it is simply a question of a 
few gentlemen on both sides of the House 
wishing to place on record their particular 
views.

The River Is a Raging Flood—Many 
Houses Carried Away.

Huntington, XV.Va., Feb. 20.—The 
Ohio River is now higher than at any tinr.e 
since the disastrous flood of 1888. The 
wind is blowing a fearful gale, and the waves 
are from 10 to 20 feet high. There has 
been much damage to wharf boats and 
other floating properties. Nine small house 
boats sank yesterday and last night. The 
occupants in some cases barely escaped with 
their lives.

Towns adjacent to Huntington not so 
highly located are suffering very much. 
Houses have been upset and carried away 
at Ceredo, involving a loss of hundreds of 
dollars.

If the river continues to rise much longer 
Huntington will also be in danger.

The Silver Problem.
New York,Feb. 20.—The World’s Wash­

ington special says; An important step to­
ward the re-opening of the silver question 
before the Congress expires was advised 
yesterday at a secret conference held at the 
residence of Mr. Carlist, the next Secretary 
of the Treasury. Representatives of both 
the free silver and the anti-silver factions 
were present and a free expression of views 
as to the possibility of passing a compro­
mise bill was had.

A number of propositions were prescribed 
by both sides, but the one which was final­
ly agreed to aims to suspend the silver pur­
chases under the Sherman Act until the 
Sefgnorage silver shall be coined at the rate 
of $3,000,000 a month. If this proposition 
should go through it was pointed out that 
within a year the treasury assets would be

Last night Coroner Aikins held an in­

quest at the Clark House on the body of 
Maurice Blume, who died suddenly at his 
home, 494 Adelaide-street west, on Sunday 
morning.

We may further illustrate the subject by 
Baying that any . slanders, misrepresenta­
tions, half-truths and entire falsehoods

Boanerges of Brant explained, want “freer 
trade” for Canadians, freer, that is, than 
would be possible were they liable to be 
crushed down in the struggle by the un­
scrupulous M*combinea” of a powerful, 
wealthy and ruthless foreign foe. To assist 
ourselves iu maintaining our industrial in­
dependence we are willing to forego any 
duties at all on any raw material imports 
that give help in this effort. On the other 
hand, our opponents wish “freer trade” 
for foreign competitors. o. They 
demn Canadian combinations, but are 
seeking, whether they know it or not, 
to put Canada in the g&sp of American 
combines. They are trying to make our 
people the “raw materials,” which the 
Yankee manufacturer will convert into 
his customers and dependents, 
trade of Canada “raw materials” for trans­
forming into wealth for the enrichment of 
a foreign country. Our people prefer to 
regard this country as the raw material out 
of which, in good time, they will manufac­
ture a great nation—that is the design of 
the National Policy.

In this connection we may say we regard 
as probable that the experience gained 
since 1878 in manufacturing 
desirability^ extending the list of “raw 
materials” which tho tariff admits free.
There sre, we are inclined to believe, cer­
tain classes of goods which we do not make, 
which there is no prospect of being made 
here, that are required by our manufac­
turers on the lowest terms to enable them 
to compete in foreign markets with rivals 
who can buy such goods more cheaply.

Wliat Are Raw Material, 7

We are. challenged to answer the above 
question by a Liberal contemporary whose 
desire for information is so commendable 
we respond cheerfully.

The phrase “raw material” is applied in a 
great variety of ways to an infinite variety 
oi products. Our interrogator seems under 
the impression that “raw material,” like, 
lay, iron ore, lumber, grain, etc., is capable 
of a clear-cut definition like an ordinary 
word in a dictionary. But two words, an 
adjective and a noun, cannot be compound­
ed without each of them being modified or 
affected in their meaning by the other. A 
material which ie “raw” is matter in an in­
complete condition. A baby ie raw material 
for a man or woman. Mothers-in-law, old 
maids, dudes arc the raw material for jokes; 
and whisky, lemons, sugar are raw materials 
for punch.

In a manufacturing sense the phrase is 
mostohangoable in its aspects. Crude ore, 
coal and lime are raw. materials for a blast 
furnace, “pigs” are for the puddling pot, 
blooms for the shingling hammer, ingots 
for the rolling mill, and so on up to steel 
in its most refined state, being raw material 
for watch springs, and a coil of such steel 
raw material for a watch factory. Thus it 
is a fact that crude ore is part 
material required in the manufacture of 
watches:

There are about 40 charitable institutions 
in Toronto which are of great benefit to 
those who need help. Among others may 
be mentioned the House of Industry in 
Elm-street, where several gallons of soup 
are served out daily to all regardless of 
nationality or creed. The Board ef the 
House has divided the city into districts, 
each of which is under the care of a visitor, 
who personally visits the abode of every 
applicant for relief, and according to his 
recommendation the board grants bread 
and fuel pro rata to each family. In cases 
of sickness small grants of groceries are 
made. The design of the board is to help 
the poor without making them paupers. 
Thé visitors go among the recipients of 
th^r districts weekly and distribute brtad 
tickets, etc., and give such advice as may 
be deemed necessary. There is no re­
muneration for any visitor. Theirs is pure­
ly a labor of love. The following is a brief 
summary of one day’s visitation in one dis­
trict:

1. A widow. No fuel for three days,
family two sons, one of whom barely keeps 
himself, the other has had no work for four 
months. _

2. Husband a gardener. No work for five
months except sifting ashes and shovelling 
snow. Wife does a little washing, but has 
onlv been out of the hospital a few weeks, 
and suffers from inflammatory rheumatism. 
There are three children. .

3. Family six children, two of whom just 
recovered from diphtheria. Husband inmate 
of the hospital 12 months. Wife and mother 
«leaf, and yet supports the family by taking 
in washing.

4. Family six persons, one aged grand­
mother. Have had scarlet fever several 
weeks. Husband painter, out of work five 
months.

5. Family six persons. Only ene bread­
winner, he'a laborer, formerly a soldier, but 
pension ceased. Had not one day’s work for 
four months. ,

G, A poor woman with three small child­
ren. Husband gone to parts unknown. No 
means of support except an occasional day’s 
washing.

7. Family six persons. Husband suffering
from an accident and was some time in the 
hospital. One daughter in service. The 
wife does day’s work. _ , ,

8. Husband, wife and children. Worked 
as a laborer last summer. He and eon-m-law 
earned $90, but the contractor absconded 
without paying them.
