ted by both Houses of Parliament, insidious
efforts were made to condemn him as trying|
to subvert Manitoba legislation, while in
Nova Scotia. Paltry attempts were made
to make it appear that he was selling his
conscience and "betraying those who wor-
shipped at the same shrine as himself, but
‘the generosity, intelligence and sense of
fair play of his fellow-countrymen would
never ‘allow these miserable attempts to
succeed. ;

Concluding, the Premier exprossed the
confident belief that when the electoral
struggle took place the heart and spirit of
the country would be as loyal and true to
Liberal-Conservative principles as it had
been so long in the past.

The Debate on the New Bill Will Begin
on the 18th—The Measure Not
Completed, v

WasniNaroN, Dec. 7.—The tariff bill,
from present appearances, will be reported
to the House on the 13th inst. The pur-
pose of the Democrats is to press considera-
tion of the measure as rapidly as possible.
Gonerpl debate will begin {)n, 18. This
will give five days for consideration before
the holiday recess. i

Some ot the Democratic leaders think
the bill ought to the House after three
weeks debate, It this program be follow-
ed the bill will go to the ogeimu not latar
than the 20th of January. The Democrats
bélieve that the business interests of the
country demand u speedy settlement of
the tarif question. They believe that
many industries that are now idle will re-
sume work early in the spring if the bill
pasfes both houses of .Congress and reaches
the President early in March. There is no
disposition on their part,they say, to “‘gag”
the minority or to restrict the debate.

The Republicans will ask that three
weeks be allowed for general debate and a
forinight at least for & consideration of the
measure under the five-minute rule. They
purpose offering amendments freely when
the important schedules come. They can-
not, they say, expose the inconsisten-
cies of the  bill and  point out
their effect 'upon the business in-
terests of the country in less
than five or six weeka, They are willing to
lengthen the hours of each legislative dgny.
if time can be saved by such a course, but
they will insist upon the fullest discussion

of '1'%' bill. .

e corridor on which the Ways and
Means  Committee room is situated was
filled to-day with people, who clamored in
vain for admission. he Democratic mem-
bers of the committee sat within behind
closed doors. As the members veutured
out, from time to time, they were quickly
button-holed, and protests against certain
of the proposed thanges were forced into
their hands. The committee is still de-
voting a number of hours a day to careful
review of the bill. The purpose is to re-
move the inconsistencies, to establish pro-
per relations with rates between raw mate-
rials and vhe finished products, to simplify
clags fications and put definitions in legal
and precise language.

The air about the committeeroom was
filled with rumors to-day of important
changes to be made in the iill, It was said
that the metal schedule, for example,would
be greatly modified in a number o? import-
ant items. The story was denied by the
committee as without foundation. If the
bill is to be materially changed it will be in
the House, but for the present, at least,
the committee’s purpose is to report it so
far as rates are concerned im substantially
the form iv was given to the public.

A OLD ALMANAC OF YORE REFERS
20 THR WAR OF 181%-13,

The Day Torouto Was Oaptured Entered
Up as Feb. 26, 1813—Killeafpy the
Big Wheel iu the Grist Mill—%ome
strong References to the Yankee
President —.The Death Roll of the
Year—Othe: Interesting Extracts,

The World was shown yesterday by Mr.
J. C. Steele of Thornhill the oldest publi-
cation we have yet come across, with the
date of Toronto on it. It is the *‘Upper
Canada Almanac for the year 1813,” and
was printed by John Cameron, York,
Upper Canada, late in 1812, There is very
little else in it besides the calendar, half &
dozen or so pages being given to reading
matter, poetry and texts. Who the origin-
al owner of the Almanac was we do mot
know, but Mr. Steele has had it in his pos-
session for 50 years. The original owner,
however, entered up s number of events
that are of interest, the most i mportant of
all being that opposite the date of Tuesday,
April 27, 1813, where he has written in
these words: “York taken by the Ameri-
cans and soon evacuated.” That was the
greatest day in the history of Toronto.

On Friday, Feb, 26, he -has eatered up
“Jim Bennett killed in the grist mill by
the big wheel.”

The other dcaths entered up for the year
are as far as the writing can be read: 1813
—Jan. 26, William Bond died; Feb. 12,
Burtis died; March 12, Lemuel Willmot
died,and his wife next day; Muy 20, mother
died; May 31, Hugh Shaw died; June 12,
Jacob Cochran died; July 3, Peter “Hard.
man died; Aug. 18, Luis, the Frenchmun,
died; Oot. 10, James Arnoldis child (Mary
Ann) died.

Three pages are devoted to an account of
the discovery, in the preceding year, of the
cotton wool as a cure for burns, and this is
published in the almanac as of greav import-
ance,

5, Interesting War History,

The following items dealing with the war
will be read with interest:

After the late victory at Queenston, as
the American prisoners were marching to
Fort George under an escort of our people,
one of them, a tall fellow (who resembled
the figure of a rawhead and bloody-bones),
remarked: *“Well, the British have lick’t
us, yes, d—=d thandsomely, too; I don’t
Iam glad on’t.”

The war itself is thus referred to:

“Of the war which the American fanatic
is making on us but little indeed need be
said. He declared war and waged it on our
unarmed and unsuspecting commerce sever-
al weeks before h¢ could be known as an
enemy. From being President he became
Lord High Admiral of the piratica! flotilla.
He plundered successfully for a short time
our shipments made 1n good faith from
home to American ports, and from the
West India Islands to other British colo-
nies. - This buoyed himself and associates
with hopes that funds thus obtained would
enable them to extend their predatory sys-
tem—a measure which his policy pointed
out to him as the most successful means of
interesting a general horde of ypiraves; for
an established, systematic participation of
plunder is the compact of robbers, due
regard being had to the post which each
one occupies. Of the justice of his land
operations, their results enable us amply to
judge. At Detroit, Hull was instructed to
proclaim extermination as the fruits of
resisiance on our parts, and ‘‘a sorry fist
he made of it.” His subalterns have
publicly eriminated him, gnd the issue
remains _suspended. At Queenston Van
Rensellaer effected an invasion and covered
its miscarriage by a charge of non-conformity
on the main body of his army. Near Fort
Erie Smyth (the Democratic mainstay] pro-
claimed honors and tempuing emoluments
for the slaughter of our native warriors and
the capture of artillery horses. As an
earnest of the mighty things he was to do
he ordered us to be invaded with two or
three brigades of forlorn hopes; to the his-
tory of their operations none of us are
strangers. He is also publicly criminated
by his sub-speculator, General Porter. At
(Gannanauque they landed in some force
and wounded a- respectable old lady
in the leg. From these circumstances
we can easily judge of . the de-
scription of agents he (Madison) is
forced to employ to execute his purposes,
and perpetuate his presidentship. Of his
naval operations on:Lake Ountario, let our
silence speak foi us. But we cannot silently
pass over the manner in which our ga‘'lant
yeomanry, our regular troops, and our
native warriors have distingnished them-
selves. Britain must be proud of such
sons; they bave met every ‘exigency with
ardor, they have i1mmortalized themselyes.
Nor was the spirit of the veteran Brock ex-
haled in vain,”

Prof. Tyndall’s Remark on Learning His
Wife Hnd Given Him Wrong Medicine,

Loxpox, Dec. 7.—The coroner’s jury in
the case of Prof. Tyndall, who died sud-
denly on Monday. last, to-day returded a
verdict that the deceased came to his death
from the effects of an overdose of chloral,
taken by mistake. The drug was given to
Prof. Tyndall by Mrs, Tyndall, who mis-
took it for sulphate of magnesia,

Mrs, Tyndall was a witness at the in-
quest. She testified that her husband was
accustomed to take two teaspoonfuls of
syrup of ehloral at night and two teaspoon-
fuls of magnesia in the morning. On the
day of his death she mistook the bottles
containing medicine and gave him two tea-
spoonfuls of chloral. The chloral wasin a
new “bottle. Prof. Tyndall complained it
vasted sweet, She then looked at the bottle
and discovered the mistake. When told
what had "been done Prof. Tyndall said:
“You have killed your John.”

The Earl of Winchelsea said the resolu-
tions that would be submitted to the Con-
gress embodied a large number of sugges-
tions that had been received from repre-
sentative agriculturists all over the world
since the last Congress was held, He
wag uhable - to congratulate  the
Congress upan, any  material im-
provement in the agricultural sit-
vation, Landlords were losing. their
rents and tenantd were being denuded of
their profits, thousands of laborers were
without work and the towns were suffer-
ing from an influx of panper laborers. The
question was rapidly assuming the propor-
tions of a national disaster. The nation
was becoming more and more dependent
vpon food brought from foreign countries.

Navy Inadequnte,

The consensus of expert opinion was
that the mnavy was inadequate to
protect the food supply in the event of
war. One cause of the distress was the fal
in prices, due to foreign competition. Eng-
land, the Earl declared, was the only coun-
try in the world where the home producer
was treated as a public enemy and was
taxed, rated and defrauded out of exist-
ence. It was necessary for the producers
to combine-and ask, not for protection, but
for fair play. The members of the union
now numbered 11,000, The Earl moved that
all interested in the land should support
the union, This was unanimously adopted.

Varm Yavds Unjastly Taxed, -
Sir Richard Paget, M.P., moved the

excessive share of the public burdens were
borne by farm lands, compared with other
sources of income. This was an injustice
to the producer, and demanded the imme-
diate attention of Parliament.

DEATH OF mR. JOHN BAIN, Q.O:

ilie Well-Known Barrister Expires After
a Week’s Iliness,

The death occurred at his residence, 91
Wellesley-street, yesterday afternoon of
Mr. John Bain, Q.C., of the well-known
legal firm of Bain & Laidlaw. Deceased had
only been ill one week, his death being
caused by enlargement of the heart,
aggravated by an attack of  the
prevailing . - epidemic, Mr. Bain was
54 years of age. Ho-—was born
in ircald, = Scotiand, and was a
son of Rev, James Bain, who was for several
years stationed in Scarboro,

Deceased was educated at Queen’s Uni-
versity, Kingston. He su uently en-
tered the law office of Paterson & Harrison
in this city a student. He was called to
the bar in 1866, and was at once admitted
a8 a partner iu the firm, which after-
wards was known as Paterson, Harri-
son & Bain. In 1871 Mr. Harrison left
the firm and was soon afterwards elevated
to the bench, The new firm of Paterson,
Bain & Paterson was formed and in the fol-
lowing year, on the withdrawal of John
Paterson, it was changed to Paterson, Bain
& Akers. In 1874, after.the death of James
Paterson, Q.C.. the new firm of Ferguson,
Bin & Myers was formed. In 1881
ThomasFerguson was elevated to the bench
wnd the firm became Bain, McDougall,
Gordon and Shepley.

Mr, McDougall was appointed county
judge in 1882, and the firm was ohanged
to Bain, Gordon, Shepley & Henderson,
On Jan. 1, 1884, the firm of Bain, Laidlaw
& Kapelle was formed,

Although never a politician in the com-
mon acceptation of that term, Mr. Bain
consented, at the earnest solicitation of
friends, to become a ocandidate for East
York for the local legislature in the general
election in 1 gie was unsuccessful
and thenceforth took little interest in politi-
ca) affairs,though he has ever supported the
Liberal-Conservative cause, r. Bain
was appointed Q.C. in 1884.

Mr. Bain was active in his attendance on
his legal duties until he was forced to leave
the office on Dec. 1 on account of an attack
of grippe. He was apparently convales-
cent until” wbout 3 p.m. yesterday after-
noon, When he awoke he wasattacked with
heart tailure and died almost, immediately.

Mr. Bain was married in 1866 to Miss
Mary Price, “daughter of Col. Price, at
Louisville, Kentucky. His widow and two
daughters and three sons, who are students
at law, are still living,

't he news of Mr. Bain’s unexpected death
was received with much regret in legal and
social circles, in both of which he was very
popular. . Through his persistent and con-
scientious endeavors he was successful in
gaining & position in his profession which
few attain at his age,

Sir Oliver Mowat has had his  attention
repeatedly called to the unjustifiable prac-
tice of paying public officials by fees. A
few years ago he tinkered with the princi-
plein a way that gave satisfaction to no
one. This principle is responsible for the
glaring inequality ot a sheriff receiving
over$8000a year, or considerably ‘more
than the Dominion Premier ox a Supreme
court judge. The sheriff of Toronto is an
ornamental and desk official. He requires
little mental ability to fill his office. Yet
ke receives more than tho highest judge in
the land. The Clerk of the County Court

" makes about $5000 a year out of his office.

His . business  consists principally in
endorsing papers and going to and from a
safe to find papers already endorsed. This

‘ business, together with the time taken up

in the gollection of his fees, seems to form
his whole occupation. A former Provincial
T'reasurer at present attends to this desk
work, not because he feels honored in per-
forming the duty (heaven torbid!), but
because of the fees that tumble into his lap.

Bir Oliver has duplicated existing
offices, mot because the couniry needed
them, but becauso this or that hanger-on
was importunate. He has created new

" offices, not to facilitate the public business,

but to relieve the party of political obliga-
tions. He has refused to-abolish the fee

. system, because the system possesses pecu-

liar attractions for appeasing tho hunger ot
those who feed at the public trough. And
all the while the Little Premier has posed
es s Christian politician. @ is this that
makes the public weary. It is this that

causes the Patron of Industry to rise at

last in rebellion against the load of fat-feed
officials that has beén put on his back.

Almost Converted—Not Quite.

At the last meeting of the Ministerial
Association of Toronto Rev. G. M. Milligan
announced publicly that he had changed
his mind on a certaia question. He once
approved of the association discussing and
passing judgment on municipdl and state
questions. He had approved of the associa-
tion’s passing a resolution condemning
Sunday street cars, but later on when
prohibition came before them he announced
that his mind had undergone a change. He
now takes the same view of these matters
as. that :followed by the Baptist de-
nomination. The Baptists approve of
the complete separation of Church and
State. Mr. Milligan now thinks that min-
isters, if they desire to take part in civie
affairs, should do so the same "as ordinary
citizens snd speak for themselves alone.
Having gone thus far, there 1s just one
thing lacking on. Mr. Milligan’s part to
prove his sincerity. It follows on the heels
of Mr. Milligan’s new principle_just as
naturally as night follows day. The ,Bap-
tists not only belie¥e in the separation of
church and state, but they practice what
they preach. Their scts are consiatent
with their utterances. They refuse to ac-

cept state mopey in any ghape or form.

Wanted—A Population,

Editor World: ¥our editorial under this
heading in The World of 4th instant,
amongst its many - suggestions for the in-
crease of the population, missed one very’
valuable one which I have never seen in
any of our papers. Two hundred years ago
therelived in the city of London one Alder-
man Harper, who had large estates in Bed-
fordshire. Out of his abundance he built
almshcuses for the aged and schools for the
young in the city. These last obtained
considerable importance from the thorough
training the youth received there, besides
the freedom ~of the schools to all-comers.
When education was not so easily- obtained
as it is mnow, it became an object
to the father of a family of boys
to take advantage of this oppor-
tunity to fit them out for life on such easy
terms. Consequently many large and re-
spectable families made the city of Bedford
their home for this very reason and so con-
tributed to the support and enlargement of
the city. Now, Toronto has fine educa-
tional advantages, second to none 1n the
Dominion, and why not make this known
in Btitain, and I think it would be responded
to? Living and taxation are much cheaper
here than in any of the cities in Great
Britain, and rent very much less also,
Real estate could be obtained on very ad-
vantageous terms, as many speculators
know full too well. ' It is impossible to say
how many English familiesare living on the
Continent of Europé to obtain these very
advantages. Families spending $5000 to
$10,000 annually would be a great gain
to this city.

ATLANTIC MAIL CONTRACTS,

Pall Mall Emphasizes the Importance of
Britishh Boats Carrying the Mails,

Loxpox, Dec. 7.—As the time ot the ex-
piration of the trans-Atlantic mail con-
tracts approaches considerable discussion
atises as to how the mew contracts will be
awarded.
The Pall Mall Gazette to-day in a special
review of the subject says that the Dest
trans-Atlantic passages are made- from
Queenstown.  The outward  passages from
that port are 10 hours and 53 minutes
quicker than from Southampton, and the
homewsard passage 16 hours and 32 minutes
better than the eastward passage to
Southampton. Passengers embarking at
Queenstown have a day longer in London
than those taking passage from Soutbamp-
ton. If all passengers sailed - from South-
ampton they would avoid the discomfort of
embarking at Liverpool or Queenstown,
Where time is not an objecs Southampton
is preferable. The paper adds that it
thinks Liverpool will retain a large share of
the passenger traffic because of its proxim-
ity to the Midlands. The steamers sailing
from Liverpool are nnder the British flag,
while those sailing from Southampton are
under foreign flags. It would be the height
of folly, the paper declares, for England
to give tho mail contracts to foreigners to
help them fight .Eoglish shipowners. It
further says it does not think that England
will give the contracts to foreigners, who,
in the event of war, would-withdraw their
vessels and leave the country without »
Trans-Atlantic mail service.
