Mr. Osler Will Bring Evidence to Prove
That Welter Killed W. I Hendershott
With an AX at the Instance of John
Hendershott—The Accident Theory Ab®
solutely Untenable.

§t. Thomas, Ont., March 8.—There is

little doubt in the minds of any person
here that W. D. Welter will be convicted
murder of W. H. Hendershott.
People are not so confident, however,
with regard to John Hendershott, the
sole beneficiary of the murder and the
man who is generally believed to have
plotted the crime and used the younger
man as a tool. The Crown claims to
have some startling evidence behind and
is confident of comvicting both men.
Little progress was made with the case
to-day. The whole session was occu-
fied Wvith the presentation of the 'case

or the crown to the: jury by Mr. Osler,
and the hearing of the testimony of half
a dogen farmers residing in the vicinity
of the tragedy who visited the woods.
The demeanor oi the prisoners has not
altered in the slightest. The nerve of
‘young Welter was manifested when ‘wit-
nesses entered the box and told how he
had accompanied the doctors sum:moned
by the. Crown to the woods after the
tragedy and gave an illustration of the
position in which the body of Hender-
shott was found under the tree.

JMendershoit @wned the Blocdy AX.

It will be remembered that the priscn-
ers when examined by the coromer gave
contradictory statements as to the num-
ber of axes in the woods where the tra-
gedy occurred. Welter swore there was
but one, while Henderskott claimed there
weze two. Sutsequent.y the latter hand-
ed over a second ax, which he averred
was theSmicsinz one. The ax was an old
rusty wizpon and nct on2 likely to b2
used for felling trees, but his explznation
would ha = had to be accepted had it
not been for the fact that another ax
covered with blood was found concealed
in the woods a couple of days subse -
quently. This ax was produéed in court
to-day, and Richard Curtis positively
jdentified it as the property of the elder
prisoner. Hendershott's statements with
reference to this ax are regarded as im-
portati. When he handed it over to
Wardell he stated that he had visited
the scene of the iragedy. As a wmatter
of fact, he never entered the woods, and
his action in this respect caused com -
ment at the time. :

sMurder,’ They Said, at First Sight

All the Crown witness swore, however,
}hat as soon as they arrived in the
woods they concluded that murder had
been dome. The patches of blood which
were visible on leaves some distance

away, and the imprints of bloody fingers |

on a small sapling gave rise to these
suspicions. DBesides, there was consider-
ab:e more blcod at the croteh of the
trco than under the knot where -the head
of Hemders?hctt lay. They furthermore
swore that if deceased had been struck
by the knot on the tree under which his
head was found, the head would have
been crushed into the earth. Several pho-
tographs of the tree were produced for
the benefit of the jury. The.case in all
respects rescarbles that of the Hyams
Twins in Toronto, and the verdict will
have considerable bearing on the outcome
of the trial of the alleged murderers of
young Wells.

One witness swore to-day that he saw
svidences of a struggle for life, but under
croes-examination he failed to explain
what these ' evidences were. William
Jonss, who disappeared a few days
after the tragedy, was produced by theé
Crown, having been brought from
New York by Chief  Government
Detective Murray, but nothing startling
developed from his testimony. With
others te carried the body of deceased
from the woods. His evidence proved
that the patches of blood found by the
other witnesses could not have been
caused by the carrying of the body, a8
the course traversed was in a contrary
direction - altogether.

Mr. Osler States the Crown’s Case.

What the Crown expects to prove was
fully set forth in Mr. Osler’s address this
morning. After explaining the locality
and the history of the case to the jury.
Mr. Osler said: ‘“The reasons of the
Crown for saying the killing was not an
accident are these: The body was found
with the head under a newly cut beech
tree, estimated to weigh 7000 pounds,
about 81-2 tons. The body was found
lying at an acute angle to the tree. The
feet was nearer the stump and the head
under a point in the tree where there
was a large knot something like a
cocoanut. The tree had fallen on the
ground free from-snow or ice. The tree
as it fell left 8 mark in the ground and
rebounded. The knot made a deep in-
dentatién. The head was in such a posi-
tion that if the body had been there the
knot must have struck the head and in
that case the head would have been borne
down in the indentation, but there was
no evidence of anything of the sort tak-
ing place. There was no evidence that
the tree struck the head of the man and
then bounded up.

Welter’s Improbable Story.

The first point of the {Crown
is this: The body must have been
placed in the position where it was
found after the tree had fallen, and was
not struck by the tree as it fell. Next
to be considered is the account which
is' given of the accident, which Welter
claimed it was. He said the tree fell
as it was expected it would; that they
were sawing the tree, and that the de-

Blood is found_also by the side of the
trunk of the tree, and in
at the crotch of ‘the tree. The Crown
believe the body was first placed under
this crotch, and it not being considered
a satisfactory place the body was
changed to the point where it was found
by the neighbors.
Blood om Welter's Face.
It was said that there were two axes

hin the woods. Only one could be found,

concealed between the bark and a log
of a fallen tree. There will be evidence
to show that was the ax used in chop-
ping the tree. There was a gap in the
blade of the ax, and this gap shows in
the butt .of the tree, and it wiil be shown
this ax was used by one of the men in
cutting the tree down. More, when that
ax was found fresh blood stains were dis-
covered upon it.

It would be shown, further, that there
was very little blood at the point where
the body was found, and that there were
splashes of blood on Welter’s face on the
afternoon he came home with the alarm.
There are other circumsiances which he
would not refer to at any length at
present, such as the finding of the watch
of the deceased in the pocket of Welter.

Dealt the Death Blow With an AX.

A very important feature is the na-
ture of the wounds on the head
of the deceased. The Crown will
show that these wounds could not have
been made by a falling tree, but by the

low of an ax. Apparently deceased had
been struck with the back of jan ax on
the back of his head two-or three blows,
also in another part of the head, and
cut with the edge of the ax in the back
of the neck. There were other sharp
wounds on either side of the neck and
head, one of which cut sharply the lobe
of the ear. These blows caused death.

There was no depression of the skuil
apparemt on the outside, but imside it
was apparent there was a depression.
The deceased had lived for some littl>
time after the blows had been given,
that fact being apparent from the clot-
ting of the blood within the head.

Why Hendershott Is Charged.

Now another branch of the case is
reached. All that has been said may ap-
pear ‘excellent reasons why prisoner
Welter is in the dock. But it willbe ask-
ed why Hendershott? The Crown can-
not say +that Hendershott was present
at the killing. It may be able to show
that there was a missing hour when he
may have been present, nevertheless
he is charged with the crime of murder.
The law is that if he suggested, coun-
selled or procured that death he is just
as responsible as if he wielded that ax
and buried it deep in the dead man’s
skull. He who counsels or advises the
taking off of a fellow-creature is just
as guilty as the man who does the deed.
It is hard to say which is thet most dan-
gerous man to the comm‘unity—the
knave who has not the courage to exe-
cute, or the man who has the courage
to carry out and commit the deed. Bear
in mindy: that while the Crown charges
both, it will leave for the ‘jury tq say
whether both are guilty. You may
think both are guilty, but you must
weigh the evidence against .each indi-
vidual prisoner.  Avoid dischalging any
ome because you think another is more
guilty with less evidence.

Hilled for His Imsurance.

Why should Hendershott kill his own
nephew ? Why should this young fel-
low, full of lile and vigor, be
cut off 7 There was no malice.
The Crown charges it was the horrible
greed of the prisoner Hendershott, that
he had procured large life insurance on
the young man's life, and that the Kkill-
ing 'of the young man was the prelimin-
ary step to his coming into $11,000,
which he never eéarned. The Crown
charges that the prisoner Hendershott
procured this insurance, and that there
wag a scheme between the prisoners by
which the killing wag to be done, in order
to get the insurance. There was an in-
surance in the Mutual Reserve Fund
Compatiy, taken out on Nov. 23, for
$6000, payable to John Hendershott.
There was also a policy in the Covenant
Mutual for $5000, taken out on Sept.
7, 1894. There had been paid on the
Mutual policy $48, nearly the whole of
which was paid by Hend;rshott, the
prisoner. There had been paid also by
Hendershott $23.40 to the . Covenamt
Mutual Company. There fell due to be
paid in 60 days, or on Jan. 21, 18965,
$18 in the Mutual and the annual char-
ges. '

Premiums Exceeded Beceased's Earnings.

The total cost for the first year from
the beginning, on the two policies, would
amount to $240. It would be heavier the
first year, owing to a double payment
in the Mutual Reserve. The annual cost
of the two policies per year, after the
first year, would be $148. The Crown
will show that the earning power of
the deceased would be that of a young
farm band.

But there is evidence to add to that to
bring this crime home, the evidence of
respectable witnesses that he was bold
enough to say, when told it would keep
him poor to keep up these policies, that
when one kept up three or four policies
it was easy enough'to get rid of the
life of one and pay the rest of the pre-
miums. :

DOWN T0O A FINE POINT.

PRS-

The Damages, He States, Were Largely
Speculative—The U.8. Never Admitted
Any Liability — Secretary Gresham's
Offer $182,000 Too Large—Morgan Qaly
Willing to Pay $06,102.

" Washington, Ma‘rch 8.—The interroga-
tories addressed to Sir Edward Grey in
the House of Comimons on Thursday re-
lative 'to what fhe United States pro-

posed doing in thé matter of paying the
Behring Sea seizure claims and the an-
swer made by the Under Foreign Secre-
tary, it i¢ thought here, might have taken
a widely different turn had the Senate
permitted Mr. Morgan, chairman of the
Committee on, Foreign Relations, and
one of ‘the arbitrators on the part of the
United States at the Paris tribunal, to
have stated the account between the two
governments as he had prepared it and
as he sought to publish it in the record
during the closing hours of Congress.
The Claims Said to Be Excessive.

Mr. Morgan asked to be permitted to
print in The Recond an account which, he
said, showed that the claim for dam-
ages made by ‘the British Government
for the capture of sealing vessels: in
Behring Sea was greatly -excessive, but
objections were made.

Explaining his action, Mr. Morgan
said to-day: “ A very mistaken view of
this matter is entertained. The agents
of the two governments agreed upon
a statement of facts which the tribunal of
agpbitration' found to be true, and en-
tered it on record.

Canada’s Claim Never Admitted.

That statement of facts included only
the names of 20 sealing vessels that were
seized by the United States. The tri-
bunal had no authoity to pass upon any
questions touching the liability of the
United States Government for having
made such seigures. The United States
has not a right to arbitrate any such
claim or demand and has never admitted
any liability to Great Britain connected
with any such claim or demand. It was
only agreed to negotiate respecting
it expressly reserving the question of
such liability as the subject of such nego-
tiation.” Mr. Morgan then gave in de-
tail the names of the vessels and the
claims made on their behalf which was
the statement he desired to include in
the record, but which was shut out by
Mr. Turpies’, objection.

The Damages Speculative.

The  statements showed that the
amount claimed by Great Britain with
interest was $542,169.26; the amount
proposed to be allowed by Secretary
Gresham was $425,000. Mr. Morgan
said the schedule of claims for cach ves-
sel contained an itemn designated vari-
ously as “probable catch,” “balance of
catch,” “ostimated balance of catch,”
etc. These were clearly prospective pro-
fits or speculative damages, and were
all based on future or contingent events,
forming no basis of fact on which aa
equitable finding as to amount of dam-
ages could be predicted. This had not
been allowed.

Mr. Morgan estimated that the excess
proposed to be allowed by Secretary
Gresham was fully $182,000. He added :
« The above figures and comparisons are
based entirely on the supposition that
every vessel included in the schedule of
claims submitted by Sir Julian Paunce-
fote was owned by a British subject.
It appears, however, from the United
States counter case submitted to the
Behring Sea tribunal of arbitration at
Paris that 10 vesseis were, in fact, owned
by citizens of the United States.”

Figures the Sam Claimable at 870,924

He figured up the general result as fol-
lows: Total amount claimed by Great
Britain, $542,169.42; total amount of
claims of United States citizens present-
ed $359,853.89. Balance resulting, being
amount claimed by British owners, $182,-
315.53. But of this amount claimed by
British subjects speculative damages are,
included to the amount of $111,391, thus
leaying the amount claimed by British
subjects, less speculative damages, $70,-
924.563.

The- total amount of claims of British
subjects: which, as Mr. Morgan cantends,
could possibly be recovered, amounts in
all 70,924. But even this sum,
whith is $471,244 less than the British
clpim presented and $354,076 less than
the amount that the Secretary
of State proposes to give
in settlement, is undoubtedly
éxcessive. Df that amount $34,636 is
for “personal claims,” and in all proba-
Bility some of these claimants are citi-
gbns of the United States or some other
country, which fact has been establish-
ed by imvestigation.

Deducting the ‘“personal claims” from
$70,924, there is leit, as Mr. Morgan
says, $36,289. Oi this sum $16,660 ap-
pears as the claim of the Heurietta (less
speculative damages). The Henrietta
was seiged in the Behring Sea. in Septem-
ber, 1892, under the provisions of the
modus. vivendi, and therefore no claim is
allowable. But even if allowable, it
shows its “padded” character from the
fact that there is claim for an “estimated
cateh” 'in Behring Sea, when sealing was
not allowed there, and fbe season ~Wwas
over at the time of the seizure.

$542,169, and that the amount due,with
interest, is but $96,102, making an ex-
cess in the claim ove~ the
with interest, of $446 066.

Such a precedent would soon. develop
into the most bitter and violent contep-
tions between nations.” A

A corps of physi-
cians visited the workhouse this morning,
and after examining the 400 inmates-
found 12 prisoners who are believed to
be suffering from smallpox. They were
quarantined and the remainder vaccinat-
ed. This afternoon & thorough inspec-
tion of public schools was commenced.
The House of Refuge will also be visited
for smallpox victims. There are 22
smallpox patients quarantined now.
Four new cases were discovered to-day.

Found Hanged in the Granary.

Shelburne, Ont., March 8.—James Laid-
law, grain dealer of this place, commit-
ted suicide yesterday by hanging. The
body was found about 11 o'clock last
night in the granary. Financial troubles
are supposed to have been the cause.

Deceased left a letter, which comclud-
ed: “I can’t see any prospect of _ever
being able to pay my debts, and it
kills me not being able to pay 100 cents
on the dollar.

Great Frosts in England.

The 'intense frosts England has re-
cently experiencéd have called to mind
some predecessors quite as keen but not
many so prolonged. Of tourse in the
early part of the  century data were
not eo carefully kept as now, but we
have still sufficient to show that the
latter half of the century is more no-
table for its “hard” winters than. the
first period. Since 1860 we have had
a decennial recurrence of intense frosts,
but that of 1860 and the present were
decidedly the worst. The winter of
1811 sceins to be the first of the cen-
turyls *“ keen ’umns.”” The frost set in
on New Year's eve, and for twelve days
the thermometer remained below freez-
ing point continuously. Severe weather
and heavy enowlalls were experienced
all over the ecountry. Three years later
there was the greatest frost of the cen-
tury, It began on Christmas night,
1818, ‘and for' just 31 days the ther-
Jnometer’ did not @et above freezing
poiut.. The frost was accompanied with
mich fog and snowstorms, and traffic
all over England and Scotland was im-
peded for days. In the winter of
1837-38 again, the cold was most in-
tense, especially in the north, where 4
degrees Leiow zero were registerd om
January 14, In 18550 we had the ever-
memorable “Crimean winter,” when the
storm bégan on 16th January and last-
ed about six weeks. It was the most
gevere in the middle of February, and
resulted. in “bread riots” in several
places, arising from the distress amoungst
the unemployed. The winter of 1860-61
gave a month. of very severe weather
with the most intense frost om Christ-
mas eve, when the thermometer marked
5 degrees below zero, and everything
was frostbound for days. At Green-
wich on that Christmas day the mini-
mum was 8 degrees. In 1870-T1 ‘there
were several weeks of irregular cold, and
in 1874175 there was a cald snap of
short duration, when the register was
down to zero.in the North of England.
In 1880-81, as will be remembered, there
were six- weeks of partly interrupted
frost, with very low readings at Green-
wich ou the 1b6th Jaunuary, and the
Thames |frozen over at Loudon bridge.
In 1890-91 (another decade, be it noted)
there was another long unbroken frost—
over six weeks’ duration in the north
—and on January 4 the thermometer
was down to zero.: In 1892, on Febru-
ary 14, it was four degrees below zero,
after a [fortnight’s frost, but this read-
ing was eclipsed by a Friday morning’s
record recently (again after six weeks’
frost), when the register was 6 degrees
below zero, and even lower in the far
north of Scotland.

Beipg.successiul, he turned his
back on the club and coffec-house, and
became & prosperous man on the Turf.

Cannpes, March 8.—The yacht races to-
day were of a mediocre character. The
events were the final heat of the race
for the Richard Winslow Cup, yalued at
2000 francs, for yachts not exceeding .
five tons; a match race between the
Herreshoff yacht Dakotah and the French
yacht Saint Martial, owned by the
Viscomte de Rochecholart, and a race
for small raters for a« prize of £30 of- |

. fered by Lady Wolverton. !

In the final heat for the Winslow Cup |
there were two starters, the Irish yacht
Delanagh and & small yacht called the
Comtesse. There was a misunde}'-
standing in regard to the course, 1n
consequence of which the Delanagh, the
winner the first heat, sailed
over the short course and the
Comtesse over the long course.
Both claimed to have won, the Delanagh
because She came in first, and the Com-
tesse, it is claimed, because Delanagh
did not sail over the proper course.

The race for Lady Wolverton's prize
was won by Lady Wolverton’s Dousch.
The yacht Bravo was second and the Fay

ird. \ -

“When last Wednesday the Dakotah
beat the Saint Martisl, which finished
third in the race, the latter ‘made a pro-
test, claiming a foul.” Accordingly the

Prince of Wales arranged a matched
race between the two cracks, to be
sailed to-day. The prize contested for

was a_special one of 500 franes, and it

was gtipulated that the TFrench boat
should be manned by an English crew.

Philip Percival of the Sailing Commit-
tee of the British Royal Yacht Squadron
was selected to. steer her. The course
sailed over was the same as that covered
yesterday. The wind was very light and
the boats drifted slowly towards St.
Honorat. The wind freshened a little
after the boats passed that mark, but
at no time was there a good sailing
breeze. As the wind improved after
rounding the Point d’Augille mark, the
Dakotah was plainly overhauling the
French boat. The Saint Martial came
in a winner by one minute and 30 sec-
onds. The official time at the finish was
Saint Martial 2.21.08, Dakotah 2.23.03.

The race for the Challenge Cup No. 1,
valued at 8000 francs, given by James
Gordon Bennett and Ogden Goelet, which
was postponed last Monday until to-
day, was again put off until next Wed-
nesday. This was done in ogxder ‘to
give the new yacht Ailsa an opportunity
to put on a new topmast and make
necessary changes in her sails, ete. The
race is for yachts of over 20 toms. The
cup i8 now held by the Britannia, which
won it last year.

The Ailsa and the Britannia will race
to-morrow for the Prix de Monte Carlo.
The course will be from Cannes to a
mark boat outside of Isle de.St. Hon-
orat, thence to' a home boat to the east
of Point Monaco..

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WHY ANY HASTE?
The political situation at Ottawa ie
more than interesting—it is critical.

The Cabinet, it is no secret to say, is
fivided. Divided on two  things:

First, shall'we dissolve and go to the
ountry, or shall we hold another ses-
pion of Parliament?

Second, shall we grant immediate re-
medial legislation in connection with the
Manitoba school case, or at least make a
definite declaration of our intentions in
regard thereto, or shall we take the
whole matter into further consideration?

These two dividing guestions, of (1)
B session or an election, and of (2) imme-

diate relief for the minority of Manitoba, .

or delay therein, are implicated one in
the other. ; ;

The Government may decide:

1. To hold a session and grant relief;

2. To dissolve, to grant relief and
ask the people to justify them in this
course;

8. To hold a session and to thrash
the Manitoba school question out in
Parliament; \

4. To dissolve, make no direct
declaration on the Manitoba school
question  other than ;that the
Government wiil remit the judg-
ment of the Privy Council and the
recent hearing of the case at Ottawa to
the Legislature, not the Government of
Manitoba, and give that province and
that body an opportunity to remedy any,
grievance that may exist.

‘These. are four courses that are open,
and theré are still others, more or less
modifications of these.

The situation, under the circumstances,
is, as we have said, critical. There may
come & rupture.

There ought to be no forcing of the
_ Government. Let them take time. Let
them remit the guestion to Manitoba,
and then. let there be a-full
and  free discussion in  Parliar
ment, whether an election or no
election is held. That is the way which
prudepce suggests. After so much going
to and fro there is no extreme urgency
now. Parliament is a better areua to
séttle the question than in’' a Cabinet
Council ‘on the eve of an election, when
ome section of the party may seek
to force its views on .another,
and Parliament is 'S better
arena to settie it in tham the country in
the heat of an election contest. The
Jesi:¢ Estates bill was handled better
In Parliament than it would have been
jn the country. In the election that fol-
lowed it played an insignificant part.

We must be fair even to Manitoba,
whish is supposed to be the chief sinner
Jn the ces3, as well as to the iminority
jn that province. The Dominion cannot
aford-to gheck Manitoba without a dis-
pussion in Parliament. That is our point.
Bo slow in the matter of interference.
Let both parties have an opportunity o
suggesting it, of advising it, or of the
contrary. Neither should a section of
the Conservative party nor & section of
the Administration attempt to force the
balance of its members. Dissolve the
House if you like, hold a session if you
like, but go slow in other respects, says
Prudence. The Conservative party is
committed to uphold the constitution,
but the manner of doing thie is well wor-
thy of deliberation.

: THE BICYCLE INDUSTRY.

The duty paid by the bicycle manufac-
turers in Canada varies from $6 to $12
on “each high-grade machine imported.
The $5 comprises the duty when the ma-
chine is imported in, the rough, and the
labor of putting it together is done in
Canada. Twelve dollars is the duty on
a.machine complete in every respect and
ready for use. In arguing against a pro-
posal to increase the duty on bicycles
the free trade papers point out that the
protection already afforded ought to be
sufficient, as it amounts, on $100 ma-
chines, to $30, and on lower grade ma-
chines in proportion. These papers have
made the mistake of calculating the duty
on the selling price, whereas it should be
computed on the manufacturers’ price.
Between the two there is, of course, a
very great difference, as the above fig-
ures will show, The duty in its present
shape is ineffective in shutting out from
this country machines of Americaz and
English manufacture. The Americans par-
ticularly seem bent upon making Canada
a slaughter market for " their surplus
stock., This year they have apparently
set out to capture the Canadian market,
and they threaten to sell machines re-
tail in Canada at the prices for which
they are sold wholesale in their own
country. The small duty of from $5 to
§12 enables them to do this, and still
leave them a moderate profit. It s
thought by these means to demoralize
Canadian manufacturers, and to drive
them out of the business, so as to get
possession themselves of our market. It
is recognized now that the English manu-
facturers are losing their grip in Canada,
and it is quite certain that if Canada
is to be supplied by a foreign country
at all, that country will be the United
States, which are surpassing . their rivals
across the ocean in ‘this industry.
The ' Canadian - manufacturer would not
object so much to the Americans coming
over here if they allowed us to enter
their market on the same terms _as
they come into ours. The American tar-
iff on bicycles is 456 per cent.. The result
of that tariff has been that to-day there
is hardly a single bicycle imported into
the country, although it is only a few
years back since a greater part of the
business in the United States was done
from Great Britain. The protective tar-

‘iff has enabled the Americans not only

to supply their own market completely,
but it is enabling them to reach out to
other markets and to produce a machine
cheaper, than .it is made in any other
country, England not excepted. These
facts ought to convince us conclusively
that but one line of action is .open for
us to pursue. As the protective duty has
mads the United States the leading coun-
try in the bicycie industry the same poli-
cy will have a similar effect if applied
to the Dominion of Canada.

We are assured from those who are in
the business that the industry in Can-
ada would employ at least 5000 men
the year round if everyone was forced
to buy his machines from & native pro-
ducer. Not only would these med be em-
ployed, but through an effective domes-
tic competition -the machines would be
sold in Canada as cheaply as they are in
any other country. Protection is ¢ither
good or bad in theory. If it is good, the
further you carry it out the better re-
guiks will be produced. A tariff which
is neither free trade nor protective is
like luke-warm water and nauseous to
all goncerned. II we believe in protec-
tion let us give the system a fair trial.
Let us give dur manufacturers an oppor-
tunity of showing what they can do;
let pis give them the whole market, so
that they will be enabled to work econo-
mically and produce the best results for
the consumer. If we do not do this, then
let us have a Iree trade tariff straight.

A tariff of 15 per cent. would prove
more onerous to the consumer than one
of 100 per cent. In one case there would
be no escaping the low rate; in the other
case no machines would be imported, and
the domestic price would be as low as
in foreign countries. In order to give
employment to Canadian labor and at
the same time to benefit the consumer,
The World would like to see a specific
duty of $25 put on every machine im-
ported into Canada. If this were done
the people would have before them an
object lesson to prove conclusively the
benefjte of a scientific protective system.

SUNK IN THE OHID RIVER.

EIGHT LIVES LOST BY WRECK OF A
PASSENGER BOAT.

Cut in Half by Striking the Abutment of a
Bridge in a Fog—A Tug Ran Between
the Two Halves of the Wreck and Re-
scued the Passengers.-

Oincinnati, Ohio, March 8.—The hand-
some Ofneinnati and New Orleans packet
Longlellow went to the bottom of the
Ohio River this moining. She struck
the channel span of the Chesapeake
bridge and sank within three minutes.

According to the best information eight
persons were lost, but there were over
100 people on board when she struck.
The pilot in charge of the boat says the
fog was so dense when she struck that
he was unable to discern the pier in
the mist and was not aware of its pres-
ence. The steamer literally crumbled
to pieces immediately following the col-
lision and the bow of the boat sank,
while the cabin and stern floated away.
The real cause of the aceident, it is
said, was- the fact that the boat, like
the 1ll-fated steamer State of Missouri,
was so unwieldy that she became un-
manageable and the pilots were power-
less to control her, The wreck sank
quickly and three minutes later scarcely
a vestige remained.

When the Hercules Carel towed the
Longfellow down the river there was @
dense fog. . A sharp lookout was kept and
the boats moved slowly. Suddenly the
big bridge loomed up in the fog and
the boats were but a short distance
away. It was evident to all in a mo-
ment that she must strike. Quick as
a flash the ‘pilots on both boats rang
reversing bells and the big stern wheels
began a powerful backward movement.
It was too late. Steadily the big boat
bore down and with a crash she struck
the pier. The pext moment the heavy
hawsers holding the two boats parted
and the Longlellow grounded against
the heavy stone bulwarks.

The captain of the tug Carel realized
that a frightful loss of life was ahead
of him unless something was dome:
Quickly he saw that the Longleliow was
cut in half and at once decided that he
could do nothing better than to run
his boat into the yawning break and
take off the passengers, who were in
a wild state of excitement. He gave
the signal apd the prow of the tow
boat was sent into’ the break. The
next moment Captain Kirker and Mate
Howard had rushed all the passengers
they could get on the deck of the Carel.
The passengers huddled together and the
boat started up the river. On the way
a hasty inventory was taken of the
people from memory by the rescued of-
ficers. After the Carel backed away the
bow end of the hull and a small part
of the cabin settled and sank. The
stern, with the big part of the cabin
and the wheel, floated down the river.

aptain Kirker told his story. He was
up and about when the crash eame and
quickly went to work’ to get
the passengers out. He succeed-
ed ¢ in  getting all started to-
ward the forward end of the boat.
The women were like frightened cattle,
said the captain.

Mate Howard said that as the crash
came he ran up into the cabin and found
all the crew waking the passengers and
hustling them downstairs. He took a
hand and did not leave until he saw all
the women and children in sight safely
landed on the towboat. As he stepped
on he saw Captain Carter come down-
stairs. Just then there was a crash,
and the staging fell. Howard looked be-
hind him and saw that one of the deck-
hands had been caught and was a shape-
less mass. Thé next moment the forward
end of the cabin came down and it is
believed that Captain Carter and tle
barkeeper were caught there.

Barney King, the mate of the Carel,
who was present, pulled up his trousers
and displayed two bloody ghins, the
flesh and skin were pealed off in big
patches. “I got this when I saved the
woman,” said Barney. He said when
the crash came he jumped on to the Long-
fellow and helped to imnove the people on
the rescuing boat. All were saved but u
woman and two chi‘dren, whose cries he
heard but could not see them. King ran
back and found the woman, who was
wildly running about, dragging the child-
ren with her. The big mate quickly
picked up the chiidren and told the wo-
man to catch hold of his coat tail and
follow him. This she did. King started
for the Carel, and as he started to step
across the boat swung around and he
went between the wreck and the tow-
boat. Just then the boat swung back
again and King was piuioned. The
weight of the children and the woman
who were clinging desperately to him
was rapidly briugingshim down, when a
deckhand named Welsh heard his cries
and ran to his rescue.

DICKS THrRIR JONAH,

The Royal Insurance Co's Experience Wiih
the AMeged Murderer.

The Royal Insurance Company has had
a good deal of experience with A, A,
Dicks, now under arrest, charged with
wife-murder. In 1889 they paid him $200
on' a barn at 171 Bathurst-street, which
caught fire in some mysterious way. In;
the early part of August, 1898, they in-
sured his furniture at Mimico for $1000,
and three weeks later the place Wwas
burned.  Dicks told -a story similar to
that he related in connection with his
latest fire, to the effect that his wife and
children had to throw out a mattress and
jump from a window to escape the
flames. He said he was not near the
scene of the fire himself, however. He
received $900, and after it had been ‘paid
Mr. Banks, agent of the company, says
he discovered that Dicks had lied; that in
fact he was seen to go over Mimico
bridge 16 minutes before the fire and
that the wife and children bad not escap-
ed in the way described. They resolved
to have nothing more to do with Dicks,
but were surprised in Aprill, 1894, to
learn that Dicks had moved into Mr.
Barnett’s house at Balmy Beach, on
which they held a policy. It was shortly
afterwards burned,and although Dicks re-
ceived no money from the Royal on this
occasion they had to pay $900 to his
landlord. .

REXPRESS CO. MULCT IN $3000.

Manitolsa Orange Lodges and the Schools—
Murderer Speight Caught.

Winnipeg, March 8.—Martin, Mitchell
& Co., grain dealers of Winnipeg, two
months ago sent their agent at Wawa-
nesa, by Northern Pacific express, $2000.
The agent signed the receipt book, but
left the express office without the par-
cel. The expressman swore that he de-
livered it. To-day a jury gave a
verdict against the express company for
the full amount, with interest.

William Speight, who.shot Otto Hedin
yesterday, was captured by the police on
the prairie 20 miles from Winnipeg in a
blinding snowstorm. Speight was arm-
ed, but was too much exhausted to re-
sist.

Politiclans at Ottawa Surprised at The
Globe's Announcement.

Ottaws Correspondent, Montreal Star.

The Toronto Globe’s declaration
against Dominion interference with Mani-
toba caused a genuine sensation in
political circles. It is accepted as repre-
senting the feeling of Ontario Liberals,
and although there was no doubt that
the majority of Liberals of this province
privately were averse to any attempt
at remedial legislation, it was not ex-
pected here that the feeling would prove
eo strong as to force an open and un-
compromising announcement by the Eng-
lish party organ that interference with
Manitoba would not do. - The Globe’s
break is viewed by the politicians with
a curious mixture of feelings. The
Frenc_h-Cn.nadiuu Liberals are furious,
claiming that it will hurt them terribly
in Quebec, as it scems a straight declar-
ation that Mr. Laurier, if he were to
gain power, would not be permitted by
Ontario Liberals to do anything in the
school case. | The French Liberals say
wrathily that the party’s usual ill-luck
pursues it, that something always turns
of power from their lips, and that The
Globe usnally does the mischief. On the
other hand, the English Liberals claim
up at the last moment to dash the cup
to think that The Globe’s declaration
ensures their| sweeping Ontario unless
the Conservatives come out boldly on
the same side, and they think that if
they sweep  Ontario Mr. Laurier will
hoid enough /in Quebec to make things
all right. [The Counservatives are in-
clined to eay as little as possible yet.
There was little doubt that the Govern-
ment was coming to the view that the
terms of the Privy Council’s latest judg-
ments were such as to render almost in-
evitable an finterference of some kind.
Moreover, the Government thought this
a pretty saie course, believing that Mr.
Laurier, for Quebec’s sake, could not
but take a similar view, and that the
Ontario Liberals would not dare to
force Laurier’s hand. Now that the
Ontario wing of the Opposition have
actually dong so, the Conservative lead-
ers are at seéa again, and, it is evident,
from remarks dropped here by some who
kuow the party ideas pretty well, that
they cannot as yet make up their minds
how to take! the new situation.

PROJECTED MAMMOTH HOTEL:

Drawn for a Sevem-Story Stvueture
to Be Erccted at Yelllngion-.
York-streeta. !

Elaborate plans for a magnificent
$500,000 hotel have been prepared by
Architect Jarvis, in accordance with the
wishes of Mr. 8, ¥. McKinnon, who will,
no doubt, have the building erected, pro-
viding that be can interest other capi-
talists in the venture.

It is proposed to build the hotel on
the northeast corner of Wellington and
York-streets, on property owned by Mr.

Modern Heroines at Least arve Much
Longer Lived Than Jane
Austen's Were.

Is the human race becoming longer-
lived, despite the fret and fever of
modern civilization ? It is an interest-
ing question, and it may very probably
be answered some day by science in the
affirmative. The longevity of profes-
sional men is now generally considered
to be greater than that of farmers and
ntechanics. In other words, intellectual
activity, although in man Tespects more
exhausting than physical, has in the
main a salutary effect upon the human
frame. It may be the nerves rather than
the muscles upon which we mainly de-
pend, after all. It is a commonplace
nf ohservation that the big, hearty men
are constantly dropping out . of the
world, while those of far more .fragile
organizations, apparently, live on to a
ripe old age.

As to the increasing Jongevity of the
race generally, there is no little inci-
dental testimony on this head to be
gathered from various sources. Some
of the early heroes and heroines of ro-
mance are old before they reach what
we should call middle life. And at the
beginning of our own century Jane
Austen, whose testimony is always un-
impeachable, speaks of the healthy and
contented woman of 40 as‘having a good
prospect of twenty years of life yet.
Twenty years ! What woman of to-day,
asks The Providence Journal, thinks of
herself as falling into decrepitude &t
sixty ? Elsewhere in Miss Austen's
peges we run across people who are old
with the passage of half a century of
life. But now we have Gladstones at
eighty and over, and think nothing
of it.

The ball season will soon be over, but
the debutante’s heart has been gladden-
ed by the numerous opportunities she
has had of indulging in that most de-
lightful of all exercises, dancing. The
young girl's first public ball is, how-
ever, a very trying ordeal in various
ways. If she is pretty and has many
friends among the patronesses, she may
possibly have as good a time .as she
fondly anticipates. A great deal, of
course, depends upon how she is re-
ceived, but quite as much depends upon
herself. There are two or three large
pballs in New York to which it is con-~
gidered quite the correct thing to be in-
vited, but which are exceedingly stift
and formal functions, particularly to
the inexperienced. Society manners are
not good, as a rule. The devotee of so-
ciety is usually a very much over-in-
dulged person, who has been accustom-
ed to having everything done for her,
and whose training has led her to think
very little of any one but herself.
Selfishness is the key-note of the
fashionable world, and the consequent
result is not agreeable to the novitiate.
Presumably she goes to the ball with
her mother ; she is doubtless received at
the entrance to the room by the pat-
ronesses, and then she is left, either to
sit by her mother’s side all the evening
if she happens to have a limited ac-
quaintance, or to enjoy herself hugely if
she chances to know a number of per-
sons present.

No effort is made by the patronesses
to see that she amused. They consider
their duty done, and well done, when
they have shaken hands with her on her
entrance. W€ have no iron-bound rules
In this new country regarding little mat-
ters of etiquette, and so it all depends
upon ourselves as to whether our e?er-
tainment is a success or not. {

In Germany a hostess is relieved of re-
sposibility and care by the custom which
prevails there, which is for the gentle-
men at balls or receptions to ask to be
presented to the ladies whom they do
not know, so that they may do their
share of the entertaining. This they
consider part of their social duty, and
they look about carefully to see if there
is any Jady present who is disengaged,
or apparently is a stranger and alone,

in God and leads 10 }go that they can do their part towards

making the evening pleasant for her.
Young girls also ask to be presented to
the older ladies, and try to make them-
selves agreeable to them.

This latter fashion strikes the aver-
age American as being very strange, for
here youth is seldom regardful of old
age ; it is invariably the elders who look
out for the younger members of society.
That these fashionable balls are stiff
is acknowledged even by those who reg-
ularly “attend them ; and yet no one
seems to have the ‘courage to endeavor
to make them less so. It is often re-
marked by women that they dread this
ordeal for their daughters, knowing as
they do how little heart there is in it
all, and what a cold, critical spirit per-
vades the entire assembly.—Harper's
Bazar.
