Scarcely any person knows how
much money he can do without till
he sits down and counts it, and fig-
ures out how much he needs.

Canadians who think upon these
things are aware that they owea
great debt to the men who are giving
their lives to save Canada from such
possibilities.  And they owe a great
deb to these men’s dependents, little
children, wives, old mothers, who
bave sent theéir sons, saying sadly,
“We don’t want to lose you, but we
think you ought to go.”

Horses, Cattle, Sheep or Swine for
Breeding Purposes

Owing to the heéavy drain upon the
live stock of the ‘wvarious warring
countries of Europe, they have been
forced to go abroad for supplies.
The longer the war lasts the greater
will be this demand. Moreover,
when peace is restored, these coun-
tries will require large numbers of
the various classes of animals to re-
plenish their studs, herds and flocks,
It should be borne in mind, however,
that the buyers, who come to this
country after the war, will require
better animals than have been bought
during war time, as they will be used
largely for breeding purposes.
With this end in view, the best of
the females and particularly the
young stock should be kept for breed-
ing purposes. Breeders should not
fail to raise all the livestock possible
at this time, in order that the coun-
try may be able to supply a large
number of the animals that are
certain to be needed by the warring
countries. At present, however,
thers is an. unequal distribution of
live stock in the country. In certain
sections there is a heavy surplus,
with a corresponding scarcity in
other parts. During the past year
hundreds of young cattle from our
Prairie Provinces have gone to the
United States as stockers and feeders.
These should have been kept at home,
particularly the females. Sections
of the West are reported as being in
need of good draft horses, particular-
ly draft mares; while, in sections of
Ontario, there is an over supply of
this particular class.
In order to remedy these' con-
ditions the Minister of Agriculture,
through the Live Stock Branch,
has decided to grant liberal aid to
breeders who wish to secure good
breeding stock. The conditions
under which aid will be given are as
follows:
In the event of a numder of farm-
ers in any district of Canada wishing
to co-operate for the purchase of
breeding stock in carload lots from
some distant section of the country,
the Department will pay the travel-
ling expenses of their duly appointed
representative during the time re-
quired to effect the purchase and
transport the shipment to its destin-
ation.
Should it be desired, the Live
Stock Commissioner will nominate
a suitable person who will be direct-
ed to accompany this representative
and assist him as far as possible in
buying and shipping the animals.
Persons wishing to take advantage
of this offer should make full arrange-
ments with the Live Stock Commis-
sioner as to place and time of pur-
chase before sending out their rep-
resentative.

Her usual industries
have been restricted or killed, and
her commerce is vexed by the British,
while her trade with Germany must
be most carefully regulated in order
not to call down the wrath of the
allies. That sgme Hellanders have
made fortunes by mere or less irreg-
ular trading with Germany is true,
but for the great mass of the people
the whr has been a terrible affliction.
Among the many other expenses that
that it has entailed upon citizens and
government is the support of Belgian
refugees. thousands of whom still re-
main as non-paying guests. Many
of these have found shelter in Dutch
homes, while others are cared for by
the government. Holland has proved
herself a good neighbor to Belgium,
but has no intention of inviting Bel-
gium's fate through any unneutral
attitude.

Schools Aid Belgians

As a work in complete accord with
other religious movements several of
the churches of Montreal and sub-
urbs have set aside one or two Sun-
days in their Sunday Schools dévot-
ed to Belgium. Few greater object
lessens in history have ever been en-
acted than that in which Belgium
was the principal figure during the
early days of the war and it is particu-
larly fitting, thinks the clergy, that
Canada as a part of the Empire
saved by the noble stand of the Bel-
gians should recognize that lesson.

A search of the Bible provides
many scriptural text applicable to the
occasion and in addition to the moral
and religious end the attendants of
the school are given an opportunity
to lend material aid to the millions
in Belgium, now on the verge of
starvation.

Several contributions of consider-
able size to be devoted to sehding
Canadian wheat to the Belgians have
been raised by Sunday School collect-
ions. These will be turned over to
the Belgian Relief Committee, 59 St.
Peter street, Montreal, as the cnly
avenue through which food to relieve
the destitution can be sent and be
agsured of safe delivery and freedom
from siezure by the Germans.

The Sunday school movement is
likely to be taken up throughout Can-
ada,—St. Thomas Journal.

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The Ontario Highways Act

The formal proclamation bringing
the Ontario Highways Act into
force, which has been expected sinece
the recent change in policy regarding
auto license fees was made, appeared
in the Ontario Gazette on Monday.

While the Highways Act does not
increase the grant to county systems
from a thirty to forty per cent—that
having been effected by the amend-
ment to the old Highways Improve-
ment Act—the proclamaticn removes
any doubt that there may have been
of the Government holding back the
increase. The new Act, however,
provides for a twenty per cent grant
to maintenance of roads by permitt-
ing maintenance expenditure to be
included in the general statement of
county road expenditure made an-
nually to the Government.

While no direct provision is made
for grants toward township road con-
struction, the Government will en-
courage the township end of the On:
tario highways system by paying to

| any township which appoints a road

overseer or foreman twenty-five per
cent. of the salary paid, the grant
not to exceed $150.

Thé provisions for the construction
of main or suburban roads by co-
operative action between municipal-
ities are generally well known, hav-
ing been discussed more than any
other feature when the Act was be-
fore the House. = These provisions
provide for construction and oper-
ation by a representative board with
a Government grant for forty per
ce.rit., but not exceeding $4000 per
mile,

No Conscriptien For Canada

It is a decidedly refreshing an-
nouncement that comes from Ottawa ‘
in the'shape of a joint declaration
by the leaders of the two great par-
ties that there will be no conscription
in Canada. In certain quarters there
has been more or less uneasiness
along this line and the statements
of the premier and the leader of the

lopposition should - set this at rest.

The Dominion has undertaken to
raise half a million men for overseas
service. Close to a quarter of a mil-
lion have already been sent abroad
or are training in this country. The
recent decision of the government to
double the number authorized has
been met with] enthusiasm every-
where. Canada realizes her respon-
sibility in the present war and she is
rising to meet the duties that are
assigned to her. The soldiers sent
forth from these shores have no
superiors in this world. They have
acquitted themselves with the utmost
credit on the blood-stained fields of
{ Europe and the empire has rung
with praises of their bravery, skill
and devotion to the cause. Some of
the best blood of the Dominion has
been spilled in the cause of liberty
and justice but Canadians have not
complained. Their sorrow is soften-
ed by pride in the achievements of
their glorious sons.

A few persons in Canada have ad-
vocated conscription. In practically

They Remind One Very Much of
the Snakes In Ireland.

BECAUSE THERE ARE NONE.

\
What Apologies There Are For Them
Are a Great Deal Like the Bed of a
Stone Quarry—The Torture That
Goes With a Trip In a Peking Cart.

Describing the roads, or, rather, the
lack of roads, in China and the tor-
ture that is undergone by the tourist
who, used to the luxurious modes of
travel we may employ, trusts himself
to the uncertain joys of a trip in a
Peking chair, a writer in the Wide
‘World Magazine says:

“Now, a Peking cart is a very vener-
able mode of progresssion. YWhen our
ancestors were lightly dressed in woad
and had no conception of any wheeled
vehicle the Chinese lady was paying
her calls in the back of a Peking cart,
the seat of honor under the tilt, well
out of sight of the passers by. while
her servant sat in front, the place of
comfort, if such a word can be applied
to anything pertaining to a’ Peking
cart:

“In spite of its long and aristocratic
record if there is any mode of progres
sion more wearying and uncomforta-
ble I have not met it. It is simply a
springless: board set on a couple of
wheels with a wagon tilt of blue cotton
over it and a place for heavy lugghge
behind. The Chinaman sits on the |
floor and does not seem to mind. but |
the ordinary westerner, like myself,
packs his bedding and all the cushions
he can beg or borrow around him and-
then resigns himself to his fate.

“The Peking cart has one advantage.
people will ‘tell you—it has nothing to
break in it. But there are moments
when it wguld be a mighty relief if
something did break, for if.the wood-
work holds together as it tosses you
from side to side yol yourself are one
sore, bruised mass: No; I cannot rec-
ommend a Peking cart, even on the
smoothest road. g

“And the roads “in China are not
smooth., We all know the description
of the snakes in Ireland. ‘There are
nene,” and much the same might ve
said about the roads in China. Tlfere
are, so called roads, certainly, upon
which. tlie people move about, but I
have seldom met one that' was any
better than the surrounding country.
and very, very often on this journey
1 met roads where it was ease and lux-
ury to move off them on to the neigh-
boring plowed field.

“The recipe for a road there in the
north secms to be: Take a piece of the
country that is really too bad to plow
or to use for any agricultural purpose
whatever, that a mountain torrent, in
fact, has given up as too much for the
water, upset a stone wall over it—a
stone wall with good, large stones in
it—take care they never for a mo-
ment lie evenly, and you have your
road.

“Leaving - Peking for the eastern
tombs, you go for the first two or
three hours along a paved way of mag-
pificent porportions planned and laid
out as a highway should be. The great
stones with which it is paved were
\ probably put there by slave labor, bow
many bundred years ago 1 do not ‘
know, but the blocks are uneven now,
some of them are gone altogether, l
though how a huge block of stone
could possibly disappear passes my un-
derstanding, and whenever the carter
could he took the cart down beside
the road. where at least the dust made
a cushion for the nail studded wheels,
and the jarring and the jolting were
pot quite so terrible.

“It takes as long to get beyond the
environs of Peking in a cart as it does
to get out of London in a motorcar.
First we passed through the Bahylon-
ish gate, and the great walls were be-
hind us; then, outside the city, all look-
ing dusty, dirty and khaki colored in
the brilliant sunshine, were numerous
small houses, and the wayside was
lined with booths on which were
things for sale.

“Along the roadway came an endless
array of people, clad for the most part
in blue cotton—men walking. men with
loads slung from a bamboo across
their shoulders, donkeys laden with
paskets or sacks-of grain, with fat Chi-
nese on their backs. There were Peking
carts, there were mules, there were
ponies, and this busy throng is almost
the same as it was a couple of thou-
sand years ago.

“But it was a long, long while be-
fore I could feel I was really in the
country. 'There was the khaki colored
land, there were the khaki colored
bhouses, built of mud apparently, with
graceful tiled roofs, and blue clad peo-
ple everywhere and everywhere at
work.

“Always the fields were most bean-
tifully tilled. Theére were no fences.

INDIAN SUMMER.

The Term May Have Had Its Origin In
the Far East.

The origin of the term “Indian sum-
mer,” like that of the word ‘blizzard,”
‘has been the subject of much research.
It has been traced back only as far as
the latter part of the eighteenth cen-
tury, and it did not become common
until after the first decade of the nine-
teenth.

Many explanations of the name have
been offered, all of which assume that
the term “Indian” used in this connec-
tion refers to the American Indians,

A recent note in the Monthly Weath-
er Review calls attention to a totally
different use of this term, in which the
reference is not to the American In-
dians, but to East India.

Under the British board of trade reg-
ulations one of the load lines marked
on ships bears the initials “I. 8,,” this
being the maximum depth to which
vessels can be loaded for voyages dur-
ing the “Indian summer’—i. e., the fine
season in the Indian seas.

How long has the term “Indian sum-
mer” been used in this sense? It is
not recorded in any dictionary nor ap-
parently in any work on meteorology.
Is it possible that our autumnal In-
dian summer was so named by sailors
or travelers who saw in it a resem-
