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ILLUSTRATED INTERVIEW.,

HIS LORDSHIP, BISHOP BOND.

S‘Il()l‘l,ll he he spaved, the venerable Bishop Boud will, on
v June 21 next, celebrate the 6Oth umiversary ol his
entrance upon the ministerial work of the Churel of England.
"Tis but a couple of weeks sinee s Lovdship entered upon

his S3th year Ihs wondertul sizor, both physical and
mentil, s a0 matter not only for congratulation but tor
marvel as wol), sinee s fong e has been filled with strenuous
effort in hehalf of the Chareh, and he has never heen known

to spare himselt where the mterests of the cause so dear o
hine were at stake

Dr. Bond, howeser, was bornm a part of England thae is
noted for the strength and cadwance of its people. Cornwall
and Devon have turned ont maay men of large mold—nen
who have sustamad the burden of Bife long ana valiantly., 1t
was to the tiest oo d of these counties that the Bishop's
forebears belonged  Aer attending school i Truro and
Loudon the tuture predite crossed the Athaatic and settded in
Newloundland, where b tollowad seenlar pursuits for atime,
But his uatural heat was towands things spirttaal, and he
praceeded ta Queliee, to stady theatogy, and was admitted to
the priesthood by the Lite Bishop Mountain,

In the course ot his Jong career, Bishop Bond has been
throwgeh whimost evey bind ot experience that chureh work in
aonew country attonds For two yeurs he was o traveling
missionary and a0 founder of Protestant schools. His fi
wenmbeney was that of Lachine, where he vemained for six
vears  He was thay clled to Sto George's, Montreal, as
assistant to the date e Leach, and for 30 years, without
nterrupiion, was connected with that pavish—=being vector
from 1860 ull s clevation to i Episcopate, Thivgy-cight
vears after his ordination he was celeeted Bishop of Montreal,
after having  passed thiongh the offices of Rural Dean of
Hochelaga, Canon. Archdeacon of Hocheligga, and Dean of
Montreal. Ater his clection he withdrew his claim to the

primaey of Canada, which had previously gone with the
Bishopric of Moutreal, and the late Dro Medley, Bishop of
Fredericton, as the earliest aceupant of the episcopal henceh,
heeame metropolitan,

Au intervesting chapter of Rishop Bond's life is that having
to do with his chaplainey of the Prince of Wales' regiment, fle
went to the front with his corps during the Fepian Raids of
1866 and 1870, The Bishop has always heen aoman amongst
men, and his sturdy masculinity, combined with his deep
spivituality, has given him a power and influence which all
clergymen do not possess. e was one of the oviginators of
the Citizen's League in ISSK, and has lent his support to every
movement for honest government, hoth politically and in muni-
pad matters. The story of prayers having been offered for him
in all the churches of Moutreal, including Roman Catholie
places of worship, when hie was dangerously illin 1893, is well
kuown, and spe cloquently of the great respeet which his
character and carcer have won.

D, Bond has identitied himselt prominently with education
and public charities.  Many important oflices in conneetion
with thecolleges and philanthropic institwtions of the Provinee
of Quebee have heen ably filled by him from time to time. Tu
INGH, in testimony of his worth, Bishop's College, Lennoxville,
conferred on him the honorary degree of NLAL and in 1870
MeGill University honored hin with that of LL.I.

The Hishop's ability as a preacher is too well known to
demand comment.  His commanding presence and henevolent
face may be said, without exaggeration, to hie i not unimpor-
tant part of the moral and intellectual environment of those
wha are broughn into frequent contact with him.

told me the other day that while it was not intended for
the poor, provision would be made, by competitive examina-
tions of some sort, for assisting girls who show themselves to
he unmistakably fitted for the benefits of the higher education.
The Principal thinks thecompetitive system much preferable to
that of patronage or nowmination, which obtains in some

colleges in the awarding of aid to students.  There is no doubt
that many a so-called “educated ™ man or woman would be a
happier and more useful member of society following the
plowgh or doing the family cooking.  The curse of patronage
is that often it does not distinguish the fit from the unfit, and
s0 lets the wite run to waste while it fumbles at the hunghole
with a piug of the wrong shape.  Competition affords a safe-
guard against the promotion of incompetencey.  In regard to
the estimated average cost of edueating a girl at the Royal
Victorin, the Principal of MceGill helieves that it will not he
found excessive in comparison with the cost at other colleges
affording similar accommodation, equipment and courses of
study.

lN many ways Euglish law is a good deal like comic opera.

W. 8. Gilberg discovered that long ago.  The decision in the
case hetween The London Fimes and John Lane, the English
publisher, offers the latest illustration.  John Lane wanted to
hring out a collection of Lord Roschery's addresses and
specches, Lord Rosehery veferred him to the files of the news.
papers. The Times reports were the most serviceable. But
when the book appeared, the legal representative of The Times
remarked: “You have no vight (o use these speeches, As they
appeared in our paper. which is copyrighted, they helong to
us.” And the courts hacked him up, and declared in effect that
Lord Rosehery had no right to his own speeches. Itis only a
technical matter, to be sure, and it has given John Lane an
extensive and gratuitous advertisement: hut it establishes a
a bothersome point. In the end it will hart the newspapers
wmore than the speechmakers. Statesmen and other orators,
with au eyv on the reading publie, will be chary of letting their
utterances get in the papers. To meet the difhenlty, the
Euglish copyright law will probably be changed, giving the
papers ownership of their reports for a brief time only. Mean.
while, John Lane goes on publishing the baok in this country.
