This & in
line with his endeavor to bring about
higher rates for anthracite coal and
it is said that he has working with
him all the large interestt in the
authracite coal business.

Mr. Keene takes an extremely bull-
ish stand he estimates that during
the three years ending June 30th,
1898 our « xcess of exports over im-
ports amounts to nearly $967,000,000
and he expects that during the four
years which will end June 30th 1899,
the excess will be no less than $1,500,-

BRADSTREETS ¢ EAST OF THE
ROCKIES” ESTIMATE IS A
BULLISH fFEATURE—EXPORTS
A LITTLE SHOKT OF LAST
WEEK—ANY DECLINE WOULD
CAUSE LARGE DEMAND—CORN
POSITION VERY STRUNG.

Chicago, Dec. 8.

The Beerbohm estimate of the
world’s wheat crop at 2,800 mil-
lions of bushels is perhaps the
most bearish development in the
sitnation of late and exceeds for-
mer estimates of any of the Euro-
pean statisticians by at least 150
millions and throws all former crops
way in the shade. The United Staves
has raised an enormous crop but
where it has gone is not apparent.
Ninety-seven million bushels are ac-
counted for in the exports since July
1st, but with the alleged 600 millions
remaining in the country, the visible
supply shows barely 24 millions. The
amount on passage to Europe isin-
creasing, the weekly shipments from
exporting countries run over esti-
mated requirements, and these quiet
any anxiety abroad due to small
stocks. America, however,is almost
doing it all. Russian and Danubian
For
twenty weeks the former amounts to
about 35 million bushels against 60
for the corresponding period a year
ago and 52 millions in 1896 ; the latter
8,300,000 bushels against 33 million
in 1896. Traders have turned bearish
and sentiment favors a further de-
cline. The price sags slowly and a
short interest is in the May option
that should afford some stability on
declines or cause a sharp rally with
the first sign of bull news and recover
in a day the decline of a week.
