-To conmemorate the hundredth anniversary of the pur-
chase of Louisiana, it la proposed ta hold a fair in St. Louis, Mo.,
In 1903. Provided all of the 17 states included l the purchase,
join the movement, a ineritorlous exhibit. should result.

-Tum competing ines of steamships sailing between New
York and Australian ports, which for some months past have
been engaging l a war of extermination-rates getting as low
as ls a ton-have decided ta modify their campaign and wili
sail alternately.

-Timt Maryland Steel Co. last week closed contracts with
Australia for 30,000 tons of steel rails. This with a 75,000 ton
order already in hand for Russia, makes 105,000 tous ln alght to
be shipped abroad. Twenty ships will be required to carry the
rails.

-PITTsnuito iron, tashioned into an oak lent wreath, coated
withl oxidized silver, and at the base an &merican eagie, in
bronze, will be oun its way ta Bismarck'a tomb at Friedrichoruhe
in a few daya. The Inscription, which is in German, reads :-
"German Anericans of the City of Iron to the Iron Chancellor."

'-CoRuoÀ'ri steel sheets such as are commonly used for
roolIng purposes are to be used in partitioning off compartments
In the new U.S. cruiser " Wisconsin" recently launched at San
Francisco. Their practicability as a fire proof, rigid and durable
material has satisfled the Navy Dept.

-Tia Quebec "Clironicie" contends once more that the St.
Lawrence is navigable to that city all the year round. There
wili be more credence given to the assertion, when the " Gas.
pesia" gets l ta Paspebiac and gets ont again. Pending this,
prophesying ls ia the vernacular "bad business."

-AN attempt Is beiug made ta prohibit the sale of patent
medicines lu Quebec. A similar movement was begun here
some two years ago. Retail grocers and.departnent stores who
are the chief purveyors of such goods outside-of certllicated
druggists, proved too strong for the unreasonable demand to
gain favor with the provincial government.

-THE 1898 annual report of the Montreal General Hospital la
just ta hand. Tie total income was $77,070, o f which $11,918
was received from patients, and $22,710 from public subscriptions,
There were 2,459 patients adnmitted during the year, and 2,260
discharged. There were 36,857 cases treated in the out-door, or
" consultation" department. The General Hospital is eminently
entitled to public sympathy and liberal support.

-AONGST Our numerous American exchanges the "Daily
Inter-Ocean" of Chicago takes an honoured place. It has stood
for 26 years the leading Republican newspaper of western Am.
erica. It claims to be, " absolutely fearless in telling the
truth, and in its news not being influenced by editorial opinion."
It is certainly conducted with such conspicuous ability as ta be
representative of the highest type of Ainerlcan journalism.

-THEt drawback ta having business relations with Cuba under
its uewlrgire¯of commercial activity, is about to vanish, a
leading ainancial agency having expressel its intention of
"covering" the island. Saob au agen>c will be much required,
due to the influx of foreigners who are going ta establisi busi.
ness In the Island. It must be remembered -that Britisi and
German marchants and manufacturers are making preparations
to invade the fdeld equally as extensively as the American.

-MR. W. S. HoDoaNs, manager in this city-of the Imperial
Life Assurance Co., who-has just returned from a few days'
visit to headquarters in Toronto, informs us that the Company
wrote over $3,000,000 during the year, the figure to which they
limited themselves at the start. An unsolicited application for
$50,000 of life insurance was teondered to General Manager Mr.
F. G. Cox, and accepted by him, the day Mr. Hodgins left on bis
retiru to Montreal.

important decision and by its terme any manufacturing phar.
.macist can put out hie own brand of " Pitcher's Castoria" if lie
chooses. The court, however, held that the manufacturer of an
imitation remedy must not imitate the label used.

-THE Broom Manufacturera' Association of the United States
have advanced the price of brooms 25 cents a dozen, and, ad-
ditional advances are possible within the next few weeks. A
serions shortage ln broom corn is given as the reason for the ad-
vance. It le stated that the low prices have caused farmers to

almost cease growing broom corn and the crop this year le fully
50 per cent short ln consequence. Ordinarlly this lead ýof Am-
erican manufacturera would be followed liere. but want of unani-
mity among Canadian makers prohibits any probabllity of an
increase in the price of brooms ln the near future.

-THE use of fuel gas in England by the penny-in-tlie.slot aystern
is reaching remarkable proportions, It le stated that one company
alone collects a million pennies a week, furnishing about 25
cubic feet of gas for each penny, or 78 cents per thousand enuio
feet. One company has 90,000 automatie matera lu use, supply-
ing 72,000 stoves, -and yielding nearly $450,000 a year. Another
company has 72,500 automatic maters ln use, supplying 57,000
stoves, and yielding $850,000 a year. The quantity of gas sold
for two cents varies from 15 to 36 cubie feet.

-No seizures were made by the Canadien fisheries protection
cruisers down on the Atlantic coast this season. This leniency
of the authorities it transpires wa not¯owing to the absence of
infractions, but was prompted by quite another motive. It was
considered inadvisable, pending the deliberations of the inter-
national commission, to prosecute a too rigorous enforcement of
our rights and ;the croisers contented themselves with a patrol
calculated to obviate the commission of any large abuses. It
remains to be seen whether Vhis Indulgent attitude will profit
anything.

-TE following anonymous dissertation will le interesting to
those commercial travellers who according to custom are spend-
ing Christmas week at headquarters:-"Tlhe salesman, when ho
gets into the office, is an iridescent nuisance and a demoralizing
influence, and that he enjoys the commotion that hie advent
creates there is'little room for doubt. It ls then that lie lias his
innings, and the manIwho has written him peppery things un-

justly-and to the salesmen every peppery thing le unjust-is

made to eat crow. From tLhetime he enters and slams the office

door behind him until lie emerges flushed with victory lie is the
ruler of circumstances and the arbiter of destiny in hie, own
particular orbit.

-GALr IOrchants are proof against the blandishments of the

trading stamp scheme, and will not countenance its introduction.
They, like others, se no great advantage ln giving up 5 per
tent of their sales, for whiclh they practically receive nothing in
retura. The company that le trying to persuade the rotait mer-
chants li Ontario towns ta take up the plan is not meeting with
encouraging results, and little wonder this is so, since the trading
stamp as a factor to increase trade bas been discredited wlere-
ever it lias been tried, the scheme, rn areover, bas nowadays not
even the novelty of newness to conmnd it. When It is not a
fake it la a fraud.

-TrE Christinas number of the " Farmers' Advocate" is illus-
trated by well executed pictures of a large number of faris ln
the various provinces, showing the homestead, barns and groupe
of cattle and horses. Some of these ln the old country would be
considored the homes of gentlemen farmers. Such handsome
residences would adorn any of our cities, and the cattle depioted
appear like groupe of the finer specimens shown at Agricultural
Fairs. Were these views exhibited in Great Britain, they would
be a revolation te the agriculturists, especially of the farming
capacities and enterprises of Canada.

-A NOVCL experiment is being tried by an iron company whose
mining range ie on Lake Superior. The company owns upwards
of 50,000 acres of land in the district. Only a few thousand
acres is mineralized, and the balance, wlen cleared of its pine
for lumbor, and its other woods for fuel, le practically worthless.
Tie company has therefore started sleep raising on a large
sosie. If the experiuUt.proves successful, others will doubt-
less follow as there are millions of acres of similar land in that
region which ,,.uld be utilized li the production of wool and
imiutton.

Country Gentleman" answers Sir William Crookes at exhaustive
length relative te his addrees before the British Science Assoeia-
tion ln which the latter predicted a great wheat famine. Afrpr
approximating, calculating and estimating in the manner of
statisticians, the whole proving that Sir William's figures are
unreliable, and touching upon the effects of sucli shortage fore-
casts In raising prices for the wheat grower, Mr. Dodge in.
sinuatingly concludes. "It le bard to convince people, scientiste
as well as plain people, that honesty i the best policy and truth
in statistices cannot safely be departed from. The practice of
stock exchanges as well as that of bucket shops to secure a tei-
porary advantage can never aid the cause of science or of rural
economy."

-THE January, 1899, number of the " Journal of the Canadian
Bankers' Association" publishes in full the proceedings of the
last annual meeting, with Preildent Wilkie's valuable address.
Prof. Shortt continues hie hietory of " Canadian currency unier
Frenci rule." Mr, Lash,Q.C.,the CounBel -of the Association,
contributes an exhaustive paper on "Crossed Cheques," ta which
we shall refer le à later issue. Mr. R W. Crompton, of the
Canadian Bank of Commerce, won the lt prize of the Associa-
tion for an essay on, "Applications ta bankers for lines of
credit ," which is publieed in full in the Jany. issue of the
Journal. Mr. C. M. Wrenshall of the Merchants' Bank of
Canada, won the lt prize in the Junior Competition, for a paper
on," Banking as a profession," this also appears in full. The
Journal contains aise legal decisions, a few of which are of much
Interest to bankers.

-AN interesting item le to hand frot an English source, which
throws some light upon the successful competition of continental
firms with British made goods. The item refers to Belgian cut
tacks. A Birmingham firm seeks to put buyers on their guard
with regard to an important point. It le that although the Bel-
gian articles are much less in price, the number and therefore
the quantity supplied in a given weight le much less than
attaches to Birmingham goods. For example, the price of Eng-
lisi tacks, of assorted sizes, to-day for the Indian market is 16s
ld pur cwt., while the Belgian price le 149 Od. But while the
Engllsh makers supply about 950 to the thousand, the Belgian
makers only give about 700, and while an English pound's
weight of M-Inch tacks will number about 2,000, the imported
goods. thougli professing to be the samte, will number nearly
400 or 500 less than this. Clearly all that glitters ls not gold in
ibis, as in other matters.

The pack of cannedlobsters shipped from Halifax this season
anounts to 133,970 cases, which la some ten thousand cases ]eas
than-last.year. Lobsters brought higher prices this year than
ever before, averaging about $10.50 per case of forty tight cans.
Two years ago the shipments of canned lobsters from Halifax
was 65,598 cases. During the past twenty-three years, for which
figures have been kept, lobster shipments fronm Halifax have ag-
gregated in vaine $23,890,000.

The total pack of salmon for 1898 is estitnated at 2,484,000 cases
against 8,121,117 cases 1897, made up as follows :-British Colun-
bia, 486,500, divided as follows : 205,000 Fraser River, 286,300
Northern Rivers and42,200 Cohoes. Americean rivers yielded :
Columbia River-Spring 383,530; faîl, 115,090 cases. Sacramento
River-Spring, 8,906; fall, 1,549. Oregon rivers-Fall, 76,6C0
cases, Puget Sound-SprIng, 272,400; fail, 152,600. Alaska,
900,365.

Advices from Cuba show that much activity prevails every
where in the sugar plantations but that sugar making la not
likely to become general until the middle of January or probably
later. Estimates of the crop must for some tlime remain un-
reliable, but 400,000 tons la now generally regarded as a near
figure.

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THE COLLECTION OF SUCCESSION DUTIES.
- We have the most reliable authority for stating that
this Province is losing a considerable revenue, which is
available every year by the non-collection of succession
duties. Not only so but the title to all kinds of pro-
perty to which the heirs, of any class, of the late owner
succeed is liable to disturbance owing to those duties
not being paid prior to their transfer by will, or other.
wise.

The Act under which in the Province of Quebec suc-
cession duties are levied is, 55 6 Vic. o. 17, 1892, as
amended by 57 Vie., c. 16, Quebec, 1894. This Act
reads as follows

"All transmissions, owing to deatli, of the property
in, usufruct or enjoy ment, ioveable and imnioveable,
property in the province, shall be liable to the follow-
ing taxeq, calculated upon the value of the property
transmitted, after deducting debts and charges existing
at the time of death."

Then follows a schedule of the duties upon estates
according to the relationship between the deceased and
the person succeeding to bis or her property, wbich
ranges in the direct line from j per cent on amounts
from $3,000 to $5,000, up to 3 per cent when the estate
lef t exceeds $200,000. In the collateral line the duty
ranges from 3 per cent to 8 per- cent, and in case the
succession devolves to a stranger the duty 10 per
cent.

-The Act is very loosely drawn, as in the section of
the duties sciedule referring to those in the direct
line; the duty is graded according to the amount of
the estate devised, or succeeded to, while in the section
referring to the collateral line there is no reference to
the amount upon which the duty is leviable. The
strict interpretation of the Act requires that al] pro-
perty over $3,003 devolving to a relative in the collateral
line is liable to a duty of from 3 to 8 per cent accord-
ing to the closeness of the relationship subsisting be-
tween the late owner and the person who succeeds to
his, or to her estate.

Clause 1191 d. requires every heir, legatee, execuior,
trustee, and administrator, or notary before whom a
will has been executed, to forward a copy of such will
to the collector of provincial revenue within one month
after the testator's death, and other details must be
sent within three months. This clause is very clumsily
expressed as it requires every such heir &c. to send a
copy of the will &c to the official nanmed, which is
soiewhat absurd. Provision is made for extending
the time for gving such information. The official is
required to. inforn the declarant of the amo4nn Of suc-
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cession duty due from him, or lier in one month after
the notice is sent, and lie is empowered to sue for the
recovery of the duty if not paid within. the time fixed.

Clause 5, ii section. 1191 d. is one of grave impor-
tance not only to those who succeed to any property,
but to persons buying it, and to bankers and officers of
all joint stock companies whose shares were owned by
the deceased. This clause reads : .

" No transfpr of the properties of any estate or suc-
cession shall be valid, nor shall any title rest in any
person, if the taxes payable under this section have not
been paid ; and no executor, trustee, administrator,
curator, heir, or legatee, shall consent to any transfers
or payments of legacies, unless the said duties have
been paid."

From the above it is beyond doubt that whoever
acquires moveable, or imnoveable property-which in-
cludes shares in a bank, or other company-by
devolution from. the deceased owner, or acquires it by
purchase from his or lier heirs, is not legally in posses-
sion of such property, if the succession duties have not
been paid in due course. All transfers therefore of any
such property are void until the duty thereon lias been-
paid as the Act directs.

This creates for bankers a sonewbat embarrassing
situation, as they are liable to be effecting transfers of
shares which are not legally leld by the alleged owner.
Such transfers are likely to give rise to very awkward
complications, as they may also in the case of deeds
conveying property of other kinds upon vlich the sue-
cession duty lias not been paid. After years have
elapsed during which properties have repeatedly
changed hands, the owner might be considerably em-
barrassed by his title thereto being upset owing to
duty not having been paid, as, in case of such neglect
the duty on such property would be doubled, and the
defaulter be liable to a fine of $100, vhich, if not paid,
would involve a montlh's imprisonment. Some of the
banks have taken steps to protect thenselves and the
buyers of tleir shares from the trouble whicl is likely
to arise fron the Act relating to successionduties being
neglected, or wilfully ignored. The general public
seen to be ignorant of the risk they rua in acq uiring
property on which the succession duty las not been
paid.

We have therefore stated in the above what the law
is as plainly as possible. and would advise a commiuini-
cation to be addressed to the Collector of Provincial
Revenue, Montreal, in case there'is any doubt about, or
any probability, or chance of the title to property. Lhey
bave acquired, or wish to secu re being viLiaLed by non-
comipliance, with the Succession Ditiçs Act above
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quoted. We repeat that we are informed on- the best
authority-a banker in this city-that the Province is
losing considerable revenue by its officials neglecting to
see this Act observed, and we are informed that a large
number of properties are now held to which the nomi-
nal. owners have no legal title for the cause above
stated.

THE NEW CITY CHARTER.

The charter committee has now completed the task
of revising the draft-charter, and the balance of it is be-
fore the city council for final consideration, after which
it will go to the legislature, where it will probably
mîeet with opposition; nany changes nay yet be made
in it before it becomes law.

The charter committee are entitled to the credit of
industry and careful painstaking in their work. They
have shown a desire to obtain-as far as they could see
see-a charter that would be for the best interests of
the city. In some respects the conmmittee have done
good work ; in others there will, in many quarters, be
a feeling of disappointment that the opportunity for
making important constitutional changes lias been let
slip by. When the bill is printed, and all the changes
made in the original draft are put into proper forni and
distributed for the information of the citizens-who are
so deeply interested in it-hey will be better able to
appreciate the value of the work that lias been doue in
its preparation.

in nany respects the draft-charter and its proposed
changes by the commnittee and the city council will be
a great improvemnent on Hie present, but it fails to
reach a remedy for soie of the chief sources of what
have led the financial aŒairs of this wealthy city into
thiepresent muddle. On one important point the charter
coiiittee is in no wise to blame ; it recommended in a
wise provision that the exectitive work now adminis-
tered withî suîch disastrous results by standing coin-
imittees, should iii future be in the hands of an execu-
tive comnmittee, whicli should not only prepare the esti-
mates, but supervise, and be responsible for the proper
expenditure of the appropriations made by the council.
Unfortuinately this proposition (which vas supported
by nîearly all the best element in the council, failed to
carry, on account of the absence of two members and
for personal reasons, if popular report is to be credited,
of anotier member)-was rejected in the council by a
siall iajority, and will thereforebe leftoutof the Bill.
It is likely, however, that it will be brouglt forward
again in Quebec.

What lias transpired within the last few days in re-
gard to the civic appropriations for next year is con-
vincing evidence of the necessity for a change of
inethod in that respect. At present it is simply a game
of grab, which set of Aldermen shall get the lion's
share of the revenue and, as a matter of course, the
ollicial heads of the different departneits chiime in, if
indeed some of thei do not lead in the raid on the
revenue. There is no well-regulated organization liere
now thiat will consider imnpartially the requirements
and means as a whole; as we have said, it is: a mere
gaie of grab that for years lias been played with the
result we have before us to-day.

(t mîay not be too late yet to have tlat recomninenda-
tion of the charter coniriiitee embodied in the Bill
wlen it comnes before thie Legislature. It has already

received the approval of all the various public organiza-
tions in the city, and although it was defeated in the
city council by a small majority, it is most likely to
commend itself to the legislative mind.

Another important feature of municipal :manage-
ment which vas pressed upon the committee vas
passed over without the attention it merited. We al-
lude to the change from a fixed rate of assessment with-
out reference to the requirements of the city, as it is
now-to an elastic rate, made yearly, sufficient to cover
the estimated wants of the city for the year. Tlis is
the almost general custom, outside of one or two other
cities in this province. If this method were adopted it
would be a powerful restraining influence against un-
necessary expenditure. There is nothing the ordinary
aldermanic mind objects to so much as increasing the
taxes, however, inuch he may enjoy expending the
noney they produce. This matter may yet be intro-

duced into the bill before it passes.
With the reputation the niembers of the charter

committee hîad as municipal reforniers, perhaps the
greatest disappointment will be felt at their action on
the chapters affecting the finances and borrowing
powers of the city.

Although in a measure objectionable and faulty in
soie respects thedraft-charter dualt with he finances in
a straightforward way, amnd the incubus of the floating
debt, and insufficient revenue were to be overcome by
the simple expedient of increasing the assessnient on
real estate and the imposition of new taxes in all
directions. Thie Charter Comimiittee dropped the in-
creased taxation on real estate and substituted for it a
borrowing power of ten per cent on any increasein the
assessed value of the taxable real estate in 1897,whicl vas
$140,000,000. This provision for getting money is entirely
original. Such a scheme lias no prototype ; it was
surely born of desperation. The statute limits the bor-
rowing_ powers of the city to 15 per cent on the -
valuation of the taxable property. This limit vas
already exceeded wlheu the city before applied for
authority to borrow still further. This, as our readers
will renember, was bitterly opposed by important and
influential citizens tbree years ago, and as a compromise
it vas agreed that for the purpose, the valuation of the
taxable property should be arbitrarily assumed to be
$160,000,000, and the 15 per cent limit applied to that
amount. Since then the management lias been such
that the bôhded and floating debt, now sought to be
consolidated, is up to fully 20 per cent on that fictitious
valuation of $160,000,000-not taking into account the
large floating debt temporarily held in London. In'the
dileima caused by the imagined need for more revenue
and the repugnance to increasing the tax on real estate,
it vas founîd that the assessed vaie of the taxable
property was increased some $3,000,000 this year, and
the ingenious device vas resorted to for getting a bor-
rowing power of 10 per cent on that amount aad on
every succeeding annual increase until the valuation
reaches the $160,000,000 mark, vhen it would cease,
but-no provision made as to what will happen wlen
that timne arrives.

If the new borrowing power is granted it will mean
adding $300,000 to the consolidated debt this year and
a like amount-or perhaps larger-in eaci succeeding
year witli its consequent addition to the interest ac-
couit to be paid. This is niot un encouraging outlook
for the f titure taxpayers; and if it should be authorised,
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wil be a bitter disappointnent to all desiring civie
reforn.

At this writing the recomniendationl bas not been
approved by the City Council, but doubtless it will be
as the principle of borrowing money for immediate
wants has been a favorite expedient viti our aldermen
of late years. Many citizens will think that there is
no reai necessity for such an unwise measure as this
proposed new borrowing power. The idea is very.
prevalent that with a more enlightened and economical
system of controlling the expenditure and the taxing
of nuch of the now exempted property--especially
that of the various companies holding exceedingly
valuable franchises from the city-there would be no
need for additional taxes on the citizens generally.
Those companies are making immense profits out of
the use of the public thorouglifares, and it is only
reasonable that the general public should derive a fair
revenue fron thei.

There are many good points of minor importance
that the conuncil has already approved of that will im-
prove the present charter, but..what bas been adopted
so far is not of a drastic character. The redivision of
the largest wards is satisfactory as far as it goes, but
the incongruous inequalities in ise representation of
population and taxation will in a large measure
remain. We do not look ùpon this as a sectional or
racial matter. .To these questions we attach no im-
portance. The inequalities exist in all parts of the
city-east, ,west .and centre-and the present would
seem to have been an appropriate time to remedy the
disproportion and remove the discontent.

Fromt the unanimity with which the new charter on
expropriation was adopted by the charter committee,
there is good reason to expect that it will becone law ;
and it will without a doubt produce good results and
prevent the abuses that have had such a demoralizing
effet~iin tle past the end of which it would seem, from
the last decision of the Court, has not by any means
been reached. As we anticipated. at the meeting of
the Council on Wednesday, the borrowing powers were
adopted with difficulty.

circulation was' only

$182,498, whici is the smallest decline in many years,
the average falling in the note-issues for previous six
years being $1,200,000 and ranging from $309,000 in
1895, to $1,786,000 in 1893. The circulation at end of
November last was $5,227,000 higber tian in any year
since 1891. This continuance of so large an amount of
the 'note issues in the hands, or pockets of the public is
one of the indications'of better times and will no doubt
be hlelpfli to the Christmas trade.

. The amount of cuirent loans aiso showed greater in-
dependence of the usual conditions of the season thali
usual. In four out of the six preceding year8 the dis:
counts fell off iii -November. The average annnal de.
cline in the item for the years in abov'e< table was $1,-
080,000, so that the increase of $4,333,000 in-current
loans and discounts last month was quite exceptional.

The proceeds of the last harvest are finding their way
in a considerable volume to the bauks. Their deposits
after'notice enlarged last month from $152,005,000 to
$156,534,000, an increase of $4,529,000. Since this date
last year these deposits have increased 17 millions of
dollars. In the last ten years the deposits payable after
notice in the chartered banks of Canada have increased
from $66,168,000 to $1f6,34,000, an increase of $90,-
366,000, and in the sane decade the discounts went
from $144,752,000 to $229,201,000, an increase of $84,-
509,000. We append our usual comparative statement,

TORONTO HARBOUR.

Although the harbour of Toronto has not the
national character of the one of this city, it is one into
and from which there pours a large stream of trade.. It
is the chief harbour of the Province of Ontario. Were
it not for dredging, it would soon become land locked.
Some years ago there was only an entrance at the west
end, but easterly storms broke the sand bar on the
south east corner, advantage of which was taken to
open a channel for vessels entering fron the east and
sailing in that direction, thus saving a long detour
around Toronto island.

To keep the new channel open and protect it, the
city p'aid $100,000 as its share of vorks for the-purpose
contemplated by the Government. The plans and pro-
mises of the Ottawa authorities were only partially car-
ried ont; so that the eastern channel is.in a very unr
satisfactory condition, being too sliallow for many of
thse vessels that wvish to enter, or leave the harbour.

I
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Not only is sand in large quantities deposited in the
channel, but earthy imateriale are carried there by the
current of the River Don. Now that the canais are
being deepened to 14 feet, it is a matter of vital impor-
tance to the sbipping and oLher trade iiterests of Tor-
onto to have the eastern channel also made adequate to
the needs of the largest vessels on that route which cali
at, or load at the city wharves. A sixteen foot chan-
net is a necessity for this, and piers are needed carried
sufficiently far into deep water ta protect the passage
from silt and to ensure a safe entrance to vessels. The
current of the Don river needs also tobe diverted into
Ashbridge's Bay.

Although a current froin west to east froun and into
Lake Ontario is essential ta the health of the city-as
otherwise the harbour would be merely a vast cess-pool
-the more natural course for vessels both vays ta and
fron 'Torouto, would be a channel directly through the
main body of the island. This plan ivas proposed by
Captaini E ads in 1882, and ta any one vho is acquainted
iwith tie locality, muust appear to be in all respects, the
superior course. It would be a shorter cut ta the deep
water of the lake ; it would be less liable to obstrue-
tion ; and il vould add much to the healthfulness of
the city and the Islantd, the sanitation of the latter being
in great need of inprovenent now it lias so large a
suiiier population.

Certainly the harbour of Toronto nust be made
readily and safely accessible to such vessels as will
navigate the deepened canals. If, as is alleged, the
govertniieit lias not carried out its promises in this
matter, there should be pressure brought to bear to en-
sure a more faithful observance of these engagements.
Su importout a harbour as that of Toronto ouglit to be
in no danger of being side-tracked.

PRECAUTIONS AGAINST FIRES.
IL is just a year ago since we drew attention to the

precautions it is wise ta take for the prevention of fires.
This is one of the topies which needs to be persistently
dwelt upon. The prolonged imumunity from loss by
fire naturally begets more or less carelessness. There
are other things besides liberty whicli have ta be
bought, and niatained wihen possessed, by eternal
vigilance, saf!ety froma fire anongst the rest.

Accidents we knmow will occur in the best regulated
faimilies and warehouses and' dwellings. But those
which are the best regulated are not so liable La these
troubles as those wvhere there is disorder and neglect.
The obligation to use every possible means to ensure
safety, is made all the more veighty by considering
that the lusses by tire do not fat wholly upon those
who are pritmarily responsible.

To soie extent the entire cominunity lias to bear a
share of the losses thus caused. Were the generat fire
loss reduced, the rates ciarged for insurance would be
also lessened, as they iust be raised in any locality
ivhere the local lasses are numerous and large. The
fire insurance systeu is based upon there being a com-
munity of interests in this respect. No man can tell
froin day ta day but le nay be a heavy suRerer by
fire caused by his ieigibour's neglect of due precau-
tion against ire. le pays a preinium not only to en-
sure inîdemniity in case of-loss by lire originating in his
own premises, but ta iisure him also froin loss caused
by a fire spreadipg froui an adjacent structure. The

question of "exposure' forms a material element in
estimating the character of each risk. This common
bond soggests the necessity for a healthy public opin-
ion being establisbed in regard to ail matters bearing
upon fire protection. When men are in the same boat
they each do well to use their inflinence and whatever
power they possess, to enforce the discipline necessary
for safety.

Whatever regulations exist, or oughît to exist in a
municipality in regard to fire protectioni, are thus mat-.
ters in which every citizen is concerned, more vitally
than most people realize until they are sufferers from
inefficiency. Every one also is interested in promoting
as far as lie can, such improvements in building as
tend to prevent fires from becoming conflagrations.
All whose property is insured are also interested in
facilitating the thorough and systematie inspection
of buildings by the oficers of the fire insurance com-
panies, and in adopting their suggestions. There is a
general impression that in regard to inspections they
vary materially in completeness and so in utility, somte
classes of premises, as -factories for instance, being
subject to very strict supervision in regulations, border-
ing upon irksomeness, while other buildings are in-
spected in a mere perfunctory manner. WitLhout
affirming this to be the case, but merely stating what
is reported to us, we mnay say that unless inspection is
thorough in regard ta all classes of risks, it ia apt to
create the very mischief it is intended to obviate, or
remove. The proprietor of a warebouse knowing that
his premises have been inspected by an expert and
passei by him as needing no alterations, naturally
relies upon this judgmient. Had there been no in-
spection lie would probably have been more personally
watchful. If then the inspector has only made a cere-
monious, formal observation of the conditions of a
riskae lias not only done no service himself such as
he is relied upon to perform, but he lias prevented iL
being done by the proprietor or tenant. Men who
keep a dog do not expect ta bark or keep watch them-
selves. The point is one needing attention, as we have
k vnown premises ta be visited by an inspector which
had manifestly dangerous conditions, which lie never
even took the trouble to see, and which the tenant was
too careless to guard against as he would have been
compelled to do had the inspector done his duty with
due diligence.

The recent disastrous fire afforded'a most regrettable
spectacle in regard to the discipline and management
of the city police. Instead of their surrounding the
building amn fire with a cordon in order to keep the
crowd away at a safe distance, and prevent their in-
terfering with, and obstructiug the fire brigade, the
police allowed liundreds of mere siglht-seers to push
close ta the brigade and into places of great danger,
fronm whence they shouted orders and suggestions to
the firemen, as though hundreds of merely curions
gazers were charged with authority to direct the opera-
tions of the brigade. At the Lime when it was most
necessary for the men to be cool and attentive to the
cominands of their chief, they were excited by the
shouts of the crowd-and .their attention diverted fromu a
strict observance of their chief's .orders.* It is intoler-
able that a fire brigade should be so annoyed and ob-.
structed. The police on such occasions have' a most
important duty to perform, which is to keep-the crowd
fàr away from risk of danger, and to givd the fire
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brigade a clear space for their operations. To the
police no thanks are due for there having been no
dreadful loss of life on the scene of the recent fire.

A year ago¯we ventured to recommend an inspection
of his premises each night by the proprietor, whose
superior intelligence and personal interest in their
safety would enable him to detect chances of danger,
which inight not be observed by an ordinary watchman
or other employee. Tiere is in ail premises some weak
spot, some place wlhere a fire is liable to arise. An in-
spection of this each night before closing up should be
systenatically made for the~especial purpose of remov-
ing whatever is capable of causing a fire, such as littered
papers or chips near a fuinace, or packages which
might become accidentally displaced in the night and
become ignited by the ashes from the fire grate. An
insurance poliey has its value, but the best forn of
insurance is that which prevents a fire, the insurance
of safety by wise precautions against such accidents
occurrmlg.

EXPORTS OF POTASH.

The course of trade is for Canada to be a, large im-
porter of chemuicals, lier production~of which is snall.
In the one article of potash, however, this country is a
producer on a considerable scale. The home consump-
tion is large, yet there is enough left for export. The
naine potash explains itself, it is an alkali derived from
the incineration of vegetable fibres. According to the
treatment given to the crude piroduct, we get articles of
several varieties, the inost fauiliar one being the pearl
ashles of commerce, which is known to chemists as, car-
bonate of potassium. Besides this, there are niade, bi-
carbonate, nitrate, sulphate, chlorate, fluoride of potas-
sium,_whiich ail have a comnion base in vegetable ashes.

The commercial uses of , those produets are very
varied and dissimiiilar, as, for making soap; gunpowder;
medicine; dyes, a inaterial for mîeat preserving, &c. The
stalks of the sun-flower yield this product very largely.
Tlie discovery of a minerai source of potash in Ger-
many, has lowered the denand for that derived from
wood, but the old-fashioned product lias its pec.uliar ad-
vantages which are likely to keep it always in demiand
for soap-naking. A large quantity is used in inanu-
facturing soap used extensively by the British navy.
The folloving shows the receipts of potash for inspec-
tion since 1890

The falling off in the exports of pot ashes and pearl
ashes in recent years, was mainly caused by adulteration
and other imiproper practices. In a material of this
nature regularity in quality is absolutely necessary to
th value of its service. It is the base. of manufactur-
ing operations, which rely for their productive efliciency
upon the chemicals used being of a certain standard
quality. If that quality is lacking there is a liability of
serions loss by the whole materials and the cost of pro-
duction being vWasted. Potash -is 'peculiarly liable to

deterioration by any admixture of comnion salt. So
sensitive is it in this respect that potash made from
vegetables or trees grown where the vater is saline is
tbereby injuriously affected. We can judge fromt this
how deleterious is the adulteration- of potash by coin-
mon sait. Yet soine of the producers of Canadian
potash are fraudulent and idiotie enough to practice
this adulteration, and fron this the reputation of and
the trade in the product of this country bas suffered
so severely as to threaten its extinction.

Prior to seven or eight years ago tlie inspection of
potash vas compulsory, the result being that Canadian
potash held thefirst position in Europe for excellence
and regularity of quality. Such a systematie check
being put upon adulterations and other frauds.was oh-
jectionable in certain quarters. In a moment of great
veakness the authorities muade inspection voluntary

not compulsory, and the effect was a lowering of the
Canadian reliable standard of quality, as it now becane
uncertain and the demîand for export was reduced.
Those who have wisdomn enough to respect their own
reputation, and honour and sense enough to protect
the itterests of their customers, subtuit tieir potasli to
oflicial inspection. The experience of the aflicer en-
gaged in this duty is more than sufticient to deuon-
strate the value of this work to the individual exporter
and to the trade generally. Were it not for the in-
spection now carried on this branch of our export trade
vould be entirely destroyed, as Enropean buyers of

Canadian potash would be so disgusted vith the adul-
terations and other frauds practised that they would
cease to trade with this country. To keep the trade
fronm being wiped out it will be necessary to re-impose
the comupulsory inspection of potash products. Were
tbis done the trade would revive, inuch to the ad-
vantage of the producers and exporters.
-Where the credit of a national branci of trade is
vitally interested and at stake, as it is in tjîis conne-
tion, it is worse than iere frivolity to raise tleoretic
objections to the necessary precautions for guarding a
trade fromi destruction. Is it businesslike to allow a
trade to be ruined wlien it could bc saved by enforcing
regulations on ail which are voluuntarily imposed on
theus'elves by the more honourable menibers of that
trade*? We trust the Governient will put theoretie
views on one side, and show a preference for practical
ones by re-imposing conpulsory inspection of potash.

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NEW YORK PIERS AND DOCKS.

Dospite the great wealth of New York the improvements re.
quired to accommodate shipping, are delayed owing to lack of
funds. The necessary outlays says the President of the Dock
Board of that city, " would not cost the taxpayers one cent, as the
rentals received from docks are suflicient to pay for their con.
struction in a short time." Ife reproachea the railroads for dis.
criminating against that port. At Boston the raliroads not only
give steamship linos free wharfago, but also pay them to occupy
these wharves by allowing them a percentage on re.letting.
The President of the Dock Board says : " There la not another
city in the worldwhich would block Improvements as New York
city does." This lets Montreal out, and will be of service to any
Canadian who heara his countrymen reproached for being so
slow. If a port like New York la sugfering fron a decline in
its commerce, owing to lack of enterprise and energy in provid-
iug the needfui facllities for increasing business as the President
of its Dock Board declares la the case-much more is Montreal
likely to suffer from the same causes.

-THE revised load line rules for the concession of which New
York, Boston andiPhiladelphia have stubbornly fought the British
Board of Trade for years are now inforce. The British Board of
Trade, il will be recalled, established in 1893 a minimum free-
board for all British vessels, which varied according t the
season af the year and the voyage in contemplation. Forvessels
trading to and from United.Statesporl. there were thre distinet '
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limite of markings of freeboard.- During the season from April
1 to September 80, ail the.Unlted States ports were placed on an
equality under the Board 'of Trade freeboard rules, but during
the sIx;months from October 1 to Marci 81 all ports north of
Chesapeake, notably Philadelphia, New York'and Boston, were
discriminated againet ta the extent of about five or seven luches
of freeboard, accordlng ta size and construction. This increased
freeboard caused a lose In the carrying-power of a steamer of
125 to 500 tons. The practIcalresuit of this unjust discrimina-
tion lu freeboard rules was that a steamer during six months of
the year could carry about four or five per cent more cargo load-
ing at Baltimore, Newport News and Norfolk than if loaded at
the ports named ; reduced ta money, this would mean on some
of the modern freight steamers a matter of more than $2,000 a
voyage.

DRY -GOODS NOTES.

In almost every city there le at least one store that lias earned,
over and above its reputation for general goodne's, a special re-
putation for same one department in particular. A business man
will go töoöhe cafe for fish, another for soup, and still another
perhaps for game, thinking his individual taste best sa-tisfled at
different places, yet the sane man thinks women pnst finding
out when his wife leaves a drygoods store and walks five blocks
to another:to buy a pair of 50 cent black hase.' Some depart-
mnts excel and draw trade and when you find they are doing
so give them your attention and discover if possible the secret.
There le a reason for it you may be sure, a reason of. price, as-
sortmeut, treatment, :style or something which may well be
copied and introduced elsewhere.

Speaking upon the toboggan tendency of cheapness in dry
goods in late years, the St. Louis " Drygoodsman" says, " There
are, encouraging signe that drygoode merchants are growing
tired of everlastingly foisting cheap goods-upon the public sud
if yon have been doing it.break away from it now. You ddn't
need to abandon the bargain sale feature of your business-j ustmodify it--neither do you have ta handle shoddy gooda. Your
reputation can be just as great and your profite groater if you
willpa nr fait to batter goode. The cheapo u gde fver hias

been contagious-everybody has had a touch of it, but customers
buying cheap gooda are proue to forget explanations made at
time of purchase and only remember merchant and merchandise
by the result."

The statement that Amuerica now supplies all its own require-
ments lu manufactured silks la not confirmed by the-,UnitQ4
States customs, which show Imports of silks alone (not including
raws) ranging frein $1,000,000 ta $1,500,000 per month.. York-
shire silk firms are dolng more with the States than formerly.

,According to last returns they are quickly recovering the field
usurped by Germany, France, Switzerland and the Par East.

Raw silk continues ta advance, though no corresponding action
has been taken by silk manufacturers, According to a selling
agent for prominent twist manuficturers "Raw silk continues
very firm; where we we'e formerly granted an option on a lne of
silk, we are now given an alternative. We Must either take It
or leave it. There la every possibility of additional advances in
twist, which are ikely ta be followed by advances on plece
goods generally."

The straw hat models are taking the attention of the whole-
sale houses at present, and even retailers are beginning ta talk
over sprIng styles. The winter season lias been partial to velvet,
and feit trade bas suffered somewhat as a result as has been the
case In former seasous. Fur la being conslderably used in Mid-
winter millinery.

After-New Year's wlll come the clearing sales in retail lines of
winter cloaks and suite, and that will mean two or three weeks of
good business. The first marking down will follow directly after;
the holidays, but the greatest cutting In prices will come at the
last of the season. -

There is a scarcity of cotton duck in the U.S. The demand
of the Governmcut for war purposes absorbed supplies, and mills
are still working almost excilusively on· Government contracts.
The ordinary trade are unable te fill private orders because of
this scarcity.

Reports from Barnsley on the trade in linens state " that with
the approach of the end of the year manufacturers are finding
the usual lull in purchasing, but in other respects the demand la
well maintained."

The visible supply of cotton ta end of last week shows 5,015,-
188 bales against 4,175,129 same period 1897 and 4,161,857 lu
1896. Average " futures" New Orleans give 5.25 June delivery.

MIONTREAL, December 29th, 1898.

Generally quiet conditions are reported
in the markets as befits holiday week. It
is not a time of the year when buyers are
active and with salesmen generally lu fron
the road mail orders also are limited in
extent. At the saie time the business
passing in the aggregate will compare
favorably wkti average results for the time
of year. The demand from jobbers just
now is more or less affected by the fact
that the majority of therm are keeping
their putrchases within as small limits as
possible. This dues not preclude them
from naking inquiries as to business pos-
slbilities after the New Year, and fron the
tntber and nature of these it is evident

that there is good prospect for a general
run of business when 1899 is a few days
nid.

BUTTER AND OtHEsc.--The butter mar-
ket is quiet. For tinest late made crea-
nery, the ilea of holders verges around
20Yc and for under linest 19c to 19Xc.
For the eleven months enling November
30th this year, tlie imports of butter Into the
United Kingdom were 600 tons less than
for the same period last year, white then
the importa were nearly 10,000 tons in ex-
cess of the year before. These fact seem
to indicate thtat there are stibstantial
grotunds for prices remt4aiig flrm 0on the
other side, neverthel ,ss the market la dil,
with buyers apparently uniting to bring
about a reduction. Last year at this time
the engineer's strike threw many thousands
ont of work, and there was a very large
quantity of butter ln cold store. Now the
cold stores there are practically empty, and
the tinports of butter are short. Va'ues of
cheese are moving up fractionally, and
this week holders quote western fat make
10e ta 104c eaistern t9c to 0c. Liverpool
cable quoteas white 48d and colored 49s.

Floridas
from store are quoted $4.75 ta $5.25.Jamai-
ca, $2.75 to $3.00, Saime Nassaur oranges are
expected in next week. For leinons there
is a fairly good sale, at $2.25 t. $3.00.
Bananas are little enquired for, it $2.25 to
$2.75 per buinch. Pineapples range 25 to
85c eai. Alimîeria grapes, for whiich a
steady demand keeps up, sell for $5.50 ta
$7.00 a keg. Apples are compIritively
neglected for local consumption at the
moment, barrels, good stock, bring $3.00
ta $L00. At Werdnresday's auction the
prices brouglitwere $170 to $2.55, but tise
were low ta mediumrr grade. About 65,000
barrels of apples are stored in the different
cold storages in Ontario, and in Ottawa
they are selling rat a lower figure than in
any other place in Ontario.
