His torinents
when deprived of the stimulant are as dreadiul as
his Dliss is complete when he has taken i, Night
brings the torments of hell  day, the bliss of para-
dise ; and after long indulgence he becomes subject
to mervous |ains, (v which opitm itself brings no
relief. e seldom attains the age of 40 if he had
hegun the practice eavly "——Noz, Blackzcovd.

In n word, the physical, mentnl and moral degra-
datien produced by indulgence in this bad habit
can oaly bo compared to the effect which the dis-
gusting vice of inlemperance has upon the inhahit-
ants of our Western world. To the Chinese
missionary, therelore, an opium refuge, to 1eceive
those who wisled to be cured, would seemn a most
desirable branch of Christian work., The moans
ware provided in the followiey unexpected manner.

Twenty years ago an otticial of the Government
in lzdia, (ar Englishman) was led by conscientious
motives to relincuish his oflice ay collectar of the
opium revenue. e svon followed up this net of
self-denial by giving the savings of his official life
to the Church Missionary Society, for the benelit
of opium smokers. The gift amounted to 515,000,
Ly a remarkable coineidence just as the news of
this donation veached Ningpo, a kuge number of
opium smokers (vom King-hwa, some seven days
journey distant. came up 1o seek relief from foreign
declors, As no regular piactitioner could receive
them, Mr. Gough, after much prayer and consulta-
tion, took the sufierers into his compound; and in
the course of three months, from February 17th to
May 22nd, 1860, he admilted in succession 133
patients, each ove paying a deposil of two dollars,
The anxiety and the strain on tact and temper were
very great. The patients, under the influence of
the eraving for the drug, which is usually at its
heighta few days after the pipe lias been laid aside,
resorted to every kind of expedient to retain relicf.
Baskets wore let down from the upper windows
of the {emporary hospital, in which opium was
placed by friends in league outside ; window bars,
intended to obstruct them, were broken and cleverly
spliced, 50 as not to attract attention ; violent quar-
rels took place, the result of tha restraint and the
craving ; false keys were used, and the communi-
cation between Dir.

PorTLAND, ST. JoRN.—St. Pawuls Chyrch~—On
Sunday; 26th inst., s Lordship the Mc¥opolitan
held a confirmation in this Church, at which fifty-
eight persons were confirmed, a very large number,
considering that there was a confirmation  held
there only last year.  The church was crowded and
the heautiful service was conducted with the most
perfect order and reverence.  On Christmas, the
Rector was presented with a purse of over five
hundred dollars, an a tribute of affectionate regard,
frem his congregation ; this was not a collection ;
none were asked to contribute, but many requested
to be allowed the privilege of giving this evidence
of their regard. At Christmas the knitting class
presented thwe Chureh with w very beautiful credence
table andd kneeling stand, both made of black ash,
with ends very handsomely carved in the selid
wood.  On the top of the tabile, which is a selected
piece of American whitewood, & large Gothic cross
18 carved, ornamented with conventional foliage,
and with the monograms of Chnist at the forr ends;
all the sinkings and chamfers of this furniture are
colered vermillion, which gives a very rich effect in
contrast to the dark woud. “IMie ladies who pre-
sented the reredes had sent from Fngland o very
beautiful centre panel for 1t, made at one of the
f.ondon Risterheods, an exquisite piece of art
needlework, which was put up for the fiest time.
On a cloth of gold s worked the figure of a pelican
{the emblem of Divine love) feeding its young, the
pest rests on a branch of a tree of natural color, the
bird being of white. ‘The material is of floss and
silver.  On cither side of this panel stood a vase of
natural flowers, with a calla lily rising in the centre,
and surrounded by begonias, azaleas, stephanotis,
geraniuws, ferns and smilax.  The gas standards in
the choir gallery were entwined with spruce.
Across the frort of the church was a Gothic rood
screen, and across the top, resting on the apices of
the arches, was the text, “Behold I bring you geod
tidings of great joy.” “The letters were in ever-
green on a white ground.  Over the entrance of the
arch, between toe sections of the screen, was an
arch of evergreen, surmounted by a Maltese cross
of gilt. Tho organ and sacristy screems were
trimmed with evergreen wreathing,  The reading
desk and lectern had trimmings of the same
material ; the side of the reading desk were adorned
with three fewr e lis.  On the front of the lectern
was a double triangle, painted by one of the ladies
of the congregation, The gas branches and bap
tistry had also evergreen trimming, and on the base
of the baptistry were buuguets of natural flowers,
The remaining decorations of the church were of
the simplest character.

Dbetter way is there of entering on the first moments
of Christmas day. It has mostly been the practice
of the larger churches at any rate, of England, to
have three celebeations on Christmas Day, the first
showing forth particularly the Birth, the second
the coming el the shepherds, the third the glory
of the Son.

The second celebration was at eight, being quite
plain as the first. At cleven there was a chora!
celebration, with a long procession, to the hymn
“Oh, come, all ye faithful.” The intreit was an
anthem, “While all things were in quiet silance.”
The Kyrie, Sanctus, Bencdictus and Agnus Dei
were {rom the Missa de Angelis. The sermon was
by the Incumbent, Mr. Hodgson. on the Doctrine
of the Incarnation.

MisstoN oF LABRADOR.—(Coutinued:)—--Thesc
Islands form a part of the elcctoral district of
Gaspe. In 1861, the population amounted to 2,631.
In 1875, when the prescat writer spent a fortnight
on the [slands, there were 56 Protestant families,
numbering 359 souls, all of them belenging to the
Church of England, there never having been any
other Protestant ministrations there.  Our mission
was established by Bishop Mountain, in 1851, the
Rev, F. Boyle, an alumnus of Bislop's College.
ptoncer missionary. Three of the Islands are con-
nected by long sandbanks, uncovered at low water,
and these at most scasons form a carriage way.
As the remaining islands can only be visited by
boat, and that frequently not without danger, it i
important that the missionary should be something
of asailer. Mr. Boyle, having been brought up
at Gaspe, was a good sailor, and so is the present
mlssionary, Mr. Chambers, whe was for some time
missienary to seamen in the pert of Hong Kong.
Mr. Boyle remained 14 years or the Islands.and
won the love of all.  Mr. Chambers, who has been
therz now six years, is admirably adapted to lis
post, and throws himsclf with loving energy. into
everything likely to forward the moral and. eduga-
tional progress of the people, among other labours
of love, maintaining a daily cvening service in the
Church on the island where he resides.  The result
of Gop's blessing upon the devoted labours.of our
clergy for now thirty years, is that the condition el
things in this mission as well as in Labrador, rc-
sembles in many respects the interesting accounts
ene has read of the simplicity and goodness of the
Pitcairn Islanders. The visits, however, of Ameri-
can fishing craft form a very disturbing element.
Here, unlike Labrador, the soil is fertile, in several
of the islands extremely so, and immense crops of
grains and potatoes arc raised and much butter is
made. The pcople, however, are (a//, 1 believc)
fishermen as well as farmers, one great attraction
to the fermer being that there is always a reacy
market for fish, but a very precarious one for farm
produce. Lobster fishing has been greaily develop:
ed of late. Our missionary resides on Grindstone
Island, the central island of the group, where we
have a glebe and parsonage, both the gift of
Admiral Coffin, the parsonage having been alse.
furnished by him with everything necessary to the
missionary's comfort, not only furmiture, but beds
and bedding, carpets, table and house linen down to
two homeopathic medicine chests. Two out of the
three churches of the islands have also been built
and furnished by Admiral Coffin. The people
have (mistakenly, I think) not been required hither-
to to do anything for the support of religion among
them, at least, not the lrolestants; the Roman
Cathelics of course support their Church and are
by far the better for it. For the first tfme, the
Synod of Quebec held last June, required a smalt
assessment to be laid upon the church people of
the islands. The Bishop of Quebec visits the
Magdalen Isiands once in three years and spends
a fortnight there. The route was formerly by =
sailing ‘packet from Gaspe ; latterly it has been by
steamer from Pictou, a much worse route in every
‘way, the steamer being 2 miserable tub, and thc
advance in expenditure of time and money much in-
creased. The Bishop could at less eXpense of time
and money visit England. The whole fortnight of
the Bishop's stay is spent in incessant ministration,
with what valuable results I need not say. There
are five islands to be visited, the sixth being ex-
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clusively Roman Catholic, and five confirmations
to be held ; but the intervening spare time is all
flled up. The present writer remembers an inci-
dent while he was with the Bishop in 18735, which
will illustrate this. The Bishop was ready to go on
from Grindstone to Lnuy Islard, but the wind
was contrary, and remained so day after day, for
four days. Each day was spent among the people,
each evening a service was held in the church, a
deep and soiemn interest pervaded these services,
which increased as day after day passed, se that
these five days’ services developed into o mission
and proved to be a very effective one.  Our mis-
sions in the Gaspe district ynuch resemble that in
the Magdatens, but 1 must reserve my notice of
them for a future paper. S T. Py

At the recent Synod of Ontario, we find that in
his address, Bishop Lewis strongly advocated the
Permanent Diaconate, in harmony with the Arch-
bishop of Canterbury, wha warmly recommended
the proposed measure a short time ago. The
Bishop of Ontaria was loudly applauded when he
spake as follews :—

“You are awar~ that at the last session of the Provineial
Synod the following canon wasenacted : *A Deacon need not
surrender his worldly calling or business (said calling heing
opproved by the Rishop)undess he be a candidate for the
office of a priest, ancd he shalt not be adinitted to the priest-
hood, i1} he have passed asatisfctory examinationin Latin
and Greek, and have further complicd with such other
requirements as the Bishop of the Diocese may impose.’

I had the pleasure of ordaining the first deacon under
this canon last Sunday, aml | carnestly hope that as time
goes on many religiousdy disposed laymen, whire secular
pursttits 2r¢ not inconsistent » ith the uiiice uf a deacan, may
be disposed to devote part of thel time aml energy to giving
assistance ta priests of large parishes and missions, and so
enable the o cover gronnd now unoccupied.

The CHUReH GUARDIAN s glud to find the sen-
titnents so often expressed in its columns endorsed
by such a high awttority as his lordship.  He has
recently visited England and is familiar with the
growing feeling there in favour of such a body ol
men, and he has showr his aclive interest in the
matter by ordainiug the first man under the new
Canon. It is interesting to know that the candi-
date was a New Brunswicker.  Mr (0, V. Foster
Eliss, who was ordained the first Permanent Dea-
con in Canida, is & son of the late Rev. C. Bliss,
formerly of Sussex and Albert Co. He is a clerk
in the Customs Departinent, Ottawa, and has given
considerable time to Church work as a Lay-reader,
and as editor of the “Clerical Guide.”

The latter part of the Bishop’s remarks accords
with what we have stated in our columns 1o be
desirable, viz, the passing of Diocesan Canons,
“regulating the designatiow and status of such
Deacons,” and we would add, giving them a dis-
tinctive dress when officiating  Aun objection has
becn raised that these men would ot be tnstructed
sufficiuntly in Theology, and would be apt to preach
unsound doctrine.  We reply to that by saying
that the Report to the Provincial Synod provided
for their instruction in the ¥nglish Bible, the Prayer
Book, Systematic Divinity Church History, and
Ecclesiastical Polity.  1f the Fxamining Chaplains
did their duty, and proper test books were appaint-
ed, we should not be surprised to find that som. of
these men passed better examinations than some of
our Deacons, who have but very limited opportuni-
ties for acquiring a knowledge of Theology.  Nearly
their whole time is taken up with the Arts Course,
and even the Baptists, who, a few years ago,
scarcely belicved in cducating their preachers at all,
are now plarning at Acadia College & theee years
course in Theology, under the supervision of three

Professors, and as far as arrangement and sub-
jects are concerned, it is an admirable ene. And
all we can do at King's College is tn have one re-
fessor who gives part of his time to the instruction
of Divinity Students, while in connection with the
N. B. University there is no provision at all for our
candidates for Orders. "Ihe Permanent Deacons
conld be a well instructed and most useful body of
men. Until we have tham, and a band of Lay
Preachers, we cannot hope to cope with the Bodies
aruund us. We hope every Diocese will soon have

‘There s sttt a debt of $ro,000 on it, which, it is
hoped, will soon be pud ofi.  “But, even with the
Cathedral paid for,” the speaker wenton to ~ay. ©it
is only the beginning of our work.  First of all, we
are to have a true Cathedral worship,  The Cathe-
dral Scrvice of this Church is something distinct
and definite. It is independent of parties in the
Church, with, which we are not troubled here. It
is common to all phases of Churchmanship.  Its
standard is the grandest that we know in Christen-
dom. Visitors to St. Paul’s or Westminster Abbey,
of whatever denomination, though accustomed at
home to the baldest and most meagre forns, have
often told us how their hearts were lifted up, as on
the wings of purest devotion, and how they lelt
themselves in the very vestibule of heaven itsell) us
they joined in the Services as there rendered. It
may be long before we can attaiu to this high stand-
ard.  We must have due regard to the old associa-
tions, habits, feelings, even honest prejudices of our
people.  We must make it our aim gradually to lit
up their hearts and to mould their tastes, so that
they will love that which is highest and best in the
expression of the outpourings of the devout Chris-
tian heart in the presence of Almighty Gon, and
which is most to His honor and glory.  We shall
allow nothing questionable, nothing that is in con.
tradiction of the law and the best nsage ui the
Chuuch,
fuet or excess in ritmal,  Whether the Services he
plain, or whether they be orate and choral, there
will be nothing contriry to the rubric. let there
be no distrust of our soundness in the Laith, :nd
our loyalty to the provisions of the Amcrican
Church, to mar the enjoyment of your worship.”

‘The Bishop then procceded to speak of the spe-
cial work of which the Cathedral was to be the
centre, and we commend his wise words to all who
are connected with so-called Cathedrals in this
Drominion.  As a matter of fuct, there is not really
a (‘athedral i our Ecelesiastical Province which
has the privileges pertaining to such, and does the
work which could be done by such an organizasion.

The Bishop then allided to the need of conse-
secrated work among the Laity, Deaconesses, some
with and many without the title, all under the direc-
tion of the Clergy, giving a definite amount of time
to systematic Christian work, men for Sunday School
duty, as Lay Readers, men ready and desirous to
do anything for Christ and His Church. The
Dishop asked for, and no doubt he will get them,
lor appears to have organizing power n a
marked degree. From the cammon sense ex-
pressed in the Bishop's Address, and his honest
stutement that nothing will be allewed that is ques-
tionable or contrary to the rubrics, whether the
services be plain, or at times ornate and  choral,
we are persuaded that he will soon have a Cathed-
ral Service worthy of the name, and one which will

THE VACANCY IN THE SEE OF ALGOMA.

(N to the l[amented death of the Bishop of
Algoma, according to the Canon on missionary
Dioceses, it now becomes the duty of the Metro-
politan. within six months, to summon the Provin-
cial Synod for the election of another missionary
Bishop. The election takes place by the joint
action of the Upper and Lower House in the fol-
lowing manner.  “The House of Bishops shall
present to the Lower House one or more names
for clection by ballet, and if some of these names
shall be accepted by the Lower House, further
names shall be presented by the Upper House,
until it shall signify that it has no other name to
present. Al names presented to the Lower House
shall be before it for election, until an election shall
have been made. A majority of votes, clerical and
lay, shall be necessary to an election.”

It will be seen, thercfore, that the clergy and Jay
delegates elect on the nomination of the House of
Bishops. The present state of the Diocese is,
®nancially, most unsatisfactory. The bishopric is
not endowed, and Bishop Fauguter depended for
his salary, and for the stipends of his clergy, on
promises made by the Dioceses, which, in many
cases, were not fully kept,  He was constantly in a
state of anxiety about the means wherewith to carry
on his work. The Diocese is a purely missionary
one, and the Bishop was obliged to spend much of
hi> time in the older Dioceses collecting funds for
his work. The mistake, in the tirst place, was the
creation of a Diocese without endowing the
Bishopric. However, it was done; and Algoma
was sct off before the Mantime Dioceses entered
the Provincial Synod. They had no part in the
proceeding, but they have always loyally assisted
the Diocese.  In spite of this discouraging finan-
cial condition, the late Bishop accomplished a great
deal of work, In 1880 he reported to the Provin-
cial Synod 13 clergy, compared with 7 in 1873, and
5+ chugches as compared with g when the Diocese

was originally formed.
readers,

Much as the Bishop accemplished, the ol
work would have been more successful had he Leen
relieved from the comstant worry and anxiety alun
the means for his Diocese. It can hardly be en.
pected thatany vigorous, able and encrgetic prica
will now accept Algoma, if instead of spending ki
time among his people he is expected continialiv
to come Just to collect money, and i3 dcpcm‘,c.{:
himself for his salary en the Diocesan method of
obtaining funds which has hitherto been adopicd.
Before another man is set apart to be the pioncer
Missionary in Algoma, steps ought (o Le taken 1o
set the Diocese, and especially the Bishopric, on
a sounder financial basis.  The new Bishop could
then devote his whole time to his work, and ne:
have his health, strength and very life undermined
by the pressure of financial burdens, which no
Bishop should be expected 1o bear. 1t is the hicich
of folly to commission a man to feed those “few
sheep in the meadows” and expect him at the <awne
time to collect his own salary, and procure funds
for his missionaries and for the financial operations
in his new and scattered Diocese. It is hwmiliar
ing to think of. And if he “serves tables” success-
fully how much 2ime—aye, how much fewrs—will
he have for the spiritual werk, which is the mow
important of all 2

SKETCHES OF THE V'IRST BisHors.

We begin the new year by publishing a serics of
SKETCIES OF ‘THE FIRST BISHOPS OF THE ANGI 1Ay
Cuurcn iy Brevisst NOrRI AMERICY, prepared by
Mr. G. Herbert Lee, B. A, son of the late Canon
Lee, of Fredericton. Mr. T.e has already dovc
good scrvice to the Church as an historian, and the
present articles, we kanow, will prove both interest-
ing and valuable.

Lie Right Reverend Chartes Ingiisy D. ., first
Biskop of Nova Seotia und first Coionial
Bishop of the Church of Erngland.

Dr. inglis was the third sen of the late Archi-
baid Inglis of Glen and Kilcarr in Ircland, where
he was born in the year 17354. It is worthy of rc-
mark that his father, grandfather, and great-grund-
father were ministers of the Vastablished Church.
Ag his father had a large family and small mecns.
he (the son)left Ireland for America when cuiwe
young, and, on his arrival there, took charge of the
Frce School at Lancaster in Pennsylvania, where
he remained three years.  Having honourably ac-
quitted himself in this cmployment, and become
favorably kaown to the Ipiscopal Clergy in the
neighbourhoed, he was encouraged to devote him-
self to the ministry.  Accordingly, he went te Fng-
land, and was admitted to Hely Orders by the
Bishop of Tondon. The Society for the Propaga-
tion of the Gospel in Foroign Parts immediaicly
appointed him as their missionary at Dover, in the
Province of Delaware, on a salary of £50. Such
was the humble beginning of a career marked by
many changes of fortune, and distinguished by
valuable scrvices to the Church.  After a long and
dangerous passage, Mr. Inglis reached Dover, the
place of his destination, and commenced his Yabour
in July, 1759. Few places presented a more arda-
ous field of duty. Fis missionary ficld embrzeed
the whole County of Kent, thirty-three miles in
length, and ten in breadth, with a population of
seven thousand, one-third of whom belonged to the
Church of England. There were three Churches.
but the one at Tover was in 1 most ruined cenditien.
He soon, however, with exemplary energy res:ored
it, and built a fourth Church on the borders of
Marvland.

In 1363 Mr. Inglis informed the Society at home
that under Gop’s blessing he had greatly advanced
the causc of religion, but intimated at the same
time that his health was much impaired owing to
the dampness of the low marshy land and the ex-
cecding fatigie consequent upon attending statiens
teurteen, seventecn and cighteen miles from his
residence.

In August, 1764, he was oficred the pesition of
Assistant to the Rector of Trinity Church, New
York, and Catechist tothe negroes. So amsious,
hewever, were the people of Dover to retain Mr.
Inglis that at first he declined this appointment ;
but in the following year he was induced to accept
it and entered upon the discharge of its duties in
December 1565,
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During his ministry of six years in Delaware, he

- baptized 735 children and 23 adults ; while, within

the same period, the communicants had increased
frem 4910 114.

In 176; King's College, New York, conferred
upon him the honorary degree of B. A, anda few
years later the University of Oxford that of M. A.
In 1738 this same University conferred upon him
the degree of D. ). During the American Revo-
tution, Dr. Inglis showed himself a true and staunch
supporter of the crown. In 1775 Thomas Paine
wrote an article strengly advecating revolt from
the Mother Ceuntry. ‘I'his produced such an effec-
tual retort from Dr. Inglis that his enemies actually
seized the edition and committed it to the flames.

But his loyalty was now destined to be put to a
more severe test.  In April, 1756, the American
Amy arrived at New York under command of
General Washington, who sent word to Mr, Inglis
that ke would be at “Urnity Church on a certan
Sunday, and would be glad if the prayers for the
king and royal family were omitted, or the word
“king” exchanged for “commonwealth.”

Mz:. Inglis paid no attention te the message, and
declared soon atter to Washington in person that
it was in his power to close their churches, but by
no means in his power to make the clergy depart
from their duty. Onc Sunday,after Mr. Inglis 1rad
begun to read prayers, a company of about cne
hundred soldiers ma.ched with the sound of fife
and drum into the church, and with bayonets fixed
on their Isaded muskets filed up the aisle.  Amid
the fainting of women and the tumault of the rest of
the people, who expected the murder of the clergy-
man, Mr. Inglis fearlessly continued the appointed
service and read the Collects for the King and the
Royal family without molestation or interference.

The officers sent ta him for the keys of the
church that they might open it to the sectarian
«chaplains.  Mr. Inglis at once refused, took all the
keys from the inferior servants of the church and
stoed his ground so firmly that no further attempt
was made.

Dr. Auchmuty, Rector of Trinity Church, New
York, having died in 1775, Mr. Inglis was unani-
meusly eclected his suceessor by the Wardens and
Vestry.

“The Bishop of London on hearing of the appoint-
ment said—“I know Mr. Inglisto be a person of
the most eminent abilities, of great judgment, in-
tegrity and piety, of unshaken loyalty, and firm
perseverance in his duty, as he has fully shown by
his late exemplary behaviour, in the severest trials,
by which ke has merited the highest honors which
the country has to bestow upon him.”—The parish
church being in ruins at the time of his induction
to office, the ceremony could not be performed
aecording to custom in the building.

The corporation, thercfore, conducted Mr. Inglis
1o the ruins and he took possession of his charge by
laying his hand upon onc of the walls. This took
place on the 20th March, 1577

In the autumn of this year a party of British
traops burned the whole town of Kingston on the
North River. By this outrage Mr. Inglis lost not
less than eleven hundred pounds.

On 1st November, 1783, Dr. Inglis tendcered his
resignation to the YWardens and Vestry of Trinity
Church, New York, and shortly after sailed with
his family for Halifax, Nova Scotia, where many
refugee loyalists, some of them close personal
frieads, had removed. Such a step was both ex-
pedient and necessary, as Dr. Inglis had, during
the progress of the American Revolution, shown
himself such a zealous supporter and advocate of
the British that his comfort, if not his safety, de-
manded his departure.

In 1787 he was appointed Bishop of Nova Scotia,
with ecclesiastical jurisdiction over the Provinces of
U}iper and Lower Canada, New Brunswick, Prince
Edward Island, Bermuda, and the Island of New-
foundland ; in short, his See was the whole of
British North America, fram the Atlantic to the
Pacific, until, in 1793, the Diocese of Quebec was
formed and the Bishop of Nova Scotia limited to
the Maritime Previnces. He was consecrated at
Lambeth on Sunday, the 12th of August, 1785, by
the Archbishop of Canterbury, assisted by the
Bishops ef Rochester and Chester, and arrived at
Malifax 16th October, 1587, the first Celonial
Bishop of the Church of England.

In 1809 he was appointed a member of the Pro-

incial Council. '

LETTER FROM MRS, SARGENT.
Rarip Cirv, Maxitona,
Dec. 6th, 1881.
{To the Editors of the Church Guantian),

Siks,—I{ the Deminion Churchman pencirates
1o the far away parishes of Nova Scotia, and any of
our many fricnds there read, i Qctaber, a very nice
letter from Mr. Leggo, on the Church of the North-
west, they will wonder, I think, what has become
of us, as Mr. Leggo speaks there of clergymen
being required for seven new parishes, among
which he mentions Brandon and Rapid City. He
speaks of the intentiom of the Mission Board to
“open” a mission at Rapid City, and it was well
known when we left Nova Scotin—eighteen months
ago—that my husband was coming to take charge
of the then newly-formed mission of Rapid City, or
rather of the Valley of the Liutle Saskatchewan,
with Rapid City as headquarters.  Since then, ia
fact since May of this year, the new town of Bran-
don has sprang up—twenty miles from here—
owned principally, and pushed, by the C. P. R.
Syndicate, and gave promise of being so soon a
large and important place, that Mr. Sargent was
requested to take charge of it—in fact, Canon
Grisdale urged his doing so, being kind enough to
say, that a man of my husband's “‘ability and ex-
perience” was required for an important town like
that, at first especially, and ar enc time he seriously
thought of accepting it, which acconnts for a clergy-
man having been advertized for for Rapid City;
but on mature consideration iny husband felt that
a new railway border town like that would be such
a bad place to bring up airchildren that he decided
in favor of Rapid City ; and living or our farm,
and after eighteen months work among them, my
husband is really interfested in the various congre-
gations, and would be sorry to leave them,—there
are such numbers ofreally nice people among them,
and so many expressed such regret when he spoke
of leaving them.

Rapid City has the honor of having been head-
quarters of the first mission, and having built the
first Church West of the then Province of Mani-
toba, in this Diocese of Rupert's Land, and we
have now the great comfort of having a reat Church
of our own, for 2 Surday morning service, for
though, not to be lathed and plastered till the
spring, it is otherwise finished, and it is a nice little
building, built after the model of our dear old
friend, Mr. Ball's Church at Springhiil.  Only the
nave and an alcove for the chancel, so far, but if
the congregation ever swarrants it, there is to be a
tower and spire and chancel, or better still, this
will be taken for the chancel and a chureh built
on! The Bishop has promised us a visit in Janu-
ary, and perhaps there may be a Confirmation.
But, as you know, we find these desperately exten
sive parishes are terribly killing to Church work,
I was going to say Church feeling! You must bear
in mind that I speak of a parish like this, contain-
ing four thousand fAve hundred and something
square miles ! where, doing his very best, it is im-
possible to have more than very semi-occasional
services in cach of the seven or eight stations where
my husband has services.

All summer his work has been three services,
once a fortpight here and at two other places, and
the other two Sundays one service here and an-
other twenty miles away—one Sunday West,
another East ; and it is to be remembered that our
roads here are just trails across the prairie, which,
for perhaps two months in the year, makes beauti-
ful travelling, but in June and July especially means
mud and wading and fording the numerous “slues”
that abound in some districts. My husband was
riding one day, and fording onc ef these torrents
his horse Jost his footing, and my husband had to
jump off in mid-stream, and the horse, finding him-
sell loose, turned and made for the bank he had
left.  The water was up to my husband’s chest,
and he had to ride for miles, wet as he was. But
that is one of the usual occurrences in this country;
but where there are so few services in each
district people lose their interest and forget the
Sunday ; and I believe that regular weekly services
in eplaces within possible reach, would tell better
in the end than these distant monthly struggles, and
the Church more quickly become self-supporting.

Another great drawback has been having a0
church; now that is over as far as Rapid City is
concerned, but of course in all other places services
are held in private houses ; and when it is remem-
bered that “private houses” out in the country
seldom go much beyond the Government require-
ment of, T think, twelve by fourteen, comment is
unnecessary. Here, till we had the church, we had
a variety -of experiences. \We began our services
in a little square school house, whick leaked, and
on one or twe occasions a sudden storm caning
on shortened the sermon. Then we moved into a
loft over the saddler’s shop, but that being required
for the printinz office, we moved across the street
to a large room in the Queen’s Hotel, which was
used duning the week as a school rosm. Then the
Queen’s changing hands, this room was divided
irto bedrooms, but we were offered the use of the

‘ball-roomn tent, attached to the hotel, which did

very nicely during the warm weather, but wafor-
tuna’ely the tent blew down with the first antumnal
wind, and the service was beld for a few Sundays
in an empty house., and when that was let to some
people, who wanted to move in directly, we had to
wait for 3 Sunday or two till the church could he
opened.

It is all very well to talk about outward things
making no difference in the service of Gop, and
perhaps to a certain extent it ought not, but unless
one has experienced it as 1 have here, one caunnot
understand the fecling of loss, in having to do with-
out the outward things onre has been accustomed
to. Yor instance, one Sunday, in another part of the
Mission, my husband admimstered the Holy Com-
munion to a cultivated LEnglish congregation of five
or siX, I believe, and the only table we could pro-
cure was a bit of board across the back of twa
chairs—the chairs themselves were an uncommon
luxury—with a bedroom towel by way of the “Fair
white linen.””  Fortunately he had his own pocket
communien service. A bowl by way of a font is
familiar to all country parsons; but here one is
reduced to a tin pan occasionally, china and
“crockery” being awfully dear hero. Though, of
course, in that, as in many things, we are much
better off than when we first came out hese.  The
country has made most wonderful strides in cvery
way. Some of our shops here, or mather the con
tents of some of our shops—for the buildings are not
so elegant—would not disgrace Granville Street ;
and of course we are steadily mmproving, as every
year with more land under cultivation the settlers
are better off.  The crops are all onc could desire,
with a ready market for them. Our Manitoba
wheat has, 1 see, been pronounced in England the
hest ever seen there, and there is no difficulty in
preducing thirty bushels to the acre here onan
average, with no trouble of top dressing and manur-
ing. And though, of course, the thermometer is
low in the winter, the weather is so clear and bright
aund dry one does not mind it as much as the cold
in Nova Scatia. I wasamused at my little six years
old Jack the other morning coming in rubbing his
hands with the thermometer twenty below zere, and
saying “It’'s pretty sharp out this morning widout
mits.” It is a wondertul country for children,
Little Dick, aged eight, has thoroughly trained a
little pony, which he rides all about the country
alone, and the other day he shot threc prairie
chickens at one shot. HMe never siisses a bird.
They amuse themselves chopping wood, and fitting
themselves for thoroughly useful settiers, and I can
wish nothing better for my boys than that they be-
come possessors of the Government grant of three
hundred and twenty ncres as they attain the age of
eighteen, and become worthy settlers of Manitoha
or the Great North-west. )

Wishing you and all our friends in Nova Scotia ail

THE HEAVENLY WITNESSES.
(To the Editars of the Church Guardian,)

Sirs,—In your last issue appears a letter from
the Rev. B. T. H. Maycock, in which he takes ex-
ception to certain statements in my paper on the
Revised Version of the New Testament, and urges
pretty nearly all that can be urged in support of the
disputed passage in ! Johu v, 7, 8.

I am glad to see Mr, M.'s temperate letter;
for on such a subject as the Revised Version jt is
desirable that there should be as much interchange
of thought as possible, and that every argument in
favour of or against any omissions or change that
may have been made should b brought forward
and considered.

But after carefully reading his letter, I must ad-
here to each one of my statements, and ask you to
allow me reply to his criticisms.

(1) In answer to the assertion thal enly two
Greek MSS,, and those of the rsth and 16th cen-
tury, can be adduced in support of the passage,
and that the other four in which it is found, must be
rejected, two because they were made from the
printed text, and two because they have the words
only in the margin, be says {1) that there is no evi-
dence that the passage was controverted by any
before Erasmus in the rGth century; (2) that
R. Stephens found it retained in nine of the
sixteen MSS. which he wused; (3} thatit was
stated by Sloss, in 1737, that it was acknowledged
by its greatest eremies that almost all the MSS,, a
very few excepted, retained it; and (4) that
Socrates says that the Catholics complained of the
Arians for corrupting and vitiating the text of St
John's Epistles, a charge which Jerome also makes
when he tells us plainly how it had been adulterat-
ed, mistranslated, and omitted, on purpose to elude
the truth.

(1.) I have admitted that it is contained in the
later MSS. of the Vulgate, which implies, of course,
that it was generally, or universally acknowledged
in the Western Church in the middle ages. But
Erasmus found it in only one Greek MS., and there-
upon inserted it in the third edition of his Greek
Testament, not because he was cenvinced of his
error in emiiting it from his former editiens, but in
fulfilment of a2 promise that if it existed in any one
Greek MSS,, he would insertit. Butat the same
time he expresses his opinion that the MS.. had
been' altered so as to corréspond with the Latin,
“Tametsi suspicor . codicem illum ad nostros esse

correctiim.’  {2.) - T do notknow en what authority.

-

Jones of Wayland makes his statementi R. Stephens
1s_said 1o have collated fiftcen MSS. in the library
of Paris. But there is no MS. in that library in
which the words in question, are found. And
Stephens is said to huve given but a very vagus
account of the MSS. to which he had access. (3.)
In Sloss' days textual criticism was an almost un-
known scienee, and only in such an age could the
admission of which he speaks have been made.
(4.} The charge mentioned by Secrates may be
passed by as not sufficiently definite ; while the
“preface to the Canonical Epistles” purporting to
be written by Jerome, is rejected by critics as
shurious, so thal the complaint that the disputed
words had been omitted by certain Latin translators
testifics only to the text of the Vulgate at the time
when the prefice was written.  The judgment of
Jerome must be sought elsewhere, The facts in
regard to the Greek MSS. are certainly as stated in
my paper.  Whatever MSS, Siephens may have
had before him, the Codex Mentfortiznus of the
16th century, and a MS. in the Vatican Library
inspected by Scholz and assigned to the 1gth
century, are the only twa MSS. that can be brought
forward to support the reading, And even these
differ from cach other and from the Tavfus Re
ciplus.

The text of the Vulgate as it came from St.
Jerome must be sought in the eardiest MSS. of that
Version ; and Mr. Maycock has not called inio
question my statement that the eardiest MSS. do
net contain the disputed words. ‘The assertion,’
made on the authority of Horue, that they are found
in the carliest Latin Versions, seems to me not cap-
able of proof, for t*the MSS. in which the Old
Latin Version is foungd arc few,” and “there is no
MS. which gives the original form of the Catholic
Epistles.” A clear quotation of the passage in
ertullian or Cyprian would afford a very strong
Presumption, but no certainty, that it was found in
that Version.

(6.) Mr. M. virtually admits that none of the
Greek Fathers quote the passage, all the authorities
adduced by him being representatives of the Latin
Church, When we remember that i< was in the
East that all the heresies respecting the Godhead
had their origin and raged most violenily, and find
that the Fastern Fathers never once in’ their writ-
ings quote this must decisive (if authentic) proef of
the "Trinity, while they 4o cite the context, can we
come {o any other conclusion than that it was want-
ing in the MSS. which they possessed ?

fe.) “Ihat the passage was found in the Latin
Versian in and after the sth century, and quoted
by some of the later Fathers and by the schoolmen,
1 donot for a moment dispute. But that it is beyond
ail question quoted by any of the carlier Latin
Fathers, I think not. :

Let us first examine the passage from Tertallian,
adding, in italics, the context, which is not given by
Mr. Maycock: *‘But sk SIlALL TAKE OF MINE,
HEe sAID, ‘&VEN As 1 MYSELF oF THE .Fatuer.!
(' Ceterum de meo sumet) inguit, ‘sicut pse de
Latris’) Thus (ifa), the connection of the
Father in the Son, and of the Son in the Comforter,
makes Three joining together the one from the
other, which Three are one Thing, NoT onk DPEk-
SON.  AS 1T was sAibd, ‘1 AND THE FATHER ARE
oNE THING,” in regard to unily of substance, and
not numerical singleness  ls there any certain
reference in this quotation to L Johu v. 7, 87 Is it
anything more than a statement of the Catholic
doctrine drawn from undisputed passages of the
New Testament ?

Jones says the passage is “certainly quoted- twice
by St. Cyprian,” but as Mr. M. has only appealed
to one, 1 will confine my examination to it: “And
again it is writicn of the Father, Son and Spirit,
THESE THREE ARE ONE' And says Mr. M., “As
THESE WORDS ARE NOWHERE ELSE WRITTEN THAN
THE TEXT, St. Cyprian must have owned them as
Canonical Seripture. 1 am not certain that I am
right, but 1 understand him to mean that these
words, Ythese three are one,” are written only in 1.
Jehn v. 7. T'ic it is that they occur only once
in the A. V., and that oniy ance do we read in the
Greek, “Kai houti hoi treis hen eis?; but Cyp-
rian's own words are, ‘¢ A tres unum sunt” And
the Vulgate, following doubtless the Vetus Latina,
has these words in verse 8, “Quoniam tres sunt,
qui testimonium dant cwelo: Pater, Verbum, et
Spiritus Sanctus ; ef AZ res unum sunt. Et tres
sunt qui lestimonium dant in terra : spiritus et aqua
et aangwia ; of iii tres unum sund.”

It is, then, at least an open question, whether St.
Cyprian had before him our gth verse, or assumed
that the words “‘ef ki tres unum sunt “used of the
earthly witnesses, have the allegorical meaning
which is generally atiached to them.” In the
former case, would he not have quoted the whole
passage? ‘The latter is not a modem snppestion,
as the lollowing extract from a letter of the Rev.
G. C. Macaalay, one of the Masters of Rugby, in
the GUARDIAN of July 13th wilt show :—“Facun-
dius, in his defensio trium capitulorum, about the
middle of the Gth century, says—“Of the Father,
Son, and Holy Ghost,’ he said, ‘there are three whe
give witness, the spirit, the- water, and the *blood,
and these are one; signifying in the Spirit- the
Father, in the water the Holy Ghost, and inthe
blsod the Son, which testimony of the Apostle
John, the blessed Cyprizn, in the epistle or bogk
which he wrete ‘of the unity’ understood ‘as spoken. .
of the Father, the Son, and the Holy Ghost.! » °

1 am not less sorry than Mr. M. to part
with the passage; but [ cannot see how
it could possibly be retiaiacd. And the

" fact that the Nicene and Constanti-
nopolitan Fathers were able successfully
to vindicate the Cathelic doctrine wlth-
out its aid, should causc us to contem-
plate its emission withiout any misgiving.
